Odrzivi turizam podrazumijeva pristup u kojem se nastoji ocuvati okolis, bez obzira je li
covjek u interakciji s njim ili ne, od degradacije ili promjena, u kojem se nastoji odrzati
kulturni integritet, ekoloski proces, bioloska raznolikost i sustavi za o€uvanje zivota u prirodi,
a istovremeno upravljanje resursima usmjereno je tome da potrebe domacina i turista budu
zadovoljene i da bi buduce generacije mogle ispunjavati iste te zahtjeve.

Od odrzivog turizma se o¢ekuje da negativne ucinka razvija turizma na zajednicu i okolis$
svede na minimalnu razinu, da povoljno utjece na lokalno gospodarstvo, zastitu prirodne i
kulturne bastine te da povecava kvalitetu zivota domacina i posjetitelja.

- Da ¢e razmjenjivati strucnjake i publikacije

- Da ¢e na medunarodne konferencije, simpozije i izlozbe pozivati medunarodne
strucnjake 1z podrucja zastite kulturne bastine

- Da ¢e razmjenjivati informacije 1 iskustva o zaStiti kulturne bastine te dogovarati 1
uskladivati radnje na tom podrucju u skladu s vlastitim propisima 1 praksama

| believe that these concrete steps we have taken together with the fellow countries on the
path of the Global Environmental Awareness though being late for us but a bit early for our

next generations of existence may raise our hope for a clever living in a better world.

Developing strong relations with fellow countries and international organizations such as
partnership programmes, multinational projects, informational and legislative exchange
helped us a lot to maintain a strong supervisionary mechanisms on conserving cultural and
natural assets of Turkey as well as helping other life forms to survive and develop within
natural habitats. Research and development and legislative works for the protection of natural
assets against the global environment threats and issues whereas the coordination and
implantation of project-based international or multinational environmental partnership
programmes for protection and to raise the public awareness on environmental issues for a

On this part of my speech, I would like to give brief information about touristic,

economical and commercial relation between Croatia and Turkey.

Our bilateral trade volume reached 394 million Dollars in 2013.



We regard tourism as another important field of economic cooperation between our

countries. We are pleased that approximately. 40-50 thousand Croatian tourists visit Turkey

every year. We hope that this number will increase in the coming years.

The Programme between Turkey and Croatia, regarding the years 2014-2016 was signed
on March 4th, 2014.

Within the context of the Programme in respect of conservation and restoration of cultural

heritage, two countries were agreed on;

To improve cooperation on preservation, restoration and data transfer to digital
environment cultural and historical heritage,

To cooperate in fields of preservation and restoration of archaeology, history of art,
museum operation and cultural heritage,

Mutual exchange of specialist and publication,

To invite specialists from other country to the international conferences, symposiums,
and exhibitions in the field of preservation of cultural heritage,

To exchange information and experience on conservation of cultural heritage and to
arrange and coordinate the actions on this field according to their own regulation and

practise.
