Turizam u kontekstu razvojnih politika Europske unije i RH

1,2, 3. Uvodno

e Hrvatska se ulaskom u EU suocila s novim izazovima, ali i S novim
prilikama u turizmu. Strategija razvoja turizma RH do 2020. (VRH)
Ima tri strateska cilja (1) poticanje brzeg gospodarskog rasta temeljenog
na integraciji trzista i institucionalnim reformama, (2) visa stopa
zaposlenosti i (3) promicanje odrzivog razvoja.

e Opcenito, cilj razvoja hrvatskog turizma do 2020. godine je povecanje
njegove atraktivnosti i konkurentnosti, te ulazak u vode¢ih 20 turistickih
destinacija u svijetu po kriteriju konkurentnosti.

e Istodobno, ostali strateski ciljevi turistiCkog razvoja do 2020. godine su:
poboljSavanje strukture i kvalitete smjeStaja, novo zaposljavanje
(otvaranje od 20 do 22 tisuc¢e novih radnih mjesta u turizmu te oko 10
tisu¢a radnih mjesta u neturistickim djelatnostima, ali induciranih
turistickom aktivnoscu); investicije (realizacija novih investicija u iznosu
od oko 7 milijardi eura); poveéanje turisticke potrosnje.

« Turizam sudjeluje u BDP-u RH s 16,5%" u 2013. On je poluga
(odrzivog) gospodarskog rasta i zaposljavanja u RH, $to vrijedi u mnogim
drugim DC, ali i $irem Europskom kontekstu.

« U kontekstu realizacije "StrateSke agende za Uniju u vrijeme
promjena”, usvojene na EV u lipnju o0.g., gospodarski rast i zaposljavanje
istaknuto je kao jedno od 5 prioritetnih podrucja na koje bi se EU trebala

fokusirati u svom radu u narednih pet godina.

! Rast naspram 2012. kada je udio turizma u BDP bio 15,5%.



IT PRES EU medu svojim prioritetima ima zapoSljavanje i odrzivi rast
u pomorskom turizmu — kao najvaznijoj europskoj grani u obalnim
podrucjima.

Hrvatska snaZzno pozdravlja naglasak EU koji je stavljen na daljnji
ekonomski rast i zapos$ljavanje. Bitno je napomenuti kako su
gospodarski oporavak 1 stvaranje novih radnih mjesta klju¢ni prioriteti i za
naSu zemlju. Glavni izazov je pametan, odrziv 1 ukljuciv rast
gospodarstva, kao i rjeSavanje pitanja nezaposlenosti i socijalnih
posljedica krize.

Temeljni ciljevi Europe 2020, strategije koju trenuta¢no revidiramo sve
DC, zele EU uéiniti globalno konkurentnijom. Iskustvo je pokazalo i da
je aktivno zalaganje i sudjelovanje regija i gradova imalo klju¢nu ulogu
u postizanju ciljeva strategije Europa 2020.

Turizam je kljucan, jer stvara znacajan udio BDP-a EU (preko 5% u
2013.) te isto tako zaposljava preko 5% radne snage. Turizam iznimno
puno znaci za lokalni razvoj te zaposljavanje, pogotovo za daleka
podrug¢ja planina 1 otoka.

Europa je broj jedan turisticko odrediste u svijetu, s najgus¢om i
najraznolikijom ponudom turisti¢kih atrakcija. Upravo zbog toga,
turisticka industrija je postala klju¢ni sektor gospodarstva EU, koji
stvara preko 10% BDP-a EU (direktno ili indirektno) te zaposljava 9,7
milijuna gradana u 1,8 milijuna poslovanja.

RH je u pogledu turizma prioritet: diversifikacija turistickih proizvoda i
usluga s ciljem produzenja sezone sto bi trebalo pridonijeti stvaranju
poslovnih prilika i radnih mjesta, poboljsanje kvalitete i inovacije u
turizmu, odrZivo i odgovorno upravljanje u turizmu, poboljSanje
pristupacnosti turistickih proizvoda 1 usluga, efikasnije koriStenje

sredstava iz EU fondova.



4. Makroregionalne strategije

Makroregionalne strategije su koncept regionalne suradnje EU koji postoji
otprilike 7 godina. Prva je razvijena Balti¢ka strategija, no ubrzo se
pocela razvijati i Dunavska strategija u kojoj RH sudjeluje od samog
pocetka 1 koja takoder ima prioritetno podrucje turizam. Na§ domacin
Mali Losinj moze ukljuciti s obzirom da cijeli prostor RH moze
sudjelovati.

Za RH je itekako vazna i Strategija za jadransku i jonsku regiju.
Drzave sudionice nove Strategije su drzave Jadransko-jonske inicijative:
RH, Italija, Grcéka, Slovenija, Srbija, BiH, Crna Gora i Albanija.
Strategija ima 4 stupa: 1. ,,Plavi rast, II. ,Povezivanje regije“, III.
,Kvaliteta okolisa“ 1 IV. ,,Odrzivi turizam* te horizontalna pitanja
»Istrazivanje, inovacije kao 1 ,,malo 1 srednje poduzetnistvo* 1 ,,Izgradnja
kapaciteta 1 komunikacija® .

Spomenuti ¢etvrti stup odnosi se na razvijanje punog potencijala

Regije u smislu inovativnog, odrZivog i odgovornog turizma. RH
naglaSava vaznost makroregionalnog potencijala u razvoju inovativnog,
odrzivog 1 odgovornog turizma s fokusom na diversifikaciju turistickih
proizvoda i rjeSavanje pitanja sezonalnosti.

RH kao EU clanica i sudionica dvije makroregionalne strategije, RH
predstavlja most izmedu Strategije EU za dunavsku regiju i Strategije EU
za jadransku i jonsku regiju odnosno Srednje i JIE.

Klju¢éna podrudja suradnje za RH su takoder osiguranje opskrbe
energijom, rjesavanje pitanja nepotpune povezanosti u okviru prometnih
pravaca (Jadransko jonskog koridora) te razvoj luka i ruralnog zaleda
(Jadranska Provansa) — na Sto ¢emo se joS vratiti.

Od Kljucnih prioriteta Republike Hrvatske unutar Dunavske strategije
istaknuo bih gospodarski rast i stvaranje radnih uvjeta kroz jacanje
konkurentnosti naSith poduzeca 1 olakSavanje pristupa kapitalu malim 1

srednjim poduzecima, prometno povezivanje Hrvatske s ostatkom Srednje



i Isto¢ne Europe, osiguranje energetske sigurnosti te upravljanje vodenim
potencijalima.

e Upravo smo zapoCeli razgovore o ukljuc¢ivanju RH u Alpsku
makroregionalnu strategiju unutar koje ¢emo se zalagati i za razvoj

turizma u nasim brdsko-planinskim podruc¢jima.

2. faza ukljucuje izradu strateSkoga projekta koji ¢e se provesti putem EU
prekograni¢noga programa suradnje IPA HR — BIH — CG 2014/2020.

3. faza: obiteljsko poljoprivredna gospodarstva (OPG) kao okosnica
ruralnog turizma.

Tourism in the context of EU development policies

- Croatia has been faced with new challenges when joining the EU and new
circumstances related to tourism. Tourism development strategy for the
Republic of Croatia 2020 has three strategic goals (1) promotion of faster
economic growth based on market integration and institutional reforms, (2)
higher employment rate and (3) promotion of sustainable growth.

- Generally, the goal of development of Croatian tourism by 2020 is increase of
its attractiveness and competitiveness and accession to 20 world tourist
destinations by competitiveness criteria.

- At the same time, other strategic goals of tourist development by 2020 are:
improvement of structure and lodging quality, new jobs (creation of 20 to
22.000 new jobs in tourism and around 10 000 jobs in non-tourist activities
induced by tourism); investments (realization of new investments in the
amount of cca. 7 billion euros); increase of tourist consumption.

- Tourism patrticipates in the GDP of Croatia with 16.5% in 2013. It is the lever
of (sustainable) economic growth and employment in Croatia, which is true in
many other MS, but also in wider European context.

- In the context of the realization of the "Strategic Agenda for the Union in a
time of change”, adopted at the EC in June this year, economic growth and
employment was highlighted as one of five priority areas in which the EU
should focus its work in the next five years.

- IT PRES EU among its priorities has employment and sustainable growth in
marine tourism - as the most important European industry in coastal areas.

- Croatia strongly welcomes the emphasis the EU that has been placed on
further economic growth and employment. It is important to note that the
economic recovery and job creation are key priorities for our country. The
main challenge is smart, sustainable and inclusive growth of the economy, as
well as solving the issues of unemployment and the social consequences of
the crisis.

- The main objectives of the Europe 2020 strategy, which is currently being
revised by all MS, want to make the EU more competitive globally. Experience
has shown that the active involvement and participation of regions and cities
have a key role in achieving the objectives of the strategy Europe 2020

- Tourism is crucial, because it creates a significant proportion of the EU's GDP
(over 5% in 2013) and also employs more than 5% of the workforce. Tourism
means a great deal for local development and employment, especially in
remote areas of the mountains and islands.

- Europe is number one tourist destination in the world, with the densest and
most diverse range of tourist attractions. Because of this, the tourism industry
has become a key sector of the EU economy, which generates over 10% of



EU GDP (directly or indirectly) and employs 9.7 million people in 1.8 million
businesses.

R Croatia’s priorities in terms of tourism: diversification of tourism products
and services in order to prolong the season, which should contribute to
creating business opportunities and jobs, improve the quality and innovation in
tourism, sustainable and responsible tourism management, improving the
accessibility of tourism products and services, more efficient use of EU funds.

4. Macro-regional strategies

macro-regional strategy are the concept of regional cooperation in the EU that
has been in existence for about 7 years. First developed was a Baltic strategy,
but soon began to develop the Danube strategy in which Croatia has been
participating since the very beginning and which also has a priority area for
tourism. Our host Mali Losinj may be included considering that the whole area
of Croatia can participate.

Rep Cro considers very important also Strategy for the Adriatic and lonian
region. States participating in the new strategy are: Croatia, Italy, Greece,
Slovenia, Serbia, BandH, Montenegro and Albania. The strategy has four
pillars: I. "Blue Growth", Il. "Connecting the region," Ill. "Environmental
Quality" and IV. "Sustainable tourism" and horizontal issues "Research,
innovation as well as" SMEs "and" capacity building and communication. "

Mentioned fourth pillar relates to developing the full potential of the region in
terms of innovative, sustainable and responsible tourism. RH emphasizes the
importance of macro-regional potential in the development of innovative,
sustainable and responsible tourism with a focus on diversification of tourism
products and addresses the issues of seasonality.

Croatia as EU members and patrticipating in two macro-regional strategies,
represents a bridge between the EU Strategy for the Danube Region and the
EU Strategy for the Adriatic and lonian region and Central and South East
Europe.

Key areas of cooperation for the RC are also security of energy supply,
tackling the issue of incomplete connections within the transportation routes
(the Adriatic and lonian corridor) and the development of ports and the rural
hinterland (the Adriatic Provence) - to which we shall return.

Key priorities within the Croatian Danube Strategy are economic growth and
job creation conditions by strengthening competitiveness of our companies
and facilitate access to capital for small and medium-sized enterprises,
transport connections to the rest of the Croatia with Central and Eastern
Europe, ensuring energy security and the management of water resources.

We have just started talks on Croatia's joining the Alpine macro regional
strategy within which we advocate the development of tourism in our highland
areas.



5. EU structural and investment funds

* Investment Priority Programme of RC and EC - Competitiveness and
cohesion 2014 to 2020 and 6.3. Preservation, protection, promotion and
development of natural and cultural heritage.

Specific objectives of the program are:

6.3.1. Strengthening the protection and management of cultural heritage for
the development of tourism and other economic activities - one of the strategic
objectives defined by the National Strategy for Cultural Heritage refers to the
increase in revenues and other benefits from the sustainable use of cultural
heritage, especially for tourism.

6.3.2. Increase the attractiveness and sustainable use of natural heritage -
keeping in mind that the protected areas, especially national parks and nature
parks, provide basic potential for regional development, investment in facilities
and infrastructure for education natural features for visitors to provide
education and awareness, reaching goals of sustainable management, and
providing benefits for the local and regional economy by attracting inward
investment and strengthening the local quality of life.

6. Tourism as an instrument of regional cooperation
Regional cooperation in South East Europe is a priority for RH.
Center of Excellence.

The total projected amount for the Cross-border cooperation Programme
Slovenia - Croatia for the period from 2014 to 2020 is 46,114,193 euros.

The total value of Italy — Croatia program is 201 357 220 euros.

Thematic Objective 6: Environmental protection and promotion of resource
efficiency,

investment priorities 6¢: The preservation, protection, promotion and
development of natural and cultural heritage;

Specific objective: Increase the development of natural and cultural heritage
assets of the area also support the sustainable development of tourist
