I. USTAVNA OSNOVA ZA DONOSENJE ZAKONA

Ustavna osnova za donoSenje Zakona o potvrdivanju Sporazuma o financiranju izmedu Vlade
Republike Hrvatske i Komisije Europskih zajednica o Programu prekograni¢ne suradnje
Hrvatska — Bosna i Hercegovina, u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja IPA, za 2008.
godinu potpisanog u Zagrebu, dana 6. srpnja 2009. godine, u izvorniku na engleskom jeziku,
sadrzana je u ¢lanku 139. stavku 1. Ustava Republike Hrvatske (,,Narodne novine®, br. 41/01 -
procisceni tekst 1 55/01 - ispravak).

II. OCJENA STANIJA I CILJ KOJI SE ZAKONOM ZELI POSTICI

Vlada Republike Hrvatske 1 Komisija Europskih zajednica su dana 27. kolovoza 2007. godine
sklopile Okvirni sporazum izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Komisije Europskih zajednica
o pravilima za suradnju u svezi financijske pomo¢i Europske zajednice Republici Hrvatskoj u
provedbi pomocu u okviru instrumenta pred-pristupne pomoc¢i (IPA) kojeg je Hrvatski sabor
potvrdio dana 03. listopada 2007. (,,Narodne novine — Medunarodni ugovori®, br. 10/2007) (u
daljnjem tekstu: Okvirni sporazum). Okvirni sporazum odreduje opcéa pravila suradnje i
provedbe pomoci Europske zajednice u okviru Instrumenta pretpristupne pomoci (IPA).

Dana 10. prosinca 2007., Komisija Europskih zajednica je Odlukom br. C (2007) 5934
usvojila je Program prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska — Bosna i u okviru komponente
Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2007. godinu ( u daljnjem tekstu: Program).

Za provedbu navedenog Programa nuzno je da Republika Hrvatska i Komisija Europskih
zajednica sklope Sporazum o financiranju kako bi se odredili uvjeti za provedbu pomoci
Zajednice, pravila i postupci o isplati povezanoj s takvom pomoc¢i i uvjeti prema kojima ¢e se
upravljati tom pomo¢i.

Op¢i cilj Programa je poduprijeti razvoj prekograni¢nih mreZza i partnerstva te razvoj
zajednickih prekograni¢nih djelovanja kako bi se revitaliziralo gospodarstvo, zastitila priroda i
okoli$ te povecala socijalna kohezija programskog podrucja.

Dodatan cilj Programa je izgraditi kapacitet lokalnih, regionalnih i nacionalnih institucija za
upravljanje EU programima te ih pripremiti za upravljanje budu¢im prekograni¢nim
programima u okviru cilja 3 strukturnih fondova EU.

Dok je tehnicki, pravni 1 administrativni okvir u kojem ¢e se u Republici Hrvatskoj provoditi
mjere financirane iz programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Republike Hrvatske i Bosne i



Hercegovine u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2008. godinu
odreden Okvirnim sporazumom, Sporazum o financiranju ureduje detaljne uvjete potrebne za
isporuku pomo¢i Europske zajednice, pravila i postupke u svezi s isplatom vezanom uz ovu
pomoc¢, kao i uvjete pod kojima ¢e se upravljati tom pomoci.

Vlada Republike Hrvatske donijela je na sjednici odrzanoj 19. lipnja 2009. godine Odluku o
pokretanju postupka za sklapanje Sporazuma o financiranju izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske
1 Komisije Europskih zajednica o Programu prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska —Bosna i
Hercegovina, u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA, za godinu 2008.
(Klasa 441-03/09-01/03, Urbroj: 5030105-09-1).

Sporazum o financiranju predstavlja sporazum standardnog sadrzaja i oblika na temelju kojeg
se mogu primiti sredstva za projekte, kakav Europska komisija obi¢no sklapa s drzavama
primateljicama pomoci Europske unije.

Sporazum o financiranju sadrzi Dodatak A ,,Program prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska —
Bosna i Hercegovina u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za godinu
2008.“ u kojem je opisan Program koji ¢e se financirati, Dodatak B ,,Okvirni sporazum o
pravilima za suradnju u svezi financijske pomoc¢i Europske zajednice Republici Hrvatskoj u
provedbi pomo¢i u okviru Instrumenta pretpristupne pomoci (IPA)*, i Dodatak C ,,Dodatni
uvjeti za provedbu pomoc¢i Zajednice” u kojem su navedene daljnje obveze, funkcije i
zajednicke odgovornosti struktura, direkcija i tijela koje nisu uredene Okvirnim sporazumom,
kao 1 detaljna pravila o akreditaciji operativnih struktura i prijenosu upravljackih ovlasti od
strane Komisije.

Provedba programa IPA - komponenta Prekograni¢na suradnja za 2008. godinu odvijat ¢e se
prema tzv. decentraliziranom modelu, Sto podrazumijeva da institucije nadlezne za upravljanje
programom (upravna tijela i/ili provedbene agencije za odredenu komponentu) raspolazu
sredstvima Europske unije. Prac¢enje i evaluacija programa i projekata provode se u svrhu
sustavnog nadzora nad provedbom i procjene ucinka dogovorenih aktivnosti i mjera, te sluze
kao korektivni mehanizam u slu€aju neispunjavanja predvidenih rezultata ili nepoStivanja
dogovorenih rokova. Za poslove financijskog upravljanja zaduZen je Nacionalni fond
Ministarstva financija koji djeluje kao riznica za prihvat sredstava Europske unije,
odobravanje prijenosa sredstava operativnim strukturama ili krajnjim korisnicima, te za
financijsku kontrolu utroSenih sredstava.

Sporazum o financiranju je u ime Vlade Republike Hrvatske 6. srpnja 2009. godine potpisao g.
Hrvoje Dolenec, drzavni tajnik SrediSnjeg drZzavnog ureda za razvojnu strategiju i koordinaciju
fondova Europske unije, u svojstvu Nacionalnog koordinatora programa IPA.

III. OSNOVNA PITANJA KOJA SE PREDLAZU UREDITI ZAKONOM

Ovim zakonom potvrduje se Sporazum o financiranju izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i
Komisije Europskih zajednica o Programu prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska — Bosna i
Hercegovina, u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA, za godinu 2008. ,
kako bi njegove odredbe u skladu s ¢lankom 140. Ustava Republike Hrvatske (,,Narodne
novine“,,br. 41/01 — prociS€eni tekst i 55/01 —ispravak), postale dio unutarnjeg poretka
RepublikeHrvatske.



Potvrdivanje Sporazuma o financiranju predstavlja pravnu osnovu za bespovratno koristenje
financijskih sredstava za projekte pomoc¢i Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska — Bosna
i Hercegovina u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2008. godinu

Zakonom se utvrduje nacin osiguranja financijskih sredstava potrebnih radi izvrSavanja
Sporazuma o financiranju odnosno provedbe Zakona i odreduje srediSnje tijelo drzavne uprave
nadlezno za provedbu Zakona. Zakonom se takoder utvrduje nacin objave podatka o stupanju
na snagu Sporazuma o financiranju te dan stupanja na snagu Zakona.

IV. OCJENA SREDSTAVA POTREBNIH ZA PROVEDBU OVOGA ZAKONA

Provedba ovog zakona zahtijeva osiguranje dodatnih financijskih sredstava u Drzavnom
proracunu Republike Hrvatske.

Za provedbu ovog Zakona potrebno je osigurati financijski doprinos Republike Hrvatske u
svrhu sufinanciranja odredenih projekata koji proizlaze iz Sporazuma o financiranju.

Ukupna vrijednost programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Republike Hrvatske i Bosne i
Hercegovine u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2008. godinu
iznosi 2.352.941,16 eura, od ¢ega je za Republiku Hrvatsku predvideno 1.176.470,58 eura.

Vrijednost koja je predvidena darovnicom Europske unije Republici Hrvatskoj iznosi
1.000.000,00 eura, dok ¢e ostatak u iznosu od 176.470,58 eura osigurati krajnji korisnici
projekata u sklopu Programa ili Ministarstvo regionalnoga razvoja, Sumarstva i vodnoga
gospodarstva u svojem proracunu. Od ukupne vrijednosti sufinanciranja koje iznosi
176.470,58 eura Ministarstvo regionalnoga razvoja, Sumarstva 1 vodnoga gospodarstva
osigurava 17.647,06 eura.

Troskovi sufinanciranja koje osigurava Ministarstvo regionalnog razvoja, Sumarstva i vodnoga
gospodarstva ulaziti ¢e u redovna proracunska sredstva navedenog ministarstva kroz tri
proracunske godine (2008-2010).

V. PRIJEDLOG ZA DONOSENJE ZAKONA PO HITNOM POSTUPKU

Temelj za donoSenje ovog Zakona po hitnom postupku nalazi se u ¢lanku 159. Poslovnika
Hrvatskoga sabora (,,Narodne novine* br. 6/02 — prociS¢eni tekst, br.41/02, 91/03, 58/04,
39/08, 86/08), i to u drugim osobito opravdanim drzavnim razlozima. S obzirom na to da ovaj
Sporazum o financiranju stupa na snagu na dan kada Komisija primi pisanu obavijest o tome
da su ispunjeni unutarnji pravni uvjeti Republike Hrvatske za njegovo stupanje na snagu, a $to
znaci da se prije toga ne moze pokrenuti provedba projekata koji ¢e ovim Sporazumom o
financiranju biti financirani, postoji opravdani interes za njegovim Sto skorijim stupanjem na
snagu.

S obzirom na prirodu postupka potvrdivanja medunarodnih ugovora, kojim drzava i formalno
izrazava spremnost da bude obvezana ve¢ potpisanim medunarodnim ugovorom, kao i na
¢injenicu da se u ovoj fazi postupka, u pravilu, ne mogu izvrsiti izmjene ili dopune teksta
medunarodnog ugovora, predlaZze se ovaj Zakon raspraviti i prihvatiti po hitnom postupku,
objedinjavajuci prvo i drugo Citanje.

Dana 1. kolovoza 2006. godine, Vije¢e Europske unije usvojilo je Uredbu (EZ-a) br.
1085/2006 kojom se uspostavlja instrument pretpristupne pomoc¢i (dalje u tekstu
,Okvirna uredba o programu IPA”). Na snazi od 1. sijecnja 2007. godine, ovaj
instrument predstavlja jedinstven pravni temelj za pruzanje financijske pomoci
drzavama kandidatkinjama (trenutno Hrvatska, BivSa Jugoslavenska Republika
Makedonija 1 Turska) i drZavama potencijalnim kandidatkinjama (Albanija, Bosna 1
Hercegovina, Crna Gora 1 Srbija, ukljuuju¢i Kosovo u okviru Rezolucije Vijeca
sigurnosti Ujedinjenih naroda br. 1244) u nastojanjima na unapredenju politickih,
gospodarskih 1 institucionalnih reformi na putu do moguceg ¢lanstva u Europskoj uniji.

Dana 12. lipnja 2007., Komisija je usvojila uredbu (EZ-a) br. 718/2007 kojom se
provodi Okvirna uredba o programu IPA, koja sadrzi detaljne vaZece odredbe o
upravljanju 1 kontroli (dalje u tekstu: ,,IPA provedbena uredba®).

Pomo¢ Zajednice u okviru instrumenta pretpristupne pomoci treba nastaviti podupirati
drzave korisnice u njihovom nastojanju jaCanja demokratskih institucija i vladavine
prava, reformi javne uprave, provedbi gospodarskih reformi, poStivanju ljudskih i
prava manjina, promicanju ravnopravnosti spolova, podrsci razvoju civilnog drustva i
unapredenju regionalne suradnje kao i pomirenju i obnovi te doprinijeti odrZivom
razvoju 1 smanjenju siromastva.

Dio ovog
programa koji se odnosi na Republiku Hrvatsku ¢e se provoditi pomocu
decentraliziranog upravljanja.

Za provedbu ovog programa potrebno je da stranke sklopile Sporazum o financiranju
kako bi se odredili uvjeti za provedbu pomo¢i Zajednice, pravila i postupci o isplati
povezanom s takvom pomoc¢i i uvjeti prema kojima ¢e se upravljati pomoci.

2. SAZETAK
2.1. Uvod

2.1.1. Postupak programiranja

Postupak programiranja je proveden od prosinca 2006. godine do svibnja 2007. godine.
Program je razvijen kroz proces Sire konzultacije s lokalnim dionicima i moguéim Kkorisnicima
s obje strane granice. Prvi bilateralni sastanak izmedu predstavnika nacionalnih institucija
nadleznih za komponentu II IPA programa odrzani su 22. prosinca 2006. godine. Na ovom
sastanku obje strane su raspravile i dogovorile proces razrade programa.

Dana 22. ozujka 2007. godine, Zajednicki programski odbor (ZPO) sastao se po prvi puta.
ZPO se sastoji od predstavnika nacionalnih tijela Hrvatske 1 Bosne 1 Hercegovine kao i od
regionalnih tijela pograni¢nih regija. Cilj ovog sastanka bio je definirati opis zadataka
Zajednickog programskog odbora odnosno Zajednickog tima za izradu nacrta.

Tijekom oZujka i travnja 2007 razraden je sadrzaj SWOT analize (prednosti, slabosti,
mogucnosti 1 prijetnje) te je usvojen na drugom sastanku Zajednickog programskog odbora u
Sarajevu dana 20. travnja 2007. godine. Tijekom travnja korisnici programa raspravljali su o
dijelovima programske strategije (prioriteti, mjere i1 aktivnosti) koje su usvojene na trecem
sastanku Zajedni¢kog odbora za programiranje u Zagrebu dana 11. svibnja 2007. godine.
Zajednicki programski odbor (ZPO) usvojio je kona¢nu verziju dokumenta za programiranje
dana 25. svibnja 2007. godine.

2.2.  Opdi cilj programa

Op¢i cilj programa je poduprijeti razvoj prekograni¢nih mreza i partnerstva te razvoj
zajednickih prekograni¢nih djelovanja kako bi se revitaliziralo gospodarstvo, zastitila priroda i
okoli$ te povecala socijalna kohezija programskog podrucja.

Dodatan cilj programa je izgraditi kapacitet lokalnih, regionalnih i nacionalnih institucija za
upravljanje EU programima te ih pripremiti za upravljanje budu¢im prekograni¢nim
programima u okviru cilja 3 Strukturnih fondova EU.

ViSegodiSnji indikativni planski dokument za Hrvatsku za razdoblje od 2007. do 2009.
ukazuje na to ¢e prekograni¢na suradnja, kojom se upravlja kroz Komponentu II, podrzati
Hrvatsku u prekograni¢noj te transnacionalnoj i meduregionalnoj suradnji s drZavama
¢lanicama EU i drZzavama korisnica IPA-e. Usredotoc€it ¢e se na unapredenje potencijala za
turizam, uz stvaranje bliskije povezanosti izmedu pograni¢nih podru¢ja i podrZzavanje
zajednickih aktivnosti na zastiti okoliSa.

ViSegodiSnji indikativni planski dokument za Bosnu i1 Hercegovinu za isto razdoblje
poduprijet ¢e aktivnosti u cilju promicanja 1 povecanja prekograni¢ne suradnje i druStveno-
gospodarske integracije pograni¢nih podru¢ja. To ¢e se uciniti kroz jaCanje gospodarskih,
socijalnih i kulturnih veza izmedu odnosnih zemalja sudionica, ukljucujuci vrste aktivnosti
poput ,,people-to-people*.

Program je u skladu s osnovnim nacionalnim strategijama pojedinih sektora u Hrvatskoj i
Bosni 1 Hercegovini.

Kako su dani ograniceni izvori dostupni pod IPA 2007-2013 te veli¢ina programskog
podrucja, cilj ovog programa je prvo 1 osnovno doprinijeti ponovnom aktiviranju pogranicne
povezanosti 1 aktivnosti u programskom podrucju kako bi se potaknula suradnja na lokalnoj
razini vezana za zajednicke druStveno-gospodarske probleme te probleme okoliSa.

2.3. Prioritetna os, povezane mjere i njihovi posebni aspekti o provedbi proracuna za
2008. godinu

Prioriteti 1 mjere definirane u ovom prekogranicnom programu su strukturirane na nacin da
postuju i osiguraju provedbu pojedinacnih ciljeva. Ustanovljena su dva prioriteta
prekograni¢ne suradnje. Isti su odabrani kao izravna podrSka u podrucjima sa konkretnim
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mogucénostima kao $to su to turizam i sektor malog i srednjeg poduzetniStva te u podruc¢jima
koja bi mogla podignuti kvalitetu Zivota 1 poboljSati socijalnu koheziju putem zaStite prirode 1
okolisa te kroz poboljSanje pristupa uslugama. Jedan od prioriteta je usredotocen na tehnicku
pomoc te osigurava ucinkovito upravljanje i provedbu programa.

U pogledu Hrvatske, pazit ¢e se na to da nema operativnog ili financijskog preklapanja,
ullju¢ujuc¢i na nivou sudionika, s nekom od mjera koje su dio Operativnih programa za
Hrvatsku 1 Komponenti III, IV 1 V (regionalna, ljudski potencijali 1 ruralni razvoj) u okviru
programa IPA.

Svaki prekograni¢ni program c¢e ustanoviti prihvatljiva pravila za odabir operacija koje ¢e
osigurati iste uvjete prihvatljivosti za slicne aktivnosti, istovremeno poStuju¢i standarde
Komisije, gdje je to relevantno, izmedu razli¢itih prekograni¢nih programa i ostalih
komponenti IPA-e.

Prioritet 1: Stvaranje zajednickog gospodarskog prostora

Ovaj prioritet je odgovor na teSku gospodarsku situaciju s obije strane granice, koja je
okarakterizirana padom populacije, visokim stupnjem zavisnosti O nerazvijenom
poljoprivrednom sektoru te sektoru malog i srednjeg poduzetniStva koje se suocava s
nedostatnim pristupom kreditnim sredstvima, nedostatkom struc¢nosti i poduzetniStva.
Turisticki sektor je dobro razvijen u zapadnom dijelu programskog podrucja — blizu obale
Jadranskog mora — ali je vrlo nerazvijen u njegovom srediSnjem 1 isto¢nom dijelu. Neke od
osnovnih zapreka razvoja turistickog sektora su loSa turistiCka infrastruktura (ve¢inom u
neobalnim podruc¢jima), vrlo niska razina marketinga kao 1 nedostatna razmjena informacija
izmedu turistickih operatera i ostalih sektora gospodarstva (a pogotovo poljoprivrede).

Cilj ovog prioriteta je pridonijeti integraciji gospodarstva u pograni¢nim podrucjima kroz
poticanje suradnje u podrucju turizma, kroz podrSku malim i srednjim poduzeima te
promicanjem poduzetniStva. Pojedinacni ciljevi su razvoj prepoznatljive turisticke ponude na
osnovu zajednicke prirodne i kulturne baStine te unaprjedenje konkurentnosti lokalnog
turistickog gospodarstva. Nadalje, program podrZava razvoj lokalnog gospodarstva jacajuci
institucije i sluzbe za promicanje sektora malog i srednjeg poduzetniStva te poslovanja.

Stvaranje zajednickog gospodarskog prostora ¢e se provesti kroz dvije mjere:

Mjera 1: Zajednic¢ki razvoj turisticke ponude

Zajednicki razvoj turisticke ponude ¢e pruzati podrSku poboljSanju 1 diversifikaciji turisti¢kih
proizvoda 1 usluga kao 1 zajednickom marketingu tih istith proizvoda i1 usluga. Mjera ce
aktivirati potencijale u sklopu podrucja zastite okoliSa i kulture te ¢e pridonijeti unaprjedenju
vjestina ljudi koji rade u turizmu, poljoprivredi i kulturi.

Prihvatljive vrste aktivnosti uklju€uju npr.: dobivanje certifikata za lokalne proizvode,
promicanje turizma i marketinSke inicijative, o€uvanje kulturnog nasljeda, razvoj tematskih
(prekogranicnih) cesta itd.

Mjera 2: Promicanje poduzetnistva

Druga mjera podrzava promicanje poduzetniStva 1 inicijativa za povecanje konkurentnosti 1
inovativnosti u sektoru malog i srednjeg poduzetniStva. Mjera podupire programe koji stvaraju
poslovne, istraZivacke ili obrazovne prekograni¢ne mreZe. A koje mogu ukljucivati: aktivnosti
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obuke i obrazovanja za malo i srednje poduzetni§tvo, razvoj partnerstva izmedu malog i
srednjeg poduzetniStva te sveuciliSta ili zajednickih institucija za podrSku poslovanju.

Mjera 11 2 ¢e se u osnovi provesti kroz pozive na dostavu prijedloga projekata.
Prioritet 2: Poboljsana kvaliteta Zivota i drustvena povezanost

Prioritet 2 je odgovor na druStvene probleme i1 probleme zaStite okoliSa u pograni¢nom
podruc¢ju. Visoka je razina nezaposlenosti i to pogotovo u ruralnim podrucjima a ujedno
nedostaju i aktivne mjere zapoSljavanja koje bi utjecale na ovu situaciju. Prisutna je opca
tendencija odljeva mozgova te nemogucnost pristupa obrazovanju i socijalnim uslugama.

U sektoru zastite okoliSa, Hrvatska 1 Bosna 1 Hercegovina suoCavaju se s istim izazovima te
imaju iste mogucnosti. S obije strane granice postoje znacajne prirodne ljepote—parkovi
prirode 1 rijeke, ali ne postoji koordinacija u zaStiti okoliSa npr. kroz gospodarenje otpadnim
vodama, niti ne postoji nikakva koordinacija u slucaju prirodnih katastrofa kao Sto su to
poplave ili poZari. Takoder i minska polja predstavljaju zajedni¢ki problem programskog
podrucja. Procijenjeno je da jo§ ima 305.000 zaostalih neeksplodiranih mina koje treba
ukloniti te koje pokrivaju oko 1800 km®.

Op¢i cilj prioriteta 2 je poboljSati kvalitetu Zivota u pograni¢nim podrucjima i to kroz
smanjenje Steta/rizika po okoli§ te kroz povecanje socijalne kohezije unutar lokalnih zajednica.
Postavljena su dva posebna cilja: prvi je zaStita i oCuvanje okoliSa te poticanje odrZivog
koriStenja prirodnih bogatstava u pograni¢nim podrucjima kroz zajedniCke aktivnosti te kroz
kampanje za osvjeS¢ivanje. Drugi poseban cilj je usmjeren ka osiguranju pristupa uslugama
same zajednice, a koje utjeCu na dobrobit 1 socijalnu koheziju lokalnih Zitelja 1 zajednica.

Dvije niZze navedene mjere namijenjene su poboljSanju kvalitete Zivota i socijalne kohezije:

Mjera 1: Zastita prirode i okoliSa

Zastita prirode 1 okoliSa je samo po sebi vrlo vazno, ali je ujedno vazno i radi razvoja turizma.
Stoga ova mjera potice inicijative koje sprje¢avaju propadanje okoliSa te koje promicu odrzivo
koriStenje prirodnih bogatstava. Primjeri aktivnosti bi mogli biti sljede¢i: zajednicka planska
dokumentacija za opskrbu vodom 1 zbrinjavanje otpadnih voda, istraZzivanja obnovljivih izvora
energije, podizanje svijesti o zaStiti okoliSa te zajedniCke interventne aktivnosti u slucaju
poplava ili poZara.

Mjera 2: PoboljSanje dostupnost usluga iz Zajednice u pograni¢nom podrucju

Druga mjera je usredotocena na dobrobit i socijalnu koheziju lokalnih zajednica te pridonosi
poboljSanju prekograni¢nih odnosa. Ova mjera podrZzava razvoj ,,people-to-people*
prekograni¢nih aktivnosti u podru¢jima obrazovanja, druStvene i zdravstvene skrbi, kulture i
sporta. Ona ukljucuje lokalne vlasti, civilno drustvo i socijalne partnere te podupire stvaranje
prekograni¢nih mreZa u sklopu aktivnosti socijalne kohezije. A to bi mogle biti: zajednicke
inicijative mladih, pomo¢ marginaliziranim grupama, olakSanje pristupa zdravstvenoj skrbi i
obrazovanju itd.

Mjera 1 i mjera 2 ¢e se u osnovi provesti kroz pozive na dostavu prijedloga projekata.

Prijedlog rasporeda i okvirni iznos za poziv na dostavu prijedloga projekata za Prioritet 1
(Stvaranje zajednickog gospodarskog prostora) i Prioritet 2 (PoboljSati kvalitetu zivota i
socijalnu koheziju)
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Za proracun 2008., prijedlog je da se izda jedinstveni zajedniCki poziv na dostavu prijedloga
projekata. Sve mjere pod prioritetom 1 1 2 biti ¢e obuhvacene u prvom pozivu, koji ce
pokrivati i: “velike” (vrijednost od 50-300.000 eura) i male (vrijednost od 20-50.000 eura)
iznose bespovratnih sredstava.

Predvideni su sljede¢i Kkataliticki utjecaji: poboljSanje okoliSnih standarda, poboljSanje
socijalne 1 kulturne skrbi, odrZivo koriStenje lokalnih materijalnih i ljudskih potencijala,
prijenos know-howa kroz suradnju na projektima, utjecaji poduzetnistva koji ¢e na kraju
ukloniti potrebu za vanjskim financiranjem u buduénosti i stvaranje moguénosti zaposljavanja.
Nadalje, provedba projekata ¢e poticati i pripremiti pozitivno okruZenje za daljnju suradnju.

Obveza nacionalnog sufinanciranja jamc¢i da ¢e EU nacela dodatnosti biti u potpunosti
ukljucena.

Prioritet 3: Tehnicka pomo¢

Cilj prioriteta tehnicke pomo¢i je poboljSanje kvalitete prekograni¢ne suradnje 1 alata za
upravljanje. Ona vec¢inom pokriva troSkove izravno vezane za provedbu programa: troSkovi
vezani za Sirenje informacija 1 osiguravanje uocCljivosti programa, podizanje svijesti u
prekograni¢noj regiji, promocija suradnje 1 razmjena iskustava; administrativni 1 logisticki

Tijekom razdoblja 2004.- 2006. samo program bespovratne pomoc¢i ,,Suradnja prekograni¢nih
podrucja sa Srbijom, Crnom Gorom, Bosnom i Hercegovinom* (koji se financira iz hrvatske
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alokacije CARDS 2004) ima partnere 1 u Hrvatskoj i u Bosni. Ovaj program bespovratne
pomoci jo§ je predmet evaluacije a toan broj bespovratnih pomo¢i koje ¢e se dodijeliti joS
nije poznat. Nadalje, INTERREG IIIA jadranski CBC financirao je sedam projekta (od 36 sa
hrvatskim korisnicima) koji ukljucuju hrvatsko-bosansko partnerstvo. Medutim, samo pet
projekata ima partnere unutar programskog podrucja. Dodatnih 35 projekta s hrvatskim i
bosanskim partnerima ugovoreno je u sklopu drugog poziva Jadranskog programa. Po
teku¢em IPA 2007 prekograni¢nom programu Hrvatska/ Bosna i Hercegovina, vlasti u obje
drzave sastavljaju Zajednicki nadzorni odbor te ZajedniCko tehniCko tajniStvo kako bi se
pripremili za objavljivanje poziva za dostavu projekata.

Stecena iskustva

Obje zemlje su stekle iskustva iz prethodnih provedbi programa prekograni¢ne suradnje, a
pogotovo onih koje ukljucuju drzave c¢lanice sa kvalitetnom praksom prekograni¢ne suradnje
koja se moZe prenijeti na zemlje sa manje iskustava. Kao rezultat, podrucja koja se nalaze na
granicama drzava Clanica imaju vec¢i kapacitet 1 znanje u projektima prekograni¢ne suradnje
nego $to je to slucaj sa podru¢jima koja graniCe sa drzavama neclanicama. Ova se situacija
pokazala tijekom provedbe CARDS 2004 programa ,,Pograni¢ne suradnje®, kad su po prvi put
susjedna podrucja iz Hrvatske, Bosne 1 Hercegovine, Srbije 1 Crne Gore imale priliku prijaviti
se za manje prekograniCne projekte suradnje. Postojao je op¢i nedostatak znanja kako
pripremiti i upravljati projektima, te su lokalni dionici tesko nalazili partnere s druge strane
granice.

Dosadasnje iskustvo u suradnji pograni¢nih podrucja pokazalo je da je kvalitetna faza
pripreme, ukljuCujuci 1 podizanje svijesti te obuku prije pokretanja bilo kakvih aktivnosti,
klju¢na za ishod programa.

Tematska evaluacija programa prekograni¢ne suradnje u okviru programa PHARE dosla je do
zakljucka da je vecina projekata imala ocit utjecaj na jedan dio pograni¢nog podrucja, ali da su
zajednicCki projekti prije iznimka nego pravilo. Zbog toga je vazno osigurati da projekti budu
rezultat zajednickih lokalnih ili regionalnih inicijativa. Jo§ jedan zakljucak prethodno
spomenute evaluacije je da je uskladen rad na zajedni¢kim projektima klju¢an u smislu
rezultata, utjecaja i odrzivosti. Stoga je vazno da partneri uspostave usuglaSene planove za
koordinaciju i mehanizme prije potpisivanja Sporazuma o financiranju.

Koordinacija donatora

programa prekograni¢ne suradnje koji su dostavljeni Komisiji. Komisija je zaprimila komentar
Veleposlanstva Velike Britanije u Zagrebu te Svjetske banke.

Hrvatska osigurava istrazivanje 1 u¢inkovito postupanje sa sumnjivim slu¢ajevima prijevare i
nepravilnosti te osigurava funkcioniranje mehanizama kontrole i izvjes¢ivanja koji su jednaki
onima iz Uredbe Komisije br. 1828/2006'. Svi sumnjivi ili stvarni sluGajevi prijevare i
nepravilnosti, kao i sve poduzete mjere u vezi s njima, moraju se prijaviti sluzbama Komisije
bez odgadanja. Ukoliko nema sumnjivih ili stvarnih slu€ajeva prijevare ili nepravilnosti za
prijaviti, drzava Korisnica izvjeStava Komisiju o toj Cinjenici u roku dva mjeseca nakon
zavrSetka svakog tromjesecja.

Nepravilnost oznacava svako krSenje odredbe vazecih pravila i ugovora, kao posljedica radnje
ili propusta gospodarskog subjekta, a koje ima, ili moZe imati za posljedicu ucinak na opci
proracun Europske unije kroz neopravdanu troSkovnu stavku za op¢i proracun.

Prijevara oznaCava svaku namjernu radnju ili propust koji se odnosi na: uporabu ili
predstavljanje laznih, neto¢nih ili nepotpunih izjava ili dokumenta, ¢ija je posljedica krivo
doznaCavanje ili protuzakonito zadrZavanje sredstava iz op¢eg proracuna Europske unije ili
proracuna kojima upravlja Europska unija, ili se njima upravlja u njeno ime; prikrivanje
informacija ¢ime se krSi odredena obveza s istim u¢inkom; pogresna primjena takvih sredstava
u svrhe razli¢ite od onih za koje su prvotno dodijeljena.

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DrZzava korisnica poduzima sve potrebne mjere za sprjeCavanje i suzbijanje sluCajeva aktivne 1
pasivne korupcije u svim fazama postupka nabave ili postupka dodjele bespovratnih sredstava,
kao i tijekom provedbe odnosnih ugovora.

Aktivna korupcija definira se kao necija namjerna radnja kojom se sluzbeniku, za njega ili za
trecu stranu, obecava ili daje, neposredno ili putem posrednika, prednost bilo koje vrste kako
bi djelovao ili se suzdrzao od djelovanja u skladu sa svojom obvezom, ili obavljao svoje
funkcije protivno sluzbenim duZnostima na nacin koji Steti, ili ¢e vjerojatno Stetiti,
financijskim interesima Europskih zajednica.

Pasivna korupcija definira se kao namjerna radnja duznosnika, koji neposredno ili putem
posrednika, trazi ili prima prednosti bilo koje vrste, za sebe ili treu stranu, ili prihvaca
obecanje o takvoj prednosti, kako bi djelovao ili se suzdrzao od djelovanja sukladno svojoj
duZznosti ili obavljao svoje funkcije protivno sluzbenim duZznostima na nacin koji Steti ili ¢e
vjerojatno Stetiti financijskim interesima Europskih zajednica.

Tijela drzave korisnice, ukljucujuéi osoblje nadlezno za provedbu programa, obvezuju se
takoder poduzeti sve potrebne mjere predostroZnosti kako bi se izbjegao rizik od sukoba
interesa, te odmah izvjeStavaju Komisiju o svakom sukobu interesa ili situaciji koja bi mogla
dovesti do takvog sukoba.

6.5. Financijske ispravke

Kako bi se osiguralo da se sredstva koriste u skladu s vaze¢im pravilima, Komisija u
Hrvatskoj primjenjuje postupke obracuna ili mehanizme financijskih ispravaka u skladu sa
Clankom 53.c stavkom 2. Financijske uredbe te kako je navedeno u Okvirnom sporazumu
sklopljenom izmedu Komisije i Hrvatske ili, u slucaju kada ovaj potonji ne postoji, u
Sporazumu o financiranju kojim se provodi ovaj program i sklopljenom s Hrvatskom.

Do financijskog ispravka moze do¢i uslijed sljedeceg:

(1) utvrdivanja specifi¢ne nepravilnosti, ukljucujuci prijevaru; ili

(i) utvrdivanja slabosti ili nedostatka u sustavima upravljanja i kontrole
drZave korisnice.

Ukoliko Komisija otkrije da su izdaci iz ovog programa nastali na na¢in kojim se krSe vazeca
pravila, odlucuje koje iznose treba iskljuciti iz financiranja Zajednice.

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POGLAVLJE I. UVOD I SAZETAK

1.1. Uvod u program prekograniéne suradnje

Ovim se dokumentom opisuje program prekograniéne suradnje izmedu Hrvatske i Bosne i
Hercegovine koji ¢e se provoditi tijekom razdoblja od 2007. do 2013. Ovaj stratedki dokument
temeljen je na zajedni¢kom radu na planiranju hrvatske i bosanske strane. Program podrzava
Il. komponenta (prekograni€na suradnja) Instrumenta za pomo¢ u pretpristupnom razdoblju
EU-a (IPA), pod kojom je dodijeljeno 6 mil. EUR za prve 3 godine. Povrh toga 1,058.823 EUR
osigurat ¢e drzave partneri, uglavnom od korisnika programa u pograni¢nom podrucju.

Granica izmedu Hrvatske i Bosne i Hercegovine dugacka je gotovo 1 000 km. Unato¢
heterogenosti podrucja, pograniéne se regije suotavaju sa slicnim izazovima: gospodarskim
propadanjem povezanim s propasti tradicionalnih industrija/trzista nakon raspadanja
Jugoslavije, masovnim migracijama tijekom i nakon rata, popraéenim neprekidnom
depopulacijom otada i teSkim Stetama javne infrastrukture, samo djelomice nadoknadenim
nedostatnim ulaganjima. Tradicionalne gospodarske i kulturalne veze izmedu dviju drzava u
pograni¢nim podrucjima takoder su teSko pogodene ratnim sukobima i njihovim posljedicama.
Ovaj ¢e program stoga nastojati obnoviti te prijaSnje prekograniéne veze i aktivnosti, u isto se
vrijeme baveci nekima od zajednickih drustveno-gospodarskih i ekoloskih pitanja.

1.2. Programsko podrucije

Programsko podrucje sastoji se od ‘prihvatljivin' i ‘susjednih’ podrucja, kako su odredena u
¢lancima 88. i 97. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Koja su to podrucja odlu¢eno je na sastanku
Zajednickog programskog odbora (vidjeti Poglavlje 1.4), odrzanom 20. travnja 2007. u
Sarajevu, a navedena su tablici ispod:

Prihvatljivo podrucje ukljuéuje 9 hrvatskih (istovjetnih NUTS-u 3) zupanija i 95 op¢ina u Bosni
i Hercegovini (tri gospodarske regije istovjetne klasifikaciji NUTS 3). Uz to, Program ukljucuje
i 5 dodatnih hrvatskih Zupanija (istovjetnih NUTS-u 3), kao susjedna podrucja: Osjecko-
baranjsku, Bjelovarsko-bilogorsku, Pozesko-slavonsku, Zagrebacku'® i Primorsko-goransku
zupaniju. Razlog uklju€ivanja ovih dodatnih podrucja u programsko podrugje njihova su
zajedni¢ka demografska, gospodarska, zemljopisna i kulturalna obiljezja.

Zagrebacka zupanija uklju€uje metropolitansko podrucje Zagreba (iskljuuju¢i Grad Zagreb),
gdje je Sava najvazniji rije€ni sustav koji tvori prirodnu granicu s BiH na sjevernoj strani
programskog podrucja. Nadalje, Zagrebacka zupanija vrlo je bliska Sisacko-moslavackoj
zupaniji u smislu provedbe razvojnih projekata, kao $to je, izmedu ostaloga, izgradnja novog
sustava autocesta A 11, koji je povezan s prijevoznim smjerovima iz sjeverozapadnog dijela
BiH.

Primorsko-goranska Zupanija susjedna je Karlovackoj zupaniji, a obje Zupanije pokrivaju
prirodnu regiju Hrvatske znanu kao Gorski kotar, sa znacajnim Sumskim i rekreacijskim
potencijalom. Gorski kotar takoder je prirodno staniste brojnih ugroZenih vrsta (Natura 2000),
s intenzivnim migracijama s Dinarskog gorja preko Gorskog kotara prema sjeverozapadnoj
Bosni i Hercegovini te natrag. Nadalje, karakteristiCan za ovaj dio Hrvatske je zajednicki
rije¢ni sustav Kupe, Korane (pograni¢na rijeka s Bosnom i Hercegovinom), Dobre i Mreznice.
Primorsko-goranska Zupanija takoder ima i strateSku vaznost za teritorij Hrvatske kao dio
prometnog sustava koji sluzi kao veza kopnenog dijela Hrvatske i obalne zone, u obliku
autoceste Zagreba — Karlovac — Rijeka i novoplanirane brze Zeljeznice u istome smjeru, koja
bi trebala biti pustena u promet 2013. U tom smislu, Karlovacka Zupanija i podrucje Bihaca i

12 Zagrebacka zupanija ne uklju¢uje Grad Zagreb, koji je glavni grad i ima status zasebne Zupanije
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Cazina u sjeverozapadnom dijelu Bosne i Hercegovine prirodno je zalede najvaznije hrvatske
luke Rijeka i njezinog okolnog obalnog podrudja.

Tijekom
razdoblja 2004 — 2006. hrvatski i bosanski partneri sudjeluju samo unutar sheme za dodjelu
financijskih potpora ,Suradnja prekogranicnih regija sa Srbijom, Crnom Gorom, Bosnom i
Hercegovinom® (financirane iz sredstava CARDS-a 2004. dodijeljenih Hrvatskoj). Ova se
shema za dodjelu financijskih potpora jo$ uvijek procjenjuje i to¢an broj potpora koji ¢e bit

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dodijelien jo§ uvijek nije poznat. Povrh toga, Program jadranske prekograni¢ne suradnje
INTERREG llIA financirao je 7 projekata (od 36 s hrvatskim korisnicima) koji su ukljucivali
hrvatsko-bosanska partnerstva, medutim samo 5 od njih ima partnere unutar programskog
podrucja. Dodatnih 39 projekata s hrvatskim i bosanskim partnerima u procesu je ugovaranja
u okviru drugog poziva Jadranskog programa.

1.4. Naucene lekcije

Hrvatski dionici prvi su puta imali priliku sudjelovati u prekogranié¢nim projektima 2003. unutar
programa prekograni¢ne suradnje s Madarskom, Slovenijom i ltalijom. Zahvaljujuéi tima prvim
prekograni¢nim projektima, hrvatski su partneri stekli znanja i vjeStine od njihovih
prekograniénih partnera te izgradili kapacitete za samostalnu izradu i provedbu projekata
prekograniéne suradnje u buduénosti.

S uvodenjem Novog partnerstva za susjedstvo 2004 — 2006 povecala su se raspoloziva
sredstva za hrvatske partnere i time se takoder povec¢ao interes mnogih lokalnih dionika duz
granica s Madarskom, Slovenijom i Italijom.

U prvim pozivima na dostavu prijedloga projekata unutar Programa za susjedstvo za
Sloveniju, Madarsku i Hrvatsku i Jadranskog programa za susjedstvo, brojne su se opcine i
organizacije civilnog drustva uspjesno uklju€ile u prekograniénu suradnju s njihovim
partnerima, dokazujuci svoj kapacitet za izradu i provedbu projekata koje financira EU.

U drugom krugu poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata unutar dva Programa za susjedstvo
dostavljen je €ak i veci broj prijedloga projekata. Medutim, samo je mali broj prijava bio
zadovoljavajuce kakvoce.

Stoga se moze zakljuciti da postoje odredeni interes i kapaciteti u podruc¢jima koja granice s
drzavama ¢lanicama. Te je kapacitete ipak potrebno ojacati, posebno imajuéi u vidu
povecana sredstava raspoloziva unutar programa prekograni¢ne suradnje IPA-e.

S druge pak strane, hrvatski dionici na isto€nim granicama (granicama sa drzavama ne-
¢lanicama) imaju vrlo ogranic¢eno iskustvo u prekograni¢noj suradnji.

Hrvatske Zupanije koje grani¢e s BiH, Srbijom i Crnom Gorom imale su prvu priliku prijaviti se
za male projekte prekograniéne suradnje u drugoj polovici 2006. Ocito je iz ovog iskustva da
postoji op¢i manjak znanja i kapaciteta za izradu i upravljanje projektima te da su lokalni
dionici imali pote$koca u pronalazenju partnera s druge strane granice.

Moze se zakljuciti da Zupanije koje granie sa drzavama ¢lanicama imaju viSe kapaciteta za i
vece znanje o prekogranic¢noj suradnji od Zupanija koje grani¢e sa drzavama ne-¢lanicama,
Cije je iskustvo jo$ uvijek minimalno ili uopée ne postoji. Unutar dosadasnjih programa,
korisnici projekata uglavnom su se susretali s projektima manje veli¢ine. Relativho veca
dodjela potpora, koja ¢e biti dostupna pod programima prekogranine suradnje IPA-g,

predstavljat ¢e stvarni izazov za mnoge lokalne dionike ¢iji je fiskalni kapacitet jo$ uvijek mali.

U razdoblju do 2004. , dionici iz Bosne i Hercegovine sudjelovali su u 17 projekata unutar
INTERREG-a IlIA programa, uglavhom s doprinosom ,u naravi’. Vecina je bila samo
sluzbeno uklju¢ena u Projekte prekograni¢ne suradnje s talijanskim vodeéim partnerima, ali
iskustvo dobiveno u tom razdoblju i veze uspostavljene s partnerima u ltaliji predstavljali su
dobar temelj za kasniju suradnju.

Prvo stvarno iskustvo s Projektima prekograni¢ne suradnje dobiveno je u okviru zadnjeg
poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata dva nova Programa za susjedstvo, u kojima je Bosnha

i Hercegovina sudjelovala u razdoblju 2004 - 2006: INTERREG IIIA Novom jadranskom
programu za susjedstvo i INTERREG lll B Transnacionalnom program za podruéje srediSnjeg
Jadrana, juznog Podunavlja i jugoisto¢ne Europe.

Zadniji poziv na dostavu prijedloga projekata Programa CADSES rezultirao je s dva projekta
u koja su bili uklju€eni bosanski partneri s financijski zahtjevima za regionalna sredstva
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CARDS-a 2004 - 2006; dok je od 93 projekta odobrenih unutar Novog jadranskog programa
za susjedstvo, 28 projekata uklju€ivao je partnere iz Bosne i Hercegovine s takvim
zahtjevima. Broj prijavljenih projekata dokazuje da je postojao znacajan interes partnera iz
Bosne i Hercegovine za ovu vrstu Programa. Medutim, uz razumijevanje zahtjeva modaliteta
Novih programa za susjedstvo, kakvoéa i veli¢ina projekata, a time i razina aktivnosti,
provedenih u BiH ostaje na niZoj razini.

Vezano uz prekograni¢nu suradnju na unutarnjim granicama, s obzirom na pocetnu fazu ovih
programa prerano je za utvrdivanje nauéenih lekcija, ali vrijedno je uociti da postoji interes na
lokalnoj razini, pa €ak i odredene inicijative za pokretanje prekograni¢ne suradnje. S druge
strane, relativno veca dodjela potpora, koja ¢e biti dostupna pod programima prekograni¢ne

suradnje IPA-e predstavljat ¢e stvarni izazov za mnoge lokalne dionike Ciji je fiskalni kapacitet
jo$ uvijek mali.

1.5. Sazetak Zajednickog programskog procesa

Postupak izrade IPA Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Hrvatske i Bosne i
Hercegovine poceo je 22. prosinca 2006. prvim bilateralnim sastankom predstavnika drzavnih
institucija odgovornih za Il. komponentu IPA-e. Na tom sastanku dvije su strane raspravile i
slozile se vezano uz proces razrade programa.

Prvi sastanak Zajednickog programskog odbora (JPC) odrzan je 22. oZzujka 2007. Na ovome
je sastanku odobreno &lanstvo Zajedni¢kog programskog odbora, usvojen je pravilnik te su
odobreni mandat i Clanstvo Zajednickog tima za izradu nacrta (JDT). Opisi i zadaci tada
uspostavljenih dvaju zajednickih struktura su kako slijedi:

= ZajedniCki programski odbor:

Zajednicki programski odbor (JPC) zajednicko je tijelo za donosenje odluka uspostavljeno na
pocetku postupka izrade programa, €iji mandat traje od pocCetka postupka izrade programa do
konacnog podnoSenja programa Europskoj komisiji. JPC se sastoji od predstavnika drzavnih
tijela Hrvatske i Bosne i Hercegovine nadleznih za Il. komponentu IPA-e i regionalnih
nadleznih tijela iz pograniénih regija prihvatljivih za sudjelovanje u Programu. Clanove
Zajednitkog programskog odbora nominirale su i ovlastile odnosne institucije za sudjelovanje
u postupku donosenja odluka.

Glavni zadaci:

2.1. Prihvatljiva i susjedna podrucja

Programsko ciljano podrucje zajednicka je granica izmedu Hrvatske i BiH. Odnosne Zupanije
su teritorijalne jedinice na razini NUTS lll. u slu¢aju Hrvatske te podrucja na razini koja
odgovara NUTS IlI. klasifikaciji u slu¢aju Bosne i Hercegovine.

S hrvatske strane granice 9 je prihvatljivih Zupanija: Vukovarsko-srijemska, Brodsko-
posavska, Sisacko-moslavacka, Karlovacka, Li¢ko-senjska, Zadarska, Sibensko-kninska,
Splitsko-dalmatinska i Dubrovacko-neretvanska Zupanija. Prihvatljivo podrucje na hrvatskoj
strani povrSine je 30.882 km2 podrucja i ima 1,623.886 stanovnika.

95 prihvatljivih opcina na bosanskoj strani granice pokriva 38.022 km2 podrudja s 2,770.945
stanovnika.

Sljedeca podrudja predlozena su za susjedne regije pod ovom Programom:
Osjecko-baranjska, Poze$ko-slavonska, Bjelovarsko-bilogorska, Zagrebacka i Primorsko-
goranska Zupanija. PredloZzena susjedna podrucja pokrivaju 15.266 km2 i imaju 854.926
stanovnika.

Mapa prihvatljivih i susjednih podrucja u Hrvatskoj i Bosni i Hercegovini nalazi se u Prilogu 4.
2.2. Opis i analiza pograniénog podruéja
2.2.1. Povijest

Kroz povijest, teritorij i stanovnistvo programskog podrucja periodi¢ki su pripadali istoj drzavi,
a u drugim su razdobljima bili podijeljeni granicama i ratovima. 1z tog su razloga veze izmedu
zajednica u pograniénom podruc¢ju snazne i meduovisne.

Od 9. stolje¢a dijelovi danasnje BiH bili su sastavni dio teritorija Kraljevine Hrvatske. U to su
vrileme utjecaji iz Zapadne Europe donijeli Kr§¢anstvo na programsko podrucje. U 12. su
stoljeéu Hrvatska i dijelovi BiH bili u sastavu u Madarskog carstva (Personalna unija
Madarske i Hrvatske), dok su drugi dijelovi BiH bili u sastavu Bizantinskog carstva. Nakon
kratkog razdoblja neovisnosti pod vladavinom bana Kulina u 13. stolje¢u, BiH pripada
Otomanskom carstvu od 14. do 19. stolje¢a. Tijekom toga dugackog razdoblja, Hrvatska
ostaje dijelom Ugarskog carstva te kasnije Austrougarskog carstva. Tih dugih 500 godina bile
su najteze za ljude iz pograniénih regija, uz stalne vojne sukobe, migracije lokalnog
stanovnistva i vrlo razli€ite kulturne i vjerske utjecaje na dva obje strane granice.

U kasnom 19. stoljeéu, intelektualci u tom podru€ni pocinju promicati ideju ujedinjene
slavenske drzave, koja je s vremenom rezultirala stvaranjem prve Jugoslavije™. Kraljevstvo
se raspadalo pojavom Drugog svjetskog rata, a druga Jugoslavija' osnovana je 1945.
Utvrdeni su teritoriji danasnje Hrvatske i Bosne i Hercegovine, a Hrvatska i BiH bile su dvije
od Sest jugoslavenskih republika.

2.2.2. Geografski opis

S duZinom od 992 km prihvatljiva granica najduza je granica u cjelokupnom IPA Programu
prekograni¢ne suradnje.

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Prirodne regije hrvatsko-bosanskoga prekograni¢énog podrucja podijeliene su na tri glavna
dijela od sjevera prema jugu: 1) nizinski, s moguénostima za poljoprivrednu djelatnost i
znatnim izvorima energije; 2) planinski, sa Sumskim potencijalom i rekreacijskom vrijednoséu;
3) pomorski, s turistickim potencijalom temeljenim na Jadranskom moru i valorizaciji kulturne
bastine.

Reljef toga podrucja sastoji se i od nizinskoga i planinskoga podrucja. Podrucje je pretezno
nizinsko na sjevernom dijelu, dok se planinsko podruéje proteze skoro cjelokupnim zapadnim
dijelom pograniénog podrudja.

Silna rijeka Sava tvori granicu izmedu dviju drzava, a brojni su medunarodni donatorski
projekti usmjereni na plovnost i saniranje rijeke Save.

2.2.3. Demografija

Stanovnistvo

Ukupni broj stanovnika Programskog podrucja IPA Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu
Hrvatske i Bosne i Hercegovine iznosi 4,394.811 stanovnika. Pograniéno podrucje obiljezeno
je velikim migracijama unutar regije i iz regije zbog rata u 1990-tima, koji je znatno promijenio
demografsku strukturu. Danas su Hrvati jedan od konstitutivnih naroda u Bosni i Hercegovini,
zbog €ega je potreba za suradnjom izmedu dvije drzava jo$ i jaca. Istovremeno su Srbi, koji
su takoder jedan od konstitutivnih naroda u BiH, najve¢a nacionalna manijina u Hrvatskoj te
stoga njihove veze treba ojacati i podrzavati.

Stanovnistvo prihvatljivog Programskog podrucja na hrvatskoj strani predstavlja vise od jedne
tre¢éine ukupnog stanovnistva Republike Hrvatske. Broj stanovnika prema Popisu
stanovni$tva iz 2001. iznosi 1,623.866 stanovnika, $to je dosta manje od proslog desetlieéa'®
(Prilog 2, tablica 01). U devedesetima doSlo je do velikih migracija stanovnistva izmedu
Hrvatske i BiH s obje strane granice. Kao posljedica toga danasnja je demografska slika u
Programskom podrucju bitno razli¢ita od one prije rata. Uz spor i teZzak povratak izbjeglica,
¢ini se da se te promjene ne mogu vratiti na staro stanje. Najveéi pad broja stanovnika vidljiv
je u opéinama - uglavnom u ruralnim podrucjima - uz granicu s BiH.

Ukupno stanovnistvo bosanske strane Programskog podrucja iznosi 2,770.945 stanovnika,
uklju€ujuci sva tri konstitutivna naroda: BoSnjake, Hrvate i Srbe, kao i nekoliko nacionalnih
manjina.

Dobna struktura

Neprekidan je trend sporog pada broja stanovnistva, s viSe umrlih nego rodenih stanovnika
diliem hrvatskog dijela programskog podruc¢ja u zadnjih 10 godina. Iznimke su Splitsko-
dalmatinska, Zadarska i Dubrovacko-neretvanska zupanija, zbog povec¢anog broja mladih
obitelji koje Zive u obalnim gradovima.

Kako §to je vidljivo u tablici 02, Prilogu 2, dobna struktura hrvatske strane programskog
podrucja ne odudara znatno od nacionalnog prosjeka. Za Licko-senjsku, Karlovacku i
Sibensko-kninsku Zupaniju svojstveno je starije stanovnistvo od nacionalnog prosjeka. Mlade
stanovniStvo nalazi se u regionalnim urbanim centrima, dok starije stanovnistvo uglavnom
naseljava ruralne mikro regije na granici.

16 Stanovnigtvo u pograniénom podrucju smanjilo se za gotovo 300.000 stanovnika u posljednjih 15 godina: prema
Popisu stanovnistva iz 1991. bilo je 1,894885 stanovnika.
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Bosanski dio programskog podrudja ima relativno mladu dobnu strukturu (tablica 03 u Prilogu
2). Visoki postotak radno sposobnog stanovnistva svakako je jedan vrlo vaznih potencijala za
buduce razvoje projekata u regiji.

2.2.4. Nacionalne manjine

Srpska nacionalna manjina najve¢a je manjinska skupina u Hrvatskoj."”

BoSnjacka nacionalna manjina dosta je mala (0,47% u Hrvatskoj), ali vecina njezinih
pripadnika zivi u programskom podrucju.

Odnosi izmedu Hrvata i Srba bili su napeti i teski tijekom devedesetih, ali situacija je nesto
bolja podetkom novog stoljeéa’®.

Etnicka struktura BiH je slozena. BiH se sastoji od tri konstitutivna naroda: Bo$njaka, Srba i
Hrvata. Odnosi tih konstitutivnih naroda bili su, a i nastavljaju biti, glavni izazov za stabilnost i
razvoj drzave.

Romi su najveca nacionalna manjina u BiH.

2.2.5. Infrastruktura

Gustoca kategorizirane cestovne mreZe u Programskom podrugju iznosi 45,18 km/100 km?
na podrugju Bosne i Hercegovine i 45,5 km/100 km? na podrugju Hrvatske.

Gustoca cesta duz granice daleko je ispod drzavne razine. Postoje¢e su ceste u vrlo loSem
stanju i slabo su povezane s drzavnim cestama. Osim toga, vrlo je malo sredstava dodijeljeno
za razvoj cestovne mreze u pograni¢nim podruc¢jima, buduéi da se potonje ne smatra
prioritetom na drZzavnoj razini.

U Programskom podrudju postoji Sest zracnih luka sa sjedistima u Splitu, Dubrovniku, Zadru,
Banjoj Luci, Tuzli i Mostaru. Na sjevernome dijelu Programskog podrucja relativno su blizu
zracne luke u Osijeku i Zagrebu.

Znacajne mogucnosti korisStenja rijeénog prometa u sustavu programskog podrucja vezane
su uz rijeku Savu. Moguénosti integriranja prometa (ceste, Zeljeznicke pruge i plovni putovi) u
tom podrucju utvrdene su jo$ u predratnom istrazivanju, no jo$ uvijek nisu ostvarene. Kljuéne
rije¢ne luke na Savi nalaze se u Okrugu Bréko, u Sisku i u Slavonskome Brodu. Potencijali tih
luka bili su tijekom devedesetih neiskoristeni te je neophodno uloziti u sredstva u dokove,
skladista i opremu u cilju dostizanja europskih normi.

Vodoopskrbni sustavi u Programskom podrucju obuhvacaju stanovnistvo koje zivi na uskim
podrugjima oko opéinskih centara i veéih naselja. Uz vodoopskrbne mreze u ve¢im opéinama i
naseljima, u selima postoje mnogobrojni mali vodoopskrbni sustavi niskog kapaciteta.
Predgrada i ruralna podru¢ja bez vodoopskrbne mreze koriste alternativne sustave poput
lokalnih izvora i zdenaca, cisterni, rezervoara itd. Kvaliteta dostavljene vode nije uvijek
zadovoljavajuca.

"7 Srbi u Vukovarsko-srijemskoj, Sisatko-moslavagkoj, Karlovagkoj i Li¢ko-senjskoj Zupaniji predstavljaju preko
10% ukupnog stanovnistva i 7,59% na hrvatskome dijelu programskog podrucja.

'8 Krajem 2002 Hrvatski sabor usvojio je novi Ustavni zakon o pravima nacionalnih manjina, koji omoguéava
bolju zastitu manjinskih prava i njihovo zastupanje u institucijama lokalne, regionalne i drzavne vlasti.
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Nedostatak velikih i integriranih vodovodnih sustava na gradskoj, medugradskoj i regionalnoj
razini pridonosi loSim Zivotnim uvjetima stanovniStva i ometa gospodarski razvoj. Osim toga,
budu¢i da je vecina postoje¢ih sustava stara, oSteéena ratnim zbivanjima i neredovito
odrzavana, istjecanja vode su golema tj. iznose u prosjeku do 35%, a ponekad ¢ak i do 70%.
Dolazi do brojnih prekida u vodoopskrbi, posebice tijekom suhih ljetnih razdoblja.

Samo vec¢e opcine imaju korist od organizirane mreze za odvodnju otpadnih voda.
Kanalizacija u mnogim opéinama ne moze primiti svu kanalizacijsku vodu koja se ispusta bez
ikakve prethodne obrade. Drugdje se ovakvi problemi rijeSavaju alternativnim nacinima koji su
s ekolodkog stajalista neprihvatljivi, na primjer izravno ispustanje u potoke, spremnike,
septicke jame itd.

Sustav upravljanja krutim otpadom temelji se na prikupljanju, prijevozu i uklanjanju ¢vrstog otpada
posredstvom komunalnih tvrtki na opéinskoj razini. Uklanjanje ¢vrstog otpada obavlja se na
odlagalistima otpada, koja &esto ne ispunjavaju minimalne sanitarne i higijenske norme.
Zbrinjavanje otpada na nac¢in kompresije, reciklaze, paljenja itd. takoder je vrlo loSe organizirano ili
pak uopée ne postoji.

2.3. Gospodarski opis

Vecina je prihvatljivin Zupanija programskog podruc¢ja suocena s teskim posljedicama rata i
ozbiljnim gospodarskim i financijskim poteSko¢ama. Dokazi prikupljeni iz razli¢itih izvora
ukazuju na rasprostranjene drustveno-gospodarske razli¢itosti. To je bilo uglavnom
uzrokovano nedovoljnom komunikacijom izmedu razli¢itih subjekata uklju¢enih u dostavljanje
podataka tj. opéinska tijela zaduzena za gospodarstvo ne dobivaju od pravosudnih organa,
opcinskih sudova ili poreznih vlasti stvarne podatke o odredenim gospodarskim subjektima.
Cjelokupna razina gospodarskog razvoja programskog podrucja vrlo je niska u usporedbi s
prosjekom zemalja EU27. Podru&je karakterizira nizak BDP, dominantnost poljoprivrednog
sektora, nedostatak ulaganja i negativni radni kapital lokalnih tvrtki. Brojni faktori objasnjavaju
loSe gospodarske rezultate podrucja. Oni ukljuuju visok stupanj ovisnosti o poslovima i
prihodima koji se temelje na poljoprivredi, te nedovoljnu zastupljenost poslovnih sektora s
veéom dodanom vrijednoS$c¢u. Podrucje joS ne ostvaruje gospodarsku i Siru korist unutarnjih
ulaganja na istoj razini kao druge regije.

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Da bi se na najbolji nacin iskoristile komparativhe regionalne prednosti vezane uz prirodna
bogatstva, struktura gospodarstva u programskom podrucju orijentirana je na turizam (osobito
jadranske Zupanije), drvnu industriju, metalopreradivacku industriju, poljoprivrednu i
preradivacku industriju, duhansku industriju, tekstilnu, kozarsku i obucarsku industriju.
Orijentacija na ove industrijske grupacije omogucuje specijalizaciju u skladu s komparativnim
prednostima i na taj nacin poveéava konkurentnost programskog podru¢ja. Analiza
industrijskog potencijala i globalni trendovi pokazuju da buduénost proizvodaca u
programskom podrucju lezi u povec¢avanju proizvodnje kroz poveéana ulaganja u istrazivanje
i razvoj, inovacije, primjenu novih tehnologija, bolju suradnju sa znanstvenim ustanovama,
integraciju znanosti, tehnologije i proizvodnje te razli¢itih naina povezivanja s partnerima i
vodec¢im proizvodacima na globalnom trziStu u cilju omogucéavanja raspolozivosti sredstava i
pristupa inozemnim trzistima. Nadalje, neophodno je $to se viSe specijalizirati za proizvode s
visokom dodanom vrijedno$¢u, prije¢i s proizvoda s niskim stupnjem obrade na proizvode s
visokim stupnjem obrade, staviti naglasak na obuku i cjelozivotno u€enje zaposlenika, razviti
umrezavanje i udruzivanje kojim ée se povezati proizvodaci, omoguditi razvoj robnih marki i
usvojiti medunarodne norme.

2.3.1. Poljoprivreda i ruralni razvoj

Programsko podrucje obiluje poljoprivrednim zemljistem, a poljoprivredni sektor zaposljava
prilicno velik broj stanovnistva. S druge strane — postotak poljoprivredne proizvodnje u
ukupnom BDP-u je nizak, 8to pokazuje ozbiljne probleme u tom sektoru. Glavni problemi s
kojima se sektor suoCava su mala poljoprivredna gospodarstva i prosjeéno velike zemljiSne
parcele, stariji vlasnici gospodarstava, niska razina obrazovanja poljoprivrednog stanovnistva,
mala ucinkovitost i mala dodana vrijednost, visok udio poljoprivrednika kojima je to sporedna
djelatnost, neorganiziran plasman poljoprivrednih proizvoda i niska razina upravljackog
znanja medu poljoprivrednicima. Takoder postoji nedovolijna povezanost prehrambene
industrije i turistickog sektora, Sto sprieCava udruzivanje ili vertikalne veze koje bi stvorile
prepoznatljive poljoprivredne robne marke.

2.3.2. MSP-i

Sektor MSP-a je relativno dobro zastuplijen i predstavija potencijalni izvor snage. U
Programskom podrucju postoji 42.904 registrirana MSP-a (24.362 na strani BiH i 18.542 na
strani Hrvatske). Vecina tih MSP-a je, medutim, vrlo malena i nedostaju im profesionalna
podr8ka i usluge koje bi pomogle u ja¢anju njihove ucinkovitosti i konkurentnosti. Unutarnji
problemi sektora MSP-a su: nedostatna poduzetnicka aktivnost (posebno u sektorima s
velikim potencijalom rasta, ukljuCuju¢i tehnolosko i akademsko poduzetnistvo),
neprofitabilnost sektora MSP-a (posljedica niske uginkovitosti, kakvoée proizvoda, inovacija i
usmjerenosti ka izvozu) i regionalne razlike u poduzetniCkim aktivnhostima (koncentracija u
ve¢im regionalnim centrima). Problemi nedostatne podrSke poduzetniStvu: administrativne
prepreke u raznim fazama zivotnog ciklusa poduzeca, nedostatak obrazovnih programa za
poduzetnike, nedovoljno institucija za podrsku poslovanju (poslovni centri, poduzetnicki
inkubator, tehnoloski parkovi), nedosliednost u uvodenju obrazovanja/obuke za potrebe
poduzetniStva, neuskladenost drzavnih politka u stvaranju okruZenja koje podupire
poduzetniCke aktivnosti, nerazvijenost financijskog trzista za ispunjenje potreba sektora MSP-
a te nedovoljno razvijena institucionalna podrska razvoju poduzetnistva na regionalnoj razini.
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2.3.3. Turizam

Zbog svojega zemljopisnog polozaja i blizine brzo napredujuéem turistic(kom sektoru na
hrvatskoj obali, zapadna strana Programskog podrucja ima posebne turistiCke mogucnosti.
Mnostvo turistiCkih potencijala (na primjer: mineralne vode, slana jezera ili ljekovito blato)
stvaraju moguénost razli¢itih oblika zdravstvenog / wellness turizma uz dobro razvijen
primorski turizam na jadranskoj obali. Turizam u srediSnjim i istoénim kontinentalnim
podrugjima programskog podrucgja nije dovoljno razvijen. Planinska podrucja programskog
podrucja posjeduju komparativne prednosti za skijanje, planinarenje, biciklizam, itd. Kulturni
se turizam moze razviti u nekim urbanim centrima s obzirom na bogatu kulturnu bastinu i
veliku raznovrsnost kulturalnih dogadanja koja se organiziraju tijekom citave godine. Jo$ nisu
ostvareni potencijali agroturizma i ekoturizma. Vjerski turizam na juznom dijelu programskog
podrucja BiH predstavlja dodatnu mogucnost razvoja zajednicke turisticke ponude. Glavne
prepreke razvoju turizma su loSa turisticka infrastruktura (prvenstveno u kopnenim
podrugjima), niska razina obrade trzista, nedovoljna razmjena informacija u turistickoj
industriji i kooperativnom marketingu, niska razina umrezavanja izmedu turistickih
gospodarskih subjekata i ostalih sektora (posebno poljoprivrednog).

U 2005. godini zabiljezeno je 4.637.936 posjetitelja te 22.756.292 nocenja na hrvatskoj strani
granice. Na bosansko-hercegovackoj strani granice podaci navode 564.948 posjetitelja i
451.884 nocenja.

2.4. Ljudski kapaciteti
2.4.1. Obrazovanje, istrazivanje i razvoj

Skolski su sustavi u Hrvatskoj i u Bosni i Hercegovini vrlo sliéni, s obveznim osnovnogkolskim
obrazovanjem te neobveznim srednjodkolskim i visokoSkolskim obrazovanjem, koje se
uglavnom odvija u drzavnim Skolama.

Na bosansko-hercegovackoj strani granice postoje 382 osnovne i 184 srednje Skole, dok su
na hrvatskoj strani te brojke 892, odnosno 269. Temeljna situacija u osnovnhom i srednjem
Skolstvu je zadovoljavaju¢a, s dovoljnim brojem drzavnih Skola. Medutim, takoder postoje
brojne funkcionalne pote$koc¢e kao &to su unistena / neodgovarajuca infrastruktura, manjak
kvalificiranog nastavnog osoblja (na primjer nastavnici informatike) i visoka cijena prijevoza
za ucenike iz ruralnih podruéja.

Razina pohadanja srednjih Skola relativno je niska na bosansko-hercegovackoj strani granice
(samo 68% djece u dobi 15 — 19 godina), dok vecina stanovnika na hrvatskoj strani granice
ipak ima srednjoskolski stupanj obrazovanja.

Sto se ti¢e visokog obrazovanja, na &itavom je programskom podru&ju razina visokog i
srednjoskolskog stupnja obrazovanja niska. Pozitivan trend pokazuje porast broja regionalnih
visokoskolskih ustanova (sveucilista, fakulteti i veleuc€ilista), kao i veéa raznolikost
preddiplomskih programa koje se na njima nude. Trenutaéno postoje regionalna sveucilista,
fakulteti i visoko$kolske ustanove u Bihac¢u, Banjoj Luci, Prijedoru, Laktasima, Doboju,
Mostaru, Tuzli i Trebinju u Bosni i Hercegovini te sveuciliSta u Splitu i Zadru i fakulteti i ostale
vise 8kolske institucije u Slavonskom Brodu, Sibeniku, Dubrovniku, Sisku, Vukovaru,
Gospicu, Petrinji, Kninu i Karlovcu.

Broj ljudi u obrazovanju pao je u posliednjih 10 godina uglavhom zbog pogorSanja
demografske situacije. Jedan od problema u pograni¢nom podrucju vezan je uz obrazovnu
infrastrukturu. Stanje potonjeg pogor$alo se za obrazovanje prije fakulteta, u smislu sigurnosti
zgrada, osnovnih komunalnih usluga i opremljenosti. Ruralno podrudje vise je pogodeno zbog
teSkog pristupa.
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Veze izmedu obrazovnih institucija i poslovnog sektora su slabe i rezultiraju niskim stupnjem
inovacija i nerazvijenim sektorom istrazivanja i razvitka. Institucije za istrazivanje i razvoj u
programskom podrucju na hrvatskoj strani su Institut za oceanografiju i ribarstvo, Institut za
jadranske kulture i melioraciju kr8a, Mediteranski institut za istrazivanje Zivota i TehnoloSki
centar u Splitu, te Razvojno-istrazivacki centar za marikulturu u Stonu.

2.4.2. Trziste rada

Kao $to je prikazano u tablici iznad, hrvatska strana programskog podru¢ja (izuzev
Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zupanije) ima znatno viSu stopu nezaposlenosti od drZzavnog
prosjeka. Stope zaposlenosti u svim su Zupanijama takoder ispod drzavnog prosjeka. Ti
podatci odrazavaju gospodarsku zaostalost, ovisnost o zapoSljavanju u javnom sektoru i
nedostatak poduzetnic¢kih inicijativa. Regionalna raspodjela nezaposlenosti vrlo je
neujednacena, s najviS§im stopama nezaposlenosti u ruralnim mikroregijama gdje je Cesto
uzrokom ozbiljnih drustvenih problema.

Nezaposlenost je najéeS¢a medu nekvalificiranim radnicima, starijim stanovnistvom, mladima
i zenama. U nekim Zupanijama (Sisacko-moslavacka i Splitsko-dalmatinska) postoji velik broj
nezaposlenih sa sveuciliSnim obrazovanjem.

U Bosni i Hercegovini se struktura zaposlenosti umnogome promijenila uslijed strukturalnih
reformi, dovodeci do propadanja velikih tradicionalnih poslodavaca. Drugi vazan ¢imbenik su
perifernost ili ruralnost vecéeg dijela regije. Udaljenost pograniénog podrucja od centra i vecih
gradova €ine regiju relativno neprivlatnom za inozemna izravna ulaganja. Stopa zaposlenosti
u usluznom je sektoru vrlo slaba i gotovo polovica zaposlenih radi u javnom sektoru. Najvisa
je stopa nezaposlenosti zabiljezena medu stanovniStvom u dobi od 31 do 50 godina, koje
predstavlja 45,13% ukupnog broja nezaposlenih osoba u 2006. Postotak za dobnu skupinu
od 18 do 30 godina iznosio je 41,36% u istoj godini. To je jedan od najvaznijih razloga
odlazenja mnogih mladih ljudi iz ovoga podrucja.

2.5. Okolis

S prirodnog, zemljopisnog i ekoloskog stajalista, programska su podru¢ja Republike Hrvatske
i Republike Bosne i Hercegovine prilicno homogena. Obje strane granice suofene su sa
sliénim izazovima u osiguravanju uravnotezenog puta prema drustveno-gospodarskom
razvoju, odrzavajuéi izvanrednu prirodnu i kulturnu bastinu i ispunjavaju¢i ekoloSke zahtjeve
EU-a.
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Na obje se strane granice uocava nedostatak integriranih i koordiniranih postupaka zastite
okolisa i promicanja odrzivog razvoja unato¢ brojnim moguénostima da se to ucini, na primjer
kroz razvoj i unapredivanje posebnih zadti¢enih podrucja, posebna podru¢ja ocuvanja,
sustave informiranja posjetitelja, programe razmjene, razvoj informacijskih sustava, provedbu
javnih privatnih partnerstava za zastitu prirode.

Na hrvatskoj strani granice postoji viSe od 200 zasti¢enih podrucja od kojih su 6 nacionalni
parkovi. Sa bosansko-hercegovackom programskom podrudju takoder postoji potencijal u
tom pogledu (Nacionalni park Kozara, Barda¢a (Ramsarsko podrucje), Hutovo blato, Blidnje,
itd). Nadalje, postoji prirodna i jasna potreba za suradnjom na zastiti porje¢ja Save, Une,
Krke, Neretve i drugih rijeka u programskom podrucju.

Nerazvijeni sustavi otpadnih voda prepoznati su kao jedan od glavnih faktora rizika za rijeke i
podzemne vode.

Kao ostavétina od rata, u programskom podrucju jo§ uvijek postoje podrucja za koja se
sumnja da su minirana. Ukupno podrucje obiju drzava za koje se sumnja da je minirano
prekriva povrSinu od 1.844 km2 s priblizno 305.000 mina od kojih se veéina nalazi u
programskom podrudju.

2.6. Kultura

Kulturna suradnja oduvijek je bila — i jo§ uvijek je — vrlo vazna poveznica zajednica s obje
strane granice. Programsko podrucje dijeli vrlo sliéne tradicije, obiCaje, jezik i kulturnu
bastinu. Postoje brojne kulturna drustva i udruge manjina €ija je svrha o€uvanje lokalnih
tradicija i posebnosti.

Osim suradnje malih kulturnih udruga, postoji i neiskoridten potencijal za valorizaciju kulturne
bastine u programskom podrucju i njezinog uklju€ivanja u turisti¢ku ponudu.

2.7. SWOT analiza

Analiza prednosti, slabosti, moguénosti i prijetnji temelji se na analizi stanja programskog
podrucja, kao i na radionicama s predstavnicima drzavnih i regionalnih/lokalnih razina
odrzanima u obje drzave tijekom postupka izrade programa.

Ovo je sazeta SWOT analiza koja predstavlja glavne zajedni¢ke potencijale i probleme
prekograniéne regije koji ¢e posluziti kao temelj za razvoj strategija u ovome Programu.

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POGLAVLJE Illl. PROGRAMSKA STRATEGIJA
3.1. Opéi cilj

Zbog duljine hrvatsko-bosanske granice (992 km) i heterogenosti programskog
podrucja teSko je izdvojiti problematiku zajednicku za sva uklju¢ena podrucja.
Medutim, razina gospodarskog razvoja sli¢na je diliem cijelog programskog podrucja,
kao §to je prikazano u Analizi stanja. S obje strane granice stanovnistvo u opadanju i
dalje se nosi sa Stetnim posljedicama rata i nestankom stare industrije i trZista, koji je
slijedilo nakon raspada bivée Jugoslavije. Cak se i hrvatske Zupanije smjestene na
obali koje ostvaruju znatnu korist od razvoja turizma suoCavaju sa strahovitim
teSko¢ama u svome zaledu, koje je Cesto prijadnja ratna zona gospodarski odvojena
od obale. Program prekograni¢éne suradnje izmedu Republike Hrvatske i Bosne i
Hercegovine usmijeren je rjeSavanje ovih nedostataka davanjem pomoéi podrucjima za
koja se analizom utvrdi da imaju stvarni potencijal. Programsko podru¢je ima
neosporan prirodni i kulturalni potencijal, koji nisu dovoljno iskoriSteni za razvitak
lokalnog gospodarstva. Perifernost programskog podrucja naglasena je smanjenjem
prekograni¢nih aktivnosti nakon rata. S obzirom na ograni¢ena sredstva raspoloziva
pod Programom IPA-e 2007 - 2013. i na veli¢inu programskog podrucja, teznja je
ovoga programa, prije svega, pridonijeti ozivljavanju graniénih veza i aktivnosti u
programskom podrucju poticanjem na suradnju na lokalnoj razini vezano uz zajednicke
ekoloske i drustveno-gospodarske probleme.

@ QOpfi je cilj programa potaci stvaranje prekograni¢nih mreza i partnerstava te razvoj
zajednickih prekograni¢nih djelovanja radi revitalizacije gospodarstva, zastite
prirode i okoliSa i jac¢anja socijalne kohezije.

Glavni pokazatelji uspjeha programa bit ¢e broj i kakvo¢a mreza, veza i projekata,
uspostavljenih uz pomoé¢ programa. Radi se o lako mijerljivim pokazateljima koji ne
zahtijevaju sloZzene podatke.

Dodatni je cilj programa izgradnja kapaciteta lokalnih, regionalnih i drzavnih institucija
za upravljanje EU programima te priprema za upravljanje buduéim programima
prekograni¢ne suradnje u skladu s ciliem 3 EU Strukturnih fondova.

Gorenavedeni ciljevi ostvarit ¢e se kroz 3 prioriteta:

Prioritet 1: Stvaranje zajedni¢kog gospodarskog prostora

Prioritet 2: PoboljSana kvaliteta zZivljenja i socijalna kohezija

Prioritet 3: Tehni¢ka pomo¢

Ostvarenje ciljeva izgradnje prekograni¢nih kapaciteta mjerit ¢e se pomocu

sljedecih programskih pokazatelja:

» Broj organizacija koje su potpisale sporazume prekogranic¢ne suradnje;

» Broj uspostavljenih prekograniénih mreza usmjerenih na: poboljSanje javnih sluzbi

i/ili provodenje zajednicki operacija i/ili razvoj zajednickih sustava;
= Broj projekata koji su zajedni€ki provedeni i/ili su imali osoblje iz obje zemlje.

Vazno je napomenuti da je opseg programa 2007 - 2013. ograni¢en dostupnim
sredstvima. To znaéi da se unutar ovog programa ne mozemo baviti nekima od
problema utvrdenim u analizi stanja i SWOT analizi kao znaajnim za razvoj
pograniénog podru¢ja. Medu tom problematikom istiu se: restrukturiranje
poljoprivrede; razminiranje, osuvremenijivanje granicnih prijelaza i opskrba temeljnom
infrastrukturom.
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3.2. Uskladenost s programima EU-a i nacionalnim programima

Uredba Vije¢a (EZ) br. 1085/2006 kojom se uspostavlja Instrument pretpristupne
pomoc¢i — Uredba IPA-e — pruza pravni temelj ovome Programu, a Uredba Komisije
(EZ) br. 718/2007 tvori Provedbenu uredbu IPA-e.

Druge regulative ili dokumenti EU-a koji su uzeti u obzir prilikom razrade prioriteta i
mijera ovoga Programa: Uredba Vije¢a (EZ) br. 1083/2003 od 11. srpnja 2006. u kojoj
su izlozene opce odredbe Europskog fonda za regionalni razvoj, Europskog socijalnog
fonda i Kohezijskog fonda i kojom se ukida Uredba (EZ) br. 1260/1999; Uredba Vijeca i
Europskog parlamenta (EZ) br. 1080/2006 od 05. srpnja 2006. o Europskom fondu za
regionalni razvoj i kojom se ukida Uredba (EZ) br. 1783/1999; Odluka Vije¢a br.
11807/06 od 18. kolovoza o Strateskim smjernicama Zajednice o koheziji; Uredba
Vije¢a i Europskog parlamenta (EZ) br. 1082/2006 od 05. srpnja 2006. o Europskoj
skupini za teritorijalnu suradnju (EGTC).

Multiindikativni programski dokument za Hrvatsku za razdoblje 2007— 2009 pokazuje
da ¢e prekograni¢na suradnja, kojom se upravlja putem Komponente I, podrzati
Hrvatsku u prekograniénoj, medudrzavnoj i meduregionalnoj suradnji s drzavama
¢lanicama, ali i drzavama koje nisu ¢lanice EU-a. Bit ¢e usmjeren na poboljSanje
potencijala za turizam, stvaranje boljih veza izmedu pograni¢nih podrucja i poticanje
zajednickih aktivnosti zastite okoliSa.

Multiindikativni programski dokument za Bosnu i Hercegovinu za isto razdoblje podrzat
¢e aktivnosti usmjerene na promicanje i poboljSanje prekograniéne suradnje i
drustveno-gospodarsku integraciju pograni¢nih podrucja. Navedeno ¢e se postiéi
jacanjem gospodarskih, drustvenih, ekoloskih i kulturnih veza izmedu odgovarajucih
drzava sudionica, ukljuéuju¢i meduljudska djelovanja.

3.2.1. Nacionalni programi — Hrvatska

Program je u skladu s glavnim ciljevima i podrucjima intervencije sljedecih nacionalnih
programa:

socijalni kohezija i pravda; makroekonomska stabilnost i otvorenost; integrirane
financijske usluge, zastita okoliSa i uravnotezen regionalni razvoj; poduzetni¢ka
klima, privatizacija i restrukturiranje te nova uloga drzave;

e Zajednicki memorandum o socijalnom ukljuéivanju, u kojemu se navode
prioriteti i mjere politika vezanih za socijalnu ukljuéenost i borbu protiv
siromastva;

e Nacrt Operativhog programa IPA-e za regionalnu konkurentnost (RCOP)
koji ima 2 cilja: 1/ posti¢i veéu konkurentnost i uravnotezen regionalni razvoj
poticanjem konkurentnosti malih i srednjih poduzeca i poboljsavanjem
gospodarskih uvjeta u podrucjima s razvojnim poteSkocama u Hrvatskoj i 2/
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razviti kapacitet hrvatskih institucija za razvoj programa i provedbu aktivnosti
koje podrzava ERDF nakon pristupanja. Prioriteti ovoga programa
komplementarni su s dva glavna prioriteta RCOP-a, koji su 1/ povecéanje
razvojnog potencijala podru€ja s razvojnim poteSkocama i 2/ poboljSanje
konkurentnosti hrvatskog gospodarstva. Ovaj je Program komplementaran sa
Prioritetom 2 RCOP-a.

e Nacrt Operativhog programa IPA-e za razvoj ljudskih potencijala (HRDOP)
koji predlaze tri Prioritetne osi: 1/Poboljsanje dostupnosti zaposlenja i odrZivo
uklju¢enje u trziste rada; 2/Pojacavanja socijalne ukljuc¢enosti i integracija ljudi
u nepovolinom poloZaju; 3/Prosirivanje i poboljsanje ulaganja u ljudski kapital.
U ovome programu posebna pozornost bit ¢e dana projektima koji pridonose
povecanju zaposljivosti lokalnog stanovnistva i poveéaju dostupnost socijalnih
usluga;

Nadalje, program je u skladu s glavnim nacionalnim strategijama Hrvatske (j.
Nacionalnim akcijskim planom zapos$ljavanja za razdoblje od 2005. do 2008, Planom
razvoja obrazovnog sektora 2005 - 2010, Strategijom i akcijskim planom obrazovanja
odraslih; Stratedkim ciljevima razvoja hrvatskog turizma do 2010; Strategijom
upravljanja otpadom Republike Hrvatske; nacrtom Nacionalne strategije za regionalni
razvoj, Pretpristupnim ekonomskim programom 2006 - 2008. itd) i Programom Vlade
za razdoblje 2003 - 2007. u kojemu je razvoj pograni¢nih podrugja naveden kao jedan
od najvisih nacionalnih prioriteta, buduci da 18 od 21 Zupanije ima vanjske granice.

Moze se zakljuciti da je ovaj Program komplementaran s glavnim programima i da se
ne preklapa s njima zbog svojega usmjerenja na jaanje prvenstveno onih aktivnosti
koje su prepoznate kao vazne za obje drzave partnerice.

3.2.2. Nacionalni programi — Bosna i Hercegovina

Program je u skladu s glavnim ciljevima i podrucjima intervencije sljedec¢ih nacionalnih
programa BiH:

e Strategija integracije BiH u EU, koja je glavni dokument na kojemu se
temelji cjelokupan proces pristupanja EU-u. Strategija navodi osnovne
ciljevi i planove pristupa te uklju€uje skup opéih uputa za rad institucija
drzave i pravnih osoba, kao i ostalih dionika ukljuéenih u proces
integracije.

e ViSegodisnji indikativni planski dokument IPA-e (MIPD), koji je
kljuéni strateski dokument za pomo¢ EZ-a za BiH unutar IPA-e, s
glavnim strateSkim ciliem pruzanja podrS8ke drzavi u prijelazu od
potencijalnog kandidata do drzave kandidatkinje i napokon do ¢lanstva
u EU.

e Strategija za provedbu decentraliziranog sustava provedbe u BiH —
cilj ovoga dokumenta pomoci je Odjelu za koordinaciju pomoéi Direkcije
za europske integracije BiH te Ministarstvu financija i riznice razviti
smjernice za provedbu decentraliziranog sustava provedbe (DIS) u BiH.
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e Srednjoroéna razvojna strategija (MTDS) (ranije nazivana
Dokumentom Strategije za smanjenje siromastva — PRSP) za Bosnu i
Hercegovinu, koja je srednjoro¢ni dokument za razdoblje 2004 — 2007.
Strategija se temelji na postizanju tri krajnja strateSka cilja: stvaranje
uvjeta za odrzivi razvoj, smanjenje siromastva i ubrzanje procesa
integracije u EU u Bosni. Ovaj stratedki dokument takoder sadrzava
brojne sektorske prioritete i njihove pripadajuée mjere. MTDS ¢e
zamijeniti NDP (Nacionalni razvojni plan), Cija se provedba oCekuje
pocetkom 2008.

¢ Nacionalni plan djelovanja za okoli§ (NEAP), koji je pripremljen s
podrékom Svjetske banke u oba entiteta usporedno, predstavlja
strate$ki dokument za planiranje odrzivoga razvoja. Plan uklju€uje popis
prioritetnih projekata u polju okoliSa. Povrh toga, ve¢ se provode mnogi
Lokalni ekoloski akcijski planovi.

3.3. Usuglasenost s drugim politikama Europske zajednice

Po svojoj prirodi i tezistu, program ¢e ukljucivati glavne politike EU-a o: regionalnoj
politici, zastiti okoliSa, jednakim moguc¢nostima i informacijskom drustvu.

Program je u skladu s glavnim ciljevima EU-a do 2010. navedenima u Lisabonskoj
strategiji kroz poboljSanje gospodarske konkurentnosti pograni¢nog podruéja i vecih
mogucnosti zapo$ljavanja kroz ulaganja u suradnju i umrezavanje u turistickom
sektoru (koiji je glavni pokretaé regionalnih gospodarstava), zastitu prirodne i kulturne
bastine, kao i okoliSa. Jatanje konkurentnosti i gospodarskog i socijalnog ukljucivanja
prekograniénog podrucja u skladu je sa StrateSkim smjernicama Zajednice za
kohezijsku politiku 2007-2013 (COM (2005) 0299) o prekograniénoj suradnji. Povrh
toga, Program ¢e takoder podrzati cilieve Strategije iz Goéteborga promicanjem
odrzivog upravljanja okoliSem kroz uspostavu suradnje medu institucijama i provedbu
zajednickih aktivnosti za zastitu prirode i okoliSa.

Program ce takoder podrzati rodno osvijeStenu politiku i politike jednakih moguénosti
provedbom projekata koji ¢e jasno demonstrirati njihove napore u stvaranju jednakih
mogucnosti za rodne i etnicke skupine te osobe s invaliditetom u skladu s nacelima
Europske unije. Opéenito, provedba horizontalnih nacgela bit ¢e zajam&ena definicijom
ciljnih skupina, prihvatljivin aktivnosti u okviru utvrdenih mjera, postupaka evaluacije i
pokazatelja na razini Prioriteta i mjera.

3.4. Opis prioriteta i mjera

3.4.1. Prioritet 1: Stvaranje zajednickog gospodarskog prostora

3.4.1.1. Pozadina i opravdanost
Ovaj prioritet predstavlja reakciju na teSko gospodarsko stanje s obje strane
granice, koje karakterizira pad stanovnistva, visok stupanj ovisnosti o nedovoljno

razvienom sektoru poljoprivrede i sektor malog i srednjeg poduzetnistva koji se
suoCava s problemima poput nedostupnosti kredita te nedostatka stru¢nosti i

inicijative. TuristiCki sektor je dobro razvijen u zapadnom dijelu programskog
podrucja — blizu jadranske obale — no prili€no nerazvijen u srediSnjim i isto¢nim
dijelovima. Neke od glavnih prepreka za razvoj turistickog sektora su lo8a turisti¢ka
infrastruktura (uglavnom u priobalnim podrucjima), niska razina marketinga kao i
nepostojanje razmjene informacija medu turistickim operaterima i unutar ostalih
gospodarskih sektora (posebno poljoprivrede).

Analiza programskog podru¢ja pokazala je da znacajan potencijal rasta lezi u
sektoru malog i srednjeg poduzetniStva te da istrazivanje i razvoj predstavljaju
izvor dodane vrijednosti za gospodarstvo. Ovaj potencijal, medutim, jo$ nije u
potpunosti ostvaren buduci da trenutacno brojni nedostaci ometaju kako stvaranje,
tako i rast malih i srednjih poduzeéa, osobito onih temeljenih na znanju, koji najvise
pridonose regionalnoj konkurentnosti. Promicanje poduzetnidtva i podr§ka malim i
srednjim poduze¢ima od kljuéne je vaznosti za povecCanje gospodarskih
moguénosti pograniénih podrugja. Ce$éi kontakti izmedu malih i srednjih poduzeéa
stvorit ¢e nove prilike za suradnju. Zajedni¢ka potpora malim i srednjim
poduze¢ima pomoéi ¢ée povecati konkurentnost postojeéih malih i srednjih
poduzeca i potaknuti otvaranje novih tvrtki.

3.4.1.2. Op¢i i konkretni ciljevi

@ Pridonijeti integraciji gospodarstva u pograniénim podrucgjima poticanjem suradnje
u podrucju turizma i potporom malim i srednjim poduzeéima te promicanjem
poduzetnistva.

& Razviti prepoznatljivu zajedniCku turisticku ponudu temeljenu na zajednickoj
ekoloskoj i kulturnoj bastini i povecéati konkurentnost lokalnog turistiCkog
gospodarstva.

@ Poticati razvoj regionalnog gospodarstva jacanjem sektora malog i srednjeg
poduzetnistva i poslovnom podrskom institucijama i usluznim djelatnostima.

Mijera 1.1: Razvoj zajednicke turistiCke ponude
Mijera 1.2: Promicanje poduzetnistva

U tim slu¢ajevima, mehanizam provedbe bit ¢e nabava
usluga, radova i robe.

3.4.1.3. Mjere
Mjera 1.1 Razvoj zajednicke turisticke ponude

Ova mjera podrzat ¢e zajedniCki razvoj i promicanje turistiCkin ponuda. Potaknut ¢e
razvoj, unapredenije i diversifikaciju turistickih proizvoda i usluga, uklju€ivanje kulturne
bastine i okolisa u turisticke proizvode i zajednic¢ki marketing ovih proizvoda. To ¢e
pokrenuti proizvodne, ekoloske i kulturne potencijale uklju¢enih podrucja i pridonijeti
njihovom odrzivom razvoju.

Cili mjere bit ¢ée takoder unapriedivanje znanja zaposlenih u turizmu, kulturi i
poljoprivredi. Konkretno, mjera ¢e poticati koristenje alata informacijske i
komunikacijske tehnologije za razvoj i promidzbu proizvoda i obuku zaposlenika.

Osigurat ¢e se da ne dode do operativnog ili financijskog preklapanja s bilo kojom od

mjera u sklopu operativnin programa za Hrvatsku u okviru Komponente lll. IPA-e
(Regionalni razvoj).

Mjera 1.2 ojacat ¢e veze izmedu hrvatskih i bosansko-hercegovackih poduzeca te
uklju¢enost agencija za regionalni razvoj i organizacija za podr§ku poslovanju u
aktivnosti razvoja malih i srednjih poduzeca. Promicat ¢e zajedni¢ko shvacanje
prekograniénih regionalnih gospodarskih moguénosti.

Mijera ¢e biti usmjerena i na promicanje poduzetnistva u pograni¢nim podrucjima te
podupirati inicijative koje promi€u suvremenu tehnologiju, usmjerenost na izvoz,
inovativnost i partnerstvo izmedu malih i srednjih poduze¢a i organizacija za
istrazivanje i razvoj u svrhu komercijalizacije znanstvene inovacije.

Poticat ¢ée redovitu interakciju izmedu poduzeéa smjestenih s obje strane granice
putem: poslovnih mreza i udruzivanja; razvoja usluga podrSke malim i srednjim
poduzeéima i zajedniCki pristup istima; zajedniCkog marketinga i promidzbe na
domacim i trzistima EU-a; razmjene znanja i iskustva; odabranih ulaganja u malu
poslovnu infrastrukturu.

3.4.2. Prioritet 2: PoboljSana kvaliteta Zivota i drustvena povezanost
3.4.2.1. Pozadina i opravdanost

Prioritet 2 predstavlja odgovor na druStvene i ekoloSske probleme pograni¢énog
podrucja. Teziste Prioriteta je na ¢imbenicima koji pridonose blagostanju, kvaliteti
zivota i druStvenoj povezanosti lokalnih zajednica ukljuéuju¢i poboljSanje
prekograni¢nih odnosa.

Razina nezaposlenosti je visoka, osobito u ruralnim podrucjima, a mjere zapoSljavanja
su nedovoljno aktivne za rjeSavanje ove situacije. Analiza stanja utvrdila je da je
socijalna isklju¢enost glavna prijetnja u programskom podrucju. Istovremeno, analiza
je istaknula obrazovanje, zdravstvenu skrb i rad kao glavne prilike za prekogranic¢nu
suradnju.

U sektoru zastite okoliSa Hrvatska i Bosna i Hercegovina suo€avaju se s istim
izazovima i imaju iste moguénosti. S obje strane granice postoje vazne prirodne
prednosti — parkovi prirode, netaknute Sume i rijeke. U tim podruc¢jima odrzana je
visoka razina bioloSke raznovrsnosti (ukljuCuju¢i mnoge rijetke vrste) povezana s
poplavnim nizinama rijeka Save, Une i Neretve. Medutim, ne postoji uskladenost u
nacinima zastite okolia, npr. upravljanjem otpadnim vodama, niti postoje koordinirani
napori u rjeSavanju problema izazvanih elementarnim nepogodama poput poplava ili
pozara.

Razvoj i odrzavanje mreze partnera;

e Stvaranje i azuriranje baze podataka potencijalnih predlagatelja projekata i sudionika u
radionicama i ostalim dogadanjima;

e Provodenje zajednickih aktivnosti informiranja i promidzbe pod vodstvom Operativnih
struktura, uklju€ujuci postavljanje i odrzavanje sluzbene web-stranice Programa;

¢ Planiranje vlastitih aktivnosti u skladu s planom rada koji jednom godiSnje odobrava ZNO.

4.1.4. Uloga Komisije

S obzirom na decentralizirano upravljanje u Hrvatskoj, Komisija ima pravo obavljati ex ante
kontrolu odabira operacija, kako je odredeno Odlukom Komisije o prijenosu ovlasti za upravljanje
u skladu sa ¢lankom 14. stavkom 3. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e.

S obzirom na centralizirano upravljanje u Bosni i Hercegovini, u skladu sa ¢lankom 140. stavkom
1. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e, Europska komisija zadrzava cjelokupnu odgovornost za ex ante
odobrenje postupka dodjele potpore i, djeluju¢i kao ugovorno tijelo, za funkcije dodjele potpora,
provedbu javnog nadmetanja, ugovaranja i pla¢anja.

Povrh navedenih standardnih uloga, Komisija sudjeluje u radu Zajedni¢kog nadzornog odbora u
savjetodavnom svojstvu.

4.2. Postupci za razvoj programa, odabir i dodjelu sredstava
4.2.1. Zajednicki strateski projekti

Prednost se daje provedbi putem jedinstvenih otvorenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga
projekata. No, ZNO ima moguénost u nekim slu€ajevima odrediti 'ZajedniCke strateSke
projekte’ u skladu s odredbama ¢l. 95. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Zajednicki strateski projekti
odreduju se kao oni koji imaju zna¢ajan prekograni¢ni u¢inak Sirom programskog podrucja i
koji ¢e, sami ili u kombinaciji s drugim strateskim projektima, posti¢i ciljeve na razini mjera.
Opis poslova (usluge) i/ili tehnicke specifikacije (opskrba i rad) sastavljaju Operativhe
strukture uz pomo¢ ZTT-a. Odnosna ugovorna tijela provode javni natje€aj i ugovaraju
projekte na temelju standardnih postupaka iz Prakti€nog priru¢nika za procedure ugovaranja
u kontekstu vanjske pomoci Europskih zajednica (PRAG) za odnosne vrste ugovora.

4.2.2. Pozivi na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Program prekograni¢ne suradnje funkcionira pretezno putem shema za dodjelu financijske
potpore na temelju jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata i jedinstvenog
postupka odabira koji se odnosi na obje strane granice.

NatjecCaji za bespovratna sredstva uskladeni su s odredbama Provedbene uredbe IPA-e (npr.
¢lancima 95, 96, 140, 145. itd.)

Ako je potrebno, treba se pridrzavati postupaka PRAG-a i standardnih predloZzaka i modela,
osim ako odredbe Provedbene uredbe IPA-e i/ili zajedni¢ka priroda poziva zahtijevaju
prilagodavanje.

e ZTT, pod nadzorom ZNO-a, sastavlja jedinstveni poziv na dostavu prijedloga
projekata, Vodi€ za prijavitelje projekata i obrazac za prijavu te ostale dokumente
vezane uz provedbu shema za dodjelu potpora, objasSnjavajuéi propise vezane
uz prihvatljivost predlagatelja projekata i partnera, vrste aktivnosti i troSkova koji
su prihvatljivi za financiranje i kriterije evaluacije, drzeéi se $to je vise moguce
formata predvidenih u PRAG-u;

e QObrazac za prijavu treba obuhvatiti obje strane projekta (na hrvatskoj/bosanskoj
strani granice, tj. zajedniCke prijave), ali s jasno razdvojenim aktivnostima i
troSkovima sa svake strane granice. Elementi koje sadrzi Paket za prijavu
(kriteriji prihvatljivosti i evaluacije itd.) moraju biti potpuno u skladu s
odgovarajuéim Sporazumom o financiranju.

e Nacrte jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata, Vodi¢ za prijavitelje
projekata i obrazac za prijavu te ostale dokumente vezane uz provedbu shema
za dodjelu financijskih potpora odobrava ZNO;

e Operativne strukture predaju zavrSnu verziju Paketa za prijavu 0dnosnoj
delegaciji Europske komisije na odobrenje.

b) Objavljivanje jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

e Operativne strukture, uz pomo¢ ZTT-a, poduzimaju sve odgovaraju¢e mjere kako
bi osigurale da Poziv na dostavu prijedloga projekata objavljen na nacionalnoj i
regionalnoj razini dopre do cilijne skupine u skladu sa zahtjevima Priru¢nika
(vidjeti dolje Informiranje i promidzbu). Paket za prijavu stavlja se na
raspolaganje na web-stranicama Programa i web-stranicama ugovornih tijela te u
papirnatom primjerku.

e Zajednicko tehnicko tajnistvo odgovorno je za informativnu kampanju i odgovore
na pitanja potencijalnih predlagatelja projekata. ZTT savjetuje potencijalne
predlagatelje projekata kako bi Sto bolje shvatili i ispravno ispunili obrasce za
prijavu.
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e Pitanja i odgovori trebaju biti dostupni na web-stranicama Programa i na web-
stranicama ugovornih tijela.

4.2.3. Odabir projekata nakon poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Kao $to je predvideno Provedbenom uredbom IPA-e, predani prijedlozi projekata prolaze
kroz zajednicki postupak odabira. Pri evaluaciji projekata potrebno je pridrzavati se pravila iz
PRAG-a (Poglavlje 6.4), prilagodenih odredbama Provedbene uredbe IPA-e (npr. ¢lanak
140. o ulozi Komisije u odabiru operacija)®.

Zajednicki upravljacki odbor, kojega je imenovao ZNO, evaluira projekte prema kriterijima
utvrdenima u Paketu za prijavu i izraduje ljestvicu u skladu s PRAG-om.

Glavni koraci postupka trebaju biti sljededi:

o ZTT zaprima i registrira prijave.

o ZNO imenuje Zajednicki upravljacki odbor i vanjske procjenitelje koji ¢e biti
odredeni u postupku dodjele tehnicke pomoc¢i za Program.

o Upravljacki odbor osniva se tako da predstavnici dviju drzava budu jednako
zastupljeni. Clanove s pravom glasa predlazu Operativne strukture. Clanovi
Upravljatkog odbora imenuju se isklju€ivo na temelju tehni¢ke i profesionalne
stru€nosti u odnosnom podru¢ju. ZTT osigurava tajnistvo Upravljackom
odboru.

o Obje Operativne strukture mogu predloziti isti broj vanjskih procjenitelja koji ¢e
se financirati odnosnim sredstvima tehni¢ke pomodi.

o Delegacije Europske komisije u Hrvatskoj i Bosni i Hercegovini trebaju ex ante
odobriti sastav Upravljackog odbora i vanjske procjenitelje.

o Upravljacki odbor ocjenjuje projekte prema uvjetima i kriterijima utvrdenima u
Pozivu na dostavu prijedloga projekata - paketu za prijavu i u skladu s
postupcima iz PRAG-a.

o ZNO od Upravljackog odbora prima Izvjestaj evaluacije te rang-listu projekata
i glasove o prihvac¢anju predlozene rang-liste. Clanovi Upravljatkog odbora
prisustvuju sastanku ZNO-a kako bi predstavili postupak evaluacije. ZNO
moze:

= Prihvatiti I1zvjeStaj evaluacije i predloZiti ugovornim tijelima da ugovore
odabrane projekte.

» Zatraziti jedan krug ponovnog ispitivanja prijedloga projekata ako
kvalificirana vecina njegovih c¢lanova s pravom glasa za takav
postupak i pod uvjetom da se jasno navede tehnicki uzrok koji utjece
na kakvocu lzvjestaja evaluacije, tj. ako je nejasno kako su projekti bili
procjenjivani i rangirani;

o U Hrvatskoj Delegacija Europske komisije ex ante odobrava odluku ZNO-a o
projektima predloZzenima za financiranje i IzvjeStaj evaluacije.

o U Bosni i Hercegovini Delegacija Europske komisije odobrava Izvjestaj
evaluacije i listu odabranih projekata.

o ZTT svakog predlagatelja projekta pismeno obavjeStava o rezultatima
postupka odabira.

o ZTT 8&alje svu dokumentaciju potrebnu za ugovaranje obama Ugovornim
tijelima unutar 2 tjedna od odluke ZNO-a.

4.3. Postupci za financiranje i kontrolu
4.3.1. Odluke o financiranju i ugovaranju

Odluke o financiranju donosi odgovarajuée ugovorno tijelo (Sredi$nja jedinica za financiranje
i ugovaranje u Hrvatskoj i Delegacija Europske komisije u BiH) temeljem odluke Zajednic¢kog
nadzornog odbora i, u sluaju Hrvatske, ex ante odobrenja Delegacije Europske komisije.
Oni, pritom, potvrduju da su uvjeti za financiranje Zajednice ispunjeni.

Ugovorna tijela i operativni sustavi tijekom procesa ,pregovora o proracunu“ mogu se osloniti
na pomo¢ Zajedni¢kog tehni¢kog tajniStva pri komuniciranju s potencijalnim korisnicima
potpore.

4.3.1.1. Hrvatska

e Ugovaranje je odgovornost SrediSnje jedinice za financiranje i ugovaranje kao
Provedbene agencije za hrvatsku stranu projekata. Forma ugovora o potpori
nacinjena je u skladu s Priruénikom pomoc¢u standardne forme ugovora o potpori i
njegovih priloga.

e SrediSnja jedinica za financiranje i ugovaranje izda ugovore o potpori odabranim
korisnicima obi¢no unutar 3 mjeseca nakon odluke Zajedni¢kog nadzornog odbora.
Ako nema odstupanja od standardnih uvjeta ugovora prilozenih Vodi¢ima za
prijavitelje projekata, odobrenje lzvjeStaja evaluacije koje daje Delegacija Europske
komisije, ukljuujuc¢i popis prijedloga za dodjelu, vrijedi kao opée odobrenje
pripadajucih ugovora.

4.3.1.2. Bosnai Hercegovina

e Ugovaranje je odgovornost Delegacije Europske komisije kao ugovornog tijela za BiH
stranu projekta.
e Delegacija europske komisije izdaje ugovor o potpori odabranim korisnicima.

4.3.2. Drzavno sufinanciranje

Doprinos Europske zajednice ne smije premasivati 85% odobrenih izdataka i ne smije biti
manji od 20% odobrenih izdataka. Drzavno sufinanciranje iznosi najmanje 15% i najvise 80%
ukupnih odobrenih izdataka za aktivnost. Doprinosi u naturi nisu prihvatljivi prema Uredbi
IPA-e iako se mogu spomenuti u prijedlozima projekta kao neprihvatljiv nacin financiranja.

4.3.3. Upravljanje financiranjem, plaé¢anja i kontrola

Upravljanje financiranjem, plac¢anja i financijsku kontrolu vr§e odgovorne institucije temeljem
Financijske uredbe (EZ, Euratom) 1605/2002 i Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Postupci za
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financijsko upravljanje i kontrolu odredeni su u okvirnim sporazumima izmedu drZava
korisnica i Europske komisije.

4.4. Provedba projekta

4.4.1. Projekt

Operacije odabrane za programe prekograni¢ne suradnje uklju€uju krajnje korisnike iz
najmanje dvije drzave sudionice koje suraduju na najmanje jedan od sljedec¢ih nacina za
svaku operaciju: zajedniCki razvoj, zajednicke provedbe, zajednicki odabir osoblja i
zajednicko financiranje.

U pojedinaénim pozivima na dostavu prijedloga projekata podrobnije se navode vrste
suradnje prihvatljive za financiranje.

4.4.2. Suradnici na projektu i njihove uloge u zajednic¢koj provedbi projekta

1) Ako nekoliko partnera iz iste drzave sudjeluje u projektu, prije podno$enja prijedloga
projekta oni izmedu sebe imenuju glavnog drzavnog korisnika (NLB). Glavni drzavni
korisnik:

1) Funkcionalnog vodeceq partnera (FLP) imenuje se u slu€aju kad suradnici iz obiju
drzava sudjeluju u projektu ali su ih zasebno ugovorila ugovorna tijela svake drzave.
U takvim sluCajevima, dva glavna drzavna korisnika prije podno$enja prijedloga
projekta izmedu sebe imenuju funkcionalnog vodeceg partnera. Funkcionalni vodeci
partner:

o odgovoran je za cjelokupnu koordinaciju projektnih aktivnosti na obje strane
granice,

o zaduZen je organizirati zajedniCke sjednice suradnika na projektu, sastanke i

o zaduzen je izvjeStavati Zajednicko tehnicko tajniStvo o cjelokupnom
napredovaniju projekta.

Uloga funkcionalnog vodeceg partnera detaljno ¢e biti opisana u ugovoru o potpori
izmedu funkcionalnog vodeceg partnera i njegovog ugovornog tijela.

Ugovorne i financijske odgovornosti svakog glavnog drZzavnog Kkorisnika prema
odgovarajuéim ugovornim tijelima ostaju te se ne mogu prenijeti s glavnog drzavnog
korisnika na funkcionalnog vodeceg partnera. Glavni drzavni korisnik takoder drzi ugovorne
odgovornosti i za ostale partnere i suradnike na njihovim stranama granice, kao $to je
ugovoreno.

4.5.2. Pracenje programa

Temeljem prikupljenih izvjeStaja o napretku projekta, Zajedni¢ko tehni¢ko tajnistvo nacini
nacrt izvie§¢a o zajednickoj provedbi te ga preda na pregled ZajedniCkom nadzornom
odboru. Operativne strukture drzava korisnica moraju poslati godiSnje izvjeS¢e i kona¢no
izvjeSc¢e o provedbi programa prekograni¢ne suradnje Komisiji i odgovarajuéem nacionalnom
koordinatoru programa IPA-e nakon $to Zajedni¢ki odbora za pracenje obavi pregled.

IzvjeSce takoder biti poslana i duznosniku za ovjeravanja programa u Hrvatskoj.

Godisnje izvjeSc¢e bit ¢e podneseno do 30. lipnja svake godine, a prvi put u drugoj godini
nakon usvajanja programa prekograni¢ne suradnje.

Konacno izvjeS¢e ¢e biti podneseno najkasnije 6 mjeseci nakon zatvaranja programa
prekograni¢ne suradnje.

Sadrzaj izvjeSca bit ¢e u skladu sa zahtjevima ¢lanka 144. Provedbenih Uredbi IPA-e.

4.5.3. Evaluacija programa
Procjene ¢e se odvijati u skladu sa ¢lankom 141. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e.

Evaluacija je usmjerena na povecanje kakvoce, ucinkovitosti i dosljednosti pomodi iz fondova
Zajednice te strategije i provedbe programa prekograni¢ne suradnje uzimajuci u obzir cilj
odrzivog razvoja i nadlezno zakonodavstvo Zajednice vezano uz utjecaj na okolis.

Ex ante evaluacija nije izvrSena u skladu s odredbama ¢&lanka 141. u kontekstu nacela
proporcionalnosti.

Tijekom programskog razdoblja, drzave sudionice i/ili Europska komisija obavljat ¢e
evaluacije povezane s pracenjem programa prekograni¢ne suradnje osobito kad pracenje
otkrije znacajno odstupanje od pocetno postavljenih ciljeva ili u slu¢aju da je prijedlozna
revizija programa prekograni¢ne suradnje. Rezultati se Salju Zajedni¢kom nadzornom odboru
programa prekograni¢ne suradnje i Komisiji.

Evaluacije obavljaju stru€njaci ili tijela, unutarnji ili vanjski. Rezultati se objavljuju u skladu s
primjenjivim rezimima o pristupu dokumentima. Evaluacija se financira proracunom tehnicke
pomoci programa.

4.5.4. Informiranje i promidzba

Drzave korisnice i Nacionalni koordinatori programa IPA pruzaju informacije o programima i
operacijama te ih prema potrebi i reklamiraju uz pomoc¢ Zajedni¢kog tehnickog tajnistva.

U Hrvatskoj, Operativna struktura je odgovorna za organizaciju objavljivanja popisa krajnjih
korisnika, imena operacija i iznosa financijskih sredstava Zajednice dodijeljen operacijama.
Ona osigurava da krajnji korisnik bude obavijeSten da prihvac¢anjem financijskih sredstava
takoder prihvacaju i svoje uklju€ivanje na objavljeni popis korisnika. Svi osobni podaci
ukljuéeni u ovaj popis obraduju se u skladu sa zahtjevima Uredbe (EZ) br. 45/2001
Europskog parlamenta i Vije¢a.”®

U skladu sa ¢lankom 90. Uredbe (EZ, Euratom) br. 1605/2002, Komisija objavljuje
mjerodavne informacije o ugovorima. Komisija objavljuje rezultate postupka javnog

Takav detaljan plan
informiranja i promidZbe Zajednicki nadzorni odbor (vidi nize) predstavlja u strukturiranom
obliku Zajedni¢kom tehniCkom tajnistvu, jasno postavljajuci ciljeve i ciljne skupine, sadrzaj i
strategiju mjera te okvirni proradun financiran proraunom Tehni¢ke pomocéi Programa
prekograni¢ne suradnje.

(8) Placanja Komisije prema nacionalnom fondu izvrSavaju se na raun u eurima. Po jedan
racun u eurima otvara se za svaki od odnosnih programa IPA 1 koristi se iskljucivo za
transakcije povezane s tim programom.

On 1 August 2006, the Council of the European Union adopted Regulation
(EC) No 1085/2006 establishing an instrument for pre-accession assistance (hereafter:
the "IPA Framework Regulation"). With effect from 1 January 2007, this instrument
constitutes the single legal basis for the provision of financial assistance to candidate
countries (currently Croatia, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia and Turkey)
and potential candidate countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, and
Serbia, including Kosovo according to United Nation Security Council Resolution
1244) in their efforts to enhance political, economic and institutional reforms with a
view to their eventually becoming members the European Union.

On 12 June 2007, the Commission adopted Regulation (EC) No 718/2007
implementing the IPA Framework Regulation, detailing applicable management and
control provisions (hereafter: the "IPA Implementing Regulation").

Community assistance under the instrument for pre-accession assistance should
continue to support the beneficiary countries in their efforts to strengthen democratic
institutions and the rule of law, reform public administration, carry out economic
reforms, respect human as well as minority rights, promote gender equality, support the
development of a civil society and advance regional cooperation as well as
reconciliation and reconstruction, and contribute to sustainable development and
poverty reduction.

Community assistance for candidate countries should additionally focus on the
adoption and implementation of the full acquis communautaire, and in particular

prepare them for the implementation of the Community's agricultural and cohesion
policy.

The Parties have concluded on 27 August 2007 a Framework Agreement setting out
the general rules for cooperation and implementation of the Community assistance
under the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance.

The multi-annual Cross-border programme Croatia - Bosnia and Herzegovina for the
years 2007-2013 was adopted by Decision C(2007)5934 of 10 December 2007. For its
implementation in 2008, the Commission adopted on 25 July 2008 the financing
decision C(2008)3814 of the Cross—border programme Croatia - Bosnia and
Herzegovina for 2008 (hereafter: “the programme”). The part of this programme
concerning Croatia is to be implemented by means of decentralised management.

It is necessary for the implementation of this programme that the Parties conclude a
Financing Agreement to lay down the conditions for the delivery of Community
assistance, the rules and procedures concerning disbursement related to such assistance
and the terms on which the assistance will be managed,

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROGRAMME

The part of this programme concerning the Republic of Croatia shall be implemented
by decentralised management, in the meaning of Article 53c of Council Regulation
(EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 on the Financial Regulation applicable to the general
budget of the European Communities, as last modified by Regulation (EC, Euratom)
No 1995/2007 of 13 December 2006 (hereafter: "the Financial Regulation").

The Programme shall be implemented in accordance with the provisions of the
Framework Agreement on the rules for co-operation concerning EC Financial
Assistance to Croatia and the implementation of the Assistance under the Instrument
for Pre-Accession Assistance (IPA), concluded between the Parties on 27 August 2007
(hereafter: “the Framework Agreement”), which is set out in Annex B to this
Agreement.

NATIONAL STRUCTURES AND AUTHORITIES

The structures and authorities with functions and responsibilities for the
implementation of this Agreement are described in Annex B to this Agreement.

Further responsibilities of the national authorizing officer and the national fund are set
out in Annex C to this Agreement.

The beneficiary country shall establish an operating structure for the part of the
programme concerning its territory. Its functions and responsibilities shall be, mutatis
mutadis, those listed in Section 6, Annex A, of the Framework Agreement enclosed to
this Agreement as Annex B.

The operating structure shall co-operate closely in the implementation of this
programme with the operating structures of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

The operating structures of the participating countries shall set up a joint technical
secretariat to assist the operating structures and the joint monitoring committee referred
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to in Article 142 of the IPA Implementing Regulation in carrying out their respective
duties.

The joint technical secretariat may have antennae established in each participating
country.

The Community contribution for the year 2008 is fixed at a maximum of € 1.0 million
(one million euros) for the part of the programme concerning Croatia, as detailed in
Appendix Al of Annex A to this Agreement. However, payments of the Community
contribution by the Commission will not be made if the minimum requirements
referred to in Article 41 of the IPA Implementing Regulation are not met.

The cost of the national structures and authorities indicated in Annex B shall be borne
by the beneficiary country, with the exception of the cost referred to in Article 94(1)(f)
of the IPA Implementing Regulation, as detailed in Annex A to this Agreement.

CONTRACTING DEADLINE

The individual contracts and agreements which implement this Agreement shall be
concluded no later than two years from the date of conclusion of this Agreement.

In duly justified cases, this contracting deadline may be extended with the agreement
of the Commission before its end date to a maximum of three years from the date of
conclusion of this Agreement.

Any funds for which no contract has been concluded before the contracting deadline
shall be cancelled.

DEADLINE FOR THE EXECUTION OF CONTRACTS

The contracts must be executed within a maximum of 2 years from the end date of
contracting.

The Commission may agree, upon request by the beneficiary country, to an appropriate
extension of the deadline for the execution of contracts. Such request must be
addressed to the Commission before the end of the deadline for the execution of
contracts, and be duly justified by the beneficiary country.

DISBURSEMENT DEADLINE

Disbursement of funds must be made no later than one year after the final date for the
execution of contracts.
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The deadline for disbursement of funds may be extended with the agreement of the
Commission before its end date in duly justified cases.

INTERPRETATION

Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Agreement, the terms used in
this Agreement shall bear the same meaning as attributed to them in the IPA
Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Agreement, references to this
Agreement are references to such Agreement as amended, supplemented or replaced
from time to time.

Any references to Council or Commission Regulations are made to the version of those
regulations as indicated. If required, modifications of theses regulations shall be
transposed into this Agreement by means of amendments.

Headings in this Agreement have no legal significance and do not affect its
interpretation.

PARTIAL INVALIDITY AND UNINTENTIONAL GAPS

If a provision of this Agreement is or becomes invalid or if this Agreement contains
unintentional gaps, this will not affect the validity of the other provisions of this
Agreement. The Parties will replace any invalid provision by a valid provision which
comes as close as possible to the purpose of and intent of the invalid provision.

The Parties will fill any unintentional gap by a provision which best suits the purpose
and intent of this Agreement, in compliance with the IPA Framework Regulation and
the IPA Implementing Regulation.

REVIEW AND AMENDMENTS

The implementation of this Agreement will be subject to periodic reviews at times
arranged between the Parties.

Any amendment agreed to by the Parties will be in writing and will form part of this
Agreement. Such amendment shall come into effect on the date determined by the
Parties.

TERMINATION

Without prejudice to paragraph 2, this Agreement shall terminate eight years after its
signature. The termination of this Agreement shall not preclude the possibility for the
Commission to make financial corrections in accordance with Articles 49 to 54of the
IPA Implementing Regulation.
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This Agreement may be terminated by either Party by giving written notice to the other
Party. Such termination shall take effect six calendar months from the date of the
written notice.

SETTLEMENT OF DIFFERENCES

Differences arising out of the interpretation, operation and implementation of this
Agreement, at any and all levels of participation, will be settled amicably through
consultation between the Parties.

In default of amicable settlement, either Party may refer the matter to arbitration in
accordance with the Permanent Court of Arbitration Optional Rules for Arbitration
Involving International Organisations and States in force at the date of this Agreement.

The language to be used in the arbitration proceedings shall be English. The appointing
authority shall be the Secretary General of the Permanent Court of Arbitration
following a written request submitted by either Party. The Arbitrator’s decision shall
be binding on all Parties and there shall be no appeal.

Any communication in connection with this Agreement shall be made in writing and in
the English language. Each communication must be signed and must be supplied as an
original document or by fax.

2. SUMMARY
2.1. Introduction
2.1.1. Programming process

The programming process took place from December 2006 to May 2007. The programme was
developed following a process of wide consultation with the local stakeholders and potential
beneficiaries on both sides of the border. The first bilateral meeting between the
representatives of the national institutions responsible for the IPA component II took place on
22 December 2006. At that meeting the process of programme elaboration was discussed and
agreed between the two sides.

On 22 March 2007, the Joint Programming Committee (JPC) met for the first time. The JPC
consists of representatives from the Croatian and Bosnia and Herzegovina national authorities
as well as regional authorities from the bordering regions. The aim of the meeting was to
define the task description for the Joint Programming Committee and the Joint Drafting Team
respectively.

During the months of March and April 2007, the content of the SWOT (strengths, weaknesses,
opportunities and threats) analysis was discussed and adopted at the second Joint
Programming Committee meeting in Sarajevo on 20 April 2007. During the month of April
2007, the programme beneficiaries discussed the programme's strategic parts (priorities,
measures and activities) which were adopted at the third meeting of the Joint Programming
Committee meeting in Zagreb on 11 May 2007. The JPC adopted the final draft programming
document on 25 May 2007.

2.1.2. List of eligible areas

2.2. Global objective(s) of the programme

The global objective of the programme is to encourage the creation of cross-border networks
and partnerships and the development of joint cross-border actions with a view to revitalising
the economy, protecting the nature and the environment and increasing social cohesion of the
programming area.

An additional objective of the programme is to build the capacity of local, regional and
national institutions to manage EU programmes and to prepare them to manage future cross-
border programmes under objective 3 of the EU Structural Funds.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Croatia for the period 2007-2009
indicates that Cross-Border Cooperation, managed through Component II, will support Croatia
in cross-border, and trans-national and interregional cooperation with EU Member States and
IPA beneficiary countries. It will concentrate on improving the potentials for tourism, creating
closer links between border regions and supporting joint environmental protection activities.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Bosnia and Herzegovina for the same
period will support activities aimed at promoting and enhancing cross-border co-operation and
the socio-economic integration of border regions. This will be done through the strengthening
of economical, social, environmental and cultural ties between respective participating
countries, including people—to-people type actions.

The programme is in line with the main national sectoral strategies in Croatia and Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

Given the limited resources available under IPA 2007-2013 and the size of the programming
area, the ambition of this programme is first and foremost to contribute to the revival of border
links and activities in the programming area by encouraging co-operation at local level on
common environmental and socio-economic problems.

2.3. Priority axis, the related measures and their specific aspects concerning the
implementation of the 2008 budget

The priorities and measures defined in this cross-border programme are structured in such a
way as to respect and provide for the implementation of the specific objectives. Two priorities
have been identified for the cross-border cooperation. They have been chosen in view of
directing assistance into areas of concrete potential, such as the tourism and SME sectors and
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into areas that would raise the quality of life and improve social cohesion through protection
of the nature and environment and through improved access to services. In addition, one
priority is focusing on technical assistance, ensuring the effective management and
implementation of the programme.

As regards Croatia, care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial
overlap, including at the participant level, with any of the measures incorporated in the
Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA Components III, IV and V (Regional, Human
Resources, and Agriculture and Rural Development).

Each cross-border programme shall establish eligibility rules for the selection of operations
which ensure the same eligibility conditions for similar actions, as well as respect of
Community standards, where relevant, among different cross-border programmes and with
other IPA components.

Priority 1: Creation of a Joint Economic Space

This priority is a response to the difficult economic situation on both sides of the border,
which is characterised by a declining population, a high degree of dependence on an
underdeveloped agricultural sector and an SME sector that face problems like lack of access to
credit, of expertise and entrepreneurship. The tourism sector is well developed in the western
part of the programming area — close to the Adriatic coast — but quite underdeveloped in the
central and eastern parts. Some of the main obstacles for the development of the tourism sector
are poor tourism infrastructure (mainly in con-coastal areas), low level of marketing as well as
lack of information exchange within the tourism operators and other economic sectors
(especially agriculture).

The objective of this priority is to contribute to the integration of the economy in border areas
by encouraging cooperation in the field of tourism and SME support and entrepreneurship
promotion. The specific objectives are to develop recognisable joint tourist offers based on
common environmental and cultural heritage and improve the competitiveness of the local
tourism economy. Furthermore, the programme will support the development of the regional
economy by strengthening the SME sector and business support institutions and services.

The creation of a common Economic Space will be implemented by two measures:

Measure 1: Joint development of tourism offer

The joint development of tourism offer will support the improvement and diversification of
tourist products and services as well as the joint marketing of these products and services. The
measure will mobilise the potentials within the environmental and cultural areas and
contribute to the upgrading of skills of people working with tourism, agriculture and culture.

Types of actions eligible could be e.g.: certification of local products, tourism promotion and
marketing initiatives, preservation of cultural heritage, development of thematic (cross-border)
routes etc.

Measure 2: Promotion of entrepreneurship

The second measure supports the promotion of entrepreneurship and initiatives to increase the
competitiveness and innovativeness of the SME sector. The measure encourages schemes that
create business, research or education networks across the border. This could be: training and
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education activities for SMEs, development of partnerships between SMEs and universities or
joint business support institutions.

Measures 1 and 2 will essentially be implemented through calls for proposals.
Priority 2: Improved Quality of Life and Social Cohesion

Priority 2 is a response to the social and environmental problems of the border area. The level
of unemployment is high, especially in the rural areas, and there is a lack of active
employment measures to address this situation. There is a general tendency of brain drain and
lack of access to education and social services.

In the environment sector, Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina face the same challenges and
have the same opportunities. On both sides of the border there are important natural amenities
— natural parks and rivers, but no co-ordination as to how to protect the environment e.g.
through waste water management, nor is there any co-ordinated efforts on how to deal with
natural disasters like flooding or fire fighting. The minefields are also a common problem in
the programming area. It is estimated that 305.000 unexploded mines, covering some 1800
km?2 still need to be cleared.

The overall objective of priority 2 is to enhance the quality of life in border areas by reducing
damages/risks to the environment and increasing social cohesion in local communities. There
are two specific objectives: the first one will be to protect and preserve the environment and
encourage the sustainable use of natural resources in border regions through joint actions and
awareness raising campaigns. The second specific objective aims at enabling access to
community based services that have an impact on the well-being and social cohesion of local
citizens and communities.

The following two measures are intended to improve the quality of life and social cohesion:

Measure 1: Protection of nature and environment

The protection of nature and the environment is important on its own, but it is also important
for tourism development. Therefore this measure will support initiatives that prevent the
degradation of the environment and that promote sustainable use of natural resources.
Examples of activities could be: joint planning documents for water supply and waste water
treatment, studies on renewable energy, awareness raising activities on environmental
protection and joint intervention actions in the case of flooding or fire.

Measure 2: Improved accessibility of community based services in the border area

The second measure will focus on the well-being and social cohesion of the local communities
and contribute to the improvement of cross-border relations. The measure will support the
development of people-to-people actions across the border in areas such as education, social
and health care, culture and sports. It will involve local authorities, civil society and social
partners and encourage the establishment of cross-border networks around social cohesion
activities. These could be: joint youth initiatives, assistance to marginalised groups, easier
access to health and education etc.

Measures 1 and 2 will essentially be implemented through calls for proposals.

Tentative Timetable and indicative amount of the call for proposals for Priority 1 (Creation of
joint economic space) and Priority 2 (Improved Quality of Life and Social Cohesion)
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For the budget 2008, the proposal is to launch one single, joint call for proposals. All measures
under Priority 1 and Priority 2 will be included into the call, covering both: “big” (value of
€50-300,000) and “small” (value of €20-50,000) grants.

The detailed selection and award criteria for the award of grants will be laid down in Call for
proposals-Application Pack (Guidelines for applicants).

Generally, cross-border capacity building will be a horizontal theme underpinning Priority 1
and 2 and, will, wherever possible, be integrated into all the measures in these priorities.
Cross-border capacity will be built by giving preference to projects which:

(a) Improve the collaboration and pooling of experience between local and regional
stakeholders in order to increase cross-border co-operation.

(b) Intensify and consolidate cross border dialogue and establish institutional relationships
between local administrations and other relevant local or regional stakeholders.

(¢) Equip local and regional authorities’ actors with information and skills to develop,
implement and manage cross-border projects.

The following catalytic effects are foreseen: improving of environmental standards, improving
of social and cultural welfare, sustainable use of local material and human resources, transfer
of know-how through project co-operation, effects of entrepreneurship that ultimately will
remove the need for external funding in the future and the creation of job opportunities.
Furthermore, the implementation of projects will stimulate and create a positive environment
for further co-operation.

The national co-financing commitments guarantee that the EU principle of additionality is
fully incorporated.

Priority 3: Technical Assistance

The objective of the technical assistance priority is to improve the quality of cross-border co-
operation and management tools. It will mainly cover expenses directly related to the
implementation of the programme: expenses to disseminate information and ensure the
visibility of the programme, raise awareness in the cross-border region, promote co-operation
and exchange of experiences; administrative and logistic costs for the joint structure of the
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programme (Joint Monitoring committee, Joint Technical Secretariat and its antenna,
including cost of staff with the exclusion of salaries of public officials), which includes
monitoring and first-level control, expenses for participation in different meetings related to
the implementation of the programme.

Priority 3 will be implemented by 2 measures:

Measure 1: Support to Programme administration and implementation

This measure will provide support for the work of the national Operating Structures and the
Joint Monitoring Committee in programme management. It will also ensure the provision of
advice and support to the final beneficiaries in project development and implementation.

Measure 2: Support to programme information, publicity and evaluation

The second TA measure will give support to Programme Information, Publicity and
Evaluation. It will ensure programme awareness amongst local, regional and national decision-
makers as well as the inhabitants of the programming area and the general public in both
countries. Furthermore, the measure will support the provision of expertise to the Joint
Monitoring Committee for the planning and carrying out of programme evaluation.

Tentative Timetable and indicative amount of the assistance for Priority 3

Considering that the relevant national authorities (Operating Structures in Croatia and Bosnia
and Herzegovina) enjoy a de facto monopoly situation (in the sense of Art. 168, paragraph 1,
sub-paragraph c of the Implementing rules to the Financial Regulation) for the implementation
of the cross-border programme, the relevant contracting authorities in both countries will
establish an individual direct grant agreement without call for proposals with the Operating
Structures for the amount provided under the Priority 3 in each country. Subcontracting by the
Operating Structures of the activities covered by the direct agreement (e.g. TA, evaluation,
publicity etc.) is allowed in accordance with Article 120 of the Financial Regulation and
Article 184 of the Implementing Rules to the Financial Regulation.

Whilst both countries have experience of EU funded cross-border cooperation (CBC)
programmes with other countries, they have limited experience of cooperation with each other.
Over the period 2004-2006 only the grant scheme 'Cross-Border Regions Co-operation with
Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina' (funded from the Croatian CARDS 2004
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allocation) have Croatian and Bosnian partners. Under this grant scheme 8 projects have been
contracted. In addition, INTERREG IIIA Adriatic CBC has funded 7 projects (out of 36 with
Croatian beneficiaries) involving Croatian-Bosnian partnerships. However, only 5 of these
have partners inside the programming area. An additional 35 projects with Croatian and
Bosnian partners have been contracted under the second call of the Adriatic programme.
Under the ongoing IPA 2007 CBC Croatia/Bosnia and Herzegovina programme, the
authorities of the two countries are putting in place a Joint Monitoring Committee and a Joint
Technical Secretariat in order to prepare for the launch of call for proposals.

Lessons learnt

Both countries have gained experience from previous involvement in cross-border co-
operation programmes, especially those involving Member States with a solid cross-border co-
operation practice that could be transmitted to those countries with less experience. As a
result, the areas bordering Member States have much more capacity and knowledge of cross-
border co-operation projects than the areas bordering non-Member States. This situation was
reflected during the implementation of the CARDS 2004 "Border Region Co-operation
programme", when neighbouring areas from Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia and
Montenegro had the first opportunity to apply for small cross-border co-operation projects.
There was a general lack of knowledge on how to prepare and manage projects, and local
stakeholders found it difficult to find partners on the other side of the borders.

Experience with border region co-operation so far indicates that a solid preparatory phase,
including awareness-raising and training prior to launching activities, is crucial for the
outcome of the programme.

The thematic evaluation of CBC programmes under the PHARE programme concluded that
most projects had a clear impact in one part of the border region, but that joint projects were
the exception rather than the norm. Hence the importance to ensure that projects is a result of
joint local or regional initiatives. Another conclusion of the above evaluation is that
synchronisation in joint projects is crucial in terms of results, impact and sustainability.
Therefore it is important that the partners have established agreed co-ordination plans and
mechanisms before the Financing Agreement is signed.

Donor Co-ordination

In line with Article 20 of the IPA Regulation and Article 6 (3) of the IPA Implementing
Regulations, the EC asked in 2007 the representatives of Members States and local IFIs in
Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina to provide their comments regarding the draft multi-
annual cross-border co-operation programme submitted to the Commission. The Commission
received comments from the British Embassy in Zagreb and the World Bank.

2.5. Horizontal issues

The programme will promote sustainable management of the environment by enhancing
cooperation among institutions to implement joint actions for environmental protection.

The programme will also support gender mainstreaming and equal opportunities policies
through the selection of projects that include specific consideration to equal opportunities for
genders, ethnicities and disabled according to the principles of the European Union.

2.7. Roadmap for the decentralisation of the management of EU funds without ex

ante controls by the Commission

According to Article 8(4)(c) of the IPA Implementing Regulation, the beneficiary country
shall establish a roadmap with indicative benchmarks and time limits to achieve
decentralisation without ex ante controls by the Commission.

A decentralisation with ex-ante control has been conferred to Croatia by the Commission in
February 2006. A follow up audit mission from ELARG E.5 audit unit took place in February
2007 to verify the fulfilment of conditions for the conferral of management as laid down in
Commission Decision. Based on the final assessment of the audit report, a roadmap for the
gradual lifting of the ex-ante control requirement may be envisaged.

In parallel, Croatia is expected to submit a request to the Commission for the accreditation of
the implementation bodies under the IPA programme for decentralised management of EU
funds with ex-ante control in the first semester of 2008.

The Council of Ministers of Bosnia and Herzegovina is considering a revised Strategy for the
Implementation of the Decentralised Implementation System in BiH. A DIS working group
has been meeting on a monthly basis and has reviewed the training plan for the National Fund,
and the Central Financial and Contracting Unit (CFCU). The first round of recruitment for the
National Fund and the CFCU was completed and training is ongoing. The remaining positions
have also been advertised. A National Authorising Officer (NAO) and the head of the National
Fund have been appointed. The Directorate for European Integration aims for accreditation by
February 2009. IPA 2008 will assist the accreditation process for DIS.

3.3. Principle of co-financing applying to the projects funded under the programme

The Community contribution has been calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure, which
for the Cross—border programme Croatia — Bosnia and Herzegovina is based on the total
expenditure, as agreed by the participating countries and laid down in the cross—border

programme.

The Community contribution at the level of priority axis shall not exceed the ceiling of 85% of
the eligible expenditure.

The Community contribution for each priority axis shall not be less than 20% of the eligible
expenditures.

The provisions of Article 90 of the IPA Implementing Regulation apply.
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4. IMPLEMENTATION ARRANGEMENTS
4.1 Method of Implementation

The part of this programme concerning Croatia shall be implemented in accordance with
Article 53c of the Financial Regulation®® and the corresponding provisions of the
Implementing Rules*’. The Beneficiary Country will continue to ensure that the conditions
laid down in Article 56 of the Financial Regulation are respected at all times.

The ex-ante control by the Commission shall apply to the tendering of contracts, launch of call
for proposals and the award of contracts and grants until the Commission allows for
decentralised management without ex-ante controls as referred in Article 18 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

The part of this programme concerning Bosnia and Herzegovina shall be implemented on a
centralised basis by the European Commission in accordance with Article 53a of the Financial
Regulation® and the corresponding provisions of the Implementing Rules®.

In the event of centralised management the role of the Commission in the selection of
operations under a cross—border programme among beneficiary countries is specified in
Article 140 of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

4.2. General rules for Procurement and grant award procedures

Procurement shall follow the provisions of Part Two, Title IV of the Financial Regulation and
Part Two, Title III, Chapter 3 of its Implementing Rules as well as the rules and procedures for
service, supply and works contracts financed from the general budget of the European
Communities for the purposes of cooperation with third countries adopted by the Commission
on 24 May 2007 [C(2007)2034].

Grant award procedures shall follow the provisions of Part One, Title VI of the Financial
Regulation and Part One, Title VI of its Implementing Rules.

Where appropriate, the Contracting Authorities shall also use the standard templates and
models facilitating the application of the above rules provided for in the “Practical Guide to
contract procedures for EC external actions" (‘“Practical Guide”) as published on the
EuropeAid website at the date of the initiation of the procurement or grant award procedure.

4.3. Environmental Impact Assessment and Nature Conservation

All investments shall be carried out in compliance with the relevant Community
environmental legislation.

5. MONITORING AND EVALUATION
5.1. Monitoring

The implementation of the cross—border programme will be monitored by the joint monitoring
committee referred to in Article 142 of the IPA Implementing Regulation, established by the
participating beneficiary countries, which include representatives of the Commission.

In Croatia, the implementation of the programme will also be monitored through the IPA
monitoring committee in accordance with Article 58 of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

The IPA monitoring committee shall assess the effectiveness, quality and coherence of the
implementation of the programme to ensure the achievements of the programme objectives
and enhance the efficiency of the assistance provided.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Commission may undertake any actions it deems necessary to
monitor the programme concerned.

5.2. Evaluation

Programmes shall be subject to evaluations in accordance with Article 141 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation, with an aim to improve the quality, effectiveness and consistency of
the assistance from Community funds and the strategy and implementation of the cross—border
programmes.

6. AUDIT, FINANCIAL CONTROL, ANTIFRAUD MEASURES, FINANCIAL ADJUSTMENTS,
PREVENTIVE MEASURES AND FINANCIAL CORRECTIONS

6.1. Audit, Financial Control and Anti-fraud measures

The accounts and operations of all parties involved in the implementation of this programme,
as well as all contracts and agreements implementing this programme, are subject to, on the
one hand, the supervision and financial control by the Commission (including the European
Anti-Fraud Office), which may carry out checks at its discretion, either by itself or through an
outside auditor and, on the other hand, audits by the European Court of Auditors. This
includes measures such as ex-ante verification of tendering and contracting carried out by the
Delegations in the Beneficiary Countries.

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In order to ensure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the Community, the
Commission (including the European Anti-Fraud Office) may conduct on-the-spot checks and
inspections in accordance with the procedures foreseen in Council Regulation (EC, Euratom)
2185/96™.

The controls and audits described above are applicable to all contractors, subcontractors and
grant beneficiaries who have received Community funds.

6.2. Financial adjustments

In Croatia, the national authorising officer, who bears in the first instance the responsibility for
investigating all irregularities, shall make the financial adjustments where irregularities or
negligence are detected in connection with the implementation of this programme, by
cancelling all or part of the Community assistance. The national authorising officer shall take
into account the nature and gravity of the irregularities and the financial loss to the
Community assistance.

In case of an irregularity, including negligence and fraud, the national authorising officer shall
recover the Community assistance paid to the beneficiary in accordance with national recovery
procedures.

6.3. Audit trail

In Croatia, the national authorising officer shall ensure that all the relevant information is
available to ensure at all times a sufficiently detailed audit trail. This information shall include
documentary evidence of the authorisation of payment applications, of the accounting and
payment of such applications, and of the treatment of advances, guarantees and debts.

64. Preventive Measures

Croatia shall ensure investigation and effective treatment of suspected cases of fraud and
irregularities and shall ensure the functioning of a control and reporting mechanism equivalent
to that provided for in Commission Regulation 1828/2006™*. All suspected or actual cases of
fraud and irregularity as well as all measures related thereto taken must be reported to the
Commission services without delay. Should there be no suspected or actual cases of fraud or
irregularity to report, the Beneficiary Country shall inform the Commission of this fact within
two months following the end of each quarter.

Irregularity shall mean any infringement of a provision of applicable rules and contracts,
resulting from an act or omission by an economic operator, which has, or would have, the
effect of prejudicing the general budget of the European Union by charging an unjustified item
of expenditure to the general budget.

Fraud shall mean any intentional act or omission relating to: the use or presentation of false,
incorrect or incomplete statements or documents, which has as its effect the misappropriation
or wrongful retention of funds from the general budget of the European Union or budgets
managed by, or on behalf of, the European Union; non disclosure of information in violation
of a specific obligation with the same effect; the misapplication of such funds for purposes
other than those for which they are originally granted.

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The Beneficiary Country shall take any appropriate measure to prevent and counter active and
passive corruption practises at any stage of the procurement procedure or grant award
procedure, as well as during the implementation of corresponding contracts.

Active corruption is defined as the deliberate action of whosoever promises or gives, directly
or through an intermediary, an advantage of any kind whatsoever to an official for himself or
for a third party for him to act or to refrain from acting in accordance with his duty or in the
exercise of his functions in breach of his official duties in a way which damages or is likely to
damage the European Communities’ financial interests.

Passive corruption is defined as the deliberate action of an official, who, directly or through an
intermediary, requests or receives advantages of any kind whatsoever, for himself or a third
party, or accepts a promise of such advantage, to act or to refrain from acting in accordance
with his duty or in the exercise of his functions in breach of his official duties in a way which
damages or is likely to damage the European Communities’ financial interests.

The authorities of the beneficiary country, including the personnel responsible for the
implementation of the programme, shall also undertake to take whatever precautions are
necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interest, and shall inform the Commission
immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likely to give rise to any such
conflict.

6.5. Financial correction

In order to ensure that the funds are used in accordance with the applicable rules, in Croatia
the Commission shall apply clearance-of-accounts procedures or financial correction
mechanisms in accordance with Article 53¢ (2) of the Financial Regulation and as detailed in
the Framework Agreement concluded between the Commission and Croatia.

A financial correction may arise following:
(1) identification of a specific irregularity, including fraud; or

(i1) identification of a weakness or deficiency in the management and control systems of
the beneficiary country.

If the Commission finds that expenditure under this programme has been incurred in a way
that has infringed applicable rules, it shall decide what amounts are to be excluded from
Community financing.

The calculation and establishment of any such corrections, as well as the related recoveries,
shall be made by the Commission following the criteria and procedures provided for in the
IPA Implementing Regulation.

7. LIMITED CHANGES

Limited changes in the implementation of this programme affecting essential elements listed

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SECTION I. INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

1.7. Introduction to the Cross-border Programme

This document describes the cross-border programme between Croatia and Bosnia &
Herzegovina, which will be implemented over the period 2007-2013. This strategic document
is based on a joint planning effort of the Croatian and Bosnian parties. The programme is
supported by component Il (cross-border cooperation) of the EU ‘Instrument for Pre-
Accession’ (IPA), under which 6 M€ have been allocated for its first 3 years. An additional
1,058,823 € will be provided by the partner countries, mostly from the programme’s
beneficiaries in the border region.

The border between Croatia and Bosnia & Herzegovina extends almost over 1,000 km.
Despite the heterogeneity of the area, bordering regions are facing similar challenges: an
economic downturn linked to the collapse of traditional industries/markets in the wake of
Yugoslavia’s disintegration, large-scale migrations during and after the war accompanied by
continuous depopulation since then and heavy damages to public infrastructure only partly
remedied by insufficient investment. Traditional economic and cultural links between the two
countries in the border areas have also been severely affected by the conflict and its
aftermath. This programme will therefore seek to revive these former cross-border links and
activities while addressing some of the common socio-economic and environmental issues.

1.8. The Programming Area

The programming area is made up of ‘eligible’ and ‘adjacent’ regions as defined by Articles 88
and 97 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. These regions, which were decided in a meeting
of the Joint Programming Committee (see Section 1.4), held on April 20, in Sarajevo, are
listed below.

The eligible area includes 9 Croatian (NUTS 3 equivalent) counties and 95 B&H
municipalities (three economic regions equivalent to NUTS 3 classification). In addition, the
Programme includes 5 additional Croatian (NUTS 3 equivalent) counties as adjacent areas:
Osje¢ko-baranjska,  Bjelovarsko-bilogorska, = Pozeko-slavonska, Zagrebacka® and
Primorsko-goranska County. The argument for including these regions within the
programming area is primarily that they have common demographic, economic, geographic
and cultural characteristics.

ZagrebacCka county include Zagreb metropolitan area (excluding city of Zagreb), whereby
Sava river is the most important river system, which forms a natural border with BiH in the
northern part of programming area. Moreover, Zagrebacka county is closely attached to the
Sisacko-moslavacka county in the way of implementation of developmental projects such is,
among others, construction of a new motorway system A 11, which connects to transport
directions coming from the north-western part of BiH.

Primorsko-goranska county is a neighbouring county to Karlovatka county, whereby both
counties include natural region of Croatia known as Gorski kotar with significant wood and
recreational potential. Gorski kotar is also a natural habitat for a number of endangered
species habitats (Natura 2000) with intensive migrations from Dinaric Mountains over Gorski
kotar to the north-western BIH and back. Moreover, this part of Croatia is represented by the
common river system of Kupa, Korana (bordering river with BiH), Dobra and MrezZnica.
Primorsko-goranska county has also a strategic importance for Croatian territory as a part of
transport system which serves as a link between continental part of Croatia and coastal zone
in the form of motorway Zagreb — Karlovac — Rijeka and newly planned speed railway on the

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same direction, where it should become operative from 2013 on. In that sense, Karlovacka
county and Bihaéko — cazinska area in north-western part of BiH is natural hinterland of a
most important Croatian harbour Rijeka and its surrounding littoral zone.

Whilst both countries have experience of EU funded cross-border cooperation (CBC)
programmes with other countries, they have limited experience of such cooperation with each
other. Over the period 2004-2006 only the grant scheme 'Cross-Border Regions Co-operation
with Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia & Herzegovina' (funded from the Croatian CARDS 2004
allocation) have Croatian and Bosnian partners. This grant scheme is still under evaluation
and the exact number of grants to be awarded is still unknown. In addition, Interreg IlIA
Adriatic CBC has funded 7 projects (out of 36 with Croatian beneficiaries) involving Croatian-
Bosnian partnerships, however only 5 of these has partners inside the programming area. An

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additional 39 projects with Croatian and Bosnian partners are in the process of being
contracted under the second call of Adriatic programme.

1.10. Lessons learned

Croatian stakeholders had their first opportunity to participate in cross-border projects in 2003
under the cross-border cooperation programmes with Hungary, Slovenia and ltaly. Thanks to
those initial cross-border projects, Croatian partners gained knowledge and skills from their
cross-border partners, and built capacities to independently prepare and implement CBC
projects in the future.

With the introduction of the New Neighbourhood Partnerships 2004-2006, funding available
for Croatian partners increased, and therefore interest of many local stakeholders along the
borders with Hungary, Slovenia and ltaly increased as well.

In the first calls for proposals under NP Slo/Hu/Cro and NP Adriatic, a number of
municipalities and civil society organisations successfully engaged in cross-border
cooperation with their partners demonstrating their capacity to prepare and implement EU
funded projects.

In the second round of calls for proposals under the two NPs, an even larger number of
project proposals were submitted. However, only a small number of applications were of
satisfactory quality.

One can therefore conclude that interest and capacities exist to a certain extent in areas
bordering Member States. However, the latter need to be strengthened especially having in
mind the increased level of resources available under IPA cross-border programmes.

On the other hand, Croatian stakeholders on eastern borders (with non-MS) have very limited
experience in cross-border cooperation. Croatian counties bordering BiH, Serbia and
Montenegro had their first opportunity to apply for small CBC projects in the second half of
2006. It is evident from this experience that there is a general lack of knowledge and capacity
for project preparation and management, and local stakeholders found it difficult to find
partners on the other side of the border.

It can be concluded that counties bordering MSs have more capacities for and knowledge of
CBC than counties bordering non-MSs whose experience is still minimal or non-existing.
Under existing programmes, project beneficiaries mostly dealt with small size projects. The
relatively higher grant allocation, which will be available under IPA cross-border programmes
will represent a real challenge for many local stakeholders whose financial capacity remain
small.

In the period by 2004, BiH stakeholders participated in 17 projects within the INTERREG IlI1A
programme with “in kind” contribution mainly. Most of them were only formally included in the
CBC projects with Italian lead partners, but experience gained in that period and connections
established with partners from ltaly represented a good basis for the subsequent cooperation.

The first real experience with CBC projects was gained through the last Call for Proposals of
the two New Neighborhood Programmes, in which BiH participated in the period 2004-2006:
INTERREG IIIA Adriatic NNP and INTERREG Ill B CADSES transnational programme.

The last Call for Proposals of the CADSES Programme resulted in two projects including BiH

partners with financial request from the Regional CARDS funds 2004-2006, while out of 93
projects approved within the Adriatic NNP, 28 projects included BiH partners with such
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request. Number of projects submitted proved that there was significant interest of BiH
partners in this kind of Programmes. However, understanding of requirements related to NNP
modalities, quality and size of projects implying level of activities to be implemented in BiH
remained low.

In terms of cross-border cooperation on internal borders, given the initial stage of this
programmes, it is too early to identify lessons learned, but it is worth noticing that interest,
even certain initiatives to start cooperation across the border, do exist at local level. On the
other side, the relatively higher grant allocation, available under IPA CBC Programmes, will
represent a real challenge for many stakeholders whose financial capacity remain small.

1.11. Summary of Joint Programming Process

The process of elaborating the IPA Cross-border Programme between Croatia and Bosnia &
Herzegovina started on 22 December 2006 with the first bilateral meeting between the
representatives of the national institutions responsible for the IPA component II. At that
meeting the process of programme elaboration was discussed and agreed between the two
sides.

The first meeting of the Joint Programming Committee (JPC) was held on 22 March 2007.
This meeting approved the JPC membership, adopted rules of procedure, and approved the
mandate and membership of the Joint Drafting Team (JDT). The 2 joint structures so created
have the following descriptions and tasks:

= Joint Programming Committee:

The Joint Programming Committee (JPC) is a joint decision-making body, established at the
beginning of the programming process, whose mandate lasts from the beginning of the
programming process until final submission of the programme to the European Commission.
The JPC is composed of representatives from the Croatian and Bosnian national authorities
in charge of IPA component Il together with the regional authorities from the bordering
regions which are eligible for participation in the programme. JPC members were nominated
by their respective institutions with authority to participate in the decision-making process.

e Joint Drafting Team

The Joint Drafting Team (JDT) is a joint technical body established by the JPC at the
beginning of the programming process whose mandate lasts from the beginning of the
programming process until adoption of the final programme by the JPC. The JDT is
composed of representatives from the national institutions in charge of cross-border
cooperation, contracted TA and representatives from regional authorities. The core JDT work
(see below) was done by the representatives of the national institutions and TA. The regional
representatives were responsible for ensuring the accuracy of regional data and its analysis,
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giving inputs and comments in every phase of programme elaboration and participation in
consultation workshops.

Main tasks:

e Compile all relevant data for the elaboration of the programme

e Draft texts for all chapters and relevant annexes in accordance with JPC guidelines

e Organise and conduct a consultation process with all relevant institutions from the
national, regional and local levels

e Improve texts according to a partnership consultation process (see below) and inputs

from the JPC

e Timely preparation of all relevant documents (draft texts) for JPC meetings

In addition to the representatives from local, regional and national government included in the
memberships of the JPC and JDT, arrangements were made to consult with a wider
partnership drawn from the public, civil and private sector by means of regional workshops
and questionnaire surveys. The composition of the JPC, JDT and partnership groups is given
in Annex 1.

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SECTION II. SITUATION AND SWOT ANALYSIS

2.1 Eligible and Adjacent Areas

The programme targeted area is the area of the common Croatian - B&H border. The
counties concerned are the territorial units on the NUTS Ill level in case of Croatia, and
territories equivalent to NUTS Il level in case of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

There are 9 eligible counties on the Croatian side of the border: Vukovarsko-srijemska,
Brodsko-posavska, Sisacko-moslavacka. Karlovacka, Li¢ko-senjska, Zadarska, Sibensko-
kninska, Splitsko-dalmatinska and Dubrovacko-neretvanska. The eligible area on the
Croatian side covers 30,882 km2 of the territory and has 1,623,886 inhabitants.

The 95 eligible municipalities on the Bosnian side of the border cover 38.022 km?2 of territory
with 2.770.945 inhabitants.

The following territories have been proposed for adjacent regions under this Programme:
Osjecko-baranjska, Pozesko-slavonska, Bjelovarsko-bilogorska, Zagrebacka and Primorsko-
goranska. The proposed adjacent territories cover 15.266km2 and have 854.926 inhabitants.

Map with eligible and adjacent area in Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina is in Annex 4.
2.2 Description of the Border Region
2.2.1 History

Throughout history, territories and peoples of the programming area were periodically
belonging to the same states, and then again periodically divided by borders and wars. That
caused links between communities in the bordering area to be strong and interdependent.
From the 9" century, parts of today’s B&H were integral territory of the Kingdom of Croatia. At
that time, influences from Western Europe brought Christianity to the programming area. In
the 12" century, Croatia and parts of B&H were integrated into the Hungarian Empire
(Personal Union of Hungary and Croatia), while other parts of B&H were integrated into the
Byzantine Empire. After a short period of independence under Kulin Ban in 13" century B&H
was part of the Ottoman Empire from 14™ to 19" century. During that long period, Croatia
remained part of the Hungarian Empire, and later the Austro-Hungarian Empire. Those long
500 years were most troubled times for the people of the bordering regions with constant
military conflicts, migration of local population, and very different cultural and religious
influences on the two sides of the border.

In the late 19" century, intellectuals in the area started to promote the idea of united Slavic
nations which eventually resulted in the creation of the first Yugoslavia®. The Kingdom fell
apart with the outburst of the Second World War, and a second Yugoslavia®® was created in
1945. Territories of today’s Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina were defined, and Croatia
and B&H were two out of the six Yugoslav Republics.

2.2.2 Geographical description

With a length of 992 km, the eligible border is the longest border in the entire CBC IPA
Programme.

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The natural regions of CRO-B&H cross border area are divided in three main zones from the
north to the south: 1) lowland with possibilities for agricultural activity and significant energy
resources; 2) mountainous with wood potential and recreational value; 3) maritime with
tourism potential based on the Adriatic Sea and the valorisation of cultural heritage.

The relief of the area comprises both flat land and mountainous areas. It is more
predominantly flat on the Northern flank with the mountainous land stretching almost the
entire Western border area.

The powerful Sava river forms the border between the two countries and there are a number
of international donor projects focused on the navigability and rehabilitation of the Sava.

2.2.3 Demography

Population

The total population of the Programming area of the IPA CBC Programme Croatia — Bosnia
and Herzegovina amounts to 4,394,811 inhabitants. The border region was characterized by
large migrations within and out from the region due to the war in 1990’s which has
significantly changed demographic structure. Today Croats are one of the constituent nations
in Bosnia and Herzegovina which makes the necessity for cooperation between the two
countries even stronger. At the same time, Serbs who are also one of the constituent nations
in B&H are the biggest national minority in Croatia, and their links need to be strengthened
and supported.

The population of the eligible Programming Area on the Croatian side represents more than
one third of the total population of the Republic of Croatia. It amounted to 1,623,866
inhabitants according to the 2001 census, which was considerably less than a decade
earlier® (Annex 2, table 01). Extensive migrations of inhabitants between Croatia and B&H
took place on both sides of the border in the nineties. As a result, today’s demographic
picture in the Programming Area is significantly different from the one which existed before
the war. These changes seem irreversible given the slow and difficult return of refugees. Most
of the population fall is visible in municipalities - mostly rural areas - along the border with
B&H.

The total population on the B&H side of the Programming Area amounts to 2,770.945
inhabitants including all three constituent nations: Bosniaks, Croats and Serbs as well as
several ethnic minorities.

Age structure

There is a continuous trend of slow population decrease with more deaths than births
throughout the Croatian side of the programming area in the last 10 years. Exceptions are
Splitsko-dalmatinska, Zadarska and Dubrovacko-neretvanska Counties due to the increased
number of young families living in towns on the coastline.

As shown in table 02, Annex 2, the age structure on the Croatian side of the programming
area is not far away from the national average. Li¢ko-senjska, Karlovacka and Sibensko-
kninska Counties have characteristically populations older than the national average.
Younger population is concentrated in regional urban centers, while older population mostly
resides in rural micro regions at the border.

% The population in the border area has decreased by almost 300,000 inhabitants in the last 15 years: there were
1,894,885 inhabitants according to the 1991 census
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The age structure is relatively young on the B&H side of the programming area (table 03 in
Annex 2). This high percentage of working-age population is certainly one of the very
important resources for the future development of projects in the region.

2.2.4 Ethnic minorities

The biggest minority group in Croatia is the Serbian minority. ©'.

The Bosniak minority group is rather small (0.47% in Croatia) but most of them live in the
programming area.

Relations between Croats and Serbs have been tensed and difficult during the nineties, but
the situation has somewhat improved since the beginning of the new century®.

The ethnic structure in B&H is complex. B&H consists of three constituent nations: Bosniaks,
Serbs and Croats. Relations of those constituent nations have been, and continue to be a
main challenge for the stability and development of the country.

The biggest national minority in B&H is the Roma minority.

2.2.5 Infrastructure

The density of categorized road network in the Programming Area amounts to 45,18 km/100
km?2 on the Bosnia and Herzegovina side and 45,5 km/100 km2 on the Croatian side.

The density of roads along the border is far under the national level. The existing roads are in
a very poor condition and badly connected to national roads. Moreover, there has been very
little resources allocated for developing the road network in border areas since the latter is not
considered a priority at the national level.

There are six airports in the Programming Area based in Split, Dubrovnik, Zadar, Banja Luka,
Tuzla and Mostar. In the northern part of the Programming Area, airports in Osijek and
Zagreb are in relative proximity.

Significant possibilities for utilization of river traffic in the system of the programming area are
related to the Sava river. The opportunities for integrating traffic (roads, rail and waterways) in
the area were already identified in pre-war research but have not yet been seized. The key
river harbours on Sava are Luka Br&ko District, Sisak and Slavonski Brod. The potential of
those harbours were not used in the nineties, and it is necessary to invest in docking,
warehouses and equipment in order to reach European standards.

Water supply systems in the Programming Area cover the population living in narrow areas,
around municipality centres and larger settlements. In addition to water supply networks in
larger municipalities and settlements, there are many small and low capacity water supply
systems in villages. Suburban and rural areas without water supply networks are using
alternative systems such as local springs and wells, cisterns, tanks etc. The quality of water,
which is being supplied, is not always good.

%2 In late 2002, the Croatian Parliament passed a new Constitutional Law on the Rights of National Minorities
which provides for better protection of minority rights and their representation in the institutions of the local,
regional and national governments.
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The lack of large and integrated water supply systems at the municipal, inter-municipal and
regional level contribute to poor living conditions for the population and is hampering
economic development. Moreover, since most of the existing systems are old, suffered war
damages and were sporadically maintained, water leakages are enormous i.e. they amount
on average to 35%, and sometimes even up to 70%. There are a lot of water supply
interruptions in particular in dry summer seasons.

Only larger municipalities benefit from organized wastewater networks. In many
municipalities, the sewage system is not capable of receiving all sewage water, which is
released without any prior treatment. In other places, this issue is being solved through
alternative ways, which are unsatisfactory from an ecological point of view such as direct
discharging into water streams, tanks, septic dumps etc.

The system of solid waste management is based on the collection, transportation and disposal of
solid waste quantities, by public utility companies at municipal level. Disposal of solid waste is
being done in landfills, which often do not meet minimum sanitary and hygienic standards.
Waste treatment such as compression, recycling, combustion etc. is also very badly organized
or does not exist at all.

2.3 Economic description

Most eligible counties within the programming area are confronted with the grave
consequences of the war and serious economic and financial difficulties. Evidences gathered
from different sources show widespread socio-economic disparities. This was mostly caused
by lack of communication among different subjects involved in data delivering i.e. municipal
bodies, in charge of economy, are not provided with the actual data on certain economic
entity, by judicial organs-municipal courts or by tax authorities. The overall level of economic
development of the programming area is very low compared with the EU27 average. The
area is characterized by its low GDP, the predominance of the agricultural sector, the lack of
investments and the undercapitalization of local businesses. A number of factors explain the
area’s poor economic performance. These include a high degree of dependency on
agriculturally based employment and income, and an under-representation in the higher value
added business sectors. The area has not enjoyed the economic and wider benefits of inward
investment to the same degree as other regions.

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In order to make best use of regional comparative advantages which are linked to natural
resources, the structure of the economy in programming area is oriented towards tourism
(particularly the Adriatic counties), wood industry, metal working industry, agriculture and
processing industry, tobacco industry, textile, leather goods and footwear industry.
Orientation on these groups of industries enables specialization according to comparative
advantages and thus increases competitiveness of programming area. Analyzing the industry
potential and having in mind global trends it becomes evident that the future of producers in
programming area lies in increasing productivity by means of increased investment in R&D,
innovation, use of new technologies, enhanced cooperation with scientific institutions,
integration of science, technology and production and different ways of connecting with
partners and leading producers on the global market in order to ensure availability of
resources and access to foreign markets. Furthermore it is necessary to specialize as much
as possible in high value-added products, to move from products with a low degree of
processing to those with a high degree of processing, to emphasize training and life long
learning of employees, to develop networking and clusters that would connect producers,
enable the development of brands and adopting of international standards.

2.3.1 Agriculture and rural development

The programming area is relatively abundant with agricultural land, and the agricultural sector
employs quite high number of population. On the other side — the percentage of agricultural
production in the overall GDP is low which indicates serious problems in the sector. The main
problems facing the sector are small size of farms and average parcels, ageing farm holders, the
low education level of the farm population, the low productivity and value added, the high
proportion of part-time farmers, the unorganized marketing of farm products and the low level of
managerial knowledge among farmers. There are also insufficient linkages between the food
industry and the tourism sector preventing the establishment of clusters or vertical links which
would generate recognizable agricultural brands.

2.3.2 SMEs

The SME sector is relatively well represented and is a potential source of strength. There are
42,904 registered SMEs in the Programming Area (24,362 on B&H side and 18,542 on
Croatian side). The majority of these SMEs are, however, very small and lack professional
support and services to help them build up performance and strengthen their
competitiveness. The internal problems of the SME sector are: insufficient entrepreneurial
activity (especially in sectors with considerable growth potential, including technologically
based and academic entrepreneurship), non-profitability of the SME sector (the consequence
of low productivity, quality of products, innovation and export orientation), and regional
disparities in entrepreneurial activities (concentration in bigger regional centres). The
problems of insufficient support to entrepreneurship: administrative barriers in various phases
of an enterprise life cycle, absence of education for entrepreneurs, lack of business support
institutions (business centres, business incubator, technological parks), inconsistency in
implementation of education/training for entrepreneurship needs, lack of coordination
between government policies in creation of supportive environment for entrepreneurial
activities, underdevelopment of financial market for fulfilling needs of the SME sector and
insufficiently developed institutional support on regional level for entrepreneurship
development.
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2.3.3 Tourism

Due to its geographical position and its proximity to the rapidly developing tourism sector on the
Croatian coastline, the Western part of the Programme area has a distinct tourism potential. A lot
of tourist resources (such as: mineral waters, salt lakes or mud) create the possibility of different
forms of health/wellness tourism in addition to the well-developed seaside tourism on the Adriatic
coast. Central and eastern continental parts of the programming area have underdeveloped
tourism. Mountainous areas of the programming area posses comparative advantage for skiing,
hiking, cycling, etc. Cultural tourism can be developed in some urban centers given the rich cultural
heritage and the great variety of cultural events organized throughout the year. The potential for
agri-tourism and eco-tourism have not yet been seized. Religious tourism at the southern part of
the B&H programming area is additional strength for development of joint tourist products. The
main obstacles to the development of tourism are poor tourism infrastructure (primarily in non-
coastal areas), low level of marketing, lack of information exchange within the tourism industry and
co-operative marketing, low level of networking between tourism operators and other sectors
(especially agriculture).

In 2005, there were 4,637,936 visitors, and 22,756,292 overnights on the Croatia side of the
border. On B&H side of the border, there were 564,948 visitors and 451,884 overnights.

2.4 Human resources

2.4.1 Education, Research, and Development

The educational system in Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina is similar with compulsory primary
education and non obligatory secondary and high education, which is mainly performed in public
schools.

There are 382 primary and 184 secondary schools on the B&H side of the border and 892 primary
and 269 secondary schools on the Croatian side. The basic situation in primary and secondary
education is satisfactory with an adequate number of public schools. However, there is also a
number of functional difficulties such as destroyed/inadequate infrastructure, lack of qualified
teaching staff (for example IT teachers) and high costs of transport for students from rural areas.

Secondary school attendance is relatively low on the B&H side of the border (only 68% of children
in age 15 — 19) while most of the inhabitants have secondary school degree on the Croatian side
of the border.

As for higher education, there is a low level of university and high school degrees in the entire
programming area. A positive trend is the increase in the number of regional higher education
institutions (universities, faculties and polytechnics), and greater diversity of undergraduate
programmes they offer. At present there are regional universities, faculties and higher education
institutions in Biha¢, Banja Luka, Prijedor, Laktasi, Doboj, Mostar, Tuzla and Trebinje in B&H, and
Universities in Split and Zadar, and Faculties and other higher school institutions in Slavonski Brod,
Sibenik, Dubrovnik, Sisak, Vukovar, Gospi¢, Petrinja, Knin and Karlovac.

The number of people in education dropped in the past 10 years mainly due to demographic
decline. One of the problems encountered in the border region is related to the education
infrastructure. The situation of the latter worsened for the pre-university level in terms of buildings
safety, basic utilities and equipment. The rural area is more affected due to difficult access.

Links between education institutions and the business sector are weak and result in low innovation
and underdeveloped research and development sector. The R&D institutions in the programming
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area on the Croatian side are the Institute for Oceanography and Fisheries, the Institute for Adriatic
Crops and Karst Reclamation, the Mediterranean Institute for Life Research and the Technological
Centre in Split, and the Development and Research Centre for Mari culture in Ston.

2.4.2 Labour Market

As shown in the table above, the Croatian side of the programming area (except Dubrovacko-
neretvanska County) has significantly higher unemployment rates than the national average.
Employment rates in all counties are also below the national average. Those figures reflect the
economic backwardness, the dependence on public sector employment and the lack of
entrepreneurial initiative. The regional distribution of unemployment is very uneven, with the
highest unemployment rates in rural micro regions where it often causes serious social problems.

Unemployment is most frequent among unskilled workers, the elderly, the youth and women. In
some counties (Sisatko-moslavacka and Splitsko-dalmatinska), there is a significant number of
unemployed people with university degrees.

In B&H the employment structure changed a great deal due to structural reforms leading to the
collapse of big traditional employers. Another important factor is the peripherality or rurality of most
of the region. The remote location of the border region from the centre and bigger cities makes it
relatively unattractive for FDI. The employment rate in the service sector is very weak and almost
half of employed people are in the public sector. The highest unemployment rate is recorded
among people aged 31-50 years, who represented 45.13% of the total number of unemployed
persons in 2006. The percentage for the age group from 18-30 years, is 41.36% in the same year.
This is one of the most important reasons for the exodus of many young people from this area.

2.5 Environment

The Republic of Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina programming area is fairly homogeneous
from a natural, geographical and environmental point of view. Both sides of the border face similar
challenges to ensure a balanced path towards socio-economic development, while preserving the
outstanding natural and cultural heritage and meeting the EU environmental requirements.
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There is a lack of integrated and co-ordinated interventions on both sides of the border to protect
the environment and promote sustainable development despite humerous opportunities to do so,
for example through the development and upgrading of special protected areas, special areas of
conservation, visitor information systems, exchange programmes, development of information
systems, implementation of public private partnerships in nature protection.

There are more than 200 protected areas on the Croatian side of the border out of which 6 are
National Parks. On the side of BiH programme area, there is also potential in this regard (National
Park Kozara, Bardaca (Ramsar’s place), Hutovo Blato, Blidnje, etc). Furthermore, there is natural
and obvious need for cooperation on protection of river basins of Sava, Una, Krka, Neretva and
other rivers in the programming area.

Underdeveloped wastewater systems have been identified as one of the main risk factors for rivers
and ground waters.

As a legacy from the war, there are still suspected mine areas in the programming area. The total
suspected mine area in both countries cover 1,844 km? with approximately 305,000 mines most of
which is in the programming area.

2.6 Culture

Cultural cooperation has been and still is a very important connector for communities on each side
of the border. The programming area shares very similar traditions, customs, language and
cultural heritage. There are a large number of cultural, minority associations and clubs whose
purpose is to preserve local tradition and specificities.

In addition to cooperation of small cultural associations, there is an untapped potential for the
valorisation of cultural heritage in the programming area and its linkage to the tourist offer.

2.7 SWOT Analysis

The analysis of strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats is based on the Situation
Analysis of the programming area, and on workshops with representatives of national and
regional/local levels held in both countries during the programming process.

This is a summary SWOT which presents the main joint potentials and problems of the cross-
border region which will serve as basis for developing as strategy under this Programme.

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SECTION I PROGRAMME STRATEGY
3.1 Overall Objective

The length of the Croatian-Bosnian border (992 km) and the heterogeneity of the
programme area make it difficult to single out issues common to all territories
involved. The level of economic development is however similar throughout the
whole programming area as shown in the Situation Analysis. On both sides of the
border, a declining population continues to cope with the adverse consequences
from the war and the disappearance of old industries and markets, which followed
the collapse of former Yugoslavia. Even Croatian counties situated on the coast
and benefiting heavily from the development of tourism are facing tremendous
difficulties in their hinterland, which are often former war zones economically
disconnected from the seaboard. The Cross-border programme between the
Republic of Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina aims to address these
weaknesses by directing assistance into areas for which the analysis identifies
concrete potential. The programming area possesses undeniable natural and
cultural assets, which are not sufficiently exploited to develop the local economy.
The peripherality of the programming area has been reinforced by the decline in
cross-border activities in the aftermath of the war. Given the limited resources
available under IPA 2007-2013 and the size of the programming area, the ambition
of this programme is first and foremost to contribute to the revival of border links
and activities in the programming area by encouraging co-operation at local level
on common environmental and socio-economic problems.

< The overall objective of the programme is to encourage the creation of cross-
border networks and partnerships and the development of joint cross-border
actions with a view to revitalizing the economy, protecting the nature and the
environment and increasing social cohesion of the programming area.

The main indicator of success of the programme will be the number and quality of the
networks, links and projects, which the programme will help establish. These are easily
measurable and do not require sophisticated data.

An additional objective of the programme is to build the capacity of local, regional and
national institutions to manage EU programmes and to prepare them to manage future
cross-border programmes under objective 3 of the EU Structural Funds.

The above objectives will be achieved by means of 3 priorities:

Priority 1: Creation of a Common Economic Space

Priority 2: Improved Quality of Life and Social Cohesion

Priority 3: Technical Assistance

These priorities will be implemented by 6 separate measures; the programme strategy
is shown below in Table 04.

Horizontal Theme:

Cross-Border Capacity Building

Cross-border capacity building will be a horizontal theme underpinning Priority 1 & 2
and, as much as is possible, will be integrated into all the measures in these priorities.
Cross-border capacity will be built by giving preference to projects which:

(a) Improve the collaboration and pooling of experience between local and regional
stakeholders in order to increase cross-border co-operation;

(o) Intensify and consolidate cross border dialogue and establish institutional
relationships between local administrations and other relevant local or regional
stakeholders.

(c) Equip local and regional authorities’ actors with information and skills to develop,
implement and manage cross-border projects.

Achievement of cross-border capacity building objectives will be measured by
means of the following programme indicators:

= Number of organisations that establish cross-border cooperation agreements;

» Number of cross-border networks established aimed at: improving public services
and/or carrying out joint operations, and/or developing common systems;

= Number of projects which are jointly implemented and/or jointly staffed.

It is important to note that the scope of the 2007-2013 programme is limited by the
availability of funding. This means that some of the issues identified in the situation
and SWOT analyses as being of significance for the development of the border
region cannot be addressed by this programme. Notable amongst these issues
are: agricultural restructuring; de-mining, modernisation of border crossings and
the provision of basic infrastructure.
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3.2 Correspondence with EU Programmes and National Programmes
Council Regulation (EC) No 1085/2006 establishing an Instrument for Pre-accession
Assistance — the IPA Regulation which provides the legal base for this programme and
Commission Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 constitutes the IPA Implementing
Regulation

Other EU regulations or documents that have been taken into account in the
elaboration of the priorities and measures of this Programme: Council Regulation (EC)
No 1083/2003 of 11 July 2006 laying down general provisions on the European
Regional Development Fund, the European Social Fund and the Cohesion Fund and
repealing regulation (EC) NO 1260/1999; Council and the European Parliament
Regulation (EC) No 1080/2006 of 5 July 2006 on the European Regional Development
Fund and repealing Regulation (EC) No 1783/1999; Council decision No 11807/06 of
18 August on Community strategic guidelines on cohesion; Council and the European
Parliament Regulation (EC) No 1082/2006 of 5 July 2006 on a European grouping of
territorial cooperation (EGTC);

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Croatia for the period 2007 — 2009
indicate that Cross-Border Cooperation, managed through Component Il, will support
Croatia in cross-border, and trans-national and interregional cooperation with EU and
non-EU Member States. It will concentrate on improving the potentials for tourism,
creating closer links between border regions and supporting joint environmental
protection activities.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Bosnia and Herzegovina for the
same period will support activities aimed at promoting and enhancing cross-border co-
operation and the socio-economic integration of border regions. This will be done
through the strengthening of economical, social, environmental and cultural ties
between respective participating countries, including people to people type actions.

3.2.1 National Programmes — Croatia

The Programme is in line with the main goals and areas of intervention of the following
National Programmes:

e Strategic Development Framework, whose main strategic goal is to promote
'‘growth and employment in a competitive market economy acting within a
European welfare state of the 21st century'. This strategic goal is to be
achieved by simultaneous and harmonized action in the following ten strategic
areas: people, knowledge and education, transport and energy infrastructure;
science and IT technology; social cohesion and justice; macroeconomic
stability and openness; integrated financial services, environmental protection
and balanced regional development; entrepreneurial climate, privatization and
restructuring and new role of the state;

e Joint Inclusion Memorandum, which specifies policy priorities and measures
related to social inclusion and fight against poverty.

e Draft IPA Operational Programme Regional Competitiveness (RCOP)

which has two objectives: 1/ to achieve higher competitiveness and balanced
regional development by supporting SME competitiveness and improving
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economic conditions in Croatia’s lagging areas and 2/ to develop the capacity
of Croatian institutions to programme and implement activities supported by the
ERDF upon accession. The priorities of this programme are complementary
with the RCOP’‘s two main priorities, which are 1/ to improve development
potential of lagging areas and 2/ to enhance the competitiveness of the
Croatian economy. This Programme is complementary to the RCOP Priority 2.

e Draft IPA Operational Program Human resource development (HRDOP) is
proposing three Priority Axis: 1/ Enhancing access to employment and
sustainable inclusion in the labour market; 2/ Reinforcing social inclusion and
integration of people at a disadvantage; 3/ Expanding and enhancing
investment in human capital. Through this Programme special attention will be
given to projects which are contributing to increase the employability of local
population, and improve access to social services;

Furthermore, the programme is in line with Croatia's main national strategies i.e.
National Employment Action Plan for the period of 2005 to 2008, Education Sector
Development Plan 2005-2010, Adult Learning Strategy and Action Plan; Strategic
Goals of Development of Croatian Tourism by 2010; Waste Management Strategy of
the Republic of Croatia; draft National Strategy for Regional Development, Pre-
Accession Economic Programme 2006-2008 etc) and the Government Programme
2003-2007 which states that the development of border regions is one of the highest
national priorities given that 18 out of 21 counties have external borders.

It can be concluded that this Programme is complementary with other existing
programmes and do not overlap with them due to its focus on strengthening first and
foremost on those activities that are recognized as important by both partner countries.

3.2.2 National Programmes — Bosnia and Herzegovina

This Programme is in line with the main goals and areas of intervention of the following
BiH national programmes:

e EU Integration Strategy of BiH which is the main document that the
entire EU accession process will be based on. It indicates basic aims
and avenues of action and encompasses a set of general guidelines for
work of state and entity institutions and other stakeholders involved in
the integration process.

e [PA Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document (MIPD) is the key
strategic document for EC assistance to BiH under IPA, with the main
strategic objective to support the country in the transition from potential
candidate to a candidate country and through to membership of the EU.

e Strategy for Implementation of the Decentralized Implementation
System in BiH — The objective of the present paper is to assist DEI's
Aid Coordination Division and the Ministry of Finance and Treasury to
develop Roadmap for implementation of the Decentralized
Implementation System (DIS) in BiH.
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e Medium-term Development Strategy (MTDS) (previously called
Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper - PRSP) for Bosnia and Herzegovina
is the medium term document that covers period 2004 — 2007. The
strategy is based on accomplishing three ultimate strategic goals: to
create conditions for sustainable development, to reduce poverty
and speed up the process of EU integrations in Bosnia. This strategy
paper also containsa number of sectoral priorities and its
corresponding measures. MTDS will be substituted by
the NDP (National Development plan), expected to be in place by the
beginning of 2008.

e National Environmental Action Plan (NEAP), which was prepared
with support of the World Bank in both entities in parallel, represents a
strategic document for planning sustainable development. It includes list
of priority projects in the field environment. In addition, many Local
Environmental Action Plans are already in place.

3.3 Compliance with other Community Policies

By its nature and focus, the Programme will encompass the EU main policies: regional
policy, environmental protection, equal opportunities and information society.

The Programme is in line with the main EU objectives until 2010 set in the Lisbon
strategy by improving economic competitiveness of the border area and better
employability through investment in cooperation and networking in tourism sector
(which is key driver of regional economies), protection of natural and cultural heritage,
as well as environment. Strengthening the competitiveness and economic and social
integration of the cross-border area is inline with Community Strategic Guidelines for
the cohesion policy in 2007-2013 (COM (2005)0299) on cross-border cooperation. In
addition, the Programme will also support the Goeteburg objectives by promoting
sustainable management of the environment through the establishment of cooperation
among institutions and the implementation of joint actions for nature and environment
protection.

The Programme will also support gender mainstreaming and equal opportunities
policies through implementation of projects that will clearly demonstrate their efforts to
create equal opportunities for genders, ethnicities and disabled according to the
principles of European Union. In general, the implementation of horizontal principles
will be guaranteed through definition of target groups, eligible actions under defined
measures, evaluation procedures and indicators on the level of Priorities and
measures.

3.4 Description of Priorities and Measures
3.4.1 Priority 1: Creation of joint economic space

3.4.1.1 Background and Justification

This priority is a response to the difficult economic situation on both sides of the
border, which is characterised by a declining population, a high degree of
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dependence on an underdeveloped agricultural sector and an SME sector that face
problems like lack of access to credit, of expertise and entrepreneurship. The
tourism sector is well developed in the western part of the programming area —
close to the Adriatic coast — but quite underdeveloped in the central and eastern
parts. Some of the main obstacles for the development of the tourism sector are
poor tourism infrastructure (mainly in con-coastal areas), low level of marketing as
well as lack of information exchange within the tourism operators and other
economic sectors (especially agriculture).

The analysis of the programming area has shown that significant growth potential
lies with the SME sector and that the R&D is a source of value added for the
economy. This potential remains, however, to be realized fully as there are at
present a number of weaknesses obstructing both the creation and growth of
SMEs, particularly knowledge-based SMEs, which contribute most to regional
competitiveness. The promotion of entrepreneurship and the support to SME is
essential to improve the economic prospect of border areas. More frequent
contacts between SMEs will create new opportunities for cooperation. Joint support
to SMEs will help improve the competitiveness of existing SMEs and encourage
the setting-up of new companies.

3.4.1.2 Overall & Specific Objectives
Overall objective

@ To contribute to the integration of the economy in border areas by encouraging
cooperation in the field of tourism and SME support & entrepreneurship promotion.

Specific objectives

@ To develop recognisable joint tourist offers based on common environmental and
cultural heritage and improve the competitiveness of the local tourism economy.

& To foster the development of the regional economy by strengthening the SME
sector and business support institutions and services.

Following the specific objectives, priority 1 will be implemented by two measures:

Measure 1.1: Development of joint tourist offer
Measure 1.2: Promotion of entrepreneurship

e Non-governmental organisations such as associations and foundations;

e Chambers of commerce, agriculture, crafts and industry, clusters registered as
non-profit legal persons;

e Agricultural associations and cooperatives.

Project selection criteria and delivery mechanism:

More detail project selection criteria will be defined later on within applicable
Guidelines for Applicants or/and calls for proposals.

The measures will be implemented predominantly through grants schemes. However,
there is a possibility that JMC recognizes need to finance key joint operations outside
calls for proposals. In those cases, delivery mechanism will the procurement of
services, works and supplies.

3.4.1.3 Measures
Measure 1.1. Development of joint tourist offers

This measure will support the joint development and promotion of tourist offers. It will
encourage the development, improvement and diversification of tourism products and
services, the integration of cultural heritage & environment into tourism products and
the joint marketing of these products. This will mobilize the productive, environmental
and cultural potentialities of the areas involved and contribute to their sustainable
development.

The measure will also aim at improving the knowledge of people working in tourism,
culture and agriculture. In particular, the measure will encourage the use of ICT tools
for developing and marketing products and training people.

Care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial overlap with any of

the measures incorporated in the Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA
Component lll Regional Development.

Types of actions eligible under this measure are:

e Development of new tourist products/services with clear cross-border identity
(development of thematic routes, site exploitation, etc);

local businesses and communities, communication campaigns to improve
awareness of natural and cultural heritage and tourism contribution to
development etc;

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Measure 1.2 Promotion of entrepreneurship

Measure 1.2 will strengthen connections between Croatian & BiH enterprises and the
involvement of regional development agencies & business support organisations in
SME development activities. It will foster a common understanding of cross-border
regional economic opportunities.

The Measure will also aim at promoting entrepreneurship in border regions and
support initiatives that promote up-to-date technology, export orientation,
innovativeness and partnership between SMEs and R&D organisations to
commercialize scientific innovation.

It will stimulate regular interaction between businesses located on both sides of the
border via: business-to-business networks and clustering; development of SME
support services and joint access to these; joint marketing & promotion on domestic &
EU markets; exchange of know-how; selected investments in small-scale business-
related infrastructure.

Care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial overlap with any of

the measures incorporated in the Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA
Components Il and IV Regional Development and Human Resources Development.

3.4.2 Priority 2: Improved Quality of Life and Social Cohesion
3.4.2.1 Background and Justification

Priority 2 is a response to the social and environmental problems of the border area.
The priority will focus on factors that contribute to the well-being, the quality of life and
social cohesion of local communities including the improvement of cross-border
relations.

The level of unemployment is high, especially in the rural areas, and there is a lack of
active employment measures to address this situation. The Situation Analysis has
identified social exclusion as a major threat in the programming area. At the same
time, the analysis has also pointed out education, health and labour as major
opportunities for cross-border cooperation.

In the environment sector, Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina face the same
challenges and have the same opportunities. On both sides of the border there are
important natural amenities — natural parks, unspoilt forests and rivers. The areas hold
a high level of biodiversity (including many rare species) associated with flood plains of
the Sava, Una and Neretva rivers. However, there is no co-ordination as to how to
protect the environment e.g. through waste water management, nor is there any co-
ordinated efforts on how to deal with natural disasters like flooding or fire fighting.
Another common problem is the unregulated waste dumping and industrial discharges
which has and adverse affect on the quality of life of residents and on the region’s
overall image. The second priority will also deal with the need to preserve the natural
assets of the programming area in order to maintain their potential for tourism
development and to improve the overall quality of life in the border area.

The Measure will encourage the establishment or the strengthening of cross-border
partnerships and networks around social cohesion activities and involving local
authorities, civil society and social partners. The initiatives promoted under this
Measure should also contribute to the improvement of cross-border relations.

Care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial overlap with any of
the measures incorporated in the Operational Programmes for Croatia under the IPA
Component IV Human Resources Development.

Types of actions eligible under this measure are:

Easier access to education
Development of joint local development plans and strategies in areas of local

3.4.3 Priority 3: Technical Assistance
3.4.3.1 Background and Justification

Technical Assistance (TA) will be used to finance costs related to the preparation,
administration and management, information, publicity and training, development
and operation of computerized data exchange systems, acquisition of necessary
equipment, monitoring, evaluation and control of the programme.

Technical assistance will be used to support the work of the 2 national Operating
Structures and the Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC) ensuring the efficient and
effective implementation, monitoring, control and evaluation of the programme.
Principally this will be achieved through the establishment and operation of a Joint
Technical Secretariat (JTS) and two JTS antennas. The JTS will be in charge of
the day-to-day management of the programme and will be responsible to the
Operating Structures and the JMC. Technical assistance will support actions which
ensure the preparation and selection of high quality programme operations and the
dissemination of information on programme activities and achievements. Under the
direction of the JMC the technical assistance budget will be used to carry out
external programme evaluations (ad-hoc, mid-term and ex-post).

Considering that the relevant national authorities (Operating Structures in Croatia
and Bosnia and Herzegovina) enjoy a de facto monopoly situation (in the sense of
Art. 168, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph c of the Implementing rules to the Financial
Regulation) for the implementation of the cross-border programme, the relevant
contracting authorities in both countries (EC Delegation in Bosnia and
Herzegovina) will establish an individual direct grant agreement without call for
proposals with the Operating Structures for the amount provided under the TA
Priority 2 in each country. Subcontracting by the Operating Structures of the
activities covered by the direct agreement (e.g. TA, evaluation, publicity etc.) is
allowed.

3.4.3.2 Overall & specific objectives:

The overall objective of this priority axis is to provide effective and efficient
administration and implementation of the CBC programme.

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3.7 Financing plan

Based on the given allocations in MIFF and envisaged priorities the national and EU co-financing amounts are proposed for the IPA
Cross-border Programme Croatia-Bosnia and Herzegovina as shown in tables below. In addition, a tentative time table and indicative
amount of the call for proposals in 2007 are given in Annex lll.

The Community contribution has been calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure, which for the cross—border programme
Croatia — Bosnia and Herzegovina is based on the total expenditure, as agreed by the participating countries and laid down in the
cross—border programme.

The Community contribution at the level of priority axis shall not exceed the ceiling of 85% of the eligible expenditure.

The Community contribution for each priority axis shall not be less than 20% of the eligible expenditures.

The provisions of Article 90 of Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 (IPA Implementing Regulation — OJ L 170 of 29.06. 2007, p. 1) apply.

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3.8 Eligibility of expenditures

As laid down in Article 89 of IPA Implementing Regulation the following expenditure will be
considered as eligible:

(4) Expenditure incurred after the signature of the financing agreement.
(5) By way of derogation from Article 34(3) of IPA Implementing Regulation, expenditure
related to:

(9) value added taxes, if the following conditions are fulfilled:
(iv)  they are not recoverable by any means,
(V) it is established that they are borne by the final beneficiary, and
(vi)  they are clearly identified in the project proposal.

(h) charges for transnational financial transactions;

(i) where the implementation of an operation requires a separate account or
accounts to be opened, the bank charges for opening and administering the
accounts;

) legal consultancy fees, notary fees, costs of technical or financial experts, and

accountancy or audit costs, if they are directly linked to the co-financed
operation and are necessary for its preparation or implementation;

(k) the cost of guarantees provided by a bank or other financial institutions, to the
extent that the guarantees are required by national or Community legislation;

Q) overheads, provided they are based on real costs attributable to the
implementation of the operation concerned. Flat-rates based on average costs
may not exceed 25% of those direct costs of an operation that can affect the
level of overheads. The calculation shall be properly documented and
periodically reviewed.

(6) In addition to the technical assistance for the cross-border programme referred to
Article 94 of IPA Implementing Regulation, the following expenditure paid by public
authorities in the preparation or implementation of an operation:

(c) the costs of professional services provided by a public authority other than the
final beneficiary in the preparation or implementation of an operation;

(d) the costs of the provision of services relating to the preparation and
implementation of an operation provided by a public authority that is itself the
final beneficiary and which is executing an operation for its own account
without recourse to other outside service providers if they are additional costs
and relate either to expenditure actually and directly paid for the co-financed
operation.

The public authority concerned shall either invoice the costs referred to in point (a) of

this paragraph to the final beneficiary or certify those costs on the basis of documents

of equivalent probative value which permit the identification of real costs paid by that
authority for that operation.

The costs referred to in point (b) of this paragraph must be certified by means of

documents which permit the identification of real costs paid by the public authority

concerned for that operation.
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SECTION IV: IMPLEMENTING PROVISIONS

The implementing provisions of this document are based on the provisions of Commission
Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 (hereinafter referred to as the 'IPA Implementing Regulation’),
in particular those for the cross-border co-operation component (Part Il, Title Il, Chapter I,
Sections 1 and 3), as well as on the Financial Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002, as
amended by Council Regulation No 1995/2006, and in particular Articles 53, 53a, 53c, 54
and 57 thereof, which lay down provisions for centralised and decentralised management of
the EC funding.

While Croatia will be managing the programme according to decentralised management,
Bosnia and Herzegovina will be managing the programme according to the centralised
management model.

4.1 Programme Structures and Authorities

The programme management structures are:
o National IPA and/or IPA—Component Il Co-ordinators
o Operating Structures
o Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC)
o Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS)

Each participating country has established an Operating Structure (OS) for the part of the
programme concerned. The Operating Structures of each participating country shall
cooperate closely in the programme management.

The beneficiary countries have also set up a Joint Monitoring Committee, which shall ensure
the effectiveness and quality of the implementation of the programme.

In line with the IPA Implementing Regulation (Article 139), the Operating Structures have
established a Joint Technical Secretariat to assist the OSs and the JMC with their respective
duties.

4.1.1 Operating Structures (OS) in Beneficiary Countries

Croatia Bosnia and Herzegovina

e Ministry of the Sea, Tourism, Transport | e Directorate for European Integration —
and Development (MSTTD) - line ministry institution responsible for coordination of
responsible for the management and Component Il of IPA

e CFCU in the Ministry of Finance -
Implementing Agency

The OS of each country cooperate closely in the programming and implementation of the
cross-border programme establishing common coordination mechanisms. The OSs are
responsible for the implementation of the programme in their respective countries.
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Croatia

The IPA Component Il Co—ordinator (within the meaning of Art. 22.2.b of the IPA
Implementing Regulation)®® is the State Secretary in the Ministry of the Sea, Tourism,
Transport and Development (MSTTD).

The Operating Structure in Croatia consists of the line ministry responsible for the
management and implementation of the Component Il of IPA: the Ministry of the Sea,
Tourism, Transport and Development (MSTTD) and the Implementing Agency: the CFCU in
the Ministry of Finance (The Programme Authorising Officer is the Head of CFCU Assistant
Minister in the Ministry of Finance)®. The Operating Structure will be accredited by June
2008 at the latest in line with IPA Implementing Regulation (Art. 76 & 139).

The Division of Responsibilities between the MSTTD as the responsible line ministry and the
CFCU as the Implementing Agency is defined in the Government Decree on the Scope and
Contents of the Responsibilities and Authorities of the Bodies Responsible for the
Management of IPA (OG no. 18/07).

4.1.1.1 Bosnia and Herzegovina

The IPA Component Il Co—ordinator (within the meaning of Art. 32.1 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation) is the Assistant Director for Coordination of EU Assistance in the Directorate for
European Integration (DEI). DEI is the main coordinative body for all EU integration issues,
including coordination of EU assistance programmes (NIPAC) and as there is no line ministry
responsible for management and implementation of the Component Il of IPA yet, DEI is
carrying out this task as well.

4.1.1.2 Responsibilities of the Operating Structures

The Operating Structures are inter alia responsible for:

e jointly preparing the cross-border programme in accordance with Art. 91 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation;

» jointly preparing programme amendments to be discussed in the Joint Monitoring
Committee;

» setting up the Joint Technical Secretariat;

» participating in the Joint Monitoring Committee and guiding the work of the JMC in
programme monitoring;

* nominating the representatives of the Joint Steering Committee to be appointed by the
JMC;

= preparing and implementing the strategic decisions of the JMC;

» reporting to the NIPAC/ IPA—Component |l Co—ordinator on all aspects concerning the
implementation of the programme;

% In the Government Decision on the Nomination of the Responsible Persons for the Management of IPA(OG no 18/07)
referred to as Responsible Person for Management and Implementation of Component II of the IPA Programme.

% Government Decision on the Nomination of the Responsible Persons for the Management of IPA(OG no 18/07)
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establishing a system, assisted by the JTS, for gathering reliable information on the
programme’s implementation and providing data to the JMC, NIPAC/ IPA—Component ||
Co—ordinator or the European Commission;

ensuring the quality of the implementation of the cross-border programmes together with
the JMC;

sending to the Commission and NIPAC the annual report and the final report on the
implementation of the cross-border programme after examination and approval by the
JMC;

ensuring reporting of irregularities;
guiding the work of the Joint Technical Secretariat;
promoting information and publicity-actions;

In Croatia, where the programme is implemented under decentralised management, the
Operating Structure and the Implementing Agency are also in charge of:

contracting the projects selected by the Joint Monitoring Committee;

payments accounting and financial reporting aspects of the procurement of services,
supplies, works and grants for the Croatian part of the Cross-border programme;

ensuring that the operations are implemented according to the relevant public
procurement provisions;

ensuring that the final beneficiaries and other bodies involved in the implementation of
operations maintain either a separate accounting system or an adequate accounting
code for all transactions relating to the operation without prejudice to national accounting
rules;

ensuring the retention of all documents required to ensure an adequate audit trail;

ensuring that the National Fund and National Authorising Officer receive all necessary
information on the approved expenditure and the applied procedures;

carrying out verifications to ensure that the expenditure declared has actually been
incurred in accordance with applicable rules, the products or services have been
delivered in accordance with the approval decision, and the payment requests by the final
beneficiary are correct.

4.1.2 Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC)

The participating beneficiary countries shall set up a Joint Monitoring Committee for the
programme within 3 months of entry into force of the first financial agreement relating to
the programme.

The Joint Monitoring Committee consists of representatives of the two Operating
Structures and the national, regional and local authorities and socio-economic partnership
representatives of both participating countries, equally represented. The Commission shall
participate in the work of the Joint Monitoring Committee in an advisory capacity.

The JMC shall draw up its Rules of Procedures in order to exercise its mission in
accordance with the IPA Implementing Regulation. It shall adopt them at its first meeting.

The Joint Monitoring Committee shall meet at least twice a year, at the initiative of the
participating countries or of the Commission and is chaired by a representative of one of
the countries on a rotating basis

The Joint Monitoring Committee shall satisfy itself as to the effectiveness and quality of
the implementation of the cross-border programme, in accordance with the following
provisions (according to the Article 142 of IPA Implementing Regulation):
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o it shall consider and approve the criteria for selecting the operations financed by
the cross-border programme and approve any revision of those criteria in
accordance with programming needs;

o it shall periodically review progress made towards achieving the specific targets of
the cross-border programme on the basis of documents submitted by the
Operating Structures of participating beneficiary countries;

o it shall examine the results of implementation, particularly achievement of the
targets set for each priority axis and the evaluations referred to in Article 57(4)
and Article 141 IPA Implementing Regulation;

o it shall examine the annual and final reports on implementation referred to in
Article 144 IPA Implementing Regulation;

o it shall be informed, as applicable, of the annual audit activity report(s) referred to
in Article 29 (2)(b) first indent IPA Implementing Regulation, and of any relevant
comments the Commission may make after examining that report;

o it shall be responsible for selecting operations. The JMC may delegate the
function to assess project proposals to a Joint Steering Committee appointed by
the JMC;

o it may propose any revision or examination of the cross-border programme likely
to make possible the attainment of the objectives referred to in Article 86(2) IPA
Implementing Regulation or to improve its management, including its financial
management;

o it shall consider and approve any proposal to amend the content of the cross-
border programme;
it shall approve the framework for the Joint Technical Secretariat’s tasks;

it shall adopt an information and publicity plan drafted under the auspices of the
Operating Structures.

4.1.3 Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS)

The Operating Structures have agreed to set up a Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS) to assist
the Joint Monitoring Committee and the Operating Structures in carrying out their respective
duties. The JTS is therefore the administrative body of the programme dealing with its day-
to-day management.

The Joint Technical Secretariat is based in the MSTTD in Zagreb (Croatia) with two
antennae on B&H side: Mostar and Banja Luka.

It is composed of the representatives nominated by both Operating Structures.

The Joint Technical Secretariat and its antennae perform their activities under the Operating
Structure in Croatia, in co-operation with the Operating Structure in Sarajevo, BiH.

The Joint Technical Secretariat is jointly managed by both Operating Structures.

The costs of the Joint Technical Secretariat and its antennae are co-financed under the
programme’s Technical Assistance budget provided they relate to tasks eligible for co-
financing under EU rules.

The Joint Technical Secretariat will be set up through grant contracts directly awarded by the
Contracting Authorities (CFCU in Croatia and EC Delegation in Bosnia and Herzegovina) to
the respective Operating Structures.
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Part of the JTS staff contracted in BiH should be located in the JTS premises in MSTTD in
Zagreb and part in the antennae in Mostar and Banja Luka.

All Croatian representatives should be located in the JTS premises in Zagreb.

Tasks to be performed by the Joint Technical Secretariat:

The tasks of the JTS and its antennae should include:

e support to the Operating Structures in the programme implementation;

e perform secretariat function for the Operating Structures and the Joint Monitoring
Committee, including the preparation and mailing of documentation for meetings and
the meeting minutes (in two or more languages if required);

e set up, regular maintenance and updating of the monitoring system (data input at
programme and project level, on site visits);

e assist the OSs and the JMC in drawing up all the monitoring reports on the
programme implementation;

e prepare and make available all documents necessary for project implementation
(general information at programme level, general information at project level,
guidelines, criteria, application for collecting project ideas, application pack -
guidelines, criteria for project selection, eligibility, reporting forms, contracts);

e Qact as a first contact point for potential applicants;

e run info-campaigns, trainings, help-lines and web-based Q&A in order to support
potential applicants in the preparation of project applications;

e organise selection and evaluation of project proposals and check whether all
information for making a decision on project proposals are available;

e provide a secretary of the Steering Committee and organise and administrate its
work;

e make sure that all the relevant documentation necessary for contracting is available
to the Contracting Authorities on time;

e assists the Contracting authorities in the process of ,Budgetary Clearing” prior to
contract signature;

e support final beneficiaries in project implementation, including the advice on
secondary procurement procedures;

e organise bilateral events including “partner-search” forums;
develop and maintain a network of stakeholders;

e create and update a database of potential applicants and participants in workshops
and other events;

e carry out joint information and publicity activities under the guidance of the Operating
Structures, including setting up and maintaining an official programme website;

e plan its activities according to a work plan annually approved by the JMC.

4.1.4 Role of the Commission

Under decentralised management in Croatia, the Commission has a right to exercise ex-ante
control of the selection of operations, as laid down in the Commission decision on conferral
of management in accordance with Article 14(3) of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Under centralised management in BiH, in line with Article 140(1) of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, the European Commission retains overall responsibility for ex—ante approval
over the grant award process and, acting as Contracting authority, for awarding grants,
tendering, contracting and payment functions.

In addition to these standard roles, the Commission participates in an advisory capacity in
the work of the Joint Monitoring Committee.
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4.2 Procedures for programming, selection and awarding of funds
4.2.1 Joint Strategic Projects

Preference is given to implementation through single open calls for proposals. However,
JMC has the possibility in some cases to identify ‘Joint Strategic Projects’ compliant with the
provisions of Art. 95 IPA Implementing Regulation. Joint Strategic Projects are defined as
those which have a significant cross—border impact throughout the Programming Area and
which will, on their own or in combination with other Strategic Projects, achieve measure-
level objectives. The Terms of Reference (services) and/or Technical Specifications (supplies
and works) are drafted by the Operating Structures with the assistance of JTS. The
respective Contracting Authorities will tender and contract projects based on the standard
PRAG procedures for the relevant types of contracts.

4.2.2 Calls for Proposals

The Cross-Border programme operates predominantly through grant schemes based on
single calls for proposals and single selection process covering both sides of the border.
Grant award procedures shall be compliant with provisions of the IPA Implementing
Regulation (e.g. Articles 95, 96, 140, 145, etc.)

Where appropriate, PRAG procedures and standard templates and models should be
followed unless the provisions of the IPA Implementing Regulation and/or the joint nature of
calls require adaptation.

a) Preparation of the Application Pack

e The JTS, under the supervision of the JMC, drafts the single call for proposals,
the Guidelines for Applicants and the Application Form and other documents
related to the implementation of the grant schemes, explaining the rules
regarding eligibility of applicants and partners, the types of actions and costs,
which are eligible for financing and the evaluation criteria, following as closely as
possible the formats foreseen in PRAG;

e The Application Form should cover both parts of the project (on Croatian/Bosnian
sides of the border, i.e. joint application), but with clear separation of the activities
and costs on each side of the border. The elements contained in the Application
Pack (eligibility and evaluation criteria, etc.) must be fully consistent with the
relevant Financing Agreement.

e The drafts of the single calls for proposals, Guidelines for Applicants and the
Application Form and other documents related to the implementation of the grant
schemes are approved by the JMC;

e (OSs submits the final version of the Application Pack to the respective EC
Delegations for endorsement.

b) Publication of single Calls for Proposals

e The OSs, with the assistance of the JTS, take all appropriate measures to ensure
that the nationally and regionally publicised Call for Proposals reaches the target
groups in line with the requirements of the Practical Guide (see below Information
and Publicity). The Application Pack is made available on the Programme
website and the web-sites of the Contracting Authorities and in paper copy.

e The JTS is responsible for information campaign and answering questions of
potential applicants. JTS provides advice to potential project applicants in
understanding and formulating correct application forms.

e Q&As should be available on both the Programme and Contracting Authorities'
websites.

4.2.3 Selection of projects following a single call for proposals

As provided by the IPA Implementing Regulation, the submitted project proposals will
undergo a joint selection process. The project evaluation should follow the PRAG rules
(Chapter 6.4.), as adapted by the provisions of the IPA Implementing Regulation (eg. Article
140 on the role of the Commission in the selection of operations)®.

A joint Steering Committee, designated by the JMC, will evaluate projects against the criteria
set in the Application Pack and will establish a ranking list according to PRAG. On that basis,
the Joint Monitoring Committee will then bring the final decision on the projects to be
recommended for financing to the Contracting Authorities (Implementing Agency in Croatia,
EC Delegation in Bosnia and Herzegovina).

The main steps of the procedure should be as follows:

o The JTS receives and registers the applications.

o The JMC designates the joint Steering Committee and external assessors,
which will be provided through the TA allocation of the programme.

o The Steering Committee is established with an equal representation of
representatives of the 2 countries. The voting members shall be proposed by
the Operating Structures. Members of the Steering Committee are designated
exclusively on the basis of technical and professional expertise in the relevant
area. The JTS provides a secretariat to the Steering Committee.

o Both OSs may propose the same number of external assessors to be financed
from the respective TA allocations.

o The EC Delegations in Croatia and in Bosnia and Herzegovina should ex ante
approve the composition of the Steering Committee and the external
assessors.

o The Steering Committee assesses the projects against the conditions and
criteria established in the Call for proposals—Application Pack and according
to PRAG procedures.

o The JMC receives from the Steering Committee the Evaluation Report and the
ranking list of projects and votes on accepting the proposed ranking list. The
members of the Steering Committee are present at the JMC meeting to
present the evaluation process. The JMC has the possibility to:

* Accept the Evaluation Report and recommend the Contracting
authorities to contract the projects selected.

= Request one round of re-examination of the project proposals if a
qualified majority of its voting members vote for such a process and
under the condition that there is a clearly stated technical reason
affecting the quality of the Evaluation Report i.e. it is not clear how the
projects were assessed and ranked;

= Reject the Evaluation Report and the list of projects, if there is a
justified reason to suspect the objectivity or the qualifications of the
Steering Committee.

5 TPA Implementing Regulation for Component II provides, inter alia, a certain degree of decentralisation in
the evaluation and selection process, namely in beneficiary countries where IPA funds are managed under a
centralised approach (e.g. where the evaluation committee is nominated by the national authorities sitting in
the JMC, not by the Commission i.e. the Contracting Authority).
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= Under no circumstances is the JMC entitled to change the Steering
Committee’s scores or recommendations and must not alter the
evaluation grids completed by the evaluators.

o In Croatia, the ECD ex ante approves the decision of the JMC on the Projects
Proposed for Financing and the Evaluation Report.

o In BiH the ECD approves the Evaluation Report and the list of projects
selected.

o The JTS notifies each applicant in writing of the result of the selection
process.

o JTS shall send all the documentation necessary for contracting to both
Contracting authorities within 2 weeks of the decision of the JMC.

4.3 Procedures for financing and control
4.3.1 Financing decision and contracting

Financing decisions are taken by the respective Contracting Authority (CFCU in Croatia and
ECD in BiH) based on the decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee and, in the case of
Croatia, the ex ante approval of the EC Delegation. In doing so, they ascertain that the
conditions for Community financing are met.

Contracting Authorities and OSs may rely on the assistance of the JTS in communicating
with potential grant beneficiaries during the ,budgetary clearing” process.

4.3.1.1 Croatia

e Contracting is the responsibility of the CFCU as the Implementing Agency for the
Croatian part of the projects. The format of the grant contract is drafted according to
the Practical Guide using the standard grant contract format and its annexes.

e The CFCU issues the grant contracts to the selected beneficiaries normally within 3
months of the decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee. If there are no derogations
from the standard contract conditions annexed to the Guidelines for Applicants, the
EC Delegation's approval of the Evaluation Report including the list of award
proposals counts as global endorsement of the corresponding contracts.

4.3.1.2 Bosnia and Herzegovina

e Contracting is the responsibility of the ECD as the Contracting authority for the BiH
part of the project.
e The ECD issues the grant contract to the selected beneficiaries.

4.3.2 National Co-financing

The European community contribution shall not exceed 85% of the eligible expenditure and
shall not be less than 20% of the eligible expenditure. The national co-financing shall amount
to a minimum of 15% and a maximum of 80% of the total eligible expenditure of the action.
Contributions in kind are not eligible under the IPA regulation although they may be
mentioned in project proposals as non-eligible funding.

4.3.3 Financial management, payments and control
Financial management, payments and financial control are to be carried out by the

responsible institutions on the basis of the Financial Regulation (EC, Euratom) 1605/2002
and the IPA Implementing Regulation. The procedures for financial management and control

234



are defined in the Framework Agreements between the Beneficiary Countries and the
European Commission.

4.4 Project Implementation

441 Project

Operations selected for cross-border programmes shall include final beneficiaries from at
least two participating countries which shall co-operate in at least one of the following ways
for each operation: joint development, joint implementation, joint staffing and joint financing.

Individual calls for proposals will further detail the types of cooperation eligible for financing.

4.4.2 Project Partners and their roles in the joint project implementation

2) If several partners from the same country are participating in the project, they shall
appoint a National Lead Beneficiary (NLB) among themselves prior to the submission
of the project proposal. The NLB:

o is responsible for implementing the part of the project on his side of the
border;

o receives the grant from the Contracting authority and is responsible for
transferring funds to the partners on his side of the border;

o is responsible for ensuring expenditures have been spent for the purpose of
implementing the operation;

o closely cooperates with the Functional Lead Partner (see below) and provides
him with all the relevant data on project implementation.

3) A Functional Lead Partner (FLP) is appointed in cases where partners from both
countries are participating in a project and are separately contracted by the
Contracting Authorities of each country. In such cases, the 2 National Lead
Beneficiaries shall appoint among themselves a Functional Lead Partner prior to the
submission of the project proposal. The FLP is:

o responsible for the overall coordination of the project activities on both sides of
the border;

o responsible for organizing joint meetings of project partners, meetings and
correspondence;

o responsible for reporting to the JTS on the overall project progress.

The FLP role will be detailed in the grant contract between the FLP and his
Contracting authority.

The contractual and financial responsibilities of each of the NLB towards the respective
Contracting authorities remain and are not to be transferred from the NLB onto the FLP. The
NLBs also hold the contractual responsibilities also for the other partners and associates on
their side of the border as contracted.

4.5 Monitoring and Evaluation

4.5.1 Monitoring on Project Level

Contractual obligations

National Lead Beneficiaries send narrative and financial Interim and Final Reports to their
respective Contracting Authorities according to the standard terms of their grant contracts.
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Cross-border project level reporting

The Functional Lead Partner of the project submits Project Progress Reports to the JTS,
giving an overview of the project activities and achievements on both sides of the border and
their coordination according to the indicators defined in the joint project proposal.

4.5.2 Programme Monitoring

Based on the project progress reports collected, the JTS drafts the Joint Implementation
Report and submit it for the examination of the Joint Monitoring Committee.

The Operating Structures of the beneficiary countries shall send the Commission and the
respective national IPA co-ordinators an annual report and a final report on the
implementation of the cross-border programme after examination by the Joint Monitoring
Committee.

The reports shall also be sent to the NAO in Croatia.

The annual report shall be submitted by 30 June each year and for the first time in the
second year following the adoption of the cross-border programme.

The final report shall be submitted at the latest 6 months after the closure of the cross-border
programme.

The content of reports shall be in line with the requirements of Article 144 of the IPA
Implementing Regulations.

4.5.3 Programme Evaluation

Evaluations shall take place in compliance with Article 141 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation.

The evaluation shall aim to improve the quality, effectiveness and consistency of the
assistance from the Community funds and the strategy and implementation of cross-border
programmes while taking account the objective of sustainable development and the relevant
Community legislation concerning environmental impact.

An ex-ante evaluation has not been carried out in line with the provisions of Article 141 in the
light of the proportionality principle.

During the programming period, participating countries and/or the European Commission
shall carry out evaluations linked to the monitoring of the cross-border programme in
particular where that monitoring reveals a significant departure from the goals initially set or
where proposals are made for the revision of cross-border programme. The results shall be
sent to the Joint Monitoring Committee for the cross-border programme and to the
Commission.

Evaluations shall be carried out by experts or bodies, internal or external. The results shall
be published according to the applicable rules on access to documents. Evaluation shall be
financed from the technical assistance budget of the programme.

4.5.4 Information and Publicity

The beneficiary countries and the national IPA co-ordinators shall provide information on and
publicise programmes and operations with the assistance of the JTS as appropriate.

In Croatia, the Operating Structure shall be responsible for organising the publication of the
list of the final beneficiaries, the names of the operations and the amount of Community
funding allocated to operations. It shall ensure that the final beneficiary is informed that
acceptance of funding is also an acceptance of their inclusion in the list of beneficiaries
published. Any personal data included in this list shall be processed in accordance with the
requirergents of Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 of the European Parliament and of the
Council™.

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In accordance with Article 90 of Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002, the Commission
shall publish the relevant information on the contracts. The Commission shall publish the
results of the tender procedure in the Official Journal of the European Union, on the
EuropeAid website and in any other appropriate media, in accordance with the applicable
contract procedures for Community external actions.

The information and publicity measures are presented in the form of a communication plan
whereby the implementation shall be the responsibility of the respective OSs. Such detailed
information and publicity plan will be presented in a structured form to the JMC by the JTS
(see below), clearly setting out the aims and target groups, the content and strategy of the
measures and an indicative budget funded under the Technical Assistance budget of the
CBC programme.

The particular measures of information and publicity will focus mainly on:

e Ensuring a wider diffusion of the cross—border programme (translated in the local
language) among the stakeholders and potential beneficiaries

e Providing publicity materials, organising seminars and conferences, media briefings and
operating a programme web site to raise awareness, interest and to encourage
participation;

e Providing the best possible publicity for the Calls for proposal

e Publishing the list of the final beneficiaries.

With effect from the 1
January 2007, this new instrument constitutes the single legal basis for the provision
of financial assistance to candidate countries and potential candidate countries in their
efforts to enhance political, economic and institutional reforms with a view to become
members of the European Union;

On 12 June 2007, the Commission has adopted the regulation implementing the IPA

The new instrument for pre-accession assistance (IPA) replaces the five previously

SECTIONI GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1 Interpretation

(1) Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Framework Agreement, the
terms used in this Agreement shall bear the same meaning as attributed to them in the
IPA Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing Regulation.

2) Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Framework Agreement,
references to this Agreement are references to such Agreement as amended,
supplemented or replaced from time to time.

3) Any references to Council or Commission Regulations are made to the version of
those regulations as indicated. If required, modifications of theses regulations shall be
transposed into this Framework Agreement by means of amendments.

4) Headings in this Agreement have no legal significance and do not affect its
interpretation.

Article 2 Partial invalidity and unintentional gaps

If a provision of this Agreement is or becomes invalid or if this Agreement contains
unintentional gaps, this will not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Agreement.
The Contracting Parties will replace any invalid provision by a valid provision which comes
as close as possible to the purpose of and intent of the invalid provision. The Contracting
Parties will fill any unintentional gap by a provision which best suits the purpose and intent of
this Agreement in compliance with the IPA Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing
Regulation.

Article 3 Purpose

(1) In order to promote co-operation between the Contracting Parties and to assist the
Beneficiary in its progressive alignment with the standards and policies of the
European Union, including, where appropriate the acquis communautaire, with a view
to membership, the Contracting Parties agree to implement activities in the various
fields as specified in the two regulations mentioned above and as applicable to the
Beneficiary.

2) The assistance activities shall be financed and implemented within the legal,
administrative and technical framework laid down in this Agreement and as further
detailed in Sectoral Agreements and/or Financing Agreements, if any.

3) The Beneficiary takes all necessary steps in order to ensure the proper execution of all
assistance activities and to facilitate the implementation of the related programmes.

The following principles shall apply to financial assistance by the Community under
IPA:

a) Assistance shall respect the principles of coherence, complementarity, co-
ordination, partnership and concentration;

b) Assistance shall be coherent with EU policies and shall support alignment to the
acquis communautaire;

c) Assistance shall comply with the budgetary principles laid down in Council
Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 of 25 June 2002(70) on the Financial
Regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Communities

d) Assistance shall be consistent with the needs identified in the enlargement process
and absorption capacities of the Beneficiary. It shall also take account of lessons
learned;

e) The ownership of the programming and implementation of assistance by the
Beneficiary shall be strongly encouraged and adequate visibility of EU
intervention shall be ensured;

f) Operations shall be properly prepared, with clear and verifiable objectives, which
are to be achieved within a given period; the results obtained should be assessed
through clearly measurable and adequate indicators;

g2) Any discrimination based on sex, racial or ethnic origin, religion or belief,
disability, age or sexual orientation shall be prevented during the various stages of
the implementation of assistance;

h) The objectives of pre-accession assistance shall be pursued in the framework of
sustainable development and the Community promotion of the goal of protecting
and improving the environment.

Assistance for the Beneficiary shall be based on the priorities identified in the existing
documents, i.e. the European Partnership, the Accession partnership, the national
programme for the adoption of the acquis communautaire, the reports and strategy
paper contained in the annual enlargement package of the Commission, the
Stabilisation and Association Agreement and the negotiation framework.

All operations receiving assistance under IPA shall in principle require co-financing
by the Beneficiary and the Community, unless otherwise agreed upon in a Sectoral
Agreement or Financing Agreement.

Where the execution of activities depends on financial commitments from the
Beneficiary's own resources or from other sources of funds, the funding of the
Community shall become available at such time as the financial commitments of the
Beneficiary and/or the other sources of funds themselves become available.

The provision of Community financing under IPA shall be subject to the fulfilment by
the Beneficiary's obligations under this Framework Agreement and under Sectoral
Agreements and Financing Agreements, if any.

For the implementation of assistance under IPA in the Republic of Croatia,
decentralised management, whereby the Commission confers the management of
certain actions on the Beneficiary, while retaining overall final responsibility for
general budget execution in accordance with Article 53¢ of the Financial Regulation
and the relevant provisions of the EC Treaties, shall apply as a rule.

Operations shall be implemented in accordance with the provisions
laid down in Articles 53 point (¢) and 53d of the Financial Regulation.

c) shared management as defined in Article 53b of the Financial Regulation under the
Cross-Border Co-operation Component, for cross-border programmes involving
Member States of the European Union. Operations shall be implemented in
accordance with the provisions laid down in Articles 53 point (b), 53b and Title II
of Part two of the Financial Regulation. The following particular provision shall be
taken into account in the implementation of cross-border programmes with
Member States.

Where one or more Member States of the European Union and the Beneficiary
participating in a cross-border programme are not yet ready for implementation of
the whole programme under shared management, the part of the programme
concerning the Member State(s) shall be implemented in accordance with Title II
(Cross-Border Co-operation Component), Chapter III, Section 2 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation (Articles 101 to 138) and the part of the programme
concerning the Beneficiary shall be implemented in accordance with Title II,
Chapter III, Section 3 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. (Articles 139 to 146
IPA Implementing Regulation, with the exception of Article 142. The provisions
concerning the joint monitoring committee of Article 110 shall apply).

If required by the related Financing Decision, the Commission and the Beneficiary
shall conclude a Financing Agreement in accordance with Article 8 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation on multi-annual or annual programmes. Financing
Agreements may be concluded between the Commission and several beneficiary
countries under IPA including the Beneficiary for assistance for multi-country
programmes and horizontal initiatives.

This Framework Agreement shall apply to all Financing Agreements concluded
between the Contracting Parties for the financial assistance under IPA. Where they
exist, Sectoral Agreements related to a given component shall apply to all Financing
Agreements concluded under that component. Where there is no Financing
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Agreement, the rules included in this Framework Agreement apply together with
Sectoral Agreements, if any.

SECTIONII MANAGEMENT STRUCTURES AND AUTHORITIES

Article 6 Establishment and designation of structures and authorities for

decentralised management

The following structures and authorities must be designated by the Beneficiary in the
event of decentralised management:

a) The competent accrediting officer (CAO);
b) The national IPA co-ordinator (NIPAC);

c¢) The strategic coordinator for the Regional Development Component and the
Human Resources Development Component;

d) The national authorising officer (NAO);
e) The national fund (NF);

f) Operating structures per component or programme to deal with the management
and implementation of assistance under the IPA Regulation;

g) The audit authority.

Specific bodies may be established within the overall framework defined by the bodies
and authorities described above within or outside the operating structures initially
designated. The Beneficiary shall ensure that the final responsibility for the functions
of operating structures shall remain with the operating structure initially designated.
Such a restructuring shall be formalised in written agreements or governmental acts
and shall be subject to accreditation by the national authorising officer and the
conferral of management by the Commission.

The Beneficiary shall ensure that appropriate segregation of duties applies to the
bodies and authorities mentioned under paragraph 1 and 2 above in accordance with
Article 56 of the Financial Regulation. Duties are segregated when different tasks
related to a transaction are allocated to different staff, thereby helping to ensure that
each separate task has been properly undertaken.

Article 7 Establishment and designation of structures and authorities for

centralised or joint management

In the event of centralised or joint management the national IPA co-ordinator shall act
as the representative of the Beneficiary vis-a-vis the Commission. He shall ensure that
a close link is maintained between the Commission and the Beneficiary with regard
both to the general accession process and to EU pre-accession assistance under IPA.

The national IPA co-ordinator shall also be responsible for co-ordinating the
Beneficiary's participation in the relevant cross-border programmes, both with
Member States and with other Beneficiary countries, as well as in the trans-national,
interregional or sea basins programmes under other Community instruments. He may
delegate the tasks relating to this latter responsibility to a cross-border co-operation
co-ordinator.
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3) In the case of the Cross-border Co-operation Component, operating structures shall be
designated and put in place by the Beneficiary, in accordance with Article 139 of the
IPA Implementing Regulation.

Article 8 Functions and common responsibilities of the structures, authorities and
bodies

(D The bodies and authorities mentioned in Article 6 above shall be allocated the
functions and common responsibilities as set out in ANNEX A to this Framework
Agreement.

2) Component-related specific allocations of functions and responsibilities may be set out
in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements. They must not be in contradiction
to the basic approach chosen for the allocation of functions and common
responsibilities as shown in ANNEX A.

3) Where under decentralised management specific persons have been given
responsibility for an activity in relation to the management, implementation and
control of programmes, the Beneficiary shall enable such persons to exercise the
duties associated with that responsibility including in cases where, there is no
hierarchical link between them and the bodies participating in that activity. The
Beneficiary shall, in particular, provide those persons with the authority to establish,
through formal working arrangements between them and the bodies concerned:

a) an appropriate system for the exchange of information, including the power to
require information and a right of access to documents and staff on the spot, if
necessary;

b) the standards to be met;

c) the procedures to be followed.

SECTIONIII ACCREDITATION AND CONFERRAL OF MANAGEMENT
POWERS UNDER DECENTRALISED MANAGEMENT

Article 9 Common requirements

Management relating to a component, a programme or a measure can only be conferred on the
Republic of Croatia, if and when the following requirements are fulfilled:

a) The Beneficiary meets the conditions set to Article 56 of the Financial Regulation, in
particular as regards the management and control systems. The management and control
systems set up in the Republic of Croatia shall provide for effective and efficient control
in at least the areas set out in the Annex to the IPA Implementing Regulation and as listed
under No 1 ¢) of ANNEX A to this Framework Agreement. The Contracting Parties may
define further provisions in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements.

b) The competent accrediting officer has given accreditation to the national authorising
officer both
e as the head of the national fund bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions;
e with regard to national authorising officer's capacity to fulfil the responsibilities for
the effective functioning of management and control systems under IPA.
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The accreditation of the national authorising officer shall also cover the national fund as
described in Annex A, 5.

c) The national authorising officer has given accreditation to the relevant operating
structures.

Article 10 Procedure for accreditation of the national authorising officer and the
national fund by the competent accrediting officer

(D Accreditation of the national authorising officer in accordance with Article 11 of the
IPA TImplementing Regulation is subject to his fulfilment of the applicable
requirements set out in Article 11 of the said regulation and as further defined in
Annex A, 4. This accreditation shall be supported by an audit opinion drawn up by an
external auditor functionally independent from all actors in the management and
control system. The audit opinion shall be based on examinations conducted according
to internationally accepted auditing standards.

2) The competent accrediting officer shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of
the national authorising officer, not later than the notification of the accreditation of
the first operating structure. The competent accrediting officer shall provide all
relevant supporting information required by the Commission.

3) The competent accrediting officer shall immediately inform the Commission of any
changes concerning the national authorising officer or the national fund. Where a
change affects the national authorising officer or the national fund in relation to the
applicable requirements as set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation,
the competent accrediting officer shall send to the Commission an assessment of the
consequences of such a change on the validity of the accreditation. Where such a
change is significant, the competent accrediting officer shall also notify the
Commission of his decision concerning the accreditation.

Article 11 Procedure for accreditation of operating structures by the national
authorising officer

(1) Accreditation of an operating structure is subject to its fulfilment of the requirements
set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. This assurance shall be
supported by an audit opinion drawn up by an external auditor functionally
independent from all actors in the management and control system. The audit opinion
shall be based on examinations conducted according to internationally accepted
auditing standards.

2) The national authorising officer shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of the
operating structures and shall provide all relevant supporting information required by
the Commission, including a description of the management and control systems.

Article 12 Procedure for conferral of management powers by the Commission

(1) The Commission shall confer management powers on the Beneficiary, only after the
bodies and authorities referred to in Article 6 above have been designated and put in
place and the conditions laid down in this article are fulfilled.

Before the conferral of management powers, the Commission shall review the
accreditations of the national authorising officer and the operating structures as laid
down in Articles 10 and 11 above and examine the procedures and structures of any of
the bodies or authorities concerned within the Republic of Croatia. This may include
on-the-spot verifications by the services of the Commissions or subcontracted to an
audit firm.

The Commission may, in its decision to confer management powers, set further
conditions, with a view to ensuring that the requirements referred to in Article 11 of
the IPA Implementing Regulation are met. These further conditions must be fulfilled
within a fixed period determined by the Commission for the conferral of management
powers to remain effective.

The Commission Decision on the conferral of management powers shall lay down the
list of the ex ante controls, if any, to be performed by the Commission on the tendering
of contracts, launch of calls for proposals and the award of contracts and grants. This
list may vary with the component or the programme. The ex ante controls shall apply,
depending on the component or programme, until the Commission allows for
decentralised management without ex anfe controls as referred to in Article 16 below.

Article 13  Withdrawal or suspension of the accreditation of the national authorising

officer and the national fund

After the conferral of management powers by the Commission, the competent
accrediting officer shall be responsible for monitoring the continuing fulfilment of all
the requirements for this accreditation to be maintained and shall inform the
Commission of any significant change related thereto.

If any of the applicable requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, are not, or are no longer, fulfilled, the competent accrediting officer shall
either suspend or withdraw the accreditation of the national authorising officer, and
shall immediately inform the Commission of his decision and of the reasons for his
decision. The competent accrediting officer shall assure himself that those
requirements are again fulfilled before restoring the accreditation. This assurance shall
be supported by an audit opinion as specified in Article 10(1) above.

Where the accreditation of the national authorising officer is withdrawn or suspended
by the competent accrediting officer, the following provisions shall apply:

e The Commission shall cease to make transfers of funds to the Beneficiary during
the period when the accreditation is not in force;

¢ During the period when the accreditation is not in force, all the euro accounts or
the euro accounts for the components concerned shall be blocked and no payment
made by the National Fund from those euros accounts which are blocked shall be
considered eligible for Community funding;

¢ Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements for the conferral of
management powers.

Article 14  Withdrawal or suspension of the accreditation of the operating structures

After the conferral of management powers by the Commission, the national
authorising officer shall be responsible for monitoring the continuing fulfilment of all
the requirements for this accreditation to be maintained and shall inform the
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2)

Commission and the competent accrediting officer of any significant change related
thereto.

If any of the requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation
are not, or are no longer, fulfilled, the national authorising officer shall either suspend
or withdraw the accreditation of the operating structure concerned, and shall
immediately inform the Commission and the competent accrediting officer of his
decision and of the reasons for his decision.

The national authorising officer shall assure himself that those requirements are again
fulfilled before restoring the accreditation concerned. This assurance shall be
supported by an audit opinion as referred to in Article 11(1) above.

Where the accreditation of an operating structure is withdrawn or suspended by the
national authorising officer, the following provisions shall apply.

¢ The Commission shall make no transfers to the Beneficiary of funds relating to
programmes or operations implemented by the operating structure concerned while
its accreditation is suspended or withdrawn;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements and conditions for the
conferral of management powers;

e No new legal commitments made by the operating structure concerned shall be
considered eligible during the period when the accreditation is not in force;

¢ The national authorising officer shall be responsible for taking any appropriate
safeguard measures regarding payments made or contracts signed by the operating
structure concerned.

Article 15  Withdrawal or suspension of conferral of management powers

The Commission shall monitor compliance with the requirements set out in Article 11
of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Irrespective of the decision by the competent accrediting officer to maintain, suspend
or withdraw the accreditation of the national authorising officer, or of the decision by
the national authorising officer to maintain, suspend or withdraw the accreditation of
the operating structure, the Commission may withdraw or suspend the conferral of
management powers at any time, in particular in the event that any of the requirements
mentioned in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation are not, or no longer,
fulfilled.

Where the conferral of management powers is withdrawn or suspended by the
Commission, the following provisions shall apply:

¢ The Commission shall cease to make transfers of funds to the Beneficiary;

¢ Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements for the conferral of
management powers.

The Commission may lay down other consequences of such a suspension or
withdrawal in a specific Commission Decision
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“)

The Commission Decision may lay down provisions concerning the suspension or

withdrawal of the conferral of management powers in relation to specific bodies or
authorities.

Article 16  Decentralisation without ex-ante control by the Commission

Decentralisation without ex-ante control by the Commission shall be the objective for
the implementation of all IPA components where assistance is implemented on a
decentralised basis in accordance with Article 5 above. The timing for attainment of
this objective may vary depending on the IPA Component concerned.

Before dispensing with the ex-ante controls laid down in the Commission Decision on
conferral of management, the Commission shall satisfy itself of the effective
functioning of the management and control system concerned in accordance with the
relevant Community and national rules. In particular, the Commission shall monitor
the implementation, by the Beneficiary, of the roadmap included in the Financing
Agreement, which may refer to a phased waiver of different types of ex-ante controls.
The Commission shall take due account of the results achieved by the Beneficiary in
this context, in particular in the provision of assistance and in the negotiation process.

Article 17  Statement of assurance by the national authorising officer

The national authorising officer shall make an annual management declaration
covering

¢ his overall responsibility, in his function as head of the national fund, for the
financial management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and for the legality
and regularity of the underlying transactions;

¢ his responsibility for the effective functioning of management and control systems
under IPA.

This management declaration shall take the form of a statement of assurance to be
presented to the Commission by 28 February each year with a copy to the competent
accrediting officer.

The Statement of Assurance shall be based on the national authorising officer's actual
supervision of the management and control system throughout the financial year.

The Statement of Assurance shall be drawn up according to the model attached in
ANNEX B to this Framework Agreement.

If the confirmations regarding the effective functioning of the management and control
systems and the legality and regularity of underlying transactions required through the
Statement of Assurance are not available, the national authorising officer shall inform
the Commission, copy to the competent accrediting officer, of the reasons and
potential consequences as well as of the actions being taken to remedy the situation
and to protect the interests of the Community.

Article 18 Establishment of reports and opinions by the audit authority and follow

up by the national authorising officer and the Commission

Subject to the detailed functions and responsibilities of the audit authority as set out
ANNEX A to this Framework Agreement, the audit authority shall in particular
establish the following reports and opinions:

a) An annual audit activity report according to the model in ANNEX C to this
Framework Agreement;

b) An annual audit opinion on the management and control system according to the
model in ANNEX D to this Framework Agreement;

¢) An audit opinion on the final statement of expenditure for the closure of a
programme or parts of a programme according to the model in ANNEX E to this
Framework Agreement.

Following receipt of the annual audit activity report and the annual audit opinion
referred to in paragraph 1, the national authorising officer shall:

a) decide whether any improvements to the management and control systems are
required, record the decisions in that respect and ensure the timely implementation
of those improvements;

b) make any necessary adjustments to the payment applications to the Commission.

The Commission may decide either to take follow-up action itself in response to the
reports and opinions, for example by initiating a financial correction procedure, or to
require the Beneficiary to take action, while informing the national authorising officer
and the competent accrediting officer of its decision.

SECTION 1V GENERAL RULES FOR COMMUNITY FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Article 19  Eligibility of expenditure

6]

In the event of decentralised management, notwithstanding accreditations by the
competent accrediting officer and the national authorising officer, contracts and
addenda signed, expenditure incurred and payments made by the national authorities
shall not be eligible for funding under IPA prior to the conferral of management by the
Commission on the concerned structures and authorities. The end date for the
eligibility of expenditure shall be laid down in Financing Agreements, where
necessary.

By way of derogation from paragraph 1,

a) technical assistance to support the setting up of management and control systems
may be eligible prior to the initial conferral of management, for expenditure
incurred after 1 January 2007;

b) expenditure following the launch of calls for proposals or calls for tenders may
also be eligible if the call is launched prior to the initial conferral of management,
subject to this initial conferral of management being in place within the time limits
defined in a reserve clause to be inserted in the operations or calls concerned, and
subject to prior approval of the documents concerned by the Commission. The
calls for proposal or calls for tender concerned may be cancelled or modified
depending on the decision on conferral of management.

Expenditure financed under IPA shall not be the subject of any other financing under
the Community budget.
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(4)  In addition to paragraph 1 to 3 above, more detailed rules on eligibility of expenditure
may be set out in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

Article 20  Property of interest

Any interest earned on any of the component-specific euro accounts remains the property of
the Beneficiary. Interest generated by the financing by the Community of a programme shall
be posted exclusively to that programme, being regarded as a resource for the Beneficiary in
the form of a national public contribution, and shall be declared to the Commission, at the
time of the final closure of the programme.

Article 21 Audit trail

The national authorising officer shall ensure that all the relevant information is available to
ensure at all times a sufficiently detailed audit trail. This information shall include
documentary evidence of the authorisation of payment applications, of the accounting and
payment of such applications, and of the treatment of advances, guarantees and debts.

Article 22  Aid intensities and rate of Community contribution

(1) The Community contribution shall be calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure,
as defined in Part II of the IPA Implementing Regulation for each IPA component.

2) Financing decisions adopting the annual or multi-annual programmes for each IPA
component shall set the maximum indicative amount of the Community contribution
and the subsequent maximum rate for each priority axis.

SECTIONV GENERAL RULES FOR IMPLEMENTATION

Article 23  Rules on procurement

(D Assistance under all IPA components shall be managed in accordance with the rules
for External Aid contained in the Financial Regulation. This shall not apply to
assistance implemented under the transitional arrangements of Article 99 IPA
Implementing Regulation regarding the Cross-Border Co-operation Component to that
part of the programme that is implemented on Member States' territory, unless
otherwise decided by the participating Member State.

2) Results of tender procedures shall be published according to the rules referred to in
paragraph 1 above and as further specified in Article 24(3) below.

3) The rules of participation and origin as laid down in Article 19 of the IPA Framework
Regulation shall apply to all contract award procedures under IPA.

“4) All service, supplies and work contracts shall be awarded and implemented in
accordance with the procedures and standard documents laid down and published by
the Commission for the implementation of external operations, in force at the time of
the launch of the procedure in question, unless otherwise provided for in Sectoral or
Financing Agreements.

Article 24 Publicity and visibility

In the case of centralised and joint management, information on programmes and
operations shall be provided by the Commission with the assistance of the national
IPA co-ordinator as appropriate. In the case of decentralised management and in all
cases for programmes or part of programmes under the cross-border co-operation
component not implemented through shared management, the Beneficiary, in
particular the national IPA co-ordinator, shall provide information on and publicise
programmes and operations. In the case of shared management, the Member States
and the Beneficiary shall provide information on and publicise programmes and
operations. The information shall be addressed to the citizens and beneficiaries, with
the aim of highlighting the role of the Community and ensuring transparency.

In the case of decentralised management, the operating structures shall be responsible
for organising the publication of the list of the final beneficiaries, the names of the
operations and the amount of Community funding allocated to the operations by
means of the award of grants in the following way:

a) The publication shall be made according to a standard presentation, in a dedicated
and easily accessible place of the Beneficiary's internet site. If such internet
publication is impossible, the information shall be published by any other
appropriate means, including the national official journal.

b) Publication shall take place during the fist half of the year following the closure of
the budget year in respect of which the funds were attributed to the Beneficiary.

c) The Beneficiary shall communicate to the Commission the address of the place of
publication. If the information is published otherwise, the Beneficiary shall give
the Commission full details of the means used.

d) The operating structures shall ensure that the final beneficiary is informed that
acceptance of funding is also an acceptance of their inclusion in this list of
beneficiaries published. Any personal data included in this list shall nevertheless
be processed in accordance with the requirements of Regulation (EC) No 45/2001
of the European Parliament and the Council of 18 December 2000 on the
protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the
Community institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data (72),
and with due observance of the requirements of security.

In the case of decentralised management, the relevant bodies shall prepare a contract
award notice, once the contract has been signed, and send it to the Commission for
publication. The contract award notice may also be published by the beneficiary in the
appropriate national publications.

The Commission and the relevant national, regional or local authorities of the
Beneficiary shall agree on a coherent set of activities to make available, and publicise,
in the Republic of Croatia information about assistance under IPA. The procedures for
implementing such activities shall be specified in the Sectoral or Financing
Agreements.

Implementation of the activities referred to in paragraph 4 shall be the responsibility of
the final beneficiaries, and might be funded from the amount allocated to the relevant
programmes or operations.

Article 25  Granting of facilities for the implementation of programmes and execution

of contracts

In order to ensure the effective implementation of programmes under IPA, the
Beneficiary shall take all necessary measures to ensure:

a) that, in the case of service, supplies or works tender procedures, natural or legal
persons eligible to participate in tender procedures pursuant to Article 23 above
shall be entitled to temporary installation and residence where the importance of
the contract so warrants. This right shall be acquired only after the invitation to
tender has been launched and shall be enjoyed by the technical staff needed to
carry out studies and other preparatory measures to the drawing up of tenders. This
right shall expire one month after the decision of contract award;

b) that personnel taking part in Community financed activities and members of their
immediate family are accorded no less favourable benefits, privileges and
exemptions than those usually accorded to other international staff employed in the
Republic of Croatia, under any other bilateral or multilateral agreement or
arrangements for assistance and technical co-operation;

c) that personnel taking part in Community financed activities and members of their
immediate family are allowed to enter the Republic of Croatia, to establish
themselves in the Republic of Croatia , to work there and to leave the Republic of
Croatia, as the nature of the underlying contract so justifies;

d) the granting of all permits necessary for the importation of goods, above all
professional equipment, required for the execution of the underlying contract,
subject to existing laws, rules and regulations of the Beneficiary;

e) that imports carried out under IPA will be exempted from customs duties, import
duties and other fiscal charges;

f) the granting of all permits necessary for the re-export of the above goods, once the
underlying contract has been fully executed;

g) the granting of authorisations for the import or acquisition of the foreign currency
necessary for the implementation of the underlying contract and the application of
national exchange control regulations in a non-discriminatory manner to
contractors, regardless of their nationality or place of establishment;

h) the granting of all permits necessary to repatriate funds received in respect of the
activity financed under IPA, in accordance with the foreign exchange control
regulations in force in the Republic of Croatia.

The Beneficiary shall ensure full co-operation of all relevant authorities. It will also
ensure access to state-owned companies and other governmental institutions, which
are involved or are necessary in the implementation of a programme or in the
execution of the contract.

Article 26 Rules on taxes, customs duties and other fiscal charges

&)

Save where otherwise provided for in a Sectoral Agreement or a Financing
Agreement, taxes, customs and import duties or other charges having equivalent effect
are not eligible under IPA.

The following detailed provisions shall apply:

a) Customs duties, import duties, taxes or fiscal charges having equivalent effect in
the case of the import of goods under a Community financed contract are not
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eligible under IPA. The imports concerned shall be released from the point of
entry into the Republic of Croatia for delivery to the contractor, as required by the
provisions of the underlying contract and for immediate use as required for the
normal implementation of the contract, without regard to any delays or disputes
over the settlement of the above mentioned duties, taxes or charges;

b) Community financed contracts for services, supplies or works carried out by
contractors registered in the Republic of Croatia or by external contractors shall
not be subject in the Republic of Croatia to value added tax, documentary stamp or
registration duties or fiscal charges having equivalent effect, whether such charges
exist or are to be instituted. EC contractors registered in the Republic of Croatia
shall be exempted from VAT for services rendered, goods supplied and/or works
executed by them under EC contracts with the right of the contractors to offset or
deduct input VAT paid in connection with the services rendered, the goods
supplied and/or the works executed against any VAT collected by them for any of
their other transactions. Should EC contractors not be able to make use of this
possibility, they shall be entitled to obtain VAT refund for VAT paid in the
Republic of Croatia directly from the tax authorities upon submission of a written
request accompanied by the necessary documentation required under the
national/local law for refund and by a certified copy of the underlying EC contract.

For the purposes of this Framework Agreement, the term "EC contractor" shall be
construed as natural and legal persons, rendering services and/or supplying goods
and/or executing works and/or executing a grant under an EC contract. The term
"EC contractor" shall also cover pre-accession advisors, also known as resident
twinning advisors, and experts included in a twinning covenant or contract. The
term "EC contract" means any legally binding document through which an activity
is financed under IPA and which is signed by the EC or the Beneficiary.

At least the same procedural privileges shall apply to such contractors as
applicable to contractors under any other bilateral or multilateral agreement or
arrangements for assistance and technical co-operation.

c) Profit and/or income arising from EC contracts shall be taxable in the Republic of
Croatia in accordance with the national/local tax system. However, natural and
legal persons, including expatriate staff, from the Member States of the European
Union or other countries eligible under IPA, executing Community financed
contracts shall be exempted from those taxes in the Republic of Croatia.

d) Personal and household effects imported for personal use by natural persons (and
members of their immediate families), other than those recruited locally, engaged
in carrying out tasks defined in technical co-operation contracts, shall be exempted
from customs duties, import duties, taxes and other fiscal charges having
equivalent effect, the said personal and household effects being re-exported or
disposed of in the state, in accordance with the regulations in force in the Republic
of Croatia after termination of the contract.

Article 27 Supervision, control and audit by the Commission and the European
Court of Auditors

All Financing Agreements as well as all resulting programmes and subsequent
contracts shall be subject to supervision and financial control by the Commission
including the European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF) and audits by the European Court
of Auditors. This includes the right of the Delegation of the Commission in the
Republic of Croatia to carry out measures such as ex-ante verification of tendering and
contracting carried out by the related operating structures, as long as ex-ante control
has not been waived in accordance with Article 16 above. The duly authorised agents
or representatives of the Commission and of OLAF shall have the right to carry out
any technical and financial verification that the Commission or OLAF consider
necessary to follow the implementation of a programme including visits of sites and
premises at which Community financed activities are implemented. The Commission
shall give the national authorities concerned advance notice of such missions.

The Beneficiary shall supply all requested information and documents including any
computerised data and take all suitable measures to facilitate the work of the persons
instructed to carry out audits or inspections.

The Beneficiary shall maintain records and accounts adequate to identify the services,
supplies, works and grants financed under the related Financing Agreement in
accordance with sound accounting procedures. The Beneficiary shall also ensure that
the agents or representatives of the Commission including OLAF have the right to
inspect all relevant documentation and accounts pertaining to items financed under the
related Financing Agreement and assist the European Court of Auditors to carry out
audits relating to the use of Community funds.

In order to ensure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the Community,
the Commission including OLAF may also conduct documentary and on-the-spot
checks and inspections in accordance with the procedural provisions of Council
Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996 of 11 November 1996 (™). These checks and
inspections shall be prepared and conducted in close collaboration with the competent
authorities designated by the Beneficiary, which shall be notified in good time of the
object, purpose and legal basis of the checks and inspections, so that they can provide
all the requisite help. The Beneficiary shall identify a service which will assist at
OLAF’s request in conducting investigations in accordance with Council Regulation
(EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996. If the Beneficiary wishes, the on-the-spot checks and
inspections may be carried out jointly with them. Where the participants in
Community financed activities resist an on-the-spot check or inspection, the
Beneficiary, acting in accordance with national rules, shall give Commission/OLAF
inspectors such assistance as they need to allow them to discharge their duty in
carrying out an on-the-spot check or inspection.

The Commission/OLAF shall report as soon as possible to the Beneficiary any fact or
suspicion relating to an irregularity which has come to its notice in the course of the
on-the-spot check or inspection. In any event, the Commission/OLAF shall be
required to inform the above-mentioned authority of the result of such checks and
inspections.

The controls and audits described above are applicable to all contractors and sub-
contractors who have received Community funds including all related information to
be found in the documents of the national fund of the Beneficiary concerning the
national contribution.
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(6) Without prejudice to the responsibilities of the Commission and the European Court of
Auditors, the accounts and operations of the National Fund and, where applicable,
operating structures may be checked at the discretion of the Commission by the
Commission itself or by an external auditor assigned by the Commission.

Article 28  Prevention of irregularity and fraud, measures against corruption

(1) The Beneficiary shall ensure investigation and effective treatment of suspected cases
of fraud and irregularities and shall ensure the functioning of a control and reporting
mechanism equivalent to that foreseen in the Commission Regulation (EC) No
1828/2006 of 8 December 2006 ("*). In the case of suspected fraud or irregularity, the
Commission shall be informed without delay.

2) Furthermore, the Beneficiary shall take any appropriate measure to prevent and
counter any active or passive corruption practices at any stage of the procurement
procedure or grant award procedure or during the implementation of corresponding
contracts.

3) The Beneficiary, including the personnel responsible for the implementation tasks of
the Community financed activities, undertakes to take whatever precautions are
necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interests and shall inform the Commission
immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likely to give rise to any
such conflict.

(4)  The following definitions shall apply:

a) Irregularity shall mean any infringement of a provision of applicable rules and
contracts resulting from an act or an omission by an economic operator which has,
or would have, the effect of prejudicing the general budget of the European Union
by charging an unjustified item of expenditure to the general budget.

b) Fraud shall mean any intentional act or omission relating to: the use or
presentation of false, incorrect or incomplete statements or documents, which has
as its effect the misappropriation or wrongful retention of funds from the general
budget of the European Communities or budgets managed by, or on behalf of, the
European Communities; non disclosure of information in violation of a specific
obligation with the same effect; the misapplication of such funds for purposes
other than those for which they are originally granted.

c) Active corruption is defined as the deliberate action of whosoever promises or
gives, directly or through an intermediary, an advantage of any kind whatsoever to
an official for himself or for a third party for him to act or to refrain from acting in
accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his functions in breach of his official
duties in a way which damages or is likely to damage the financial interests of the
European Communities.

d) Passive corruption is defined as the deliberate action of an official, who, directly
or through an intermediary, requests or receives advantages of any kind
whatsoever, for himself or a third party, or accepts a promise of such advantage, to
act or to refrain from acting in accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his
functions in breach of his official duties in a way which damages or is likely to
damage the financial interests of the European Communities.

Article 29 Recovery of funds in case of irregularity or fraud

™ OJ L 371, 27 December 2006, p. 4
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(1) Any proven case of irregularity or fraud discovered at any time during the
implementation of assistance under IPA or as the result of an audit will lead to the
recovery of the funds by the Commission from the Beneficiary.

2) The national authorising officer shall recover the Community contribution paid to the
Beneficiary from those who committed the irregularity, fraud or corruption or
benefited from it, in accordance with national recovery procedures. The fact that the
national authorising officer does not succeed in recovering all or part of the funds shall
not prevent the Commission from recovering the funds from the Beneficiary.

Article 30 Financial corrections

(D In the case of decentralised management, in order to ensure that the funds are used in
accordance with the applicable rules, the Commission shall apply clearance-of-
accounts procedures or financial correction mechanisms in accordance with Article
53b(4) and 53c(2) of the Financial Regulation and as detailed in Sectoral Agreements
or Financing Agreements.

2) A financial correction may arise following either:
¢ identification of a specific irregularity, including fraud;

¢ identification of a weakness or deficiency in the management and control systems
of the Beneficiary;

(3)  If the Commission finds that expenditure under the programmes covered by IPA has
been incurred in a way that has infringed applicable rules, it shall decide what amounts
are to be excluded from Community financing.

4 The calculation and establishment of any such corrections, as well as the related
recoveries, shall be made by the Commission, following the criteria and procedures
provided for in Articles 32, 33 and 34 below. Provisions on financial corrections
which have been set down in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements shall
apply in addition to this Framework Agreement

Article 31 Financial adjustments

In the case of decentralised management the national authorising officer, who bears in the first
instance the responsibility for investigating irregularities, shall make the financial adjustments
where irregularities or negligence are detected in operations or operational programmes, by
cancelling all or part of the Community contribution to the operations or the operational
programmes concerned. The national authorising officer shall take into account the nature and
gravity of the irregularities and the financial loss to the Community contribution.

Article 32 Criteria for financial corrections

() The Commission may make financial corrections, by cancelling all or part of the
Community contribution to a programme, in the situations referred to in Article 30(2)
above.

2) Where individual cases of irregularity are identified, the Commission shall take into
account the systemic nature of the irregularity to determine whether flat-rate
corrections, punctual corrections or corrections based on an extrapolation of the
findings should be applied. For the Rural Development Component, criteria for
financial corrections are set out in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

3) When deciding the amount of a correction, the Commission shall take into account the
nature and gravity of the irregularity and/or the extent and financial implications of the
weaknesses or the deficiencies found in the management and control system in the
programme concerned.
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Article 33 Procedure for financial corrections

Before taking a decision on a financial correction, the Commission shall inform the
national authorising officer of its provisional conclusions and request his comments
within two months.

Where the Commission proposes a financial correction on the basis of extrapolation or
at a flat rate, the Beneficiary shall be given the opportunity to establish the actual
extent of the irregularity, through an examination of the documentation concerned. In
agreement with the Commission, the Beneficiary may limit the scope of this
examination to an appropriate proportion or sample of the documentation concerned.
Except in duly justified cases, the time allowed for this examination shall not exceed a
period of two months after the two-month period referred to in the first subparagraph.

The Commission shall take account of any evidence supplied by the Beneficiary
within the time limits mentioned in paragraph 1.

The Commission shall endeavour to take a decision on the financial correction within
six months after opening the procedure as set out in paragraph 1.

Article 34 Repayment

Any repayment to the general budget of the European Union shall be effected before
the due date indicated in the recovery order drawn up in accordance with Article 72 of
the Financial Regulation. The due date shall be the last day of the second month
following the issuing of the order.

Any delay in repayment shall give rise to interest on account of late payment, starting
on the due date and ending on the date of actual payment. The rate of such interest
shall be one-and-a-half percentage points above the rate applied by the European
Central Bank in its main refinancing operations on the first working day of the month
in which the due date falls.

In the case of decentralised management, the Beneficiary shall, within six months after
the entry into force of the first financing agreement, set up an IPA monitoring
committee, in agreement with the Commission, to ensure coherence and coordination
in the implementation of the IPA components.

The IPA monitoring committee shall be assisted by sectoral monitoring committees set
up under the IPA components. They shall be attached to programmes or components.
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They may include representatives of civil society, where appropriate. More detailed
rules may be provided for in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

3) The TPA monitoring committee shall satisfy itself as to the overall effectiveness,
quality and coherence of the implementation of all programmes and operations
towards meeting the objectives set out in the multi-annual indicative planning
documents and the financing agreements.

objectives of the assistance provided, and to enhance its overall efficiency. It
may also make proposals to the relevant sectoral monitoring committee(s) for
decisions on any corrective measures to ensure the achievements of programme
objectives and enhance the efficiency of assistance provided under the
programmes or IPA component(s) concerned;

(b) The IPA monitoring committee shall adopt its internal rules of procedure in
compliance with a monitoring committee mandate established by the
Commission, and within the institutional, legal and financial framework of the
Republic of Croatia;

(c) Unless otherwise provided in the monitoring committee mandate set out by the
Commission, the following provisions shall apply:

aa) The IPA monitoring committee shall include among its members
representatives of the Commission, the national IPA co-ordinator, the
national authorising officer, representatives of the operating structures, and
the strategic co-ordinator.

bb) A representative of the Commission and the national IPA co-ordinator shall
co-chair the IPA monitoring committee meetings;

cc) The IPA monitoring committee shall meet at least once a year.

Article 37  Monitoring in the case of centralised and joint management

Article 33~ Annual and final reports on implementation

(1)  The operating structures shall draw up a sectoral annual report and a sectoral final
report on the implementation of the programmes for which they are responsible, in
compliance with the procedures defined for each IPA component in Part II of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

The sectoral annual reports on implementation shall cover the financial year. The
sectoral final reports on implementation shall cover the whole period of
implementation and may include the last sectoral annual report.

The reports referred to in paragraph 1 shall be sent to the national IPA co-ordinator,
the national authorising officer and to the Commission, after examination by the
sectoral monitoring committees.

On the basis of the reports referred to in paragraph 1, the national IPA co-ordinator
shall send to the Commission and the national authorising officer, after examination
by the IPA monitoring committee, annual and final reports on the implementation of
assistance under the IPA Regulation.

SECTION VI FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 41 Consultation

(1) Any question relating to the execution or interpretation of this Framework Agreement
shall be the subject of consultation between the Contracting Parties leading, where
necessary, to an amendment of this Framework Agreement.

2) Where there is a failure to carry out an obligation set out in this Framework
Agreement which has not been the subject of remedial measures taken in due time, the
Commission may suspend the financing of activities under IPA after consultation with
the Beneficiary.

3) The Beneficiary may renounce in whole or in part the implementation of activities
under IPA. The Contracting Parties shall set out the details of the said renunciation in
an exchange of letters.

Article 42 Settlement of differences, arbitration

(1) Differences arising out of the interpretation, operation and implementation of this
Framework Agreement, at any and all levels of participation, will be settled amicably
through consultation as provided for under Article 41.

2) In default of amicable settlement, either Contracting Party may refer the matter to
arbitration in accordance with the Permanent Court of Arbitration Optional Rules for
Arbitration Involving International Organisations and States in force at the date of this
Framework Agreement.

3) The language to be used in the arbitral proceedings shall be English. The appointing
authority shall be the Secretary-General of the Permanent Court of Arbitration
following a written request submitted by either Contracting Party. The Arbitrator’s
decision shall be binding on all Parties and there shall be no appeal.

Article 43  Disputes with third parties

(1) Without prejudice to the jurisdiction of the court designated in a contract as the
competent court for disputes arising out of that contract between the parties to it, the
European Community shall enjoy in the territory of the Republic of Croatia immunity
from suit and legal process with respect to any dispute between the European
Community and/or the Beneficiary and a third party, or between third parties, which
directly or indirectly relates to the provision of Community Assistance to the
Beneficiary under this Framework Agreement, except in so far as in any particular
case the European Community has expressly waived its immunity.

(6) The Beneficiary shall in any legal or administrative proceedings before a court,
tribunal or administrative instance in the Republic of Croatia defend this immunity and
take a position which takes duly account of the interests of the European Community.
Where necessary, the Beneficiary and the European Commission shall proceed with
consultations on the position to take.

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(1) Any communication in connection with this Framework Agreement shall be made in
writing and in the English language. Each communication must be signed and must be
supplied as an original document or by fax.

ANNEX A

Allocation of functions and common responsibilities to the structures, authorities and
bodies in accordance with Article 8 of the Framework Agreement between the
Commission and the Beneficiary of 27 August 2007

Preliminary remark:

This list shows the main functions and common responsibilities of the structures, authorities
and bodies concerned. It is not to be considered exhaustive. It supplements the core part of
this Framework Agreement.

1) The Competent Accrediting Officer (CAO):

The CAO shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official in
the government or the state administration of the Republic of Croatia.

The CAO shall be responsible for issuing, monitoring and suspending or withdrawing
the accreditation of the national authorising officer (NAO) both

e as the head of the national fund bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions;

e with regard to the NAQO's capacity to fulfil the responsibilities for the effective
functioning of management and control systems under IPA.

The accreditation of the NAO shall also cover the national fund (NF).

The CAO shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of the NAO and shall
inform the Commission of any changes regarding the accreditation of the NAO. This
includes the provision of all relevant supporting information required by the
Commission.

Prior to accrediting the NAO, the CAO shall satisfy himself that the applicable
requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Rules are fulfilled. This
includes the verification of the compliance of the management and control system set
up by the Beneficiary for effective controls in at least the areas set out in the Annex to
the IPA Implementing Regulation (accreditation criteria). This annex provides for the
following overall requirements:

¢ Control environment (establishment and management of the organisation and the
staff) comprising ethics and integrity policies, irregularity management and
reporting, staff planning, recruitment, training and appraisal including sensitive
post management, sensitive functions and conflicts of interest, establishment of
legal bases for bodies and individuals, formal establishment of accountability,
responsibility, delegated responsibility and any necessary related authority for all
tasks and positions throughout the organisation);

¢ Planning and risk management comprising risk identification, assessment and
management, objective setting and allocation of resources against objectives,
planning of the implementation process;
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e Control activities (implementation of interventions) comprising verification
procedures, procedures for supervision by accountable management of tasks
delegated to subordinates, including annual statements of assurance from
subordinate actors, rules for each type of procurement and calls for proposals,
procedures including checklists for each step of procurement and calls for
proposals, rules and procedures on publicity, payment procedures, procedures for
monitoring the delivery of co-financing, budgetary procedures to ensure the
availability of funds, procedures for continuity of operations, accounting
procedures, reconciliation procedures, reporting of exceptions, amongst others
exceptions to normal procedures approved at appropriate level, unapproved
exceptions and control failures whenever identified, security procedures, archiving
procedures, segregation of duties and reporting of internal control weaknesses;

* Monitoring activities (supervision of interventions), comprising internal audit with
handling of audit reports and recommendations, evaluations;

e Communication (ensuring all actors receive information necessary to fulfil their
role) comprising the regular coordination meetings between different bodies to
exchange information on all aspects of planning and implementation and the
regular reporting at all appropriate levels on efficiency and effectiveness of
internal control.

2) The National IPA Coordinator (NIPAC):

a)

The NIPAC shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official
in the government or the state administration of the Beneficiary.

He shall ensure the overall coordination of assistance under IPA.

The NIPAC shall ensure partnership between the Commission and the Beneficiary and
close link between the general accession process and the use of pre-accession
assistance under IPA. He shall bear the overall responsibility for

¢ the coherence and coordination of the programmes provided under IPA;

e the annual programming for the Transition Assistance and Institution Building
Component at national level;

e the co-ordination of the participation of the Beneficiary in the relevant cross-
border programmes both with Member States and with other Beneficiary countries,
as well as the transnational, interregional or sea basins programmes under other
Community instruments. The NIPAC may delegate the tasks relating to this co-
ordination to a cross-border co-operation co-ordinator.

The NIPAC shall draw up and, after examination by the IPA monitoring committee,
submit to the Commission the IPA annual and final reports on implementation as
defined in Article 38 of this Framework Agreement and in Article 61(3) of the IPA
Implementing Regulation. He shall send a copy of these reports to the NAO.

3) The Strategic Co-ordinator:

a)

A strategic co-ordinator shall be appointed by the Beneficiary to ensure the co-
ordination of the Regional Development Component and Human Resources
Development Component under the responsibility of the national IPA co-ordinator.
The strategic co-ordinator shall be an entity within the state administration of the
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Beneficiary with no direct involvement in the implementation of components
concerned.

b) The strategic co-ordinator shall in particular:

co-ordinate assistance granted under the Regional Development Component and
the Human Resources Development Component;

draft the strategic coherence framework as defined in Article 154 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation;

ensure co-ordination between sectoral strategies and programmes.

4) The National Authorising Officer (NAO):

The NAO shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official in the
government or the state administration of the Beneficiary.

The NAO shall fulfil the following functions and assume the following responsibilities:

a) As the head of the national fund, bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions. The NAO shall in particular
fulfil the following tasks as regards these responsibilities:

providing assurance about the regularity and legality of underlying transactions;

drawing up and submitting to the Commission certified statements of expenditure
and payment applications; he shall bear overall responsibility for the accuracy of
the payment application and for the transfer of funds to the operating structures
and/or final beneficiaries;

verifying the existence and correctness of the co-financing elements;
ensuring the identification and immediate communication of any irregularity;

making the financial adjustments required in connection with irregularities
detected, in accordance with Article 50 of the IPA Implementing Regulation;

The beneficiary country shall ensure that a system of deputising is in place to ensure
the continuity of the functions assigned to the national authorising officer.

The exchange of information concerning financial transactions between the
Commission and the national authorising officer shall, where appropriate, be made by
electronic means, using procedures agreed upon between them.

The combined total of pre-financing and interim payments shall not exceed 95% of the
Community contribution.

When the ceiling referred to in paragraph 5 above is reached, the national authorising
officer shall only submit a new certified statement of expenditure and information
about the amounts received when he/she requests the payment of the final balance.

Amounts set out in the programmes submitted by the national authorising officer, in
certified statements of expenditure, in payment applications and in expenditure
mentioned in the implementation reports, shall be denominated in euro. The national
authorising officer shall convert the amounts of expenditure incurred in national
currency into euro using the monthly accounting rate of the euro established by the
Commission for the month during which the expenditure was registered in the
accounts of the operating structure concerned.

Payments by the Commission to the national fund shall be made to the euro
account. One euro account shall be opened for each of the IPA programmes
concerned, and shall be used exclusively for transactions relating to that programme.

The national authorising officer shall ensure that the final beneficiaries receive the
total amount of the public contribution in due time and in full. No specific charge or
other charge with equivalent effect shall be levied which would reduce these amounts
for the final beneficiaries.

The expenditure may be covered by Community financing only if it has been incurred
and paid by the final beneficiary. Expenditure paid by final beneficiaries shall be
substantiated by receipted invoices or accounting documents of equivalent probative
value or other relevant documents, where, according to the programme, assistance is
not a function of expenditure. Expenditure must have been certified by the national
authorising officer.

ACCEPTABILITY OF PAYMENT APPLICATIONS

Without prejudice of establishing additional requirement if the circumstances so
require, the Commission shall not approve a payment application until the following
minimum requirements have been fulfilled:

(a) In the case of pre-financing by the Commission:
- the national authorising officer has notified to the Commission the

opening of the euro account concerned;

- the accreditation delivered by the competent accrediting officer and the
national authorising officer are in force and the conferral of management
by the Commission remains valid;

- the relevant financing agreement has entered into force.

(b) In the case of each interim payment made by the Commission:
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the national authorising officer has sent to the Commission a payment
application and a statement of expenditure relating to the payment in
question;

the ceilings for Community assistance under each priority axis, as laid
down in the Commission financing decision, have been respected;

the operating structure have sent the Commission the sectoral annual
implementation reports, as referred to in Article 61(1) of Regulation
(EC) 718/2007, including the most recent one;

the audit authority has sent the Commission, in accordance with the first
and second indent of Article 29(2)(b) of Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007 the
most recent annual audit activity report and opinion on the conformity of
the management and control systems in place with the requirements of
Regulation (EC) 718/ 2007 and those of any agreement between the
Commission and the beneficiary country;

the accreditations delivered by the competent accrediting officer and the
national authorising officer are in force, and the conferral of
management by the Commission remains valid.

If one or more of the conditions mentioned in this paragraph are not met, the
beneficiary country and the national authorising officer shall, when so
requested by the Commission and within the time limit fixed by the
Commission, take the necessary steps to remedy the situation.

(©) In the case of payment by the Commission of the final balance, in accordance with the
deadline set down in Article 166 of Regulation (EC, Euratom) 1605/2002 as last
modified by Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1995/2006 of 13 December 2006:

the national authorising officer has sent the Commission a final payment
application and a final statement of expenditure;

the operating structure have sent to the Commission the sectoral final
reports for the programme concerned, as required by Article 61(1) of
Regulation (EC) No 718 /2007,

the audit authority has sent the Commission, in accordance with the third
indent of Article 29(2)(b) of Regulation EC No 718/2007, an opinion on
any final statement of expenditure, supported by a final activity report;

the accreditation delivered by the competent accrediting officer and the
national authorising officer are in force and the conferral of management
by the Commission remains valid.

Failure to meet any of the conditions mentioned in this paragraph shall
immediately result in the de-commitment of the final balance.

2) All or part of the payments may be suspended by the Commission where:

(a) there is a serious deficiency in the management and control system of the

programme which affects the reliability of the procedure for certification of

payments and for which corrective measures have not been taken; or
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(b) expenditure in a certified statement of expenditure is linked to a serious

irregularity which has not been corrected;

(c) clarifications are needed regarding the information contained in the declaration

of expenditure.

The beneficiary country shall be given the opportunity to present its observations
within a period of two months before the Commission decides on a suspension in

accordance with paragraph 2.

The Commission shall end suspension of all or part of the payments where the
beneficiary country has taken the necessary measures to remedy the deficiency. If
those measures have not been taken by the beneficiary country, the Commission may

decide to cancel all or part of the Community contribution to the programme.

PRE-FINANCING

Pre-financing shall in principle represent 50% of the Community contribution to the
programme concerned and it may be paid in yearly instalments. That rate may be
raised if the national authorising officer demonstrates that the resulting amount will
not cover the pre-financing of the contracts and grants signed at national level.
Payments for the participation in Community programmes and agencies may amount
to 100% of the Community contribution relating to this participation.

The amount to be pre-financed shall be calculated as the sum of the estimate of the
amount to be contracted by year, and the actual amount for which contractual
obligations have been entered into in the previous years. With the exception of that
concerning participation in Community programmes and agencies, pre-financing shall
only be paid once the first tender or call for proposals is launched.

The total amount paid as pre-financing shall be reimbursed to the Commission if no
payment application for the programme concerned is sent within 15 months of the date
on which the Commission pays the first pre-financing amount. The Community
contribution to the programme concerned shall not be affected by such reimbursement.

The total pre-financing amount shall be cleared at the latest when the programme is
closed. Throughout the lifetime of the programme, the national authorising officer
shall use the pre-financing payment only to pay the Community contribution to
expenditure in compliance with Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007.

INTERIM PAYMENTS

If it appears that the rules applicable have not been complied with or that Community
funds have been improperly used, the Commission may reduce interim payments to
the beneficiary country, or temporarily suspend them, in accordance with the
provisions of Article 46 of Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007. It shall inform the beneficiary
country accordingly.
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The suspension or reduction of interim payments shall comply with the principle of
proportionality and shall be without prejudice to the decisions of conformity and
clearance-of-account decisions and financial corrections.

REALLOCATION OF FUNDS

The national authorizing officer may request a reallocation of funds within the same
programme following a recommendation from the IPA monitoring Committee.

The reallocation requested shall be submitted to the Commission for approval.

STAFF, LOCATION AND OPERATIONAL COSTS OF THE NATIONAL
FUND AND THE OTHER BODIES AND AUTHORITIES

The beneficiary country shall ensure that at its own cost the availability of the
necessary human resources for the timely and correct execution of the tasks entrusted
to the bodies and authorities designated under Article 21 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation.

The beneficiary country shall provide at its own costs the necessary premises, office
furniture and other facilities for the aforementioned bodies and authorities.

The operational costs of those bodies and authorities shall be borne by the beneficiary
country, with the exception of the cost referred to in Article 94(1)(f) of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

BANK ACCOUNTS

The National Fund shall for each programme open up a separate euro bank account in
the Central Bank or in a Government guaranteed bank account. The account shall, in
principle, be interest-generating.

Any interest earned on any of the component-specific euro accounts remains the
property of the beneficiary country. Interest generated by the financing by the
Community of a programme shall be posted exclusively to that programme, being
regarded as a resource for the beneficiary country in the form of a national public
contribution, and shall be declared to the Commission whenever a payment application
is submitted to the Commission.

The bank account shall be operated on the basis of a double signature system,
requiring the signatures of the national authorizing officer and a senior accounting
officer.

The national fund shall communicate to the Commission all relevant information on
the accounts at the national fund as well as on all other accounts in the implementing
agencies and others to which IPA funds have been transferred. Relevant information
encompasses the name and address of the bank, the account number, the names of the
account holders, the interest rates and any other information that the Commission
deems appropriate.
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ACCOUNTING AND AUDITS

The national fund shall operate an accounting system covering all contractual and
other financial operations pertaining to all IPA financed programmes.

The accounts and operations of all relevant operating structures/implementing
agencies and authorities may be checked at regular intervals by an outside auditor
contracted by the Commission without prejudice to the responsibilities of the
Commission and the European Court of Auditors as referred to in the Framework
Agreement.

All documents related to a given programme shall be retained by the beneficiary
country for at least three years after the closure of the programme. This period shall be
interrupted either in case of legal proceedings or at the duly motivated request of the
Commission.

By way of derogation from paragraph 3 above, written records of the entire
procurement, grant award and contracting procedure shall be retained by the operating
structure for a period of at least seven years from the payment of the balance of the
contract.

REPORTING

(1)The operating structures of the beneficiary countries participating in a cross-border

programme shall send the Commission and the respective national IPA co-ordinators
an annual report and a final report on the implementation of the cross-border
programme after examination by the joint monitoring committee.

The reports shall also be sent to the respective national authorising officers.

The annual report shall be submitted by 30 June each year and for the first time in the
second year following the adoption of the cross-border programme.

The final report shall be submitted at the latest 6 months after the closure of the cross-
border programme.

(2)The reports referred to in paragraph 1 shall include the following information:

(a) the progress made in implementing the cross-border programme and priorities
in relation to their specific, verifiable targets, with a quantification, wherever
and whenever they lend themselves to quantification, using the indicators
referred to in Article 94(1)(d) of the IPA Implementing Regulation at the level
of the priority axis;

(b) detailed information about the financial implementation of the cross-border
programme;

(c) the steps taken by the operating structures and/or the joint monitoring
committee to ensure the quality and effectiveness of implementation, in
particular:

- monitoring and evaluation measures, including data collection
arrangements,

- a summary of any significant problems encountered in implementing the
cross-border programme and any measures taken;

- the use made of technical assistance;
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(d) the measures taken to provide information on and publicise the cross-border
programme.

Where appropriate, the information referred to in points (a) to (d) of this paragraph
may be provided in summary form.

Information referred to in point (c) need not be included if there has been no
significant modification since the previous report

ROADMAP FOR DECENTRALISATION WITH EX-POST CONTROLS

The Beneficiary country shall establish a roadmap with indicative benchmarks and time
limits to achieve decentralisation without ex ante controls by the Commission.

The Commission shall monitor the implementation of the roadmap mentioned in
paragraph 1, and shall take due account of the results achieved by the beneficiary
country in this context, in particular in the provision of assistance and in the negotiation
process. The roadmap to achieve decentralization without ex ante controls may refer to
a phased waiver of different types of ex-ante control.

The Beneficiary country shall keep the Commission regularly updated with the progress
made in the implementation of this roadmap.

TREATMENT OF RECEIPTS

Receipts for the purposes of IPA include revenue earned by an operation, during the
period of its co-financing, from sales, rentals, service enrolment/fees or other
equivalent receipts with the exception of:

(a) receipts generated through the economic lifetime of the co-financed
investments in the case of investments in firms;

(b) receipts generated within the framework of a financial engineering measure,
including venture capital and loan funds, guarantee funds, leasing;

(©) where applicable, contributions from the private sector to the co-financing of
operations, which shall be shown alongside public contribution in the financing
tables of the programme.

Receipts as defined in paragraph 1 above represent income which shall be deducted
from the amount of eligible expenditure for the operation concerned. No later than the
closure of the programme, such receipts shall be deducted from the relevant
operation's eligibility expenditure in their entirety or pro-rata, depending on whether
they were generated entirely or only in part by the co-financed operation.

ELIGIBILITY OF EXPENDITURE

Expenditure under the programme in Annex A shall be eligible for Community
contribution if it has actually been incurred after the signature of this Financing
Agreement.

By way of derogation from paragraph 1, written records of the entire procurement,
grant award and contracting procedure shall be retained by the operating structure for
a period of at least seven years from the payment of the balance of the contract.

DESIGNATION AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PROGRAMME
AUTHORISING OFFICERS

The national authorizing officer shall, after consulting the national IPA co-ordinator,
designate programme authorizing officers to head the implementing agencies. They
shall be officials within the state administration of the Beneficiary and shall be
responsible for the activities mentioned in Section 6(b) of Annex A to the Framework
Agreement, in accordance with Article 8(3) of the Framework Agreement and with
Article 11(3) of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Programme authorizing officers shall designate officials within the national
administration as senior programme officers. Under the overall responsibility of the
programme authorizing officer concerned, senior programme officers shall carry out
the following tasks:

(a) be responsible for the technical aspect of the operations within the line
ministries;

(b) assist the programme authorizing officers in the good and timely preparation and
implementation of operations at technical level;
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(c) be in charge of the co-ordination within each priority axis set down in the
Beneficiary's project proposal.

DETAILED RULES ON THE ACCREDITATION OF THE OPERATING
STRUCTURES

Where Community funds have been managed by existing national bodies in the
Beneficiary under Regulation (EEC) No 3906/89 or Regulation (EC) No 2500/2001
prior to the date of entry into force of the IPA Implementing Regulation, those bodies
(hereinafter referred to as the "existing national bodies") shall manage funds under the
cross—border co—operation component, until the Commission adopts a Decision on
conferral of management powers.

In no case the existing national bodies can manage funds under the cross—border co—
operation component without a conferral of management powers by the Commission
in accordance with the IPA Implementing Regulation for more than one year from the
entry into force of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

The Commission shall decide whether to confer management powers on the existing
national bodies in particular having regard to the list of deviations submitted in
accordance with paragraph 4 and the decision taken by the national authorizing officer
in accordance with paragraph 5.

The national authorizing officer shall carry out an assessment of the operating
structure, which include the existing national bodies, with regard to the requirements
referred to in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. In particular, he/she
shall establish a list of any requirements under the IPA Implementing Regulation, as
set out in Article 11 therein, which the operating structure does not comply with,
based on an opinion of an external auditor functionally independent from all actors in
the management and control system. The list of deviations shall be sent to the
Commission at the latest four months after the entry into force of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

Where the non-compliance referred to in paragraph 4 is deemed to be compatible with
the efficient and effective functioning of the operating structures, the national
authorizing officer may decide to accredit the bodies concerned.

At the latest five months after the entry into force of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, he/she shall send to the Commission a decision relating to the
accreditation of the bodies concerned. This decision shall include a roadmap, with
time bound objectives, laying down the steps to be taken to remedy the non-
compliance as set out in the list referred to in paragraph 4. The roadmap shall be
agreed by the Commission.

Where the non-compliance referred to in paragraph 6 is not deemed to be compatible
with the efficient and effective functioning of an operating structure, the national
authorizing officer shall proceed to establish an accreditation for the operating
structure concerned, in accordance with the provisions of Article 13 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.
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DETAILED RULES ON THE CONFERRAL OF MANAGEMENT POWERS BY
THE COMMISSION

In the event that the Commission decides to confer management powers on the
"existing national bodies" mentioned in Section 17 (1) above, the Commission may lay
down further conditions on the national authorities. In the event of further conditions,
the Commission shall set a time limit for compliance by the national authorities for the
conferral of management powers to remain effective. The Commission Decision shall
also lay down the list of ex-ante controls mentioned in Article 12(4) of Annex B.

Irrespective of the national authorizing officer's decision, the Commission may decide
to maintain, suspend or withdraw the conferral of management powers on any of the
bodies concerned at any time.

At all stages, the national authorizing officer shall ensure that all the information
required by the Commission is provided by the Beneficiary.

FUTHER PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
CROSS-BORDER PROGRAMMES

The operating structures in each participating beneficiary country shall include one
implementing agency which shall be established within the national administration or
under its direct control.

The national authorising officer in each participating beneficiary country shall, after
consulting the national IPA co-ordinator, designate a programme authorising officer to
head the implementing agency.

The programme authorizing officers shall be officials of the State administration of the
beneficiary countries. He/she shall be responsible for the activities carried out by the
implementing agency.

The implementing agencies shall be responsible for the tendering and contracting,
payments accounting and financial reporting aspects of the procurement of services,
supplies, works and grants for the part the cross-border programme concerning the
respective country.
