Poslovnika Hrvatskoga sabora (Narodne
novine, broj 81/2013), Vlada Republike Hrvatske podnosi Prijedlog zakona o potvrdivanju
Sporazuma o financiranju izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Europske komisije koji se odnosi
na Program prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska — Crna Gora u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na
suradnja programa IPA, za 2012. godinu, s Kona¢nim prijedlogom zakona za hitni postupak.

Za svoje predstavnike, koji ¢e u njezino ime sudjelovati u radu Hrvatskoga
sabora i njegovih radnih tijela, Vlada je odredila prof. dr. sc. Branka Gr¢€i¢a, potpredsjednika
Vlade Republike Hrvatske i ministra regionalnoga razvoja i fondova Europske unije, dr. sc.
Jak$u Puljiza, zamjenika ministra regionalnoga razvoja i fondova Europske unije, te Helgu
Bubanovi¢ Dev¢i¢ 1 Matiju Derka, pomo¢nike ministra regionalnoga razvoja i fondova

l. USTAVNA OSNOVA ZA DONOSENJE ZAKONA

Ustavna osnova za donosenje ovoga Zakona o potvrdivanju Sporazuma o financiranju
izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Europske komisije koji se odnosi na Program
prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska - Crna Gora u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja
programa IPA, za 2012. godinu (u daljnjem tekstu: Sporazum o financiranju) sadrzana je u
¢lanku 140. stavku 1. Ustava Republike Hrvatske (Narodne novine, broj 85/2010 — proc¢isc¢eni
tekst).

1. OCJENA STANJA I CILJ KOJI SE ZAKONOM ZELI POSTICI

Vlada Republike Hrvatske i Europska komisija su 27. kolovoza 2007. godine sklopile
Okvirni sporazum izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Komisije Europskih zajednica o
pravilima za suradnju u svezi financijske pomo¢i Europske zajednice Republici Hrvatskoj u
provedbi pomo¢i u okviru Instrumenta pretprisutne pomoc¢i (IPA) kojeg je Hrvatski sabor
potvrdio 3. listopada 2007. Godine (Narodne novine — Medunarodni ugovori, broj 10/2007 - u
daljnjem tekstu: Okvirni sporazum). Okvirni sporazum odreduje opca pravila suradnje i
provedbe pomoc¢i Europske unije u okviru Instrumenta pretpristupne pomoci (IPA).

Dana 12. prosinca 2007. godine, Europska komisija je Odlukom broj C(2007)6139
usvojila visegodi$nji ,,Program prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska - Crna Gora za 2007. —
2013. te isti izmijenila Odlukom C(2012)9261 od 11. prosinca 2012. godine. Istom Odlukom
od 11. prosinca 2012. godine, Komisija je usvojila Prijedlog financiranja za Program
prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska — Crna Gora za 2012. godinu (dalje u tekstu: Program). Dio
ovog Programa koji se odnosi na Republiku Hrvatsku ¢e se provoditi pomocu
decentraliziranog upravljanja.

Za provedbu navedenog Programa nuzno je da Republika Hrvatska i Europska
komisija sklope Sporazum o financiranju kako bi se odredili uvjeti za provedbu pomoci
Europske unije, pravila i postupci u vezi s isplatom povezanom s takvom pomo¢i 1 uvjeti
prema kojima ¢e se upravljati tom pomo¢i.

Cilj Programa je poboljSanje kvalitete zivota u pogranicnom podru¢ju izmedu
Hrvatske 1 Crne Gore usmjeravanjem paznje na aktivnosti koje mogu potaknuti lokalni razvoj
opcenito i povecanje razine suradnje. Svrha Programa posti¢ ¢e se kroz ostvarivanje sljedecih
prioriteta:

1) stvaranje povoljnih okolisnih i socioekonomskih uvjeta kroz unaprijedenje suradnje
u zajednicki odabranim sektorima i dobrosusjedskih odnosa u prihvatljivim
podruc¢jima;

2) tehni¢ka pomoc¢ za povecanje administrativnog kapaciteta u upravljanju i provedbi
programa prekograni¢ne suradnje.

Dodatan cilj Programa je izgraditi kapacitet lokalnih, regionalnih i nacionalnih
institucija za upravljanje EU programima te ih pripremiti za upravljanje buducim
prekograni¢énim programima u okviru cilja 3 kohezijske politike Europske unije, Europska
teritorijalna suradnja.
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Tehnicki, pravni i administrativni okvir u kojem ¢e se u Republici Hrvatskoj provoditi
mjere financirane iz Programa u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA,
za 2012. godinu odreden je Okvirnim sporazumom. Sporazum o financiranju ureduje detaljne
uvjete potrebne za isporuku pomoci Europske unije, pravila i postupke u svezi s isplatom
vezanom uz ovu pomo¢, kao i uvjete pod kojima ¢e se upravljati tom pomoci.

Vlada Republike Hrvatske donijela je na sjednici odrzanoj 13. lipnja 2013. godine
Odluku o pokretanju postupka za sklapanje Sporazuma o financiranju izmedu Vlade
Republike Hrvatske i Europske komisije koji se odnosi na Program prekograni¢ne suradnje
Hrvatska - Crna Gora u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA, za 2012.
godinu aktom, klase: 022-03/13-11/80, urbroja: 50301-05/05-13-2.

Sporazum o financiranju predstavlja sporazum standardnog sadrzaja i oblika na
temelju kojeg se mogu primiti sredstva za projekte, kakav Europska komisija obi¢no sklapa s
drzavama primateljicama pomo¢i Europske unije.

Sporazum o financiranju sadrzi Dodatak A ,,Program prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska
- Crna Gora u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2012. i 2013.
godinu“ u kojem je opisan program koji ¢e se financirati, Dodatak B ,,Okvirni sporazum
izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Komisije Europskih zajednica o pravilima za suradnju u
svezi financijske pomo¢i Europske zajednice Republici Hrvatskoj u provedbi pomoci u okviru
Instrumenta pretpristupne pomoc¢i (IPA)“ od 27. kolovoza 2007. godine i Dodatak C
,Dodatni uvjeti za provedbu pomoc¢i Europske unije u kojem su navedene daljnje obveze,
funkcije i zajedni¢ke odgovornosti odnosnih struktura, direkcija i tijela koje nisu uredene
Okvirnim sporazumom, kao i detaljna pravila o akreditaciji operativnih struktura i prijenosu
upravljackih ovlasti od strane Komisije.

Provedba programa IPA - komponenta Prekograni¢na suradnja za 2012. godinu
odvijat ¢e se prema tzv. decentraliziranom modelu, §to podrazumijeva da institucije nadlezne
za upravljanje programom (upravljacka tijela i/ili provedbene agencije za odredenu
komponentu) raspolazu sredstvima Europske unije. Pradenje i vrednovanje programa i
projekata provode se u svrhu sustavnog nadzora nad provedbom 1 procjene ucinka
dogovorenih aktivnosti i mjera, te sluZze kao korektivni mehanizam u slu¢aju neispunjavanja
predvidenih rezultata ili nepoStivanja dogovorenih rokova. Za poslove financijskog
upravljanja zaduZen je Nacionalni fond Ministarstva financija koji djeluje kao riznica za
prihvat sredstava Europske unije, odobravanje prijenosa sredstava operativnim strukturama ili
krajnjim korisnicima, te za financijsku kontrolu utro$enih sredstava.

Sporazum o financiranju je u ime Europske komisije 16. sije¢nja 2013. godine
potpisala Alexandra Cas Granje, direktorica, a u ime Vlade Republike Hrvatske 13. lipnja
2013. godine potpisao je Matija Derk, pomoc¢nik ministra regionalnoga razvoja i fondova
Europske unije, u svojstvu Nacionalnog koordinatora programa IPA.

I1l.  OSNOVNA PITANJA KOJA SE PREDLAZU UREDITI ZAKONOM

Ovim Zakonom potvrduje se Sporazum o financiranju kako bi njegove odredbe u
skladu s ¢lankom 141. Ustava Republike Hrvatske (Narodne novine, broj 85/2010 —
procisceni tekst), postale dio unutarnjeg pravnog poretka Republike Hrvatske.

Potvrdivanjem Sporazuma o financiranju stvara se pravna osnova za bespovratno
koriStenje financijskih sredstava za projekte pomo¢i Programa.

Zakonom se utvrduje nacin osiguranja financijskih sredstava potrebnih radi
izvr§avanja Sporazuma o financiranju, odnosno provedbe Zakona i odreduje sredis$nje tijelo
drzavne uprave nadlezno za provedbu Zakona. Zakonom se takoder utvrduje nacin objave
podatka o stupanju na snagu Sporazuma o financiranju te dan stupanja na snagu Zakona.
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IV. OCJENA SREDSTAVA POTREBNIH ZA PROVEDBU OVOGA ZAKONA

Provedba ovoga Zakona zahtijeva osiguranje dodatnih financijskih sredstava u
drzavnom proracunu Republike Hrvatske. Za provedbu ovoga Zakona osiguran je financijski
doprinos Republike Hrvatske u svrhu sufinanciranja odredenih projekata koji proizlaze iz
Sporazuma o financiranju u prora¢unu Ministarstva regionalnoga razvoja i fondova Europske
unije.

Ukupna vrijednost Programa u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa
IPA, za 2012. godinu iznosi 8.991.180,00 kuna (1.198.824,00 cura), od ¢ega je za Republiku
Hrvatsku predvideno 4.495.590,00 kuna (599.412,00 eura).

Vrijednost koja je predvidena darovnicom Europske unije Republici Hrvatskoj iznosi
3.750.000,00kuna (500.000,00 eura), dok ¢e se ostatak iznosa osigurati od strane krajnjih
korisnika projekata u sklopu Programa 1 u drzavnom proracunu Republike Hrvatske na
poziciji Ministarstva regionalnoga razvoja i fondova Europske unije. Ukupna vrijednost
sufinanciranja iznosi 745.590,00 kuna (99.412,00 eura) od ¢ega Ministarstvo regionalnoga
razvoja i fondova Europske unije osigurava 150.000,00 kuna (20.000,00 eura).

Troskovi sufinanciranja koje osigurava Ministarstvo regionalnoga razvoja i fondova
Europske unije ulaze u redovna proracunska sredstva Ministarstva u 2013. i 2014. godini.

V. PRIJEDLOG ZA DONOSENJE ZAKONA PO HITNOM POSTUPKU

Temelj za donoSenje ovoga Zakona po hitnom postupku nalazi se u ¢lanku 204. stavku
1. Poslovnika Hrvatskoga sabora (Narodne novine, broj 81/2013) i to u drugim osobito
opravdanim drZavnim razlozima. S obzirom na to da ovaj Sporazum o financiranju stupa na
snagu na dan kada Europska komisija primi pisanu obavijest o tome da su ispunjeni unutarnji
pravni uvjeti u Republici Hrvatskoj za njegovo stupanje na snagu, a §to znaci da se prije toga
ne moze pokrenuti provedba projekata koji ¢e ovim Sporazumom o financiranju biti
financirani, postoji opravdani interes za njegovim S§to skorijim stupanjem na snagu.

S obzirom na prirodu postupka potvrdivanja medunarodnih ugovora, kojim drzava i
formalno izrazava spremnost da bude obvezana ve¢ potpisanim medunarodnim ugovorom,
kao 1 na ¢injenicu da se u ovoj fazi postupka, u pravilu, ne mogu izvrsiti izmjene ili dopune
teksta medunarodnog ugovora, predlaze se ovaj Zakon raspraviti i prihvatiti po hitnom
postupku, objedinjavajuéi prvo i drugo Citanje.

2 Sazetak
2.1 Uvod

2.1.1 Povezanosts VIPD-om

Visegodis$nji indikativni planski dokument (VIPD) za razdoblje 2011. — 2013. za komponentu
Il — Prekograni¢na suradnja utvrduje strateski okvir za programe koji se financiraju unutar
navedene komponente 1 to: programi prekogranicne suradnje izmedu drZava
kandidatkinja/potencijalnih kandidatkinja (na unutarnjim granicama Zapadnog Balkana) i
prekograni¢na suradnja izmedu njih i susjednih drZava ¢lanica EU.

IPA prekograni¢na suradnja kombinira koheziju i ciljeve vanjske suradnje uzimajuéi u obzir
specifiéne individualne potrebe pograni¢nih regija. Prekograni¢ne viSegodisnje programe
zajednicki pripremaju partnerske drzave. Prioriteti IPA pomo¢i za prekograni¢nu suradnju su
sljedeci:

e podupiranje prekogranicne gospodarske, drustvene 1 teritorijalne suradnje u
pograni¢nim podru¢jima s ciljem poticanja drustveno-ekonomskog razvoja
pograni¢nih regija;

e definiranje zajednickih izazova u podru¢jima kao Sto su zaStita okoliSa, prirodna i
kulturna bastina, javno zdravstvo, prevencija 1 borba protiv organiziranog kriminala;

e osiguravanje u€inkovitih i sigurnih granica;
e promicanje zajednickih lokalnih aktivnosti malog opsega ("people-to-people™);
e mreze za podrsku, dostupnost i stanje pripravnosti u hitnim sluc¢ajevima.

2.1.2 Proces programiranja

Proces razrade IPA prekograni¢nog programa izmedu Hrvatske i Crne Gore odvijao se od
veljace do svibnja 2007. godine. Osim predstavnika lokalnih, regionalnih i nacionalnih vlasti
ukljucenih u ¢lanstvo Zajednickog odbora za programiranje (ZOP) i Zajedni¢kog odbora za
programiranje (ZOP), provedene su aktivnosti s ciljem savjetovanja sa Sirim partnerstvom
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javnog, civilnog 1 privatnog sektora kroz regionalne radionice i provodenje anketa. ZOP je
prihvatio zavrs$ni nacrt dokumenta o programiranju 28. svibnja 2007. godine.

U skladu s ¢lankom 93. stavak 1 IPA Provedbene uredbe, te na inicijativu Komisije i u dogovoru
s drzavama sudionicama, program je izmijenjen i dopunjen kako bi se azurirao plan financiranja
za 2012. i 2013. godinu, prema reviziji Visegodisnjeg indikativnog financijskog okvira za
razdoblje od 2011. do 2013. godine. Revidirani program usvojio je Zajedni¢ki nadzorni odbor
(ZNO) 05. prosinca 2011. godine.

2.1.3 Popis prihvatljivih i pridruZenih podrucja

U Hrvatskoj se prihvatljivo podruc¢je prema c¢lanku 88. IPA provedbene uredbe sastoji od
jedne zupanije: Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zupanije (statisti¢ka regija koja odgovara NUTS Il
klasifikaciji).

U Crnoj Gori prihvatljivo podruc¢ja prema ¢lanku 88. IPA provedbene uredbe ¢ini 7 opéina:
Herceg Novi, Kotor, Tivat, Budva, Bar, Ulcinj i Cetinje.

U Hrvatskoj je pridruzeno podrucje prema c¢lanku 97. IPA provedbene uredbe Splitsko-
dalmatinska zupanija (statisticka regija koja odgovara NUTS III klasifikaciji).

U Crnoj Gori su pridruzena podrucja prema clanku 97. IPA provedbene uredbe opéine Niksic,
Podgorica i Danilovgrad.

2.2 Opdi cilj(evi) programa

Op¢i je cilj programa unaprijediti kvalitetu Zivota u prekogranicnom podru¢ju izmedu
Hrvatske i Crne Gore.

Dodatni cilj programa je izgraditi sposobnost lokalnih, regionalnih i nacionalnih institucija
radi upravljanja programima EK i pripremiti ih za upravljanje budu¢im prekograni¢nim
programima u okviru cilja 3 strukturnih fondova EU.

Visegodis$nji indikativni planski dokument za Hrvatsku za razdoblje od 2011. — 2013. godine
ukazuje na to da ¢e prekograni¢na suradnja, kojom se upravlja kroz komponentu II., podrzati
Hrvatsku u prekograni¢noj i transnacionalnoj te medu-regionalnoj suradnji s drzavama
¢lanicama EU i IPA drzavama korisnicama. Ona ¢e biti usmjerena na unapredenje potencijala
za turizam, stvaranje bliskijih veza izmedu pograni¢nih podrucja i potpora zajednickim
aktivnostima zastite okolisa.

Visegodisnji indikativni programski dokument za Crnu Goru za isto razdoblje podrzati ¢e
programe prekograni¢ne suradnje sa susjednim drZzavama kandidatkinjama i potencijalnim
drzavama kandidatkinjama 1 sa drZavama ¢lanicama.

Program je uskladen s glavnim nacionalnim sektorskim strategijama u Hrvatskoj i Crnoj Gori.

S obzirom na ograni¢ena sredstva koja su dostupna u okviru programa IPA za razdoblje 2007.
— 2013., odluceno je da se nece rjeSavati problemi kao §to je nerazvijena infrastruktura,
razlike izmedu urbanih 1 ruralnih podrucja, niska zaposljivost radne snage, itd., ve¢ da ¢e se
paznja usmjeriti na »meke« aktivnosti koje mogu potaknuti lokalni razvoj op¢enito i povecati
razinu suradnje.
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2.3 Prioritetne osi, povezane mjere i njihovi posebni aspekti koji se odnose
na provedbu proracuna za 2012. i 2013. godinu

Prioriteti 1 mjere koji su definirani u ovom prekogranicnom programu strukturirani su na
takav nacin da poStuju i omogucuju provedbu posebnih ciljeva. Jedan prioritet utvrden je za
intervencije prekograni¢ne suradnje. Horizontalni prioritet je usmjeren na tehnicku pomoc,
osiguranje u¢inkovitog upravljanja i provedbu programa.

U pogledu Hrvatske, pazit ¢e se na to da nema operativnog ili financijskog preklapanja,
ukljucujuéi razinu sudionika, s nekom od mjera koje su dio Operativnih programa za
Hrvatsku u okviru IPA Komponenti Il1, 1V i V (regionalni, ljudski potencijali i poljoprivreda i
ruralni razvoj).

Svaki prekograni¢ni program ¢e ustanoviti prihvatljiva pravila za odabir operacija koje ¢e
osigurati iste uvjete prihvatljivosti za sli¢ne aktivnosti, istovremeno posStujuéi standarde
Zajednice, gdje je to relevantno, izmedu razliCitih prekograni¢nih programa i ostalih
komponenti IPA-e.

Prioritet 1: Stvaranje povoljnih okolisnih i socio-gospodarskih uvjeta u programskom
podrulju kroz unapredenje suradnje u zajednicki odabranim sektorima i dobrosusjedskih
odnosa u prihvatljivim podrudjima.

Ovaj prioritet je odgovor na probleme koji su sli¢ni, a u nekim slucajevima i zajednicki za
obje strane granice. ZaStita i upravljanje prirodnim bogatstvima, kao §to su nacionalni
parkovi, 1 kulturna bastina smatraju se jednim od klju¢nih potencijala za prekograni¢nu
suradnju. Sektor turizma, Kkoji je jedna od glavnih gospodarskih djelatnosti u programskom
podrudju, jos$ je jedan sektor sa znaCajnim potencijalom. Da bi se oslobodio ovaj potencijal,
treba rjeSavati probleme okolisa, posebice gospodarenje otpadom 1 kontrolu oneciscenja.

Prioritet 1 provodit ¢e se kroz 3 mjere:

Mjera 1: zajednicke mjere za zastitu okolisa, prirode i kulturne bastine.

Mjera podrZava uspostavljanje prekogranicnih mreza za zajedniCku zastitu okoliSa, prirode i
kulturne bastine te time i1 za iznalaZenje rjeSenja za zajednicke probleme okoliSa. Takve
povezane aktivnosti mogu ukljucivati gospodarenje otpadom (i komunalnim i otpadnim
vodama) 1 efikasnu uporabu vode ukljucujuéi usvajanje efikasnih vodnih tehnologija sa
smanjenjem pritiska na vodne resurse ili pronalazenje nafina za smanjenje onecisS¢enja tla i
mora. Mjera takoder podupire i zajednicke intervencije u vezi s ekoloSkim prijetnjama ili
prirodnim katastrofama kao §to su pozari, koji su ucestala pojava na ovom podrucju. Podrska
¢e dati prednost mjerama koje nastoje uvesti inovativna rjeSenja i strategije za zastitu okolisa 1
zaStitu prirodne 1 kulturne bastine.

Mjera 2: zajednicke mjere u podrucju turizma i kulturnog prostora

Druga mjera podrzava aktivnosti povezane s turizmom i kulturnim prostorom. Usmjerena je
na poticanje gospodarskog razvoja programskog podru¢ja kroz podrSku mjerama i
inicijativama povezanim s pruzanjem usluga povezanih s turizmom. Te usluge mogu biti,
npr.: obrazovni programi za zaposlenike u sektoru turizma, podrSka razvoju novih turistickih
proizvoda, dobivanje certifikata kvalitete za lokalne proizvode 1 usluge, zajednicke
marketinske inicijative, itd.

Treca mjera, mali projekti razvoja prekograni¢nih zajednica, usmjerena je na unapredenje
suradnje medu ljudima, obrazovnim institucijama i organizacijama civilnoga drusStva na obje
strane granice u svrhu poticanja razvoja zajednica i poboljSanja medususjedskih odnosa.
Podrzavati ¢e mjere people-to-people u podru¢jima kao Sto su kultura, turizam i obrazovanje,
a posebnu paznju ¢e posvetiti uklju¢ivanju marginaliziranih skupina, civilnom drustvu i
lokalnoj demokraciji. Primjeri aktivnosti su: zajednicki prekograni¢ni obrazovni programi,
suradnja izmedu nacionalnih manjina, mjere podrske lokalnoj demokraciji, stvaranje
prekograni¢nih kulturnih mreza, itd.

Osim toga, mjera ¢e podrzati pruzanje strucnih savjeta Zajedni¢kom nadzornom
odboru za planiranje i provedbu evaluacije programa.

Za Prioritete 1 1 2 provizorno se predvida da dva ugovarateljna tijela objave zajednicki poziv
na dostavu projektnih prijedloga ukljuc¢ujuci sve mjere koje se ticu ukupnog iznosa sredstava
za godine 2012. i 2013. u prvoj 2013. godine.

Kljuéni kriteriji za odabir 1 dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava utvrdeni su u Praktiénom vodicu
za procedure ugovaranja vanjskih pomo¢i EU (PRAG-u). Detaljni kriteriji odabira i dodjele
bespovratnih sredstava bit ¢e utvrdeni u sluzbenoj natjecajnoj dokumentaciji — paketu za
prijavitelje (Smjernice za prijavitelje).

Stecena iskustva

Obje zemlje stekle su iskustvo iz prethodnog ukljucivanja u programe prekograni¢ne
suradnje, posebice one koji ukljucuju drzave clanice koje imaju ve¢ utvrdenu praksu
prekograni¢ne suradnje koja se moze prenijeti na zemlje s manje iskustva. Kao rezultat toga
podru¢ja koja grani¢e s drzavama clanicama imaju mnogo vecu sposobnost i znanje o
projektima prekograni¢ne suradnje nego podrucja koja granice s drzavama koje nisu ¢lanice.
To se pokazalo tijekom provedbe CARDS-a 2004 ,,Program suradnje pograni¢nih podrucja®,
kad su susjedna podrucja Hrvatske, Bosne i Hercegovine, Srbije i Crne Gore po prvi put imale
priliku aplicirati za male projekte prekograni¢ne suradnje. Opcenito je postojao nedostatak
znanja o tome kako pripremiti i upravljati projektima, a lokalnim dionicima je bilo teSko naci
partnere na drugoj strani granice.

Dosadasnje iskustvo sa suradnjom medu pograni¢nim podru¢jima ukazuje na to da je dobra
pripremna faza, ukljucujuci podizanje svijesti i osposobljavanje prije pokretanja aktivnosti, od
presudne vaznosti za neposredni rezultat programa.

Tematska evaluacija programa prekogranicne suradnje u okviru programa PHARE dovela je
do zakljucka da je vecina projekata imala jasan utjecaj na jedan dio pograni¢nog podrucja, ali
da su zajednicki projekti bili prije izuzetak nego pravilo. Iz toga proizlazi vaZznost da se
osigura da projekti budu rezultat zajednickih lokalnih ili regionalnih inicijativa.

6.4 Preventivhe mjere

Hrvatska ¢e osigurati istrazivanje 1 u¢inkovito postupanje sa sumnjivim slucajevima prijevare
1 nepravilnosti te osigurava funkcioniranje mehanizama kontrole i izvjes¢ivanja koji su
jednaki onima iz Uredbe Komisije br. 1828/2006". Svi sumnjivi ili stvarni slucajevi prijevare
i nepravilnosti, kao i sve poduzete mjere u vezi s njima, moraju se prijaviti sluzbama
Komisije bez odgadanja. Ukoliko nema sumnjivih ili stvarnih slucajeva prijevare ili
nepravilnosti za prijaviti, drzava korisnica izvjeStava Komisiju o toj ¢injenici u roku dva
mjeseca nakon zavrSetka svakog tromjesecja.

Nepravilnost ¢e oznacavati svako krSenje odredbe vazecih pravila i ugovora, kao posljedica
radnje ili propusta gospodarskog subjekta, a koje ima, ili moze imati za posljedicu uc¢inak na
op¢i proracun Europske unije kroz neopravdanu troskovnu stavku za opéi proracun.

Prijevara ¢e oznacavati svaku namjernu radnju ili propust koji se odnosi na: uporabu ili
predstavljanje laznih, neto¢nih ili nepotpunih izjava ili dokumenta, ¢ija je posljedica krivo
doznacavanje ili protuzakonito zadrzavanje sredstava iz opéeg prora¢una Europske unije ili
proracuna kojima upravlja Europska unija, ili se njima upravlja u njeno ime; prikrivanje
informacija ¢ime se kr$i odredena obveza s istim udinkom; pogresna primjena takvih
sredstava u svrhe razlicite od onih za koje su prvotno dodijeljena.

Drzava korisnica ¢e poduzeti sve potrebne mjere za sprjeCavanje i suzbijanje slucajeva
aktivne i pasivne korupcije u svim fazama postupka nabave ili postupka dodjele bespovratnih
sredstava, kao i tijekom provedbe odnoshih ugovora.

Aktivna korupcija se definira kao namjerna radnja svake osobe koja obecava ili daje,
neposredno ili putem posrednika, prednost bilo koje vrste nekom sluzbeniku, za njega ili za
trecu stranu, kako bi postupio ili se suzdrzao od postupanja u skladu sa svojom obvezom ili
obavljao svoje funkcije protivno sluzbenim duznostima na nacin koji Steti ili bi mogao Stetiti
financijskim interesima Europske unije.

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obecanje o takvoj prednosti, kako bi djelovao ili se suzdrzao od djelovanja sukladno svojoj
duZznosti ili obavljao svoje funkcije protivno sluzbenim duznostima na nacin koji Steti ili ¢e
vjerojatno Stetiti financijskim interesima Europske unije.

Tijela drzave korisnice, ukljucujuéi osoblje nadlezno za provedbu programa, obvezuju se
takoder poduzeti sve potrebne mjere predostroznosti kako bi se izbjegao rizik od sukoba
interesa, te odmah izvjestavaju Komisiju o svakom sukobu interesa ili situaciji koja bi mogla
dovesti do takvog sukoba.

6.5 Financijski ispravci

Kako bi se osiguralo da se sredstva koriste u skladu s vaze¢im pravilima, Komisija u
Hrvatskoj primjenjuje postupke obracuna ili mehanizme financijskih ispravaka u skladu sa
¢lankom 53.c stavkom 2. Financijske uredbe te kako je navedeno u Okvirnom sporazumu
sklopljenom izmedu Komisije i Hrvatske.

Do financijskog ispravka moze do¢i uslijed sljedeceg:
¢ utvrdivanja konkretne nepravilnosti, ukljucujuéi prijevaru; ili
e utvrdivanja slabosti ili nedostatka u sustavima upravljanja i kontrole drzave korisnice.

Ukoliko Komisija otkrije da su izdaci iz ovog programa nastali na nacin kojim se krSe vazeca
pravila, ona ¢e odluciti koje iznose treba iskljuciti iz financiranja EU.

IzraCune i utvrdivanje svih takvih ispravaka, kao i povezanih povrata, izvrsiti ¢e Komisija
prema Kriterijima i procedurama iz IPA provedbene uredbe.

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1 POGLAVLJE |. UVOD I SAZETAK
1.1 Uvod u program prekograni¢ne suradnje

Ovim se dokumentom opisuje program prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Hrvatske i Crne Gore
koji ¢e se provoditi tijekom razdoblja od 2007. do 2013 godine. Ovaj strateski dokument
temeljen je na zajedniCkom planiranju hrvatske i crnogorske strane. Program podrzava IL
komponentu (prekograni¢na suradnja) Instrumenta za pomoc¢ u pretpristupnom razdoblju EU-
a (IPA), pod kojom je dodijeljeno 2,7 milijuna EUR za prve 3 godine. Povrh toga, malo vise
od 0,5 milijuna EUR osigurat ¢e drzave partneri, uglavnom od korisnika programa u
pograni¢nom podrucju.

Programsko ciljno podrucje zajednicka je hrvatsko-crnogorska granica. Ukljucene jedinice su
teritorijalne jedinice na razini NUTS III u Hrvatskoj 1 opéine u Crnoj Gori. Glavni izazovi u
prekograni¢nom podrucju su utjecaj globalizacije na regionalno gospodarstvo, uvodenje novih
normi kakvoée i pravnih normi kao dio procesa pristupanja EU-u, potreba razvijanja
konkurentskog gospodarstva na temelju znanja i novih tehnologija, bez kojih regija i poslovni
sektor nisu konkurentni protiv vecih trziSta, ekoloski izazovi i izazovi vezani uz ponovno
uspostavljanje drustvenih, kulturnih i1 gospodarskih veza izmedu dvaju drzava, koje su
prekinute zbog rata u devedesetima. Ovaj se program bavi potrebom ponovnog uspostavljanja
1 jacanja prekograni¢nih veza, s ciljem promicanja dobrosusjedskih odnosa i odrzivog
gospodarskog 1 drustvenog razvoja pograni¢nih podru¢ja. Gore navedeno u skladu je s
ciljevima komponente IPA-¢ o prekograni¢noj suradnji (¢lanak 86, Provedbena uredba IPA-

e).

1.2 Programsko podrucje

Programsko se podrucje sastoji od ‘prihvatljivih' i ‘pridruzenih’ podrucja, kako je odredeno u
¢lancima 88. 1 97. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Na sastanku Zajedni¢kog programskog odbora

(vidjeti Poglavlje 1.4), odrzanom 30. ozujka 2007. godine u Kotoru, odluc¢eno je koja su to
podrucja, a navedena su tablici ispod.

Prihvatljiva podrucja u Hrvatskoj su Dubrovacko-neretvanska zupanija, koja s Crnom Gorom
grani¢i na kopnu 1 na moru. Prihvatljiva podruc¢ja u Crnoj Gori su obalne op¢ine Herceg Novi,
Kotor, Tivat, Budva, Bar, Ulcinj i opéina Cetinje, kao jedina op¢ina koja se ne nalazi na obali,
ali je ukljuCena kao prihvatljiva opéina zbog svojih bliskih veza i gravitiranja obalnom
podrucju.

Nadalje, programsko se podrucje Siri na jo$ 1 hrvatsku zupaniju i 3 crnogorske opéine (vidjeti
tablicu iznad). Program je proSiren na ova podrucja zbog toga §to ona pruzaju prihvatljivim
podru¢jima usluge od velike vaznosti (npr. npr. usluge zdravstvene skrbi, obrazovanja,
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istrazivanja i razvoja, kao i usluge prijevoza u smislu povezivanja prihvatljivog podrucja s
nacionalnim i medunarodnim prometnim sustavima) te zbog njihove sli¢nosti s prihvatljivim
podrucjima u smislu demografskih, gospodarskih i zemljopisnih obiljezja. Takoder, njithovim
uklju¢ivanjem u programsko podrucje osiguran je reciprocitet u pogledu broja stanovnika i
veli¢ine povrsine programskog podrucja s obje strane granice.

drzavama koje financira EU, njihovo je iskustvo takve medusobne suradnje ogranic¢eno.
Tijekom razdoblja 2004.-6. samo je shema za dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava ,,Suradnja s
prekogranicnim regijama Srbijom, Crnom Gorom, Bosnom i Hercegovinom* (financirana iz
sredstava CARDS-a 2004. dodijeljenih Hrvatskoj) bila usmjerena na suradnju izmedu drzava
kandidatkinja i drzava potencijalnih kandidatkinja. Ova se shema za dodjelu bespovratnih
sredstava joS uvijek procjenjuje 1 tocan broj potpora koji ¢e biti dodijeljen jos uvijek nije
poznat.

Suradnja izmedu dviju zemalja na drzavnoj razini se pobolj$ava, posebno od kada je Crna

Gora postala neovisna drzava. Do sada je potpisano nekoliko bilateralnih sporazuma (vidjeti
Dodatak I, tablica 1.2).
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1.4 Naucene lekcije

Hrvatski dionici prvi su puta imali priliku sudjelovati u prekograni¢nim projektima 2003. g.
unutar programa prekograni¢ne suradnje s Madarskom, Slovenijom i Italijom. Zahvaljujuci
tim prvim prekograni¢nim projektima, hrvatski su partneri stekli znanja i vjestine od njihovih
prekograni¢nih partnera te izgradili kapacitete za samostalnu izradu i provedbu projekata
prekograni¢ne suradnje u buduénosti.

S uvodenjem Novog partnerstva za susjedstvo 2004.-2006. povecala su se raspoloziva
sredstva za hrvatske partnere 1 time se takoder povecao interes mnogih lokalnih dionika duz
granica s Madarskom, Slovenijom i Italijom.

U prvim pozivima na dostavu prijedloga projekata unutar Programa za susjedstvo
Slovenija/Madarska/Hrvatska 1 Jadranskog programa za susjedstvo, brojne su se opéine i
organizacije civilnog drustva uspjeSno ukljucile u prekograni¢nu suradnju s njihovim
partnerima, dokazujuci svoj kapacitet za izradu i provedbu projekata koje financira EU.

U drugom krugu poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata unutar dva Programa za susjedstvo
dostavljen je ¢ak i veci broj prijedloga projekata. Medutim, samo je mali broj prijava bio
zadovoljavajuce kakvoce.

Stoga se moze zakljuditi da postoje odredeni interes i kapaciteti u podru¢jima koja granice s
drzavama ¢lanicama. Te je kapacitete ipak potrebno ojacati, posebno imajuéi u vidu povecana
sredstava raspoloziva unutar programa prekograni¢ne suradnje IPA.

S druge pak strane, hrvatski dionici na isto¢nim granicama (sa drzavama neclanicama) imaju
vrlo ograni¢eno iskustvo u prekograni¢noj suradnji. Hrvatske Zupanije koje grani¢e s Bosnom
i Hercegovinom, Srbijom i Crnom Gorom imale su prvu priliku prijaviti se za male projekte
prekograni¢ne suradnje u drugoj polovici 2006. g. Ocito je iz ovog iskustva da postoji opéi
manjak znanja i kapaciteta za izradu i upravljanje projektima te da su lokalni dionici imali
poteskoca u pronalazenju partnera s druge strane granice.

Moze se zakljuciti da Zupanije koje granice sa drzavama ¢lanicama imaju viSe kapaciteta za 1
viSe iskustva u prekograni¢noj suradnji od Zupanija koje granic¢e sa drzavama ne-Clanicama,
¢ije je iskustvo jo§ uvijek minimalno ili uopée ne postoji. Unutar dosadasnjih programa,
korisnici projekata uglavnom su se susretali s projektima manje veli¢ine. Relativno veca
dodjela potpora, koja ¢e biti dostupna pod programima prekograni¢ne suradnje IPA-e,
predstavljat ¢e stvarni izazov za mnoge lokalne dionike €iji je fiskalni kapacitet jo§ uvijek
mali.U smislu kapaciteta za pripremu 1 upravljanje prekograni¢nim projektima, situacija u
Crnoj Gori popriliéno je sliéna opisanoj situaciji u Hrvatskoj. Stovie, do 2006.godine Crna
Gora je bila u drzavnoj zajednici sa Srbijom te se stoga cjelokupno iskustvo vezano uz
prekograni¢nu suradnju uglavnom odnosi na programe u kojima su ove dvije drZave
sudjelovale kao jedna drzava. Prvo iskustvo Crne Gore bilo je sudjelovanje u Jadranskom
programu INTERREG IIIA. Kroz te pocetne prekograni¢ne projekte crnogorski su partneri
dobili priliku za jaCanje svijesti o prekograni¢énim programima i stjecanje znanja i vjestina od
njihovih prekograni¢nih partnera. Medutim, kapacitet krajnjih korisnika za izradu projekata
jos je uvijek nizak (osobito u sjevernom dijelu gdje nisu provedene gotovo nikakve
aktivnosti). Misle¢i na to vazno je naglasiti da ¢e posebna obuka potencijalnih predlagatelja
projekata biti kljucna za ovaj program. Nadalje, isto je tako vazno spomenuti da je nekoliko
op¢ina i organizacija civilnog drustva, iz juznog 1 srediSnjeg dijela, sudjelovalo u provedbi
projekata unutar programa.

lako su na taj nacin ojacani kapaciteti, neophodno je nastaviti sa stvaranjem prekograni¢nih
struktura, intenzivnom komunikacijom i pribavljanjem informacija u cilju ostvarivanja
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djelotvornih 1 odrzivih prekograni¢nih partnerstava. Dakle, vrlo je vazno 1 pitanje
osiguravanja obuke za izradu i provedbu projekata u vezi s programom.

1.5 Sazetak Zajednic¢kog programskog procesa

Postupak izrade programa poceo je 19. veljace 2007. godine s prvim pripremnim sastankom
drzavnih institucija odgovornih za II. komponentu IPA-e, tijekom kojega su dvije strane
raspravljale i sloZile se vezano uz proces razrade programa. Proces su vodila dva tijela
uspostavljena u tu svrhu, s posebnim odgovornostima: Zajednicki programski odbor (ZPO) i
Zajednicki tim za izradu nacrta (ZTIN).

Prvi sastanak Zajednickog programskog odbora (ZPO) odrzan je 1. ozujka 2007. godine u
Zagrebu, kada su sluzbeno uspostavljeni taj Odbor i1 Zajednicki tim za izradu nacrta (sastav
ZPO-a, ZTIN-a i partnerskih grupa naveden je u Dodatku I) i tijekom kojega su usvojeni
njihov pravilnik, mandat i ¢lanstvo. Opisi 1 zadaci tada uspostavljenih dvaju zajednickih
struktura su kako slijedi:

Zajednicki programski odbor (ZPO) zajednicko je tijelo za donoSenje odluka uspostavljeno
na pocetku postupka izrade programa, ¢iji mandat traje od pocetka postupka izrade programa
do konaénog podnosenja ZPO-a Europskoj komisiji. ZPO se sastoji od predstavnika drzavnih
tijela nadleznih za II. komponentu IPA-e i regionalnih nadleznih tijela iz

grani¢nih regija prihvatljivih za sudjelovanje u Programu. Clanove su nominirale i ovlastile
odnosne institucije, a prihvaceni su na 1. Zajednickom programskom odboru.

Glavni zadaci ZPO-a:

e Potvrditi ¢lanove ZPO-a koje nominira svaka od drzava;
e Sloziti se vezano uz radne postupke ZPO-a (usvojiti Pravilnik);
e Raspravljati i sporazumjeti se oko svih faza pripreme programa;

e Dati jasne naputke Zajednic¢kom timu za izradu nacrta o pripremi programa i njegovih
priloga;

e Osigurati pravovremenu pripremu svih faza programa i pripadajucih priloga.

Zajednicki tim za izradu nacrta (ZTIN) zajednicko je tehnicko tijelo, koje uspostavlja ZPO
na pocetku postupka izrade programa, ¢iji mandat traje od pocetka postupka izrade programa
do kada ZPO usvoji konacni program. ZTIN sastoji se od predstavnika drzavnih institucija
nadleZznih za prekograni¢nu suradnju, ugovorene tehni¢ke pomoc¢i i predstavnika regionalnih
nadleznih tijela. Najvaznije aktivnosti ZTIN-a (vidjeti nize) izvrSavaju predstavnici drzavnih
institucija 1 TP. Regionalni predstavnici odgovorni su za osiguranje toc¢nosti regionalnih
podataka i njihovu analizu.

Glavni zadaci:
e Skupiti sve potrebne podatke za razradu programa;
e lzraditi nacrt teksta svih poglavlja i odgovarajuce priloge u skladu s Uputama ZPO-g;

e Organizirati 1 provesti savjetovanje sa svim nadleznim institucijama na drZavnoj,
regionalnoj i lokalnoj razini;

e Unaprijediti tekstove u skladu s postupkom savjetovanja s partnerima (vidjeti nize) i
podacima dobivenim od ZPO-a;
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e Pravovremeno pripremiti sve odnosne dokumente (nacrte tekstova) za sastanke ZPO-
a.

Uz predstavnike lokalne, regionalne i drzavne uprave ukljucene u ¢lanstvo ZPO-a i ZTIN-a,
dogovoreno je savjetovanje sa Sirokim rasponom partnera iz javnog, civilnog i privatnog
sektora kroz regionalne radionice i anketna istrazivanja. U Hrvatskoj je takvo predstavljanje
osigurano kroz uklju¢enost Meduministarske radne skupine (sastav Meduministarske radne
skupine — MRS naveden je u Dodatku I) i predstavnike Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zupanije.
Predstavnici Zupanije uglavnom su bili ¢lanovi Zupanijskog partnerstva, tijela koje je
ustanovljeno u procesu izrade regionalnog operativnog programa za Dubrovacko-neretvansku
zupaniju, a u kojem su bili predstavljeni svi glavni sektori na op¢inskoj razini (javni, civilni,
poslovni). Na crnogorskoj su strani u proces bili ukljueni predstavnici svih opéina s
prihvatljivog podru¢ja kao i odgovaraju¢a nadlezna ministarstva, NVO-i i ostali znacajni
dionici koji su dali potrebni doprinos te procijenili nacrt programa imajuci u vidu vlastite
odgovornosti.

Postupak savjetovanja proveden je kroz dvije vrste postupaka: pisani postupak i
sastanci/radionice, koji su provedeni i na drZzavnoj razini (nacionalni proces savjetovanja) i
na prekograni¢noj razini. Zajednic¢ki prekograni¢ni proces savjetovanja odvijao se uz
uklju€enost ¢lanova Tima za izradu nacrta i predstavnika drZzavnih, regionalnih i lokalnih
dionika s obje strane granice te uklju¢enost ¢lanova ZPO-a.

2 POGLAVLJE II ANALIZE ZA PREKOGRANICNE PROGRAME
OPIS PROGRAMSKOG PODRUCJA

2.1 Prihvatljiva i pridruZena podrudja

Ciljno programsko podrucje zajednicka je hrvatsko-crnogorska granica. Odnosne jedinice su
teritorijalne jedinice na razini koja odgovara NUTS III klasifikaciji u Hrvatskoj i opéinama u
slu¢aju Crne Gore. Prihvatljivo podru¢je pokriva jednu NUTS III regiju u Hrvatskoj i 7
op¢ina u Crnoj Gori, dok pridruzene regije pokrivaju takoder jednu (istovjetnu NUTS-u II)
regiju u Hrvatskoj 1 3 crnogorske op¢ine.

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2.2 Opis i analiza pograni¢nog podrucja
2.2.1 Povijest

Najveci dio danaS$nje Dubrovacko-neretvanske zupanije bio je dio Dubrovacke republike, koja
je sluzbeno ukinuta 1808. godine te je postala dijelom Kraljevine Hrvatske, Slavonije i
Dalmacije te stoga i Austro-ugarske monarhije. Crnogorski dio prihvatljivog podrucja bio je
dio neovisnog kraljevstva od kasnog srednjeg vijeka do 1918.g. Nakon Drugog svjetskog rata
obje su drzave bile u sastavu SocijalistiCke Federativne Republike Jugoslavije (SFRJ). 1991
godine. Hrvatska postaje neovisna drzava, dok je Crna Gora ostala u savezu s Srbijom do
2006. godine kada je 3. lipnja Skupstina Crne Gore proglasila neovisnost Crne Gore, sluzbeno
potvrdujuéi rezultat referenduma o neovisnosti. Nakon raspadanja SFRJ-a i na pocetku
Domovinskog rata, hrvatski je dio prihvatljivog podru¢ja bio izloZen teSkom bombardiranju 1
pretrpio je veliku izravnu 1 neizravnu ratnu Stetu, koja je jos uvijek vidljiva 1 mozZe se osjetiti
na razlicite nacine.

2.2.2 Demografija

Opcenito, starenje stanovniStva 1 koncentracija stanovnistva u urbanim i obalnim podrucjima,
kao glavnim centrima ponude radnih mjesta, glavne su karakteristike prihvatljivog podrucja.
U smislu demografskih kretanja postoje neke razlike izmedu hrvatske i crnogorske strane
prihvatljivoga podrucja. Prema posljednjem Popisu stanovniStva (2003.g.), broj se stanovnika
na crnogorskoj strani povecao za 15% u usporedbi sa situacijom 1991.g., dok se u
Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji stanovniStvo smanjilo za 1,4% (usporeduju¢i dva Popisa
stanovniStva 1991.12001., vidjeti Dodatak III, tablicu 2.2).

Sude¢i po tome, Dubrovacko-neretvanska Zupanija slijedi postoje¢i trend depopulacije u
Hrvatskoj, ali stopa depopulacije u zupaniji jo$ je uvijek niza nego za Hrvatsku kao zemlju. U
susjednim regijama u obje drZave situacija u smislu populacijskih promjena vise-manje slijedi
obrazac prihvatljivog podru¢ja na odnosnoj strani. U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji
prirodni rast nije toliko znacajan kao u crnogorskim op¢inama, ali u zadnjih nekoliko godina
polako se mijenja iz pada u rast. Povrh prirodnog smanjenja (ili vrlo slabog prirodnog rasta)
zabiljezenog u zadnjih nekoliko godina (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.3), u Dubrovacko-
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neretvanskoj zupaniji postoje dijelovi op¢ina i gradovi koji su gotovo napusteni, uglavnom
kao posljedica rata. Posljedice Domovinskog rata ubrzale su negativan demografski trend u
nekim dijelovima zupanije (npr. u podruc¢jima koja grani¢e s Bosnom i Hercegovinom),
posebno u isto¢nom zaledu i na nekim otocima (staro stanovni§tvo). U obje drzave
demografski procesi odrazavaju razlike u razvoju njihovog podrucja.

2.2.3 Etnicke manjine

U smislu etnicke pripadnosti, takoder postoji razlika s dvije strane granice. Dok je u
Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj i Splitsko-dalmatinskoj Zupaniji vidljiv visok stupanj etnicke
homogenosti, crnogorske su opéine heterogene. Na hrvatskoj su strani programskog podrucja
glavne nacionalne manjine Srbi i Bosanci, a na crnogorskoj su strani prisutni Srbi, Albanci,
Hrvati i Muslimani (vidjeti Dodatak 111, tablica 2.4).

U proslosti je hrvatsko stanovniStvo imalo znacajnu prisutnost u nekim od obalnih dijelova
Crne Gore, a i u danas$njim je danima ve¢ina Hrvata koji zive u Crnoj Gori smjeSteno u
obalnim op¢inama (npr. Tivat, Kotor).

2.2.4 Zemljopisni opis

Programsko podrucje zauzima 12.829 km2 kopnene povrSine (6321 km2 u Hrvatskoj i 6508
km2 u Crnoj Gori). Hrvatski dio prihvatljivog podru¢ja smjeSten je na dalekom jugu
Republike Hrvatske te zauzima 3,15% kopnenog podrucja i 22,56% morskog podrucja
Republike Hrvatske. Nalazi se pretezno uzduz drZzavne granice na kopnu ili na moru. Kopnena
strana grani¢i s Bosnom i Hercegovinom (ve¢ina podru¢ja) te Crnom Gorom (u opcini
Konavle). Drzavna granica na teritorijalnom moru (granica na moru) je granica s Republikom
Italijom (otocnim podruc¢jima), Crnom Gorom i Bosnom i Hercegovinom (podrucje oko
Neuma). Crnogorski dio prihvatljivog podru¢ja smjeSten je na jugozapadu Crne Gore i
zauzima 2501 km2 podru¢ja Republike Crne Gore. Grani¢na crta izmedu Hrvatske i Crne
Gore duzine je 25km na kopnu i 27km na moru®. Postoje dva grani¢na prijelaza izmedu
Hrvatske i Crne Gore.

Crna Gora ima kopnenu granicu sa Srbijom, Bosnom i Hercegovinom i Albanijom, dok na
moru grani€i, osim s Hrvatskom i Albanijom, takoder 1 s Italijom.

2.2.4.1 Sredozemlje

Vecéi dio programskog podruc¢ja spada u sredozemno zemljopisno podrucje (izuzev dijela
susjednih regija u Crnoj Gori, koje spadaju u Dinarsko gorje) i ima sve karakteristike
sredozemne klime. Ljeta su topla sa suSnim razdobljima, dok je ostatak godine obiljeZen
obilnim kiSama i umjerenom temperaturom. Zbog takvih klimatoloSkih uvjeta i svojstvene
sredozemne vegetacije pozari su vrlo cCesti tijekom ljetnog razdoblja. S obzirom da
protupozarna obrana nije na zadovoljavaju¢oj razini, pozari uzrokuju velike probleme s
ljudima, ali 1 s vegetacijom te prirodnom 1 kulturnom bastinom. Crnogorski je dio
prihvatljivog podrucja glasovit po pjes€anim plazama 1 obilnoj suptropskoj vegetaciji.
Odjjeljen je od ostatka drzave visokim Dinarskim gorjem Orjen, Lovéen 1 Rumija, koje se
uzdize strmo od mora tvoreéi sjajnu pozadinu obalnome pojasu, ali istovremeno i
predstavljaju¢i prepreku komunikaciji izmedu obalnih 1 unutarnjih dijelova Crne Gore.
Dubrovacko podru¢je moze se podijeliti na tri glavna dijela: otoci, obalni dio i zalede. Obala
je duga 1.024,63 km i razvedena, a izmjenjuju se zasticeni zaljevi pjeS€anih plaZa egzoti¢ne
ljepote s vrlo strmom obalom s hridima izloZenim otvorenom moru. US¢e Neretve (kao dio

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zaleda) najplodonosnije je tlo u jadranskom dijelu Hrvatske. Na oto¢nom dijelu teren vrlo je
porozan zbog drobine — dolomitne tvari, pa prema tome ne postoje nijednu povrsinski tokovi i
plodnost tla nije tako visoka.

Pejzazna raznolikost dopunjena je bioloSkom raznovrsno$¢u na kopnu i na moru, Sto podrucje
uvrStava medu jedinstvena podru¢ja Sredozemlja. Prirodni uvjeti podrucja pogoduju uzgoju
ranog povréa, vina, voca i cvijeca te marikulturu.

2.2.5 Infrastruktura

Opéi pregled

Infrastruktura unutar programskog podruéja razlicita je na dvije strane granice. Na
crnogorskoj je strani zastarjela zbog manjka investicija. Ceste 1 zeljeznice su u vrlo loSem
stanju, dok su lucka postrojenja, poletno-sletne staze i brane u malo boljem stanju. Opskrba
pitkom vodom takoder je nedovoljna na crnogorskoj strani prihvatljivog podru¢ja. Na
hrvatskoj strani infrastrukturni uvjeti su bolji, ali se takoder mogu poboljsati (npr. cestovna
infrastruktura, infrastruktura vezana uz otpad i upravljanje otpadnim vodama). Opcenito bi
komunalnu 1 ostalu pratec¢u infrastrukturu unutar programskog podrucja, kao klju¢ni faktor
razvitka turizma kao jednog od glavnih sektora u podrucju i stvaranja stabilnog gospodarskog
okruzja u kojemu mala i srednja poduze¢a mogu napredovati, trebalo smatrati prioritetom, u
smislu usmjeravanja razvojnih djelovanja u skoroj budu¢nosti.

2.2.5.1 Energija

Glavni izvor elektricne energije Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zupanija eksploatacija je rijeka te
nema vecih problema s opskrbom elektricnom energijom. Najveéi proizvoda¢ elektri¢ne
energije je HE ,,.Dubrovnik”, visokotlacna derivacijska elektrana, ¢ija je podzemna pogonska
zgrada smjeStena na samoj obalni blizu mjesta Plat.

Crnogorski dio podrucja, kao i cijela drzava, ima velik potencijal za neprekinutu opskrbu
elektricnom energijom, Sto bi smanjilo ovisnost Crne Gore o vanjskoj opskrbi elektricnom
energijom. Osim spomenute ovisnosti, takoder je problem §to viSe od polovice raspolozZive
elektroenergije u Crnoj Gori tro$i tvornica Kombinat aluminijuma Podgorica.

2.2.5.2 Prijevoz

Suvremena prometna mreza jedan je od najvaznijih faktora koji omogucava gospodarski
razvoj 1 veze na svim razinama (mjesnoj, regionalnoj i medunarodnoj), kao i prekograni¢nu
suradnju.

U smislu sustava cestovnog prijevoza, ceste u cijelom programskom podrucju uglavnom su u
loSem stanju, primarno se koriste za unutarnje veze i skoro sve imaju loSe prometno-tehnicke
elemente, prema tome, zahtijevaju rekonstrukciju 1 modernizaciju. Mreza cestovnog prometa
na podrucju Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zupanije sastoji se od 17 drZzavnih cesta, 31 Zupanijske
ceste i 65 lokalnih cesta® (duZina cesta na hrvatskoj strani Programskog podrugja navedena je
u Dodatku III, tablica 2.5). Cestovna je povezanost izmedu podrucja 1 ostatka Hrvatske (i
dalje) losa jer nema ceste koji bi spojila krajnji jug Republike Hrvatske i njezin glavni grad
Zagreb te ostale dijelove drZzave na najbolji nacin. Strategijom prometnog razvitka predvidena

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je izgradnja preostalih 65 km autoceste od Plo¢a do Dubrovnika u cilju spajanja Dubrovnika
sa Splitom i ostatkom Hrvatske®.

Cestovna mreza u Crnoj Gori ukljucuje 850 km autocesta, 950 km regionalnih cesta 1 vrlo
opsSirnu mrezu seoskih cesta (5.300 km) (nisu dostupni podaci o duzini cesta po opéinama).
Posljednjih godina cestovna povezanost izmedu Podgorice 1 gradova na obali znacajno se
poboljsala zbog zavrSetka tunela Sozina, kojime je put od Podgorice do Bara skraéen na
manje od pola sata, uz znatno povecanu sigurnost. Velika prilika za programsko podrucje
izgradnja je Jadransko-jonskog koridora, koji bi omogucio cestovnu komunikaciju izmedu
jugoistocne Europe i srednje Europe te povezao jugozapadnu i jugoisto¢nu Europu.

Glavna cestovna veza izmedu Hrvatske i Crne Gore je E65/E80/Smyjer 2.

Kada govorimo o Zeljeznickom prijevozu, u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji postoji samo
jedna pruga, koji prolazi od Ploca, kroz Metkovi¢, prema Sarajevu i dalje u sredisnju Europu.
Dio je Koridora Ve (Budimpesta — Osijek — Sarajevo — Mostar — Metkovi¢ — Ploce) te kao
takva od velike je vaznosti, kao najbliza veza srediSnje Europe i Sredozemnog mora (duzina
zeljeznice na hrvatskoj strani Programskog podrucja nalazi se u Dodatku III, tablica 2.6; za
Crnu Goru podaci o duzini zeljeznice po op¢éinama nisu dostupni). Vazne zeljeznicke linije na
crnogorskoj strani programskog podrucja one su koji spajaju luku Bar s Podgoricom i
Podgoricu s Niksiéem. Zeljeznica Podgorica — Niksi¢ koristi se samo za teret, dok se
zeljeznica Bar — Podgorica korist za prijevoza putnika i tereta. Nema Zeljeznicke veze izmedu
Hrvatske i Crne Gore.

2.2.5.3 Pomorske luke

Zbog zemljopisnog poloZaja prihvatljivog podrucja vrlo je vazan pomorski prometni sustav.
Dvije luke koje se nalaze u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji od posebne su (medunarodne)
vaznosti za Republiku Hrvatsku: putnic¢ka luka ,,Gruz* i teretna luka ,Ploce.’ Gravitacijsko
podruc¢je Dubrovnika ograni¢eno je na uski prostor zaleda, zbog ¢ega te luke, u prometnom
smislu, imaju samo lokalnu vaznost. Dubrovnik je jedina luka koja nije povezana s
unutrasnjoscu zeljeznickom prugom. Luka Dubrovnik izgradit ¢e suvremeni putnicki terminal
za predvidene putnicke brodove i brodove za turisticka kruzna putovanja, na mjestu starih
teretnih skladiSta. Osim navedenih, postoje brojne luke od zZupanijske i lokalne vaznosti.

Bar je glavna pomorska luka na crnogorskoj strani programskog podruéja i u Crnoj Gori
opcenito (preko nje se odvija 95% ukupnog prijevoza putnika i tereta).

2.2.5.4 Zraéne luke

Sustav zra¢nog prijevoza najvazniji je za prihvatljivo podrucje. Postoje tri medunarodne
zracne luke (zrane luke Dubrovnik, Podgorica 1 Tivat), ali nema izravne linije izmedu
Podgorice ili Tivta i Dubrovnika. Dubrovacka zracna luka ima najveci broj putnika nakon
Zagrebacke zracne luke te, iako se ovaj broj povecava svake godine, joS je uvijek 35% manji
od predratnih brojki.2

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2.2.5.5 Telekomunikacije

Telekomunikacijski sustav unutar prihvatljivih podrucja (posebno zemaljske telefonske linija i
bezicne veze) moze se ocijeniti zadovoljavaju¢im. Pokrivenost je zadovoljavajuca i sektor je
zadovoljavajuc¢e razvijen u smislu tehnologije 1 ljudskih kapaciteta. Pokretna telefonija i
Internet usluge su, kao i u drugim drzavama, prilicno propulzivne i na zadovoljavajucoj razini
razvoja.

2.2.5.6 Komunalne usluge (vodoopskrba, upravljanje otpadnim vodama i otpadom)

Vodoopskrba, upravljanje otpadnim vodama i upravljanje ¢vrstim otpadom nedovoljno su
razvijene u cijelom programskom podrucju, posebno imajuci u vidu njihovu vaznost i vezu s
turistickom industrijom, koja je, kako je ve¢ spomenuto, jedan od glavnih sektora u podrucju.
U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zzupaniji razina opskrbe stanovnika vodom je na 83% (vidjeti
Dodatak 111, tablica 2.7; ne postoje podaci za crnogorsku stranu vezano uz vodoopskrbnu po
stanovniku po op¢ini), ali budu¢i da su vodovodi su povezani samo s velikim gradovima,
gradovima i veéim naseljima, neki dijelovi Zupanije jo§ uvijek nemaju vodovod. Vodovod
znacajnog dijela prihvatljivog podru¢ja temelji se na cjevovodu kojime se opskrbljuje
Dubrovacko-neretvanska Zupaniju i crnogorska opc¢ina Herceg Novi, ¢iju su izgradnju
sufinancirali gradani Herceg Novog u zajednickoj drzavi Jugoslaviji. Dijelom cjevovoda
kojim se opskrbljuje Herceg Novi upravlja komunalno poduzece hrvatske op¢ine Konavle, a
troskovi i opskrba temelje se na ugovorima izmedu te dvije op¢ine. Medutim i dalje postoje
mnoga sporna pitanja koja uzrokuju sukobe i ponekad prekide u vodoopskrbi podru¢ja Herceg
Novog.

Nadalje, veliki dio podrucja nije pokriven kanalizacijskom mrezom, a veé izgradeni
kanalizacijski sustavi u upotrebi nisu povezani s postrojenjima za obradu otpadnih voda.
Priklju¢enost na javni sustav odvodnje u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji je 41%, $to je
ispod nacionalnog prosjeka (vidjeti Dodatak I1l, tablica 2.7; ne postoje podaci za crnogorsku
stranu vezno uz javni sustav odvodnje po stanovniku po op¢ini). U cijeloj zupaniji, postoji
samo jedno postrojenje za obradu otpadnih voda u Dubrovniku. Takvom se situacijom
ugrozavaju povrsinske 1 podzemne vode te more, a uglavnom su ugroZeni nekontroliranim
izlijevanjem industrijskih 1 fekalnih otpadnih voda u tlo i rijeke. U smislu ugroZenosti
povrsinskih 1 podzemnih voda, isto vrijedi za crnogorski dio programskog podrucja. Situacija
vezana uz vodovod na crnogorskoj strani Programskog podrucja dosta je slicna onoj na
hrvatskoj strani jer je 85% kucanstava priklju¢eno na vodovod. U smislu sustava odvodnje
otpadnih voda, na crnogorskoj je strani 48% kucanstava prikljuéeno na taj sustav. Na
hrvatskoj strani Programskog podrucja, ve¢ina objekata koristenih za stanovanje prikljuc¢eno
je na vodovod, strujnu mrezu i kanalizaciju (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.8).

Vezano uz odlaganje otpada, unutar prihvatljivog podrucja postoji 10 sluzbenih odlagalista
otpada, od kojih je jedno na crnogorskoj strani granice - ,,Lovanja” — koje je ujedno jedino
regionalno odlagaliSte otpada u Crnoj Gori izgradeno u skladu s normama EU-a za
upravljanje otpadom. U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji sanitarne mjere poduzete su samo
na gradskom odlagaliStu otpada Grada Dubrovnika. Osim na registriranim odlagaliStima
otpada, otpad se odlaze na nekoliko smetlista koja se nalaze u blizini mjesta bez organiziranog
prikupljanja otpada (u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zzupaniji organizirano prikupljanje i
uklanjanje otpada na op¢inskoj razini pokriva 75% stanovnika®) i ta smetlista ne funkcioniraju
kao sanitarna odlagaliSta otpada. Osim komunalnog otpada, tu je i otpad iz tehnoloskih
procesa u proizvodnji i usluznih djelatnosti, koji takoder nije primjereno zbrinut.

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2.2.6 Gospodarski opis

2.2.6.1 BDP

Programsko podrucje obuhvaca Zupanije i op¢ine vrlo raznolikih gospodarskih karakteristika.
S jedne strane tu su relativno razvijena urbana podrucja, a s druge strane imamo relativno
nerazvijena ruralna podrucja (npr. velike su razvojne razlike izmedu Grada Dubrovnika i luke
Plo¢e 1 ostalih podru¢ja Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zzupanije). U usporedbi s hrvatskim
prosjekom, BDP po stanovniku Dubrovacko-neretvanske zupanije ispod je nacionalnog
prosjeka. Podaci za 2004. godinu govore da je regionalni indeks BDP-a iznosio 84,5%
nacionalnog BDP-a po stanovniku. Medutim, uzimajuéi u obzir ovaj pokazatelj, zupanija je
medu najbogatijim Zupanijama u Hrvatskoj i §to je jo§ vaznije, u skladu s razvojnim
potencijalima Zupanije postoje mogucnosti za daljnji rast. Crnogorska strana prihvatljivog
podrucja ima nizi BDP od hrvatske strane, ali takoder ima velik razvojni potencijal (u skladu s
podacima Sredi$nje banke Crne Gore, procijenjeni rast BDP-a je oko 9% za 2007. godinu) i
ukljucuje neke od najbogatijih op¢ina u drzavi (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.9).

2.2.6.2 Poljoprivredni i ruralni razvoj

Intenzivna poljoprivreda svojstvena je podrucju s najpovoljnijim prirodnim uvjetima. Prirodni
uvjeti (povoljna klima, plodna zemlja i1 prisutnost vode) programskog podrucja pruzaju
mogucénost uzgoja brojnih poljoprivrednih kultura: voca, povréa, grozda i maslina. Uzgoj
agruma, proizvodnja maslinova ulja i vina, kao i marikultura, vrlo su vazni za gospodarski
sektor podru¢ja. Medutim, mogucnosti za bolje i intenzivnije eksploatiranje povoljnih uvjeta
za poljoprivredu jos su uvijek velike. Problemi vezani za poljoprivrednu proizvodnju su mala
poljoprivredna gospodarstva i prosjecna veli¢ina poljoprivrednog zemljista. U tom pogledu,
postoji moguénost okrupnjavanja zemljista i, za poslovne subjekte, moguénost iskorisStavanja
raspoloZive povrSine na cijelom podrucju. Neki od problema, s obzirom na male
poljoprivredne i prehrambene proizvodace, njihova je segmentacija, mali broj proizvoda
potvrdene kakvoce i premalo zajednickih nastupa na ve¢im trziStima, Sto sve rezultira niskom
konkurentnos¢u. Potrebno je spojiti poljoprivredu i1 proizvodnju hrane s turistickim sektorom
kroz podrzavanje razvoja seoskog turizma, spajanje proizvodaca i1 pruZatelja usluga,
ukljucivanje u marketinske poslove regije 1 postupke potvrdivanja kakvoce, posebno one
usmjerene na zemljopisno podrijetlo proizvoda. U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji
najintenzivnija poljoprivredna proizvodnja smjestena je u sliv Neretve, ali je ugroZena
povecanom slanoScu rijeke Neretve. Podaci o poljoprivrednom stanovnistvu, kucéanstvima i
iskoriStenom poljoprivrednom zemljiStu nalaze se u Dodatku III, tablica 2.10.

2.2.6.3 Industrija

Prihvatljivo podru¢je uglavnom je usmjereno prema turistiCkoj industriji i opéenito prema
uslugama. Udjeli u indeksu bruto dodane vrijednosti govore da na hrvatskoj strani
prihvatljivog podrucja najveci udio ima sektor H — Hoteli i restorani (vidjeti 11, tablica 2.11).
Na crnogorskoj strani najvaznije su industrije brodogradnja i remont plovnih objekata.
,Jadransko brodogradiliSte Bijela® najvece je remontno brodogradiliSte na juznom Jadranu s
medunarodnim certifikatom ISO 9001:2000. ,,Arsenal” u Tivtu regionalni je predvodnik u
remontnom poslu. Medutim, u smislu strukture zaposlenosti po gospodarskim sektorima, u
usluznom je sektoru zaposleno viSe stanovniStva nego u industriji u cijelom prihvatljivom
podrucju (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.14).

2.2.6.4 MSP-i

Sektor MSP od velike je vaznosti za prihvatljivo podrucje; podaci za Dubrovacko-
neretvansku Zupaniju pokazuju da u su 2005. godini 95,96% od ukupnog broja poduzetnika u
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Zupaniji bili mali poduzetnici i da su zaposljavali oko 46% svih zaposlenih osoba u Zupanijilo.
Na crnogorskoj strani MSP u prihvatljivom podruc¢ju tvore 39,3% svih MSP-a u drzavi.
Ukupan broj MSP-a na hrvatskom prihvatljivom podru¢ju u 2004. godini bio je 2292 i 5265
na crnogorskoj strani prihvatljivog podruc¢ja u 2006.g. (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.12).
Zemljopisna/teritorijalna zastupljenost nije ravnomjerna, tako da je vecina MSP-a
koncentrirana oko Grada Dubrovnika, Budve i Herceg Novog. Podaci o strukturi zaposlenosti
u poduzetniStvu pokazuju da je najvec¢i broj djelatnika u cijelom prihvatljivom podrucju
zaposlen u usluznom sektoru (vidjeti Dodatak 111, tablica 2.13).

2.2.6.5 Usluge

Razlicite vrste usluge uglavnom su razvijene u urbanim dijelovima programskog podrucja. U
glavnim gradovima dostupne su administrativne, bankarske, pravne, obrazovne, drustvene I
zdravstvene usluge. Razina razvijenosti raznih usluga razli¢ita je diljem prihvatljivog
podrucja. Medutim, vazno je napomenuti da u podrucju postoje sveucilista i fakulteti, kao i
razne vrste obrazovnih centara koji nude niz specifi¢énih tecCajeva. Nadalje, samo u
Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji postoje 5 domova zdravlja, 1 opéa i 1 specijalisticka
bolnica, 1 institut javnog zdravstva, 12 poliklinika, 6 organizacija skrbi i 2 organizacije za
radno zdravlje. Neke od usluga, kao $to su obrazovne usluge i usluge R&D-a, nude se u
glavnim urbanim centrima susjedne regije, tj. u Splitu i Podgorici.

Organizacijski ustroj zdravstvenih institucija u Crnoj Gori sastoji se od tri razine — primarne,
sekundarne i tercijarne. Primarna razina zdravstvenih institucija u programskom podrucju
sastoji se od 10 domova zdravlja (7 u prihvatljivom i 3 u pridruzenom podrucju), sekundarna
razina uklju¢uje 4 opcée bolnice (3 u prihvatljivom i 1 u pridruzenom podrucju) i tri
specijalisticke bolnice (2 u prihvatljivom i 1 u pridruzenom podrucju), dok tercijarna razina
ukljucuje Klini¢ki centar Crne Gore i Institut za javno zdravstvo, koji su smjeSteni u
Podgorici.

2.2.6.6 Regionalni i lokalni razvoj

Regionalnim 1 lokalnim razvojem uglavnom upravljaju sluzbe regionalne 1 lokalne
samouprave i Agencija za regionalni razvoj u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji. Vaznu
ulogu u razvojnim aktivnostima takoder imaju institucije zaduZene za podrsku MSP-u.

Lokalni gospodarski razvoj u Crnoj Gori izrazito je decentraliziran 1 op¢ina uspravljaju tim
procesom. Medutim, mnoge su vazne institucije jo$§ uvijek prilicno povezane s drZzavnom
razinom. Poduzetnicka aktivnost 1 razvoj privatnog sektora u Crnoj Gori prioriteti su Vlade i
podrzavaju ih i drzavne i nevladine institucije uklju¢uju¢i poslovna udruzenja i savjetodavne
tvrtke. Medutim, sve se te institucije nalaze u Podgorici. Postoje planovi za otvaranje 2
poduzetnicka inkubatora, jednoga u Baru i drugog u Podgorici.

2.2.6.7 Turizam

Zbog vrlo bogate prirodne 1 kulturne bastine, turizam je glavna gospodarska djelatnost u
Programskom podrucju. Podrucje je privlacno za kulturni, more i plaza, ruralni 1 eko turizam.
Problemi na koje se nailazi u ovom sektoru su vodoopskrba 1 turisti¢ka prateca infrastruktura
opcenito, kao i1 sezonstvo te manjak stalnog i usmjerenog/specificnog obrazovanja za radnu
snagu u turizmu.

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Broj turistickih posjeta u 2005. godini u prihvatljivom podruc¢ju dosegao je 1,665.762 gostiju
(909.400 u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji i 756.362 na crnogorskoj strani) i svake godine
taj je broj u porastu u odnosu na prethodnu godinu (npr. u Dubrova¢ko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji
zabiljezen je porast od 14,1%, u usporedbi s proteklom godinom, ali bitno je istaknuti da se

broj posjeta domacih turista stalno smanjuje, a broj stranih turista je u porastu'). Ukupan broj
no¢enja u 2005.g. bio je 9,534.292 (4,478.500 u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zzupaniji i
5,055.792 u prihvatljivom podrucju na crnogorskoj strani), sto je 33,1 turistickih no¢enja po
stanovniku®? (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.15). Glavni turisticki centri su Dubrovnik,
Korcula, Konavle, Orebi¢, Budva, Herceg Novi i1 Bar.

Ukupan broj kreveta u prihvatljivom podrucju je 171.213 (55.388 u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj
Zupaniji13 1 115.825 na crnogorskoj strani). U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj zupaniji prihod od
turizma u prosjeku ¢ini 15% sveukupnog gospodarstva Zupanije (Hrvatska gospodarska
komora). S obzirom na ukupan broj turista i no¢enja u Hrvatskoj, dubrovacko podrucje drzi
udio od 9% ukupnog broja i po tome je na 4. mjestu nakon Istre, Kvarnera i Dalmacije.*

Dubrovacko-neretvanska Zupanija vodeca je regija s obzirom na kulturni turizam, u 2005.
godini broj posjetitelja turistickih atrakcija bio je 1,26 milijuna (18% posjetitelja u Hrvatskoj)
i druga je regija u seoskom turizmu (nakon Istre). U ovom se podru¢ju nalazi 75 registriranih
turistickih seljackih domacdinstava (24% ukupnog broja registriranih seljackih domacinstava u
Hrvatskoj), ali sa vrlo malim brojem kreveta - samo 17 ili 2% ukupnog broja kreveta u
hrvatskoj industriji seoskog turizma S$to ukazuje na potrebu za ulaganjem u poduhvate
seoskog turizma.™

2.2.7 Ljudski kapaciteti

2.2.7.1 Obrazovanje

Obrazovni je sustav u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji zadovoljavajuéi, ali vrlo &esto
obrazovnim ustanovama nedostaju odgovarajua ulaganja S§to rezultira loSe opremljenim
prostorima i utjeCe na realizaciju zahtijevane pedagoske norme. Na primjer, samo 4 od 14
gimnazija ima gimnasti¢ke dvorane. Razina obrazovanja stanovnika Dubrovacko-neretvanske
zupanije je sljedeca: 1,7% stanovnika je bez ikakvog formalnog obrazovanja, 4% ima do 3
razreda osnovne skole, 9,2% ima do 7 razreda osnovne Skole i 19,3% je zavrSilo osnovnu
Skolu. 30% stanovnika zavrsSilo je stru¢nu Skolu u trajanju 1-3 godina i Skolu za kvalificirane i
nekvalificirane radnike, 16,3 % zavrSilo je 4-godiSnju stru¢nu Skolu i1 5,5 % zavrSilo je
Gimnaziju.*® 5,6% stanovnika zavrsilo je nesveu&ilisni program, I (VI) stupanj fakulteta ili
profesionalnog studija i 7,7% zavrsilo je fakultet, umjetni¢ku akademiju ili sveucili$ni studij.
0,2% stanovnika ima magistarski stupanj obrazovanja, a 0,1% doktorat (dr)."” Razina
obrazovanja stanovnika crnogorske strane Programskog podrucja je sljedeca: izmedu 6,81%
(Budva) 1 27,2% (Ulcinj) je stanovnika bez formalnog obrazovanja; izmedu 15,60% (Herceg
Novi) i 25,55% (Cetinje) stanovnika je zavr$ilo osnovnu $kolu i izmedu 37,86% (Ulcinj) i

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59,52% (Tivat) stanovnika zavrSilo je srednju Skolu. U smislu postizanja visokog
obrazovanja, brojke se kre¢u od 9,37% stanovnika (Danilovgrad) do 16,8 % stanovnika s
takvom vrstom obrazovanja (Podgorica) (vidjeti Dodatak 111, tablica 2.16).

Glavni sveucilis$ni centri su Dubrovnik, Split i Podgorica (kao dio pridruzenog podrucja), ali
razliCiti fakulteti (npr. Elektrotehnicki fakultet, Strojarski fakultet, MetalurSko-tehnoloski
fakultet, Prirodoslovno-matematicki fakultet, Gradevinski fakultet, Arhitektonski fakultet,
Ekonomski fakultet, Fakultet za pomorstvo i Fakultet za turizam 1 hotelijerstvo, itd.) takoder
se nalaze u Opuzenu (Hrvatska), Kotoru, Cetinju 1 Niksi¢u (Crna Gora). U Dubrovacko-
neretvanskoj Zupaniji postoje 3 institucije visokog obrazovanja i znanstvene institucije:
Sveuciliste u Dubrovniku (koje nudi nekoliko akademskih programa, kao Sto je akvakultura,
ekonomija, poslovna ekonomija, elektrotehnika, itd), Americka visoka Skola za management i
tehnologiju koji je trenuta¢no jedina privatna obrazovna ustanova koja dodjeljuje i americke i
hrvatske diplome u Hrvatskoj i Odjel Splitskog sveucilista u Opuzenu — Odjel za IT i Odjel za
MSP. Americku visoku $kolu za management i tehnologiju pohada znacajni broj crnogorskih
studenata.

2.2.7.2 Zaposleno i nezaposleno stanovnisStvo

Analizirajuci radno sposobno stanovni$tvo u prihvatljivom podrucju (muskarci u dobi 15-64 i
zene 15-59), primije¢eno je da je njegov udio u ukupnom stanovniStvu oko 59% u
Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji i oko 43 % na crnogorskoj strani prihvatljivog podrucja.
52,9% radno sposobnog stanovniStva zaposlen je u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji 1 67%
na crnogorskoj strani prihvatljivog podrucja (vidjeti Dodatak IIII, tablica 2.19).Postotak
nezaposlenih u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji bio je 18,3% u 2005.g., §to je malo viSe od
hrvatskog nacionalnog prosjeka (hrvatski nacionalni prosjek u 2005.g. bio je 17,9%)%.
Prosje¢ni postotak nezaposlenih u prihvatljivom podruéju na crnogorskoj strani bio je 14,4%,
Sto je nize od nacionalnog prosjeka u obje drzave (crnogorski nacionalni prosjek je 15,05%).
Medu nezaposlenima najviSe je stanovniStva sa zavrSenom stru¢nom Skolom (70,8% u
Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji, sveukupno 5888 nezaposlenih i oko 70% u prihvatljivom
podrucju na crnogorskoj strani (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.18).Udio Zena u nezaposlenom
stanovnistvu je 60,5% (vidjeti Dodatak III, tablica 2.17) u Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji.
Nezaposlenost je neravnomjerno rasporedena jer ve¢i gradovi zapoSljavaju vise od perifernih
malih opéina/gradova. Vrlo Cesto podru¢ja gube svoje ljudske potencijale zbog nedovoljnog
broja odgovarajucih poslova za visoko obrazovane ljude u tim dijelovima.

2.2.7.3 Istrazivanje i razvoj

Na hrvatskoj strani Programskog podru¢ja R&D uglavnom je koncentrirano u glavnim
urbanim podruéjima izvan prihvatljivog podru¢ja (npr. Split). U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj
Zupaniji nalazi se Razvojno-istrazivacki centar za marikulturu, smjesten u Zatonu Doli (zaljev
Bistrina) i odjel Instituta za oceanografiju i ribarstvo.

Ne postoje posebne aktivnosti R&D-a povezane s bilo kojom odredenom institucijom u Crnoj
Gori. Medutim, na putu ulaska u EU, Crna Gora postupno pocinje sudjelovati u takvim
projektima. U novo definiranoj Strategiji za razvoj MSP-a zna¢ajna se paznja posvecuje i
ovom pitanju.

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2.2.8 OKkolis§ i priroda

U Programskom podrucju nalaze se 3 Nacionalna parka (Nacionalni park otok Mljet,
Skadarsko jezero, Lovéen); 1 Park prirode Lastovsko otocje i dva lokaliteta pod zaStitom
UNESCO-a (Bokakotorski zaljev i Grad Dubrovnik).

U Dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji zastiCena podru¢ja zajedno s pripadajuéim morem
pokrivaju 25.468,5 ha, od &ega je 12,42% kopna i 3,01% od mora Zupanije (vidjeti Dodatak
I, tablica 2.21). Takoder, ekoloska mreza kao zaSti¢ena prirodna vrijednost pokriva
112.705,48 ha kopna (63%) i 392.265,07 ha mora (oko 50%). (vidi Dodatak 111, tablica 2.20).

U prihvatljivom podru&ju crnogorske strane ima 908 km? zastienog podru&ja sa statusom
Nacionalnog parka, ali nema raspolozivih podataka o drugim kategorijama zastite.

Stetu ljudskom prirodnom okoli§u uz pomorski pojas posebno uzrokuje proces urbanizacije
vec¢ih mjesta 1 rasprSenost stambenih naselja koja nisu popracena izgradnjom komunalne
infrastrukture. Veéinu zagadenja mora i plaza uzrokuju otpadne vode zbog nedostatka
prikladne kanalizacije 1 sustava za procCiS¢avanje otpadnih voda. Najveéi je industrijski
oneci§¢iva¢ Kombinat aluminijuma u Podgorici, koji zagaduje zemlju i podzemne vode s
PCB-om i fluoridima. Jedan od najvecih problema u razvoju programa nedostatak je sustava
za pracenje zagadenja zraka i tla, manjak zajednickih prekograni¢nih akcija i sustava zastite
za smanjenje ekoloskih Steta od vatre te ekoloSkih nesre¢a na moru i kopnu uzrokovanih
prijevozom opasnog otpada.

2.2.9 Kultura u prihvatljivim i prilagodljivim / pridruZenim podrucjima
Programsko podrucje bogato je kulturnom basStinom. Postoji veliki broj zaSti¢enih spomenika
i primorskih lokaliteta s vrijednim povijesnim urbanim zajednicama (Dubrovnik, Korcula,
Ston, Cavtat, Orebi¢, Slano, Lumbarda, Kotorski zaljev s povijesnim gradom Kotorom i
okolicom, Budva, Ulcinj, Bar itd.). Dolina rijeke Neretve prema vrijednosti nalaza (od grckog
i rimskog razdoblja) kao i podruéje stare Dubrovacke Republike zasluzuje pravo prioriteta u
skladu sa znacajem lokaliteta. Poseban naglasak stavljen je na podrucje sela Vid, za koji se
pretpostavlja da je Sire podrucje rimske metropole Narona i Sireg podruc¢ja grada Dubrovnika,
dragulja graditeljstva i civilizacije europskog i mediteranskog kulturnog kruga iz razdoblja od
XV. do XVIL stolje¢a. U dubrovacko-neretvanskoj Zupaniji ima ukupno 1 334 registriranih
spomenika kulturne bastine, od kojih su 667 nepokretna kulturna dobra, 241 pokretna
kulturna dobra a kulturno-povijesnih lokaliteta je 25. Na crnogorskoj strani Programskog
podrucja ima 24 spomenika prve kategorije zastite 1 104 spomenika druge kategorije zastite.
U Hrvatskoj, zastita kulturnih dobara (zakonskog 1 stru¢an znacaj propisan u odredbe Zakona
o zaStiti i oCuvanju kulturnih dobara, i u skladu s propisima konzervatorske struke) u ovoj
Zupaniji je u nadleznosti Konzervatorskog odjela u Dubrovniku. U Crnoj Gori zastita
kulturnih spomenika postavljena je na ¢vrste zakonske osnove a njegova briga je dana
specijaliziranoj organizaciji Institutu za zastitu spomenika kulture. Temeljem Zakon o Zastite
Spomenika Kulture iz 1991. godine, u smislu zastite kulturne bastine, op¢éine su obvezne
brinuti, odrzavati i koristiti, zastititi spomenike od Stetnog utjecaja prirode i ljudske aktivnosti,
uciniti ih javno dostupnim, te snositi troSkove redovitog odrzavanja spomenika kulture.

Kulturna i prirodna dobra prikladna za 1zolacija zbog lose cestovne
ubrzan gospodarski razvoj; 2 grada pod infrastrukture i izolacija otoka;

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3 POGLAVLJE llIl. PROGRAMSKA STRATEGIJA
3.1 Opéi cilj
Prekograni¢no podrucje izmedu Hrvatske i Crne Gore ima prili¢no sli¢ne razvojne preduvjete

okarakterizirane ogromnim potencijalom za turisticki razvoj i bogatom prirodnom i kulturnom
bastinom koja daje ¢vrstu podlogu za suradnju.

Glavni izazovi prekograni¢nog podrucja su utjecaj globalizacije na regionalno gospodarstvo,
uvodenje novih normi kakvoce te zakonskih normi kao dio procesa pristupanja EU, vrlo
konkurentska globalna privreda na temelju znanja i novih tehnologija bez kojih regije i
poslovni sektori nisu konkurentni na ve¢im trziStima, ekoloski izazovi 1 izazovi s obzirom na
ponovno uspostavljanje drustvenih i kulturalnih veza izmedu dviju drzava koje su nastradale
zbog rata u 90-ima. Sukladno tome, glavni uc¢inak Programa bio bi povezan s uspostavljanjem
veza izmedu zemalja partnerica, razvojem zajednickog sporazuma CBC-a i njegovim
znacenjem u smislu stabilnog gospodarskog napretka i sve boljih mogucénost za poticanje i
upravljanje razvojne putanje programskog podrucja.

Da bi se maksimalno povecala razina prekograni¢ne suradnje i njezin ucinak, unutar
Programa posebnu pozornost ¢e se podariti projektima koji Ce:
a) Unaprijediti suradnju i prikupljanje iskustva izmedu lokalnih i regionalnih dionika u
cilju povecanja prekograni¢ne suradnje;
b) Pojacati i objediniti prekograni¢ni dijalog i uspostaviti institucionalne odnose izmedu
lokalnih uprava i ostalih znacajnih lokalnih ili regionalnih dionika;
c) Opremiti sudionike lokalnih i regionalnih tijela samouprave s informacijama i
vjestinama za razvoj, provedbu i upravljanje prekograni¢nim projektima.

Svaki spomenuti izazov ¢e se rjeSavati kroz Programsko strateSko opredjeljenje na odrZivi
razvoj koji obuhvacéa: gospodarski razvoj, razvoj ljudskih potencijala, socijalna pravda i
zaStita okoliSa, tako da se moZze dose¢i sljedeca Vizija:

Prekograni¢no podrudje izmedu Hrvatske i Crne Gore prepoznato je kao regija visoko
kvalitetnog Zivota i jedno od najuspjeSnijih europskih turistickih odredista zbog svog
jedinstvenog i ofuvanog prirodnog bogatstva, kulturno-povijesne bastine i visoke
kakvoce usluga, kao i regija u kojoj su drustveno-gospodarski partneri osposobljeni
postiéi i upravljati optimalnim razvojnim potencijalom podrucja.

Sukladno tome, opé¢i cilj Programa je: Poboljsati kvalitetu Zivljenja u prekograni¢nom
podruéju izmedu Hrvatske i Crne Gore, koji je u skladu s razumijevanjem razvoja i
napretka navedenom u hrvatskom StrateSkom okviru za razvoj za razdoblje od 2006.-2013.
godine“...Bogata Hrvatska je drzava gdje ljudi Zele Zivjeti 1 raditi, u koju ljudi dolaze da bi
zivjeli 1 radili jer je oCuvala ono Sto su razvijenije drzave najvjerojatnije izgubile na svom
putu ka bogatstvu: dobru kvalitetu zivljenja, i ugodan odnos kakvoce prirode 1 prostora.*

Ovaj cilj je prepoznat i u crnogorskim strateSkim dokumentima kao $to su Nacionalna
strategija odrZivog razvoja i Razvojni ciljevi Crne Gore kao ekoloske drzave gdje je drustveno
blagostanje 1 gospodarski napredak u ravnotezi sa zaStitom okoliSa i odrzivim koriStenjem
prirodnih resursa. Temeljni pravac crnogorskog Master plana za razvoj turizma i Agende
ekonomskih reformi, kao Sireg okvira za gospodarski razvoj, takoder se temelje na
poboljsanju kakvoce Zivljenja, ukljucujuéi ostvarivanje napretka u prekogranicnom podrucju
izmedu Hrvatske 1 Crne Gore.
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U skladu sa situacijom i SWOT analizom, dugoro¢ne mogucénosti za programsko podrucje su
konkurentna regionalna gospodarstva utemeljena na visoko kvalitetnom usluznom sektoru u
turizmu, ucinkovitoj zastiti okoliSa, prirodnoj 1 kulturnoj bastini i odrzivom KkoriStenju
prirodnih resursa, kao na i visoko kvalitetnim javnim i1 drustvenim uslugama nuznim za razvoj
zajednice. S druge strane, otkriveni problemi uglavnom su vezani uz manjak suradnje i
zajednickog djelovanja u gore spomenutim podrucjima. Upravo zbog svega toga Program ¢e
podrzavati projekte koji ¢e uspostaviti suradnju institucija, nadleznih tijela na lokalnoj i
drzavnoj razini te ostalih prihvatljivih subjekata za zajednicko djelovanje i intervencije na
podru¢ju turizma, okoli$a, zaStite prirodne i kulturne bastina te razvoja zajednice, a koji ¢e se
istovremeno fokusirati na poboljSanje sposobnosti spomenutih institucija partnera, u smislu
izvodenja prekograni¢nih razvojnih aktivnosti.

Vazno je uociti da je opseg Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje 2007.-2013. ogranicen
dostupnoscu financijskih sredstava. To znaci da neka od pitanja koja su oznacena kao bitna za
razvoj pograni¢nog podrucja u situaciji i SWOT analizi se ne mogu rijesiti ovim Programom
(npr. infrastruktura vezana uz prijevoz).

Gore spomenuti cilj bit ¢e postignut posredstvom dvaju prioriteta koji se provesti putem 5
zasebnih mjera (vidi 3.5. Sazetak prioriteta i mjera):

e Prioritet 1: Stvaranje povoljnih ekoloskih i drustveno-gospodarskih uvjeta u
programskom podru¢ju poboljSanjem suradnje u zajedni¢ki odabranim sektorima i
dobrosusjedskim odnosima u prihvatljivim podru¢jima;

e Prioritet 2: Tehnicka pomo¢.

Prekograni¢no jacanje kapaciteta je predvideno kao horizontalna tema koja ¢e podupirati
Prioritet 1 i 2 tako da lokalni i regionalni dionici postanu §to je vise moguce spremni za
upravljanje budu¢im programima prekograni¢ne suradnje pod ciljem teritorijalne suradnje
Strukturnih fondova. Kao takvo, prekograni¢no jacanje kapaciteta predstavlja dodatni cilj
Programa, njegovo ostvarivanje bit ¢e mjereno sljede¢im programskim indikatorima:

e Brojem organizacija koje ostvare sporazume prekograni¢ne suradnje;

e Brojem uspostavljenih prekograni¢énih mreza usmjerenih na: poboljSavanje javnih
sluzbi; 1i/ili provodenje zajednickih operacija, 1/ili razvoj zajednickih sustava;

e Brojem projekata koji su zajednicki provedeni i/ili popunjeni zajednicki kadrom.

Provedba programskih prioriteta pridonijet ¢e opéem cilju obuhvacajuéi ve¢inu podrucja koja
se koriste kao indikatori kakvoée zivljenja: zapoS$ljavanja, obrazovanja, drustvenog
sudjelovanja, okolisa i prirode, rekreacije (kulture 1 spor‘[a).19

Nacionalni programi — Hrvatska

Program je u skladu s glavnim ciljevima 1 podrucjima intervencije sljede¢ih Nacionalnih
programa;

StrateSki okvir za razvoj, ¢iji je glavni strateski cilj: ,,Rast i zaposljavanje u konkurentnom
trziSnom gospodarstvu koje djeluje u europskoj socijalnoj drzavi 21. stolje¢a™. Ovaj cilj
moguce je posti¢i istodobnim 1 uskladenim djelovanjem u deset strateskih podrucja, od kojih
je 6 vazno za ovaj Program:

e ‘znanje i obrazovanje'; ‘znanost i [T"; 'poduzetnicka klima' - ova pitanja obuhvacena su
u programskoj mjeri 1.1 (Gospo-darski razvoj);

e ‘zaStita okoliSa i ujednacen regionalni razvoj' obuhvaceni su u programskim mjerama
1.1.1 1.2 (Zastita okolisa);

e ‘ljudi’; ‘socijalna kohezija i pravda' obuhvacdeni su u programskoj mjeri 1.3 (people-to-
people’).

Zajednicki memorandum o socijalnom ukljucivanju, navodi prioritete i mjere politike
vezane uz socijalnu ukljucenost i borbu protiv siromastva. Pitanje socijalne iskljucenosti u
programskome podrucju obuhvaceno je mjerom people-to-people.

IPA Operativni program za regionalnu konkurentnost (OPRK) ima 2 cilja: (i) posti¢i
vecu konkurentnost i uravnotezen regionalni razvoj poticanjem konkurentnosti MSP-a i
poboljsavanjem gospodarskih uvjeta u podru¢jima s razvojnim potesko¢ama u Hrvatskoj; (ii)
razviti kapacitete hrvatskih institucija za razvoj programa i provedbu aktivnosti koje podrzava
ERDF nakon pristupa. Ovaj program usmjeren je na unaprjedenja u hrvatskim pograni¢nim
podrucjima putem gospodarske raznolikosti te dopunjuje prioritet OPRK-a ,,PoboljSavanje
razvojnog potencijala podru¢ja s razvojnim poteSkocama“. Programom se takoder planira
izgraditi institucionalni kapacitet za buduce upravljanje programima teritorijalne suradnje
ERDF-a prema cilju 3. strukturnih fondova te je on u skladu s ciljevima OPRK-a.

IPA Operativni program za razvoj ljudskih potencijala (OPRLJP) ima 3 prioriteta:
poboljsanje pristupa zaposljavanju i odrzivom ukljucenju na trZiste rada; ucvrséivanje
socijalne ukljucenosti i integracija ljudi u nepovoljnom poloZaju; prosirivanje i poboljsanje
ulaganja u ljudski kapital. Navedeni prioriteti u skladu su s ovim Programom, koji ¢e podrzati
aktivnosti koje pridonose povecavanju zaposlenja stanovniStva pograni¢noga podrucja i
poboljSavanju pristupa socijalnim uslugama.

IPA Operativni program za zastitu okolisa (OPZO) ima 2 prioriteta: razvoj infrastrukture
za upravljanje otpadom za uspostavljanje integriranog sustava za upravljanje otpadom u
Hrvatskoj; zaStita vodnih potencijala Hrvatske kroz poboljSane integrirane sustave za
upravljanje vodoopskrbom i otpadnim vodama. Ovaj Program podrzava malu infrastrukturu
koja je u skladu s oba navedena prioriteta. Unutar Programa takoder ¢e se pripremati projekti
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ve¢ih razmjera koji bi se mogli financirati u sklopu dvije mjere OPZO-a: osnivanje novih
centara za upravljanje otpadom na Zupanijskoj/regionalnoj razini; izgradnja postrojenja za
obradu ku¢nih i industrijskih otpadnih voda i izgradnja / nadogradnja kanalizacijske mreze.

Regionalni operativni program Dubrovacko-neretvanske Zupanije za 2007.- 2013. (ROP)
navodi glavne razvojne ciljeve Zupanije vezane uz uravnotezeni razvoj obale, otoka 1 zaleda
Zupanije; osiguranje zastite okoliSa, prirode i kulture i razvoj ljudskih potencijala. Svojom
usmjerenoscu ka razvoju turizma i povecanju prihoda od turizma kroz razvoj nove turisticke
ponude i poboljSanje turistickih usluga, zastitu kulturne i prirodne bastine, zastitu okolisa 1
razvoj ljudskih potencijala, ovaj Program potpuno je u skladu s ROP-om i kao takav
pridonijet ¢e ostvarivanju glavnih razvojnih ciljeva Dubrovacko-neretvanske zupanije.

Nadalje, ovaj Program u skladu je s glavnim nacionalnim strategijama u Hrvatskoj (npr.
Nacionalni plan zapo$ljavanja za razdoblje od 2005. do 2008. godine, Plan razvoja
obrazovnog sektora 2005.-2010., Strategija i akcijski plan obrazovanja odraslih; Strateski
ciljevi razvoja hrvatskog turizma do 2010.; Nacionalna strategija za okoli§ i Nacionalni plan
djelovanja za okoli$, Strategija upravljanja otpadom Republike Hrvatske; Nacionalna
strategija i akcijski plan zastite bioloSke i krajobrazne raznolikosti; nacrt Nacionalne strategije
regionalnog razvoja, Pretpristupni ekonomski program 2006.-2008. itd.) i Program Vlade za
razdoblje 2003.-2007., u kojemu se navodi da je razvoj pograni¢nih podru¢ja jedan od visokih
nacionalnih prioriteta, budu¢i da osamnaest Zzupanija od dvadeset i jedne imaju vanjske
granice.

Ovaj Program komplementaran je s glavnim programima i ne preklapa se s njima zbog
svojega usmjerenja na ojacanje prvenstveno aktivnosti koje su prepoznate kao vazne za obje
drzave partnerice.

Nacionalni programi — Crna Gora

Pocevsi od vizije odrzivog razvoja Crne Gore 1 prepoznavanja problema i izazova u podrucju
zaStite okoliSa i1 upravljanja prirodnim bogatstvima, gospodarskog i druStvenog razvoja,
definirani su sljedeci op¢i ciljevi Nacionalne strategije odrzivog razvoja Crne Gore - NSOR
Crna Gora:

Ubrzavanje gospodarskog rasta i razvoja i smanjenje regionalnih razli¢itosti u razvoju;
Smanjenje siromastva; osiguranje ravnopravnog pristupa uslugama i resursima;
Osiguranje uc¢inkovite kontrole zagadenja i smanjenja 1 odrZivo upravljanje prirodnim
bogatstvima;
Poboljsanje sustava upravljanja i sudjelovanja javnosti; pokretanje svih dionika i
izgradnja kapaciteta na svim razinama;
e Ocuvanje kulturoloske raznolikosti i identiteta.
Svi navedeni ciljevi dalje su razradeni kroz definiciju prioritetnih ciljeva 1 mjera u 24
podrucja prioriteta, ukljucujuéi integrirano upravljanje obalnim podru¢jem, zaStitu prirode,
odrzivo koriStenje vodnih potencijala, makro-gospodarski razvoj, regionalni razvoj i
zaposljavanje, turizam 1 socijalnu zastitu.

Cilj je programa gospodarske reforme izloziti niz zasebnih no medusobno povezanih zadataka
za preobrazaj gospodarstva Crne Gore. Ocekuju se rezultati u Sesnaest individualnih
odlomaka od kojih je svaki namijenjen odredenom aspektu gospodarske reforme.

Glavni plan za razvoj turizma, kao glavni strateski dokument za turizam koji je glavni
razvojni pokreta¢ nacionalnog gospodarstva, predvida znacajan porast turistiCkih objekata.
Priprema se viSa razina integriranja zahtjeva za odrzivost na razini planova razvoja turizma i
na razini individualnih projekata kroz trenuta¢nu reviziju Glavnog plana.
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Ucinkovita kontrola i smanjenje postojeceg zagadenja vode zbog niske razine obrade
komunalnih i industrijskih otpadnih voda i nedovoljnog odlaganja otpada predstavljaju glavne
smjerove Glavnih planova za upravljanje otpadnim vodama i krutim otpadom. S druge strane,
osiguranje dovoljne koli¢ine kvalitetne pitke vode, nuzne pravne i institucionalne promjene i
poboljsanja u kontroli kakvoce voda te praenje stanja voda u skladu s normama EU-a i
odredbama WFD-a predstavljaju glavne usmjerenosti Glavnog plana za opskrbu vodom i
institucionalnih i pravnih reformi u ovome podrucju u skladu s procesom pristupanja EU-U.

Plan prostornog uredenja Republike Crne Gore, koji je trenutacno u radnoj verziji, i Plan
prostornog uredenja obalnog podrucja, koji ¢eka usvajanje Parlamenta, utvrduju koristenje
prostora u cilju planiranog razvoja do 2020. Ovo je od posebne vaznosti za obalno podrucje,
gdje postoji veliki pritisak urbanizacije na zastitu prirodnih resursa te je potrebno podizanje
vrijednosti u cilju odrzivog turizma.

U okviru kompleksnih pravnih i institucionalnih reformi u procesu stabilizacije 1 pridruzivanja
priprema se Nacionalni plan za nepredvidene okolnosti u slucaju incidenata onec¢iS§¢enja mora.
Nacionalni plan za nepredvidene okolnosti razvijen na temelju propisa IMO-a utvrduje
institucionalni mehanizam organizacije i provedbe koji ¢e drzavnim tijelima omoguciti
ucinkovit odgovor na sve vrste zagadenja, osobito zagadenja uzrokovana slucajnim
incidentima na moru. Tako razvijen Nacionalni plan za nepredvidene okolnosti bit ¢e dio
Subregionalnog plana koji trenutacno provode Hrvatska, Slovenija 1 Italija.

Strategija za razvoj ribarstva utvrduje odrzivo koriStenje proizvoda mora u ravnotezi s
odrzivim upravljanjem ekosustavom mora.

3.3 Usuglasenost s drugim politikama Europske zajednice

Prema svojoj prirodi i teziStu, ovaj Program ukljucivat ¢e glavne politike EU-a: regionalnu
politiku, zastitu okolisa, jednake mogucnosti 1 informacijsko drustvo.

Slijedec¢i Lisabonsku strategiju za razdoblje 2000.—2010, Komunikacija Komisije EUROPE
2020 — strategija za pametan, odrziv i ukljucujuéi razvoj (3. ozujka 2010.) ima za cilj
"pametan, odrziv 1 ukljucuju¢i razvoj” s boljom koordinacijom nacionalne i1 europske
politike, Strategija Europe 2020 postavila je 5 ciljeva koje treba dosti¢i do 2020. s naglaskom
na zaposljavanje, inovacije, obrazovanje, socijalnu ukljucenost i klimu/energiju.

Opce ciljeve pametnog, odrzivog i1 ukljucivog rasta usmjerava 7 glavnih inicijativa koje
pruzaju okvir kroz koji EU 1 nacionalne vlasti uzajamno u¢vr$¢uju svoje napore u podrucjima
koji podrZavaju prioritete Europe 2020.

e Pametan rast
e Europski plan digitalizacije
e Unija inovacija
e Mladi i mobilnost
e (Odrzivi rast
e Europa ucinkovita s resursima
e Industrijska politika za eru globalizacije

e Ukljucivi rast
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e Plan za nova znanja i vjeStine i nova radna mjesta
e Europska platforma protiv siromastva

Program je u skladu s ciljevima strategije Europe 2020 unapredivanjem gospodarske
konkurentnosti pograni¢nog podrucja i poboljSanjem zaposljivosti kroz investicije i suradnju
1 umrezavanje u turistickom sektoru (koji je kljuc¢ni pokreta¢ regionalnih gospodarstava),
zaStitom prirodne i1 kulturne bastine, kao i okolisa. Ja¢anje konkurentnosti i gospodarske i
drustvene integracije prekograni¢nih podru¢ja u skladu je s StrateSkim smjernicama
Zajednice za kohezijsku politiku 2007.-2013. (COM (2005)0299) na podrucju prekograni¢ne
suradnje. Osim toga, Program c¢e takoder poduprijeti GothenburSke ciljeve promicanjem
odrzivog upravljanja okolisSem kroz uspostavu suradnje izmedu institucija i primjenom
zajednickih aktivnosti za zaStitu prirode i okolisa.

Program ¢e takoder podupirati rodnu ravnopravnost i jednake moguénosti kroz provedbu
projekata koji ¢e jasno pokazati nastojanja za stvaranje jednakih mogucnosti za pripadnike
etnickih skupina, osobe s posebnim potrebama, te rodnu ravnopravnost u skladu s nacelima
Europske unije. Opcenito, implementacija horizontalnih principa bit ¢e zajamcena kroz
definiciju ciljnih skupina, prihvatljivin aktivnosti u okviru definiranih mjera, procedure
evaluacije i pokazatelje na razini prioritetnih osi i mjera.

3.4.1.1 Pozadina i opravdanost

Analize stanja i SWOT analize pokazale su da su, izmedu ostaloga, slabosti programskoga
podru¢ja povezane s nedostatkom prekograni¢ne suradnje u ekoloskoj zastiti i intervenciji,
nedostatkom suradnje u zastiti prirode i kulturne bastine, nerazvijenim civilnim sektorom,
nedostatkom suradnje u razvoju i promicanju programskoga podrucja kao cjelovitog
turistickog odredista, nedostatkom suradnje medu lokalnim samoupravama u zajednickom
rjeSenju srodnog problema, kao i uniStenim druStvenim i kulturnim vezama medu ljudima u
pogranicnom podrucju. Glavni su rizici za podrucje ekoloski: zagadenje iz Sredozemnog
mora i rizici koji proizlaze iz novih prometnih i pomorskih koridora. Nadalje, ne postoji
dovoljno specifi¢nih/ciljanih programa obrazovanja odraslih i ciljanih programa obrazovanja
turistickih djelatnika.

S druge strane, glavne su prednosti podrucja kulturni 1 prirodni potencijali prikladni za
ubrzavanje gospodarskog razvoja. Cijelo je podrucje svjetski poznato turisticko odrediste s
dva grada pod zastitom UNESCO-a (Dubrovnik i Kotor) 1 tri nacionalna parka. Takoder se
smatra dijelom ekoloSke mreze koja obuhvaca podru¢ja od nacionalne 1 medunarodne
ekoloske vaznosti za o¢uvanje bioloske raznovrsnosti. Analiza stanja pokazuje da prihodi od
turizma 1 ostalih povezanih usluga imaju najveéi udio u BDP-u regiji. Posljednjih godina
povecava se kakvoca usluga te postoji jasna strateSka usmjerenost ka daljnjem razvoju. Povrh
toga, podrucje ima prirodan potencijal za poljoprivredni razvoj, posebno razvoj organske
poljoprivrede, marikulture i visoko kvalitetne proizvodnje hrane. Ovi prirodni preduvijeti
najprikladniji su za proizvodafe mreZe i turisticku infrastrukturu (hoteli, restorani) i za
odobravanje i razvoj robne marke proizvoda.
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Izmedu ostaloga, jedna od glavnih prilika za podru¢je uglavnom je vezana uz razvoj
integriranih turistickih ponuda koje ukljucuju i ponudu obalnog i planinskog turizma.
Nadalje, dostupnost sredstava IPA-e za obje drzave omogucit ¢e lokalnim i regionalnim
upravama prikupljanje novcanih sredstava za gospodarski i druStveni razvoj, a sredstva IPA-e
za prekograni¢ne programe osobito ¢e omoguciti regijama ulaganje u aktivnosti koje se
smatraju zajednickim prioritetima (tj. aktivnosti u podrucju zastite okoliSa, razvoja
zajednickog turistickog 1 kulturnog prostora i razvoja zajednice).

U skladu s gore opisanim prednostima, slabostima i moguénostima s jedne strane i vrlo
ogranicenim sredstvima s druge strane, tijekom zajednickog procesa savjetovanja mjerodavni
dionici odlucili su utvrditi samo jedan prioritet plus prioritet tehnicke pomoc¢i te do tri mjere
po prioritetu. Takoder, zbog ograniCenih sredstava i nedostatka cjelokupnih kapaciteta za
upravljanje aktivnostima prekograni¢énog razvoja, odlucili su da neée raspravljati o
problemima poput nedovoljno razvijene infrastrukture, odstupanja izmedu urbanih i ruralnih
podrucja, niske zaposljivosti radne snage itd. nego su se usmyjerili na lakSe aktivnosti koje
mogu potaknuti lokalni razvoj opéenito i poboljsati razinu suradnje.

Stoga, kako bi se obuhvatilo $to je vise moguce prepoznatih zajednickih problema i potreba u
odabranim podruc¢jima suradnje, Prioritet 1 definiran je u najSirem moguéem smislu umjesto
usmjeravanja na ograni¢en broj posebnih pitanja: Prioritet 1: Stvaranje povoljnih ekoloskih i
drustveno-gospodarskih uvjeta u programskome podrucju poboljSanjem suradnje u zajednicki
odabranim sektorima i dobrosusjedskih odnosa u prihvatljivim podrucjima.

Konkretni su ciljevi Prioriteta 1 sljede¢i:

e Uspostavljanje suradnje izmedu institucija nadleznih za zastitu okoliSa, kao i zastita
prirode i kulturne bastine provedbom zajednickih programa, obrazovanjem,
prijenosom znanja i iskustva i podizanjem svijesti;

e Stvaranje prepoznatljive turisticke ponude temeljene na prirodnim i kulturnim
sredstvima programskoga podru¢ja i ponovo uspostavljanje drustvenih veza u
prekograni¢nom podrucju poticanjem tradicionalne i suvremene kulture;

e Povecanje 1 poboljSanje suradnje izmedu institucija, gradana i gradanskih udruga u
podrucjima poput turizma, obrazovanja, kulture 1 ostalih podrucja koja su u skladu s
ciljevima Programa, u cilju poticanja razvoja zajednice i poboljSanja susjedskih
odnosa.

Nakon konkretnih ciljeva, ovaj prioritet provodit ¢e se putem tri mjere, od kojih ¢e jedna (c)
biti posebno usmjerena na okupljanje ljudi, lokalnih zajednica i1 gradanskih udruga kroz
meduljudske aktivnosti, u cilju uspostavljanja ¢vrstog temelja za gospodarski i1 drustveni
razvoj programskoga podrucja. 3 su mjere sljedece:

a) Zajednicke aktivnosti zastite okolisa, prirode i kulturne bastine;
b) Zajednicki turisticki i kulturni prostor;
c) Mali prekograni¢ni projekti razvoja zajednice.

Pomoc¢ IPA-e sufinancirat ¢e se sredstvima iz nacionalnog drzavnog proracuna te sredstvima
krajnjih korisnika sa najmanjim udjelom od 15%.

Hrvatska izdvaja 400.000 EUR sredstava IPA-e godi$nje, a Crna Gora 500.000 EUR za
razdoblje 2007-2011 godine. Ta razlika u izdvajanju proizlazi iz ¢injenice da je Hrvatskoj bio
odobren manji iznos od ukupnih sredstava IPA-e za transnacionalnu i CBC suradnju sa
potencijalnim zemljama ¢lanicama. U Zelji za maksimalnim smanjivanjem raskoraka i glatkim
upravljanjem 1 provodenjem Programa, Hrvatska je izdvojila ve¢i iznos nacionalnog
sufinanciranja za Prioritet 2 (43% za prvu godinu 1 33,4% za sljedece dvije godine). Crna
Gora je za prioritet 2 isto izdvojila veci iznos (28,6% za sve tri godine) s obzirom da je ZTT
smjesteno u Kotoru u Crnoj Gori. Visi iznos izdvojenih sredstava IPA-e s crnogorske strane
povezan je s poboljSanjem susjedskih odnosa, posebice zbog dobro poznatih dogadaja koji su
se odvili u programskom podrucju u prosSlom desetljeu. Nadalje, u smislu projektnih
aktivnosti, sadasnji kapaciteti crnogorskih op¢ina uz granicu s Hrvatskom znatno su veéi od
kapaciteta opcina uz granice s drugim crnogorskim susjedima. Povrh toga, opéine koje
granic¢e s Hrvatskom ve¢ su uspostavile odredeni oblik suradnje s Dubrovacko-neretvanskom
zupanijom (npr. Kotor i grad Dubrovnik) i izrazile velik interes za daljnji nastavak i jacanje
suradnje. U tom pogledu, gore spomenutu raspodjelu predlozila je Crna Gora.

Revizija alokacija za godine 2012. 1 2013. nacinjena je prema preporukama Europske
komisije — Opée uprave za prosirenje — za sve prekograni¢ne programe Zapadnog Balkana.
To je nainjeno na temelju steCenog iskustva iz 1. poziva na dostavu projektnih prijedloga 1
ostatka sredstava koji je nastao kao posljedica diskrepancije izmedu alokacija za Hrvatsku i
Crnu Goru. S tom revizijom alokacije za 2012. 1 2013. godinu bit ¢e jednake (500,000 EUR)
za obje drzave kako bi se sprijeCio nastanak neiskoriStenih sredstava poslije 3. poziva na
dostavu projektnih prijedloga.

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4.1.1.2 Crna Gora

Imajuéi u vidu
institucionalne kapacitete MRRFEU-a u smislu upravljanja prekograni¢énom suradnjom, OS u
Zagrebu pomagat ¢e osoblju ZTT-a u usvajanju specificnih znanja i1 vjeStina potrebnih za
uspjesno upravljanje Programom i njegovu provedbu, ako takva pomo¢ bude potrebna. To ¢e
se povremeno obavljati kroz obuku na poslu i sli¢ne aktivnosti u prostorima MRRFEU-a u
Zagrebu. PredstavniStvo se nalazi u Dubrovniku.

4.1.4 Uloga Komisije

S obzirom na decentralizirano upravljanje u Hrvatskoj, Komisija ima pravo obavljati ex-ante
kontrolu odabira operacija, kako je odredeno Odlukom Komisije o prijenosu ovlasti za
upravljanje u skladu s ¢lankom 14. stavkom 3. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. S obzirom na
centralizirano upravljanje u Crnoj Gori, u skladu sa clankom 140. stavkom 1. Provedbene
uredbe IPA-e, Europska komisija zadrzava cjelokupnu odgovornost za odobrenje poziva za
dostavu prijedloga, dodjele potpora, natjecaja, ugovaranja i placanja, na temelju dokumenata
dani od strane korisnika.

Povrh tih standardnih uloga, Komisija u savjetodavnom svojstvu sudjeluje u radu Zajednickog
nadzornog odbora.

4.2 Postupci za programiranje, odabir i dodjelu sredstava

4.2.1 Strateski projekti/operacije izvan poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Prednost je dana provedbi putem otvorenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata. Medutim,
ZNO ima moguénost u nekim slucajevima utvrditi strateske projekte ukljucujuéi jednu ili
dvije velike usluge i /ili opskrbe i /ili ugovore o radu. Opis poslova (usluge) i/ili tehnicke
specifikacije (opskrba i rad) sastavljaju Operativne strukture uz pomo¢ ZTT-a. Strateski
projekti/operacije izvan poziva za podnoSenje prijedloga su definirane kao one koje imaju
znacajan utjecaj na programsko podrucje i koji ¢e na sami, ili u kombinaciji s drugim
projektima, posti¢i znacajne ciljeve. Provedbena agencija/ugovorna tijela provode javni
natjeCaj 1 ugovaraju projekte na temelju standardnih postupaka iz PRAG-a za odgovarajuce
vrste ugovora.

4.2.2 Pozivi na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Program prekograni¢ne suradnje funkcionira pretezno putem shema za dodjelu bespovratnih
sredstava na temelju jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata i jednog postupka
odabira koji se odnosi na obje strane granice.

Kada situacija to zahtijeva, treba se pridrzavati postupaka PRAG-a i standardnih predloZaka te
modela, osim ako okvir Provedbene uredbe IPA-e ne zahtijeva prilagodavanje.

predlagatelja projekata 1 partnera, vrste aktivnosti i1 troSkova koji su prihvatljivi za
financiranje 1 kriterije evaluacije, drZze¢i se S$to je viSe moguce formata
predvidenih u PRAG-u.

e Obrazac za prijavu trebao bi obuhvatiti obje strane projekta (na
hrvatskoj/crnogorskoj strani granice, tj. zajednicku prijavu), ali s jasno
razdvojenim aktivnostima i troSkovima sa svake strane granice. Elementi koje
sadrzi paket za prijavu (kriteriji prihvatljivosti i evaluacije, itd.) moraju biti
potpuno u skladu s odgovaraju¢im sporazumom o financiranju.

e ZTT nacrte poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata, vodi¢ za prijavitelje i obrazac

za prijavu te ostale dokumente vezane uz provedbu shema za dodjelu
bespovratnih sredstava podnosi OS-u;
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e Nakon odobravanja paketa za prijavu od strane ZNO-a, OS-ovi predaju kona¢nu
verziju dokumenta nadleznim Delegacijama Europske unije na odobrenje.

b) Objavljivanje poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

e Operativne strukture, uz pomo¢ ZTT-a, poduzimaju sve odgovarajué¢e mjere kako
bi osigurale da poziv na dostavu prijedloga projekata objavljen na nacionalnoj i
regionalnoj razini dopre do ciljne skupine u skladu sa zahtjevima Priru¢nika
(vidjeti dolje Informiranje i promidZzba);

e ZTT je odgovoran za informativnu kampanju i odgovore na pitanja potencijalnih
predlagatelja projekata. ZTT savjetuje potencijalne predlagatelje projekta kako bi
Sto bolje shvatili 1 ispravno ispunili obrasce za prijavu;

e Paket za prijavu stavljen je na raspolaganje na web stranici Programa i web
stranicama Operativnih struktura/ugovornih tijela te u papirnatom primjerku;

e Pitanja i odgovori trebali bi biti dostupni kako na web stranici Programa tako i na
web stranicama OS-a.

4.2.3 Odabir projekata nakon poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Da bi se slijedila smisao prekograni¢ne suradnje i da bi se omogucila dobra provedba
projekata sa obje strane granice, projekti ¢e biti procjenjivani kao cjelina. Kad god je mogucde,
evaluacija projekta trebala bi se pridrzavati pravila iz PRAG-a (Poglavlje 6.4.) u
procjenjivanju shema bespovratne pomoc¢i da bi se osigurala maksimalna transparentnost i
objektivnost. U tom smislu Zajednicki upravljacki odbor prvo procjenjuje projekte u skladu s
PRAG-om. Zajedni¢ki nadzorni odbor zatim donosi kona¢nu odluku o projektima koje treba
preporuciti za financiranje provedbenoj agenciji/ugovornom tijelu prema kriterijima rang-liste
sastavljene od Zajednickog upravljackog odbora.

ZTT zaprima i registrira prijave.

Operativne strukture obje drZzave imenuju Zajednicki upravljacki odbor i, po potrebi,
ukoliko ¢lanovi ZUO-a nemaju dovoljno znanja i/ili iskustva, vanjske procjenitelje
koji ¢e biti osigurani putem sredstava TP-a programa.

Upravljacki odbor osniva se tako da predstavnici dviju drzava budu jednako
zastupljeni. Clanove s pravom glasa predlazu Operativne strukture. Clanovi ZUO-a
imenuju se iskljucivo na temelju tehnicke i profesionalne stru¢nosti u odgovaraju¢em
podrucju. ZTT osigurava tajniStvo Upravljackom odboru.

Obje OS mogu predloziti isti broj vanjskih procjenitelja koji ¢e se financirati
odgovaraju¢im sredstvima TP.

Delegacije EU ex ante odobravaju sastav Upravljackog odbora i vanjske procjenitelje.
U skladu s postupcima iz PRAG-a, Upravljacki odbor procjenjuje projekte u okviru
poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata, priprema izvjesStaje evaluacije i rang—liste svih
projekata te ith podnosi Zajednickom nadzornom odboru.

ZNO od Upravljatkog odbora prima IzvjeStaj evaluacije te glasa o prihvacanju
predlozene rang-liste. Clanovi Upravlja¢kog odbora prisustvuju sastanku ZNO-a kako
bi predstavili postupak evaluacije. ZNO ima mogucnost:

o prihvatiti Izvjestaj evaluacije 1 preporuciti ugovornim tijelima da ugovore
odabrane projekte;

o Traziti jedan krug ponovnog ispitivanja prijedloga projekta ako
kvalificirana veéina njegovih ¢lanova s pravom glasa glasuje za takav
postupak 1 pod uvjetom da se jasno navede tehnicki uzrok koji utjece na
kakvocu IzvjeStaja evaluacije tj. ako je nejasno kako su projekti bili
procjenjivani i rangirani;
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o Zahtijevati od Operativnih struktura da izaberu novi Upravljacki odbor
ukoliko postoji opravdan razlog za sumnju u objektivnost i kvalifikacije

Upravljackog odbora.
Ni pod kojim uvjetima ZNO nema pravo promijeniti bodove ili preporuke
Upravljatkog odbora i ne smije mijenjati obrasce za evaluaciju koje su ispunili

ocjenjivaci.

e U Hrvatskoj Delegacija EU ex ante odobrava odluku ZNO-a o projektima
predlozenima za financiranje i Izvjestaj evaluacije. U Crnoj Gori Delegacija EU
odobrava odabir i dodjeljuje ugovore bespovratne potpore krajnjim korisnicima.

e ZTT svakog predlagatelja projekta pismeno obavjeStava o rezultatima postupka
odabira.

e ZTT salje svu dokumentaciju potrebnu za ugovaranje oboma ugovornim tijelima
unutar 2 tjedna od odluke ZNO-a.

4.3 Postupci za financiranje i kontrolu
4.3.1 Odluka o financiranju i ugovaranje

Odluke o financiranju donose nadlezna ugovorna tijela (Agencija za regionalni razvoj (ARR)
u Hrvatskoj i DEU u Crnoj Gori) na temelju odluke Zajedni¢kog nadzornog odbora i, u
slucaju Hrvatske, ex ante odobrenja Delegacije EU. Pritom provjeravaju jesu li ispunjeni
uvjeti financiranja EU.

4.3.1.1 Hrvatska

e Ugovaranje je odgovornost ARR kao provedbene agencije za hrvatsku stranu
projekata. Forma ugovora o potpori nacinjena je u skladu s Priru¢nikom pomodéu
standardne forme ugovora o potpori i njegovih aneksa koji se mogu prilagoditi ukoliko
bude potrebno.

e ARR izdaje ugovore o potpori odabranim korisnicima obi¢no unutar 3 mjeseca od
odluke Zajednickog nadzornog odbora. Ugovori bespovratnih sredstava su potvrdeni -
globalno ili pojedinac¢no - od strane Delegacije EU prije nego S§to se potpisu.

e Ugovorna tijela mogu se osloniti na pomo¢ ZTT-a u komunikaciji sa potencijalnim

korisnicima bespovratne pomo¢i tijekom procesa ,,CiS¢enja budZeta®.

4.3.1.2 Crna Gora
e Ugovaranje je odgovornost EU.

e Delegacija EU izdaje ugovor o bespovratnoj potpori odabranim korisnicima.

4.3.2 Nacionalno sufinanciranje

Doprinos EU ne smije premasivati 85% prihvatljivih izdataka i ne smije biti manji od 20%
prihvatljivih izdataka. Nacionalno sufinanciranje iznosi najmanje 15%, a najviSe 80%
ukupnih prihvatljivih izdataka za aktivnost.

Doprinosi u naturi nisu prihvatljivi prema Uredbi IPA-e iako se mogu spomenuti u
prijedlozima projekta kao neprihvatljiv nacin financiranja.
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4.3.3 Upravljanje financiranjem, plac¢anja i kontrola

Upravljanje financiranjem, placanja i financijsku kontrolu vrSe odgovorne institucije na
temelju Financijske uredbe (EZ, Euratom) 1605/2002 i Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Postupci za
financijsko upravljanje i kontrolu odredeni su u okvirnim sporazumima izmedu drzava
korisnica i Europske komisije.

4.4 Provedba projekata
4.4.1 Projekti

Operacije odabrane za programe prekograni¢ne suradnje ukljuuju krajnje korisnike iz
najmanje dvije drzave sudionice koji suraduju na najmanje jedan od sljedecih nacina za svaku
operaciju: zajednicki razvoj, zajedni¢ka provedba, zajednicki odabir osoblja i zajednicko
financiranje.

Jedna (zajednicka) prijava projekta je pripremana za obje strane
granice sa posebnim naputcima za aktivnosti sa svake strane granice. Svi prijavitelji (sa obje
strane granice) potpisuju posebne ugovore sa Ugovornim tijelima.

4.4.2 Partneri na projektima i njihove uloge u provedbi zajednickih projekata

Godis$nje 1zvjes¢e podnosi se do 30. lipnja svake godine, a prvi put u drugoj godini nakon
usvajanja programa prekograni¢ne suradnje.

Konac¢no i1zvjes¢e podnosi se najkasnije 6 mjeseci nakon zavrSetka programa prekograni¢ne
suradnje.

Sadrzaj izvjeS¢a mora biti u skladu sa zahtjevima ¢lanka 144. Provedbene uredbe [PA-e.

4.5.3 Evaluacija programa

Evaluacije ¢e biti organizirane od strane Operativnih struktura i/ili od Komisije u skladu s
odredbama IPA PU (posebice ¢l.141.). Ex ante evaluacija nije izvrSena u skladu sa gore
navedenim ¢lankom s obzirom na nacelo proporcionalnosti.

On 1 August 2006, the Council of the European Union adopted Regulation
(EC) No 1085/2006 establishing an instrument for pre-accession assistance (hereafter:
the "IPA Framework Regulation™). With effect from 1 January 2007, this instrument
constitutes the single legal basis for the provision of financial assistance to candidate
countries and potential candidates in their efforts to enhance political, economic and
institutional reforms with a view to their eventually becoming members of the
European Union.

On 12 June 2007, the Commission adopted Regulation (EC) No 718/2007
implementing the IPA Framework Regulation, amended by Commission Regulation
(EU) N° 80/2010 of 28 January 2010, detailing applicable management and control
provisions (hereafter: the "IPA Implementing Regulation™).

European Union assistance under the instrument for pre-accession assistance should
continue to support the beneficiary countries in their efforts to strengthen democratic
institutions and the rule of law, reform public administration, carry out economic
reforms, respect human as well as minority rights, promote gender equality, support
the development of civil society and advance regional cooperation as well as
reconciliation and reconstruction, and contribute to sustainable development and
poverty reduction.

European Union assistance for candidate countries should additionally focus on the
adoption and implementation of the full acquis communautaire, and in particular
prepare them for the implementation of the European Union's agricultural and
cohesion policy.

The Parties have concluded on 27 August 2007 a Framework Agreement setting out
the general rules for cooperation and implementation of the European Union assistance
under the Instrument for Pre-accession Assistance.
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The multi-annual Cross-border programme Croatia - Montenegro for the years 2007-
2013 was adopted by Decision C(2007)6139 of 12 December 2007 and revised by the
Decision C(2012)9261 of 11 December 2012. By the same Decision of 11 December
2012, the Commission adopted the Financing Proposals for the years 2012 and 2013
of the Cross—border programme Croatia — Montenegro (hereafter: “the programme”).
The part of this programme concerning Croatia is to be implemented by means of
decentralised management.

It is necessary for the implementation of this programme that the Parties conclude a
Financing Agreement to lay down the conditions for the delivery of European Union
assistance, the rules and procedures concerning disbursement related to such
assistance and the terms on which the assistance will be managed,

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROGRAMME

The part of this programme concerning the Republic of Croatia shall be implemented
by decentralised management, in the meaning of Article 53c of Council Regulation
(EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 on the Financial Regulation applicable to the general
budget of the European Communities, as last modified by Regulation (EC, Euratom)
No 1525/2007 of 17 December 2007 (hereafter: "the Financial Regulation™).

The Programme shall be implemented in accordance with the provisions of the
Framework Agreement on the rules for co-operation concerning EU Financial
Assistance to Croatia and the implementation of the Assistance under the Instrument
for Pre-Accession Assistance (IPA), concluded between the Parties on 27 August 2007
(hereafter: “the Framework Agreement”), which is set out in Annex B to this
Agreement.

NATIONAL STRUCTURES AND AUTHORITIES

The structures and authorities with functions and responsibilities for the
implementation of this Agreement are described in Annex B to this Agreement.

Further responsibilities of the national authorizing officer and the national fund are set
out in Annex C to this Agreement.
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The beneficiary country shall establish an operating structure for the part of the
programme concerning its territory. Its functions and responsibilities shall be, mutatis
mutadis, those listed in Section 6, Annex A, of the Framework Agreement enclosed to
this Agreement as Annex B.

The European Union contribution for the year 2012 is fixed at a maximum of EUR
500 000 (five hundred thousand euros) for the part of the programme concerning
Croatia, as detailed in Appendix Al of Annex A to this Agreement. However,
payments of the European Union contribution by the Commission will not be made if
the minimum requirements referred to in Article 41 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation are not met.

The cost of the national structures and authorities indicated in Annex B shall be borne
by the beneficiary country, with the exception of the cost referred to in Article 94(1)(f)
of the IPA Implementing Regulation, as detailed in Annex A to this Agreement.

CONTRACTING DEADLINE

The individual contracts and agreements which implement this Agreement shall be
concluded no later than three years from the date of conclusion of this Agreement.

Any funds for which no contract has been concluded before the contracting deadline
shall be cancelled.

DEADLINE FOR THE EXECUTION OF CONTRACTS

The contracts must be executed within a maximum of 2 years from the end date of
contracting.

The Commission may agree, upon request by the beneficiary country, to an
appropriate extension of the deadline for the execution of contracts. Such request must
be addressed to the Commission before the end of the deadline for the execution of
contracts, and be duly justified by the beneficiary country.

DISBURSEMENT DEADLINE
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Disbursement of funds must be made no later than one year after the final date for the
execution of contracts.

The deadline for disbursement of funds may be extended with the agreement of the
Commission before its end date in duly justified cases.

INTERPRETATION

Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Agreement, the terms used in
this Agreement shall bear the same meaning as attributed to them in the IPA
Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Agreement, references to this
Agreement are references to such Agreement as amended, supplemented or replaced
from time to time.

Any references to Council or Commission Regulations are made to the version of
those regulations as indicated. If required, modifications of theses regulations shall be
transposed into this Agreement by means of amendments.

Headings in this Agreement have no legal significance and do not affect its
interpretation.

PARTIAL INVALIDITY AND UNINTENTIONAL GAPS

If a provision of this Agreement is or becomes invalid or if this Agreement contains
unintentional gaps, this will not affect the validity of the other provisions of this
Agreement. The Parties will replace any invalid provision by a valid provision which
comes as close as possible to the purpose of and intent of the invalid provision.

The Parties will fill any unintentional gap by a provision which best suits the purpose
and intent of this Agreement, in compliance with the IPA Framework Regulation and
the IPA Implementing Regulation.

REVIEW AND AMENDMENTS

The implementation of this Agreement will be subject to periodic reviews at times
arranged between the Parties.

Any amendment agreed to by the Parties will be in writing and will form part of this
Agreement. Such amendment shall come into effect on the date determined by the
Parties.

TERMINATION

Without prejudice to paragraph 2, this Agreement shall terminate eight years after its
signature. The termination of this Agreement shall not preclude the possibility for the
Commission to make financial corrections in accordance with Articles 49 to 54 of the
IPA Implementing Regulation.
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This Agreement may be terminated by either Party by giving written notice to the
other Party. Such termination shall take effect six calendar months from the date of the
written notice.

SETTLEMENT OF DIFFERENCES

Differences arising out of the interpretation, operation and implementation of this
Agreement, at any and all levels of participation, will be settled amicably through
consultation between the Parties.

In default of amicable settlement, either Party may refer the matter to arbitration in
accordance with the Permanent Court of Arbitration Optional Rules for Arbitration
Involving International Organisations and States in force at the date of this Agreement.

The language to be used in the arbitration proceedings shall be English. The
appointing authority shall be the Secretary General of the Permanent Court of
Arbitration following a written request submitted by either Party. The Arbitrator’s
decision shall be binding on all Parties and there shall be no appeal.

Any communication in connection with this Agreement shall be made in writing and
in the English language. Each communication must be signed and must be supplied as
an original document or by fax.

2 Summary
2.1 Introduction

2.1.1 Link with the MIPD

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document (MIPD) 2011 -2013 for Component Il —
Cross border Co-Operation sets out the strategic framework for the programmes financed
under this Component, namely: cross—border cooperation programmes between candidates
countries/potential candidates (at intra-Western Balkans borders) and cross—border
cooperation between them and neighbouring EU Member States.

IPA cross-border cooperation combines cohesion and external relation objectives taking into
account the specific individual needs of the border regions. Cross-border multi-annual
programmes are jointly prepared by the partner countries. The priorities for IPA CBC
assistance are the following:

e supporting cross-border economic, social and territorial cooperation in border areas
and therefore encouraging socio-economic development of bordering regions;

e addressing common challenges in fields such as environment, natural and cultural
heritage, public health, prevention of and fight against organised crime;

e ensuring efficient and secure borders;
e promoting joint small scale local actions (“people-to-people™);

e supporting networks, accessibility and emergency preparedness.

2.1.2 Programming process

The process of elaborating the IPA Cross-border Programme between Croatia and
Montenegro took place from February to May 2007. In addition to the representatives from
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local, regional and national government included in the memberships of the Joint
Programming Committee (JPC) and Joint Programming Committee (JDT), arrangements were
made to consult with a wider partnership drawn from the public, civil and private sector by
means of regional workshops and questionnaire surveys. The JPC adopted the final draft
programming document on 28 May 2007.

In accordance with Article 93(1) of the IPA Implementing Regulation, at the initiative of the
Commission, in agreement with the participating countries, the cross-border programme was
amended in order to update the financing plan so as to add the appropriations for the years
2012 and 2013, according to the revision of the Multi-annual Indicative Financial Framework
for 2011-2013. The amendment of the programme also encompasses some minor adjustment
revising outdated references. The revised programme was adopted by the Joint Monitoring
Committee (JMC) on 5 December 2011.

2.1.3 List of eligible areas and adjacent areas

In Croatia, the eligible area according to Article 88 of IPA Implementing Regulation consists
of 1 county: Dubrovnik-Neretva County (statistical regions equivalent to NUTS level 3
classification).

In Montenegro, the eligible areas according to Article 88 of IPA Implementing Regulation
consist of 7 municipalities: Herceg Novi, Kotor, Tivat, Budva, Bar, Ulcinj, Cetinje.

In Croatia, the adjacent area according to Article 97 of IPA Implementing Regulation is:
Split-Dalmatia County (statistical region equivalent to NUTS level 3 classification).

In Montenegro, the adjacent areas according to Article 97 of IPA Implementing Regulation
are the municipalities of: Niks$i¢, Podgorica, Danilovgrad.

2.2 Global objective(s) of the programme

The global objective of the programme is to improve the quality of life in the cross border
area between Croatia and Montenegro.

An additional objective of the programme is to build the capacity of local, regional and
national institutions to manage EC programmes and to prepare them to manage future cross-
border programmes under the European Territorial Co-operation objective of the EC
Structural Funds.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Croatia for the period 2011 — 2013
indicates that Cross-Border Cooperation, managed through Component I, will support
Croatia in cross-border, and trans-national and interregional cooperation with EU Member
States and IPA beneficiary countries. It will concentrate on improving the potentials for
tourism, creating closer links between border regions and supporting joint environmental
protection activities. The Multi-annual Indicative Programming Document for Montenegro for
the same period will support cross-border co-operation programmes with neighbouring
candidate and potential candidate countries and Member States.

The programme is in line with the main national sectoral strategies in Croatia and
Montenegro.

Given the limited resources available under IPA 2007-2013, it has been decided not to address
problems such as underdeveloped infrastructure, discrepancies between urban and rural areas,
low employability of the work force etc., but to focus on soft activities that can boost local
development in general and enhance the level of co-operation.

2.3 Priority axis, the related measures and their specific aspects
concerning the implementation of the 2012-2013 budget

The priorities and measures defined in this cross-border programme are structured in such a
way as to respect and provide for the implementation of the specific objectives. One priority
has been identified for the cross-border cooperation interventions. A horizontal priority is
focused on technical assistance, ensuring the effective management and implementation of the
programme.

As regards Croatia, care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial
overlap, including at the level of participant, with any of the measures incorporated in the
Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA Components I, 1lI, 1V and V (Regional,
Human Resources, and Agriculture and Rural Development).

Each cross-border programme shall establish eligibility rules for the selection of operations
which ensure the same eligibility conditions for similar actions, as well as respect of Union
standards, where relevant, among different cross-border programmes and with other IPA
components.

Priority 1: Creation of favourable environmental and socio-economic conditions in the
programme area by improvement of the co-operation in the jointly selected sectors and
good neighbourly relations in the eligible areas.

This priority is a response to problems which are similar and in some cases common to both
sides of the border. The protection and management of natural resources, such as the national
parks, and the cultural heritage are considered as one of the key potentials for cross-border co-
operation. The tourism sector which is one of the main economic activities in the
programming area is another sector with an important potential. To release this potential, the
environmental problems, particularly waste management and pollution control, need to be
tackled.

Priority 1 will be implemented by 3 measures.
Measure 1: joint actions for environment, nature and cultural heritage protection

The measure supports the establishment of cross-border networks for joint environmental,
nature and cultural heritage protection and thereby finding solutions to common
environmental problems. Such network activities could be the managing of waste (both solid
waste and waste water) and an efficient use of water, including the adoption of water efficient
technologies, with a view to reducing pressures on water resources, or finding ways to reduce
land and sea pollution. It also supports joint interventions in connection with ecological
threats or natural disasters such as fire which is a recurrent phenomenon in the area. The
support will give preference to actions that seek to bring innovative solutions and strategies
for environmental, nature and cultural heritage protection.

The measure will contractred through calls for proposals.
Measure 2: joint actions in the area of tourism and cultural space

The second measure supports actions related to tourism and the cultural space. It is aimed at
giving an impetus to the economic development of the programming area by supporting
actions and initiatives related to the provision of services related to tourism. These services
could be e.g.. education schemes for employees in the tourism sector, support to the
development of new tourism products, quality certification of local products and services,
joint marketing initiatives etc.

The measure will contracted through calls for proposals.
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Measure 3: Small cross-border community development projects

The third measure, small cross-border community development projects, aims at improving
cooperation between people, education institutions and civil society organisations on both
sides of the border to boost community development and to improve neighbourhood relations.
It will support people-to-people actions in areas such as culture, tourism and education, and
pay particular attention to the inclusion of marginalised groups, the civil society and local
democracy. Examples of activities: common cross-border educational programmes, co-
operation between national minorities, actions supporting local democracy, creation of cross-
border culture networks etc.

The measure will contracted through calls for proposals.

Priority 2: Technical assistance (TA) to increase administrative capacity in the
management and implementation of the CBC programme.

Priority 2 will be implemented by 2 measures.
Measure 1: Programme administration and implementation

This measure will provide support for the work of the national Operating Structures and the
Joint Monitoring Committee in programme management. It will finance the establishment and
functioning of the Joint Technical Secretariat and its antenna, including cost of staff with the
exclusion of salaries of public officials. It will also ensure the provision of advice and support
to the final beneficiaries in project development and implementation.

Measure 2: Programme information, publicity and evaluation

The second TA measure will give support to programme information, publicity and
evaluation. It will ensure programme awareness amongst local, regional and national
decision-makers as well as the inhabitants of the programming area and the general public in
both countries. Furthermore, the measure will support the provision of expertise to the Joint
Monitoring Committee for the planning and carrying out of programme evaluation.

Tentative timetable and indicative amounts for the implementation of the measures:

For Priorities 1 and 2, it is tentatively foreseen that the two contracting authorities launch a
joint call for proposals including all measures concerning the total amount of funds for the
years 2012 and 2013 in the first of 2013.

The essential selection and award criteria for the award of grants should be those laid down in
the practical guide (PRAG) to contract procedures for EU external aid. The detailed selection
and award criteria for the award of grants will be laid down in Call for proposals—Application
Pack (Guidelines for applicants).

For Priority 2 considering that the relevant national authorities (Operating Structures in
Croatia and Montenegro) enjoy a de facto monopoly situation (in the sense of Art. 168,
paragraph 1, sub-paragraph c of the Implementing Rules 2 to the Financial Regulation®) for
the implementation of the cross-border programme, the relevant contracting authorities in
both countries may establish individual direct grant agreements without call for proposals
with the Operating Structures for amounts up to those provided under the TA Priority 2 in
each country. Subcontracting by the Operating Structures of the activities covered by the
direct grant agreements (e.g. TA, evaluation, publicity etc.) is allowed in accordance with

Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2342/2002 (OJ L 357, 31.12.2002, p.1)

Lessons learned

Both countries have gained experience from previous involvement in cross-border co-
operation programmes, especially those involving Member States with a solid cross-border
co-operation practice that could be transmitted to those countries with less experience. As a
result, the areas bordering Member States have much more capacity and knowledge of cross-
border co-operation projects than the areas bordering non-Member States. This situation was
reflected during the implementation of the CARDS 2004 "Border Region Co-operation
programme”, when neighbouring areas from Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia and
Montenegro had the first opportunity to apply for small cross-border co-operation projects.
There was a general lack of knowledge on how to prepare and manage projects, and local
stakeholders found it difficult to find partners on the other side of the borders.

Experience with border region co-operation so far indicates that a solid preparatory phase,
including awareness-raising and training prior to launching activities, is crucial for the
outcome of the programme.

The thematic evaluation of CBC programmes under the PHARE programme concluded that
most projects had a clear impact in one part of the border region, but that joint projects were
the exception rather than the norm. Hence the importance to ensure that projects is a result of
joint local or regional initiatives. Another conclusion of the above evaluation is that
synchronisation in joint projects is crucial in terms of results, impact and sustainability.
Therefore it is important that the partners have established agreed co-ordination plans and
mechanisms before the Financing Agreements are signed.

Since there are already two Calls for Proposals published under this programme, beneficiaries
in the area covered by the programme have gained valuable experience in EU practices,
public procurement, application and implementation of projects.

The EU Delegation had contracted experts to conduct monitoring visits of projects financed
under the Cross-Border and Trans-National Cooperation Programmes under IPA 2007 and
2008. A total of 32 contracts have been visited during the months of June and September
2011, including all projects contracted under the first Call for Proposals for the Programme
CRO-MNE. The conclusions of the monitoring have been positive and no risks have been
identified which would endanger the implementation of the programme.

An Interim Evaluation of the Cross-Border Programmes between Candidate/Potential
Candidate Country (Intra-Western Balkan Borders) under the Cross-Border Cooperation
Component of IPA was completed in June 2011.

2.7 Roadmap for the decentralisation of the management of EU funds
without ex ante controls by the Commission

In Croatia, the preparations for the waiver of ex ante controls are on-going. The Decision to
waive ex ante controls for Component Il should be taken before the date of accession,
otherwise any contracts signed between the date of accession and the date on which the
Commission decision is adopted will not be considered eligible in accordance with Article 29
of the 2011 Act of Accession. The Commission's Decision should be based on documentation
demonstrating that Croatia's management system for Component 11 is well prepared and fully
operational.

In Montenegro, preparations towards decentralised management for IPA are on going.
Roadmaps for Component | and Il with Action Plans were adopted by the Government in
April 2011. In June 2011, the National Decree on organisation of the decentralised
management for IPA components | to IV was adopted by the Government. As regards
Component Il, The Head of the Operating Structure and the Head of the CBC Body were
appointed in June as well.

3.5 Principle of co-financing applying to the projects funded under the
programme
The EU contribution has been calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure, which for the

"Cross—border programme Croatia — Montenegro” is based on the total expenditure, as agreed
by the participating countries and laid down in the cross—border programme.

The EU contribution at the level of priority axis shall not exceed the ceiling of 85% of the
eligible expenditure.

The EU contribution for each priority axis shall not be less than 20% of the eligible
expenditures.

The provisions of Article 90 of the IPA Implementing Regulation apply.
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The co—financing under priority axis | will be provided by the final grant beneficiaries and
can come from public or private funds.

4 Implementation arrangements
4.1 Method of Implementation

down in Article 56 of the Financial Regulation are respected at all times."

The part of this programme concerning Montenegro shall be implemented on a centralised
basis by the European Commission in accordance with Article 53a of the Financial

Regulation® and the corresponding provisions of the Implementing Rules™.

In the event of centralised management the role of the Commission in the selection of
operations under a cross—border programme among beneficiary countries is specified in
Acrticle 140 of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

4.2 General rules for Procurement and grant award procedures

Procurement shall follow the provisions of Part Two, Title IV of the Financial Regulation and
Part Two, Title Ill, Chapter 3 of its Implementing Rules as well as the rules and procedures
for service, supply and works contracts financed from the general budget of the European
Communities for the purposes of cooperation with third countries adopted by the Commission
on 24 May 2007 (C (2007)2034).

Grant award procedures shall follow the provisions of Part One, Title VI of the Financial
Regulation and Part One, Title VI of its Implementing Rules.

Where appropriate, the Contracting Authorities should also use the standard templates and
models facilitating the application of the above rules provided for in the “Practical Guide to
contract procedures for EU external actions" (‘“Practical Guide”) as published on the
EuropeAid website® at the date of the initiation of the procurement or grant award procedure”.

4.3 Environmental Impact Assessment and Nature Conservation

All investments shall be carried out in compliance with the relevant EU environmental
legislation.

The procedures for environmental impact assessment as set down in the EIA Directive® fully
apply to all investment projects under IPA. If the EIA-directive has not yet been fully

If a project is likely to affect sites of nature conservation importance, an appropriate nature
conservation assessment shall be made, equivalent to that provided for in Article 6 of the
Habitats Directive®®.

5 Monitoring and Evaluation
5.1 Monitoring

The implementation of the cross—border programme will be monitored by the joint monitoring
committee referred to in Article 142 of the IPA Implementing Regulation, established by the
participating beneficiary countries, which include representatives of the Commission.

In Croatia the implementation of the programme will also be monitored through the IPA
monitoring committee in accordance with Article 58 of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

The IPA monitoring committee shall assess the effectiveness, quality and coherence of the
implementation of the programme to ensure the achievements of the programme objectives
and enhance the efficiency of the assistance provided.

In Montenegro the Commission may undertake any actions it deems necessary to monitor the
programme concerned.

5.2 Evaluation

Programmes shall be subject to evaluations in accordance with Article 141 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation, with an aim to improve the quality, effectiveness and consistency
of the assistance from EU funds and the strategy and implementation of the cross—border
programmes.

6 Audit, Financial Control, antifraud measures, financial Adjustments,
Preventive measures and financial corrections

6.1 Audit, Financial Control and Anti-fraud measures

The accounts and operations of all parties involved in the implementation of this programme,
as well as all contracts and agreements implementing this programme, are subject to, on the
one hand, the supervision and financial control by the Commission (including the European
Anti-Fraud Office), which may carry out checks at its discretion, either by itself or through an
outside auditor and, on the other hand, audits by the European Court of Auditors. This
includes measures such as ex-ante verification of tendering and contracting carried out by the
Delegations in the Beneficiary Countries.[ ][]

In order to ensure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the European Union, the
Commission (including the European Anti-Fraud Office) may conduct on-the-spot checks and
inspections in accordance with the procedures foreseen in Council Regulation (EC, Euratom)
2185/96".1111

The controls and audits described above are applicable to all contractors, subcontractors and
grant beneficiaries who have received EU funds.

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6.2 Financial adjustments

In Croatia the national authorising officer, who bears in the first instance the responsibility for
investigating all irregularities, shall make the financial adjustments where irregularities or
negligence are detected in connection with the implementation of this programme, by
cancelling all or part of the EU assistance. The national authorising officer shall take into
account the nature and gravity of the irregularities and the financial loss to the EU assistance.

In case of an irregularity, including negligence and fraud, the national authorising officer shall
recover the EU assistance paid to the beneficiary in accordance with national recovery
procedures.

6.3 Audit trail

In Croatia the national authorising officer shall ensure that all the relevant information is
available to ensure at all times a sufficiently detailed audit trail. This information shall include
documentary evidence of the authorisation of payment applications, of the accounting and
payment of such applications, and of the treatment of advances, guarantees and debts.

6.4 Preventive Measures

Croatia shall ensure investigation and effective treatment of suspected cases of fraud and
irregularities and shall ensure the functioning of a control and reporting mechanism
equivalent to that provided for in Commission Regulation 1828/2006. All suspected or
actual cases of fraud and irregularity as well as all measures related thereto taken must be
reported to the Commission services without delay. Should there be no suspected or actual
cases of fraud or irregularity to report, the Beneficiary Country shall inform the Commission
of this fact within two months following the end of each quarter.

Irregularity shall mean any infringement of a provision of applicable rules and contracts,
resulting from an act or omission by an economic operator, which has, or would have, the
effect of prejudicing the general budget of the European Union by charging an unjustified
item of expenditure to the general budget.

Fraud shall mean any intentional act or omission relating to: the use or presentation of false,
incorrect or incomplete statements or documents, which has as its effect the misappropriation
or wrongful retention of funds from the general budget of the European Union or budgets
managed by, or on behalf of, the European Union; non disclosure of information in violation
of a specific obligation with the same effect; the misapplication of such funds for purposes
other than those for which they are originally granted.

The Beneficiary Country shall take any appropriate measure to prevent and counter active and
passive corruption practises at any stage of the procurement procedure or grant award
procedure, as well as during the implementation of corresponding contracts.

Active corruption is defined as the deliberate action of whosoever promises or gives, directly
or through an intermediary, an advantage of any kind whatsoever to an official for himself or
for a third party for him to act or to refrain from acting in accordance with his duty or in the
exercise of his functions in breach of his official duties in a way which damages or is likely to
damage the European Union’s financial interests.

Passive corruption is defined as the deliberate action of an official, who, directly or through
an intermediary, requests or receives advantages of any kind whatsoever, for himself or a

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third party, or accepts a promise of such advantage, to act or to refrain from acting in
accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his functions in breach of his official duties in a
way which damages or is likely to damage the European Union’s financial interests.

The authorities of the beneficiary country, including the personnel responsible for the
implementation of the programme, shall also undertake to take whatever precautions are
necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interest, and shall inform the Commission
immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likely to give rise to any such
conflict.

6.5 Financial corrections

In order to ensure that the funds are used in accordance with the applicable rules, in Croatia
the Commission shall apply clearance-of-accounts procedures or financial correction
mechanisms in accordance with Article 53c (2) of the Financial Regulation and as detailed in
the Framework Agreement concluded between the Commission and Croatia.

A financial correction may arise following:

¢ identification of a specific irregularity, including fraud; or
e identification of a weakness or deficiency in the management and control systems
of the beneficiary country.
If the Commission finds that expenditure under this programme has been incurred in a way
that has infringed applicable rules, it shall decide what amounts are to be excluded from EU
financing.

The calculation and establishment of any such corrections, as well as the related recoveries,
shall be made by the Commission following the criteria and procedures provided for in the
IPA Implementing Regulation.

7 Non Substantial Reallocation of Funds

The authorising officer by delegation (AOD), or the authorising officer by sub-delegation
(AOSD), in line with the delegation of powers conferred upon him by the AOD, in
accordance with the principles of sound financial management, may undertake non substantial
reallocations of funds without an amending financing decision being necessary. In this
context, cumulative reallocations not exceeding

20% of the total amount allocated for the programme, subject to a limit of EUR 4 million,
shall not be considered substantial, provided that they do not affect the nature and objectives
of the programme. The IPA Committee shall be informed of the above reallocation of funds.

8 Limited adjustments in the implementation of the programme

Limited changes in the implementation of this programme affecting essential elements listed
under Article 90 of the Implementing Rules to the Financial Regulation, which are of an
indicative nature™®, may be undertaken by the Commission's authorising officer by delegation
(AOD), or by the Commission's authorising officer by sub-delegation (AOSD), in line with
the delegation of powers conferred upon him by the AOD, in accordance with the principles
of sound financial management without an amending financing decision being necessary.

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1 SECTIONI. INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY
1.1 Introduction to the Cross-border Programme

This document describes the cross-border programme between Croatia and Montenegro
which will be implemented over the period 2007-2013. This strategic document is based on a
joint planning effort by the Croatian and Montenegrin parties. The programme is supported by
component Il (cross-border cooperation) of the EU ‘Instrument for Pre-Accession’ (IPA),
under which €2.7 million have been allocated for its first 3 years. In addition, slightly over
€0.5 million will be provided by the partner countries, mostly from the programme’s
beneficiaries in the border region.

The programme target area is the area of the common Croatian-Montenegrin border. The units
concerned are the territorial units on the NUTS 111 level in Croatia and municipalities in case
of Montenegro. The main challenges of the cross-border area are the impact of globalization
on regional economy, the introduction of new quality and legal standards as a part of EU
accession process, the need to develop competitive economy based on knowledge and new
technologies without which regions and business sector are not competitive against bigger
markets, environmental challenges and challenges in relation to reestablishment of social,
cultural and economical connections between two countries which were destroyed because of
war in the nineties. This programme addresses the need to re-establish and strengthen cross-
border connections with the aim of promoting good neighbourly relations and the sustainable
economic and social development of the border areas. This is in line with the objectives of the
cross-border cooperation component of IPA (Article 86, IPA Implementing Regulation).

1.2 The Programme Area

The programme area is made up of ‘eligible’ and ‘adjacent’ regions as defined by Articles 88
and 97 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. These regions, which were decided in a meeting
of the Joint Programming Committee (see Section 1.4) held on 30/03/07 in Kotor, are listed
below.

The Croatian eligible region is Dubrovnik-Neretva County which has land and marine border
with Montenegro. The Montenegrin eligible regions are coastal municipalities of Herceg
Novi, Kotor, Tivat, Budva, Bar, Ulcinj and municipality of Cetinje, the only municipality
which is not situated on the coast but is included as an eligible municipality due to its close
connections and gravitation toward the coastal area.

In addition the programme area extends to 1 Croatian county and 3 Montenegrin
municipalities (see Table above). The reason for the extending the programme to these areas
is that they provide to the eligible area services of outmost importance (e.g. health,
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educational, R&D services, as well as transport services in terms of connecting the eligible
area in the national and international traffic systems) and have similarities with the eligible
area in terms of demographic, economic and geographic characteristics. Additional, its
inclusion in the Programme area ensures reciprocity regarding the size of population and
surface area of the Programme area on each side of the border.

Whilst both countries have experience of EU funded cross-border cooperation (CBC)
programmes with other countries, they have limited experience of such cooperation with each
other. Over the period 2004-6 only the grant scheme 'Cross-Border Regions Co-operation
with Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia & Herzegovina' (funded from the Croatian CARDS 2004
allocation) was targeting cooperation between candidate countries and potential candidate
countries. This grant scheme is still under evaluation and the exact number of grants to be
awarded is still unknown.

On the governmental level cooperation between two countries is enhancing, especially since
Montenegro became an independent country. Until now several bilateral agreements have
been signed (see Annex I, Table 1.2.).
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1.4 Lessons learned

Croatian stakeholders had their first opportunity to participate in cross-border projects in 2003
under the cross-border cooperation programmes with Hungary, Slovenia and Italy. Thanks to
those initial cross-border projects, Croatian partners gained knowledge and skills from their
cross-border partners, and built capacities to independently prepare and implement CBC
projects in the future.

With the introduction of the New Neighbourhood Partnerships 2004-2006, funding available
for Croatian partners increased, and therefore interest of many local stakeholders along the
borders with Hungary, Slovenia and Italy increased as well.

In the first calls for proposals under NP Slo/Hu/Cro and NP Adriatic, a number of
municipalities and civil society organisations successfully engaged in cross-border
cooperation with their partners demonstrating their capacity to prepare and implement EU
funded projects.

In the second round of calls for proposals under the two NPs, an even larger number of
project proposals were submitted. However, only a small number of applications were of
satisfactory quality.

One can therefore conclude that interest and capacities exist to a certain extent in areas
bordering Member States. However, the latter need to be strengthened especially having in
mind the increased level of resources available under IPA cross-border programmes.

On the other hand, Croatian stakeholders on eastern borders (with non-Member States) have
very limited experience in cross-border cooperation. Croatian counties bordering Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Serbia and Montenegro had their first opportunity to apply for small CBC
projects in the second half of 2006. It is evident from this experience that there is a general
lack of knowledge and capacity for project preparation and management, and local
stakeholders found it difficult to find partners on the other side of the border.

In can be concluded that counties bordering MSs have more capacities for and knowledge of
CBC than counties bordering non-MSs whose experience is still minimal or non-existing.
Under existing programmes, project beneficiaries mostly dealt with small size projects. The
relatively higher grant allocation, which will be available under IPA cross-border programmes
will represent a real challenge for many local stakeholders whose financial capacity remains
small.

In terms of capacity for cross-border project preparation and management, the situation in
Montenegro is more-less similar to described situation in Croatia. Moreover, until 2006
Montenegro was a part of Union of States with Serbia and therefore all experience regarding
cross border cooperation was mainly related to programmes where these two countries
participated as one country. First experience of Montenegro was participation within
INTERREG IIIA Adriatic Programme. Through those initial cross border projects
Montenegrin partners gained opportunity to start increasing awareness of cross border
programmes and start achieving the knowledge and skills from their cross-border partners.
However, there is still low capacity in project preparation of final beneficiaries (particularly in
the northern part where almost no activities have been carried out). Having this in mind it is
important to stress that specific trainings of potential applicants will be essential for this
programme. Furthermore, it is important to mention that several municipalities and civil
society organizations, located in south and central part, have been partners in implementation
of projects within the programme.

Although awareness was reached it is necessary to continue with creation of cross border
structures, intensive communication and provision of information in order to provide
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establishment of operational and sustainable cross-border partnerships. Therefore, very
important issue is providing trainings for writing and implementation of projects relating to
programme.

1.5 Summary of Joint Programming Process

The programming process started on 19" of February 2007 with the first preparatory meeting
of the national institutions responsible for the IPA component |1, during which the process of
programme elaboration was discussed and agreed between the two sides. The process was led
by two bodies established for that purpose and with specific responsibilities: the Joint
Programming Committee (JPC) and the Joint Drafting Team (JDT).

The first meeting of the Joint Programming Committee (JPC) was held on 1% of March 2007
in Zagreb when that Committee and Joint Drafting Team were officially established (the
composition of the JPC, JDT and partnership groups is given in Annex I.) and during which
their rules of procedure, mandate and membership were adopted. The 2 joint structures so
created have the following descriptions and tasks:

The Joint Programming Committee (JPC) is a joint decision-making body established at the
beginning of the programming process, whose mandate lasts from the beginning of the
programming process until final submission of the JPD to the European Commission. JPC
consists of representatives from national authorities in charge of IPA component Il and
regional authorities from the bordering regions eligible for participation in the Programme.
Members are nominated and authorised by respective institutions and were approved at 1st PC
Joint Programming Committee

Main tasks of JPC:

e Confirm members of the JPC once they are nominated by each country;
e Agree on working procedures of the JPC (adoption of Rules of Procedure);
e Discuss and reach agreement an all phases of programme preparation;

e Give clear guidelines to the Joint Drafting Team on the preparation of the programme
and its annexes;

e Ensure timely preparation of all phases of the programme and relevant annexes.

The Joint Drafting Team (JDT) is a joint technical body established by the JPC at the
beginning of the programming process whose mandate lasts from the beginning of the
programming process until adoption of the final programme by the JPC. The JDT is
composed of representatives from the national institutions in charge of cross-border
cooperation, contracted TA and representatives from regional authorities. The core JDT work
(see below) was done by the representatives of the national institutions and TA. The regional
representatives were responsible for ensuring the accuracy of regional data and its analysis.

Main tasks:
o Compile all relevant data for the elaboration of the programme;
o Draft texts for all chapters and relevant annexes in accordance with JPC guidelines;

e Organise and conduct a consultation process with all relevant institutions from the
national, regional and local levels;

e Improve texts according to a partnership consultation process (see below) and inputs
from the JPC,;
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e Timely preparation of all relevant documents (draft texts) for JPC meetings.

In addition to the representatives from local, regional and national government included in the
memberships of the JPC and JDT, arrangements were made to consult with a wider
partnership drawn from the public, civil and private sector by means of regional workshops
and questionnaire surveys. In Croatia such representation was secured through involvement of
Inter-ministerial working group (the composition of the Inter-ministerial working group-
IMWG is given in Annex 1) and representatives from Dubrovnik-Neretva County.
Representatives from the County were mainly members of its County partnership, body that
was established through process of drafting Regional Operational Program for Dubrovnik-
Neretva County, and in which all main sectors from the County level (public, civil, business)
have been represented. On Montenegrin side representatives of all municipalities from the
eligible area have been involved in the process as well as respective line ministries, NGOs
and other relevant stakeholders who have given necessary inputs, and have estimated draft of
the programme having in mind their own responsibilities.

The consultation process has been implemented through two types of procedures: written
procedure and meetings/workshops implemented both on national levels (national
consultation processes) and cross-border level. Joint cross-border consultation process has
been processed through involvement of Drafting team members and representatives of
national, regional and local stakeholders from both sides of the border and through the
involvement of JPC members.

2 SECTION I1.LANALYSES FOR CROSS-BORDER PROGRAMMES
DESCRIPTION OF THE PROGRAMME AREA

2.1 Eligible and Adjacent Area

The programme target area is the area of the common Croatian-Montenegrin border. The units
concerned are the territorial units at a level corresponding to NUTS 1l classification in
Croatia and municipalities in case of Montenegro. Eligible area covers 1 NUTS Il region in
Croatia and 7 municipalities in Montenegro while adjacent regions cover also one (NUTS I11
equivalent) region in Croatia and 3 Montenegrin’s municipalities.

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2.2 Description and Analyses of the Border Region

2.2.1 History

The biggest part of today’s Dubrovnik-Neretva County used to be a part of The Republic of
Dubrovnik which has officially been abolished in 1808 and became a part of Croatia, Slavonia
and Dalmatia State union and consequently of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy. Montenegrin
part of eligible area was a part of independent kingdom from the late Middle Ages until 1918.
After the Second World War both countries were part of Socialist Federative Republic of
Yugoslavia (SFRJ). In 1991 Croatia has become an independent country while Montenegro
remained in federation with Serbia until 2006 when, on June 3rd, the Parliament of
Montenegro declared the independence of Montenegro, formally confirming the result of the
referendum on independence. After dissolution of SFRY and at beginning of the Homeland
War, Croatian part of the eligible area was exposed to serious bombing and has suffered
severe direct and indirect war damages that are still visible and can be felt in different ways.

2.2.2 Demography

In general, aging of population and concentration of population in urban and coastal areas as
main labour centres are the main characteristics of the eligible area. In terms of demographic
trends there are differences between Croatian and Montenegrin part of the eligible area.
According to last Census (2003), number of inhabitants in Montenegrin part increased for
15% compared to situation in 1991 while in Dubrovnik-Neretva County the population
decreased by 1.4% (making comparison between two censuses 1991-2001, see Annex IlI,
Table 2.2).

In that terms Dubrovnik-Neretva County follows the present trend of depopulation in Croatia
but the rate of depopulation in the county is still lower than for the whole Croatia. In adjacent
regions of the both countries the situation in terms of population change more-or-less follows
the pattern of their parts of the eligible area. In Dubrovnik-Neretva County natural growth is
not as significant as in Montenegrins municipalities and in last few years it slightly varies
from decline to growth. In addition to natural decline (or very low natural growth) registered
in last couple of year (see Annex Ill, Table 2.3), in Dubrovnik Neretva County, mainly due to
the consequences of the war, there are parts of municipalities and cities that are practically
abandoned. The consequences of the Homeland war speeded up negative demographic
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processes in some parts of the County (e.g. in the areas bordering Bosnia and Herzegovina)
especially in the eastern part of the hinterland and on some islands (aging population). In both
countries demographic processes reflect mostly differences in development of their areas.

2.2.3 Ethnic Minorities

In terms of ethnic belonging, there is also a difference on both sides of the border. While in
Dubrovnik-Neretva and Split-Dalmatia County high degree of ethnic homogeneity is visible,
in Montenegrins municipalities heterogeneity is present. In Croatian part of the programme
area the main ethnic minorities are Serbs and Bosnians and in Montenegrin part these are
Serbs, Albanians, Croats and Moslems (see Annex |11, Table 2.4)

In the past in some of the coastal parts of Montenegro Croat population were significant and
now days most of the Croats that live in Montenegro are settled in the coastal municipalities
(e.g. Tivat, Kotor).

2.2.4 Geographical Description

The programme area covers continental surface of 12,829km? (6,321 km? in Croatia and
6,508 km? in Montenegro). Croatian part of the eligible area is located in the far south of the
Republic of Croatia and it takes 3.15% of the continental territory and 22.56% of the sea
territory of the Republic of Croatia. It is located predominantly alongside state continental or
sea border. The continental part borders Bosnia-Herzegovina (majority of the territory) and
Montenegro (in the municipality of Konavle). The state border on the territorial sea (sea
border) touches Republic of Italy (island areas), Montenegro and Bosnia-Herzegovina (area
around Neum). Montenegrin part of the eligible area located in the south-west of Montenegro
and it takes 2,501 km? of the territory of Montenegro. The border line between Croatia and
Montenegro is in length of 25 km on land and 27km on sea®. There are two border crossings
between Croatia and Montenegro.

Montenegro has land border with Serbia, Bosnia-Herzegovina and Albania while sea border
touches, apart from Croatia and Albania, Italy, as well.

2.2.4.1 Mediterranean

The major part of the programme area belongs to Mediterranean geographical region (except
Montenegrin part of adjacent region that belongs to Dinaric Mountains) and possesses all
characteristics of Mediterranean climate. Summers are hot with periods of drought, while
other periods are characterized by ample rain and moderate temperatures. Due to such climate
conditions and specific Mediterranean vegetation, fires are very often during summer time.
Since fire-fighting is not on the satisfactory level, fires cause major problems to people but
also to vegetation and natural and cultural heritage. Montenegrin part of the eligible area is
famed for its sandy beaches and abundant sub-tropical vegetation. It is divided from the rest
of the country by the high Dinaric Mountains of Orjen, Lov¢en and Rumija that rise steeply
from the sea, forming a magnificent background to the coastal strip, but at the same time
representing an obstacle to communications between the coastal and inland parts of
Montenegro. Dubrovnik area can be divided into three main parts: islands, coastal part and
hinterland. The coast is 1,024.63 km long, well-indented and varies from protected bays with
sand beaches of exotic beauty to steep coast line with cliffs exposed to the open sea. Delta of
Neretva (as a part of hinterland) is the most fertile soil surface in Adriatic part of Croatia. On

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island part the terrain is of great porosity due to Debris — Dolomits substance, thus there are
no surface streams and fertility of soil surface is not so high.

The landscape diversity is complemented by the biological diversity on the continent and sea,
which puts the area among the unique ones in the Mediterranean. Natural conditions of the
area are favourable for growing early vegetables, wine, fruit and flowers growing and
mariculture.

2.2.5 Infrastructure
General overview

The infrastructure within the programme area differs on both sides of the border. In
Montenegrin part it is obsolete, due to lack of investment. Roads and railways are in very bad
condition while port equipment, airstrips dams are in slightly better condition. Supply of
drinking water is also inadequate in the Montenegrin part the eligible area. On the Croatian
side infrastructure conditions are better but there is also room from improvement (e.g. road
infrastructure, infrastructure related to waste and waste water management). Generally,
communal and other supporting infrastructure within the programme area, as key factors in
developing tourism as one of the main sectors in the area and creating a stable economic
setting in which small and medium-sized enterprises are able to thrive, should be considered
as priority area in terms of focusing development actions in the near future.

2.2.5.1 Energy

The main source of electric power of Dubrovnik-Neretva County is the exploitation of the
rivers and there are no major problems in power supply. The largest producer of power is HE
“Dubrovnik”, high-pressure derivational power plant, which underground winding engine
house is placed on the mere coast near the place Plat.

Montenegrin part of the area, as well as the whole country, has a great potential for providing
uninterrupted supplies of power thus reducing its dependence on foreign power supplies.
Apart from the mentioned dependence, there is also a problem in consuming of more than half
of disposable electric energy in Montenegro by Kombinat Aluminijuma Podgorica.

2.2.5.2 Transport

A modern transport network is one of the most important factors enabling economic
development and connections on all levels (local, regional and international), as well as cross-
border cooperation.

In terms of road transport system, roads in the whole programme area are mainly in a bad
condition, primarily used for internal connections and almost all have bad transport-technical
elements, and thus require reconstruction and modernization. Road transport network on the
area of the Dubrovnik-Neretva County is comprised of 17 state roads, 31 county roads and 65
local roads® (length of the roads in Croatian part of the Programme area can be seen in Annex
I1l, Table 2.5). Road connection between the area and rest of Croatia (and beyond) is poor
because there is no road, which would connect the utmost south of the Republic of Croatia
and its capital Zagreb and other parts of the state in an optimal way. Traffic Development

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Strategy foresees that remaining 65 km of motorway from Plo¢e to Dubrovnik needs to be
built in order to connect Dubrovnik with Split and rest of the Croatia. °

Road network in Montenegro includes 850 km of highways, 950 km of regional roads and
very extensive network of country roads (5,300 km) (data on length of roads are not available
per municipalities). In recent years road connection between Podgorica and the coastal towns
have improved significantly with the completion of Sozina tunnel, which shortened the
journey from Podgorica to Bar to less than half an hour and made the trip significantly safer.
The great opportunity for the programme area is construction of Adriatic —lonian corridor
which would open road communication between south-eastern Europe and middle Europe and
connect south-west and south-eastern Europe

The major road link between Croatia and Montenegro is E65/E80/Route 2.

In terms of railway transport, in Dubrovnik-Neretva County there is only one railway line,
which passes from Ploce through Metkovi¢ towards Sarajevo and further to the Central
Europe. It is a part of the Corridor Vc (Budapest-Osijek-Sarajevo-Mostar-Metkovi¢-Ploce)
and as such of great importance as the nearest connection of the Central Europe and the
Mediterranean Sea (length of the railways in Croatian part of the Programme area can be seen
in Annex Ill, Table 2.6; information on length of railways per municipalities are not
applicable for Montenegro). Important railway connections in Montenegrin part of the
programme area are those which connect the Port of Bar with Podgorica and Podgorica with
Niksi¢. The railway Podgorica-Niksi¢ is used only for freight, while railway Bar—Podgorica
is used for both transport of passengers and freight. There is no railway connection between
Croatia and Montenegro.

2.2.5.3 Seaports

Due to the geographical position of the eligible are, sea transport system is the important one.
The two ports located in the Dubrovnik-Neretva County are of particular (international)
importance for the Republic of Croatia: passenger port «Gruz» and freight port «Ploe».” The
catchments areas of Dubrovnik are reduced to a narrow hinterland area, which makes them in
regards to traffic only locally important. Dubrovnik is the only port that is not connected with
the inland by rail. Dubrovnik Port will build a modern passenger terminal for scheduled
passenger ships and cruise ships on the place of old cargo warehouses. Apart from that, there
are a number of ports of county and local importance.

Bar is the major seaport in Montenegrin part of the programme area and in Montenegro as a
whole (it accounts for 95% of the total transportation of passengers and freight).

2.2.5.4 Airports

The air transport system is the most important for the eligible area. There are three
international airports (Dubrovnik, Podgorica and Tivat airports) but there is no direct line
between Podgorica or Tivat and Dubrovnik. Dubrovnik airport has highest number of
passengers after Zagreb airport and although this number is increasing every year it is still
35% lower than the pre-war figures.®

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2.2.5.5 Telecommunications

The telecommunication system within the eligible areas (especially telephone wire-line and
wireless connection) can be appraised as satisfactory. The coverage is satisfactory and, in
general, the sector is satisfactory developed in terms of technology and human resources as
well. Mobile telephony and Internet services are, as well as in other countries, quite
propulsive and on the satisfactory level of development.

2.2.5.6 Public utilities (water supply, waste water management, waste management)

Water supply, waste water management and solid waste management are insufficiently
developed in the whole programme area, especially having in mind their importance and
relation towards tourism industry which is, as mentioned above, one of the key sectors there.
In Dubrovnik-Neretva County inhabitants are supplied with water on the level of 83% (see
Annex Ill, Table 2.7; there are no data for Montenegrin part related to water supply per
inhabitant per municipality), but since water supply systems are connected just to cities, towns
and larger settlements some parts of the County still don't have a water supply system. Water
supply system of the significant part of the eligible area is based on pipeline that supplies
Dubrovnik-Neretva County and Montenegrin  municipality of Herceg Novi and its
construction was co-financed by citizens of Herceg Novi in a period of joint state of
Yugoslavia. The part of pipeline which supplies Herceg Novi is managed by communal
company of Croatian municipality Konavle and regulation of expenses and supply is based on
contracts between those two municipalities, but there are still many unresolved issues which
cause conflicts and sometimes irregular water supply of Herceg Novi area.

Furthermore, large part of the area is not covered by sewage networks while the constructed
sewage systems already in use is not connected to waste water treatment facilities. Connection
to public drainage system in Dubrovnik-Neretva County is 41% which is below national
average (see Annex Ill, Table 2.7; there are no data for Montenegrin part related to public
drainage system per inhabitant per municipality). Namely, from the whole County, there is
only one waste water treatment plant in Dubrovnik. Such situation causes endangerment of
surface and ground waters, as well as the sea that are mainly endangered by uncontrolled
sluicing of industrial and faecal waste water under the ground and into rivers. In terms of
endangerment of surface and ground waters the same applies to Montenegrin part of the
programme area. Situation regarding water supply system in the Montenegrin part of the
Programme area is quite similar to Croatian part since 85% of households are connected to
water supply systems. In terms of waste waters system in Montenegrin part there are 48 % of
households connected to waste water system. In Croatian part of the Programme area, most of
the occupied dwellings are connected with water supply system installations, electricity
installations and sewage system installations (see Annex Ill, Table 2.8)

In regard to landfills within the eligible area there are 10 official landfills, out of which one is
on the Montenegrin side of the border - “Lovanja” — which is the only regional sanitary
landfill in Montenegro that was built in line with EU standards for waste management. In
Dubrovnik-Neretva County sanitary measures are undertaken only at the landfill of the City of
Dubrovnik. Apart from the registered landfills, waste has been deposited in several dumps
founded near settlements which often do not have organized collecting of waste (in
Dubrovnik-Neretva County organized collecting and removing waste on the County level
covers 75 % of inhabitants®) and they are not functioning as sanitary landfills. Besides
communal waste, there is waste from technological processes in production and services
processes which is also not properly treated.

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2.2.6 Economic Description

2.2.6.1 GDP

The programme area comprises counties and municipalities with very diverse economic
characteristic. On one hand there are relatively developed urban areas and on the other
relatively underdeveloped rural areas (e.g. there are significant development differences
between City of Dubrovnik and Port Plo¢e and other areas of Dubrovnik-Neretva County)
Compared to Croatian average, GDP per capita of Dubrovnik-Neretva County is below the
national average. Data for 2004 show that regional GDP index was 84.5% of national GDP
per capita. However, taking into account this indicator the county is among the richest
counties in Croatia and what is more important, according to the development potentials of
the County there is a possibility for further growth. The Montenegrin part of eligible area has
lower GDP than Croatian part butt it also has a big development potential (according to data
from Central bank of Montenegro estimated GDP growth is around 9% in 2007) and it
includes some of the richest municipalities in the country (see Annex Ill, Table 2.9).

2.2.6.2 Agricultural and Rural Development

Intensive agriculture is characteristic of the area with the most favourable natural conditions.
Natural conditions (favourable climate, land fertility, and existence of water this region) of the
programme area give a possibility of breeding numerous sorts of agriculture cultures: fruits,
vegetables, grape wine and olives. Citrus fruits cultivation, olive oil and wine production, as
well as mariculture are very important in the economic sector of the area. However, the space
for better and more intensive exploiting of favourable agriculture conditions is still large. The
problems related to agriculture production are small farms and average size of parcels. In that
respect there is a possibility within the whole area of enlarging land and exploiting available
surfaces by business subjects. One of the problems in relation to small agricultural and food
producers is their segmentation, small number of quality certified products and lack of joint
presentation on bigger markets which causes their low competitiveness. There is a need to
combine agricultural and food production with tourism sector services through support to
rural tourism development, integration of producers and service providers, integration into
marketing activities of the regions, and quality certification procedures, especially those
targeting geographical origin of the products. In Dubrovnik-Neretva County most intensive
agricultural production is placed in Neretva basin but is being endangered by increased
salinity of the Neretva River. Data on Agriculture population, households and utilized
agriculture land can be seen in Annex Il1, Table 2.10.

2.2.6.3 Industry

The eligible area has been mostly oriented towards the tourism industry and services in
general. Shares in Gross Added Value index show that on the Croatian side of the eligible
area highest share comes from sector H - Hotels and restaurants (see Ill, Table 2.11) On
Montenegrin side the most important industries are shipbuilding and ship-repairing. The
"Adriatic Shipyard Bijela" is the biggest ship-repairing yard in the Southern Adriatic which
holds The International ISO 9001:2000 certificate. “Arsenal” from Tivat is a regional leader
in ship-repairing business. However, in terms of employment structure by economic sector,
services employ more population than industry in the whole eligible area (see Annex llI,
Table 2.14).

2.2.6.4 SMEs

SME sector is of great importance for the eligible area; data for Dubrovnik-Neretva county
show that in 2005 95.96% out of total number of entrepreneurs in the County were small

entrepreneurs and they employed around 46% of all employed persons in the County®. On the
Montenegrin side SMEs in the eligible area have 39.3% of all SMEs in the country. Total
number of SMEs in the Croatian eligible area in 2004 was 2,292 and 5,265 in the
Montenegrin part of eligible area in 2006 (see Annex Ill, Table 2.12) The
geographical/territorial dispersion is uneven so the most of the SMEs are concentrated around
City of Dubrovnik, Budva and Herceg Novi. Data on employment structure in
entrepreneurship show that highest number of employees in the whole eligible area is in
service sector(s) (see Annex Il1, Table 2.13).

2.2.6.5 Services

Different kinds of services are mainly developed in the urban parts of the programme area.
Administrative, banking, judiciary, education, social and health services are available in major
cities. The level of development of different services varies across the eligible area. However,
it is worthwhile mentioning that in the area there are universities and colleges, different kind
of educational centres that provide variety of specific courses. Furthermore, only in
Dubrovnik-Neretva County there are 5 health centres 1 General and 1 Special Hospital, 1
Institute of public health, 12 Polyclinics, 6 Care organisation, 2 Organisations for
occupational health. Some of the services as educational and R&D are provided by the main
urban centres within adjacent region, i.e. Split, Podgorica.

The organizational structure of health institutions in Montenegro consists of three levels —
primary, secondary and tertiary. The primary level of health institutions in the programme
area is consisting of 10 health centres (7 in eligible and 3 in adjacent area), the secondary
level includes 4 general hospitals (3 in eligible and 1 in adjacent area) and three specialization
hospitals (2 in eligible and 1 in adjacent area), while the tertiary level institution includes the
Clinical Centre of Montenegro and Institute for Public Health which are located in Podgorica.

2.2.6.6 Regional and local development

Regional and local development is mainly being managed by regional and local self-
government offices and Regional development agency in case of Dubrovnik-Neretva County.
Important role in development activities is also in hands of the SME supporting institutions.

Local economic development in Montenegro is highly decentralized with municipalities
leading the process. However, many important institutions are still rather linked to the
national level. Entrepreneurial activity and private sector development in Montenegro is the
priority of the Government and is supported through both governmental and non-
governmental institutions including business associations and consulting companies. All of
them are however located in Podgorica. There are plans to open 2 business incubators one in
Bar and the other one in Podgorica.

2.2.6.7 Tourism

Due to extremely rich natural and cultural heritage, tourism is main economic activity in the
Programme area. The area is attractive for cultural, sun-and-beach, rural and eco tourism.
Problem that have been encountered in connection with the sector are water supply and
tourism supporting infrastructure in general, as well as seasonality and lack of permanent and
focused/specified education for labour force in tourism.

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Number of tourist visits in 2005 in the eligible area reached 1,665,762 of guests (909,400 in
Dubrovnik-Neretva County and 756,362 on Montenegrin side) and each year there is an
increase in relation to the previous one (e.g. in Dubrovnik-Neretva County increase of 14.1%
in relation to previous year but it is significant that there is constant decrease of visits from
domestic tourists and increase of foreign tourists.''). Total number of overnight stays in 2005
was 9,534,292 (4,478,500 in Dubrovnik-Neretva County and 5,055,792 in eligible area on
Montenegrin side) which is 33.1 guest night per inhabitant’? (see Annex Ill, Table 2.15).
Dominant tourist centres are Dubrovnik, Koréula, Konavle, Orebi¢, Budva, Herceg Novi and
Bar.

Number of beds in the eligible area is 171,213 in total (55,388 in Dubrovnik-Neretva
County™® and 115,825 on Montenegrin side). In Dubrovnik-Neretva County tourism income
has average of 15% in total economy of the county (Croatian chamber of economy). In
relation to the total number of tourists and overnight stays in Croatia, Dubrovnik area has 9%
of total number and is on the 4™ place after Istria, Kvarner and Dalmatia. **

Dubrovnik-Neretva county is leading region in relation to culture tourism, in 2005 the number
of visitors of tourist attractions was 1.26 million (18% of visitors in Croatia) and second in
rural tourism (after Istria). It has 75 registered tourist rural households (24% of total number
of registered rural households in Croatia), but with significantly small number of beds - only
17 or 2% of the total number of beds in Croatian rural tourism industry which shows that
further investment in rural tourism enterprises are needed.™

2.2.7 Human resources

2.2.7.1 Education

The system of education in Dubrovnik-Neretva County is satisfactory but very often
educational institutions lack adequate investments which then results with poorly equipped
premises and influences realization of requested pedagogic standard. For example just 4 out
of 14 secondary schools have gyms. Education level of inhabitants in Dubrovnik-Neretva
County is the following: 1.7% of inhabitants is without any formal education, 4% has up to 3
grades of primary school, 9.2 % has up to 7 grades of primary school and 19.3% has finished
primary school. 30% of inhabitants has finished vocational schools lasting 1-3 years and
schools for skilled and unskilled workers, 16.3 % has finished 4 year vocational school and
5.5 % has finished Grammar school.® 5.6% of inhabitants has finished Non-university
colleges, 1. (V1.) level of faculty or professional study and 7.7% has finished Faculties, art
academies and university studies. 0.2 % of inhabitants has Master degree and 0.1% Doctorate
(PhD).'" Education level of inhabitants in Montenegrin part of the Programme area is the
following: there are between 6.81% (Budva) and 27.2% (Ulcinj) inhabitants without formal
education; between 15.60% (Herceg Novi) and 25.55 (Cetinje) of inhabitants has finished
primary school and between 37.86% (Ulcinj) and 59.52% (Tivat) of inhabitants has finished
secondary school. In terms of University education attainment, it goes from 9.37% of

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inhabitants (Danilovgrad) to 16.8% of inhabitants with such kind of education (Podgorica)
(see Annex I1l, Table 2.16).

Major University centres are Dubrovnik and Split and Podgorica (as parts of the adjacent
area) but different faculties (e.g. Faculty of Electrical Engineering, Faculty of Mechanical
Engineering, Faculty of Metallurgy and Technology, Faculty of Natural sciences and
Mathematics, Faculty of Civil Engineering, Faculty of Architecture, Faculty of Economics,
Faculty of Marine studies and Faculty Tourism and Hotel Management etc) are also located in
Opuzen ( Croatia), Kotor, Cetinje and Niksi¢ ( Montenegro). In Dubrovnik-Neretva County
there are 3 higher education and science institutions: University of Dubrovnik, (it offers
several academic programs as for example, Aquaculture, Economy, Business economy,
Electrical engineering etc.) American college of management and technology which is
currently the only private educational institution granting both American and Croatian degrees
in Croatia and Department of University of Split in Opuzen — Department for IT and SMEs.
The American Colleague of management and technology attends significant number of
Montenegrin’s students.

2.2.7.2 Employed and unemployed

Analysing the work capable citizens in the eligible area (men in the age 15-64 and women 15-
59), it is noticeable that its share in the total population is around 59% in Dubrovnik—Neretva
County and cca. 43% on Montenegrin side of eligible area. 52,9% of work capable citizens
are employed in Dubrovnik-Neretva County and 67% on Montenegrin side of eligible area
(see Annex Il Table 2.19.). Percentage of unemployed in Dubrovnik—Neretva county was
18.3% in 2005 which is slightly higher than Croatian national average (Croatian national
average in 2005 was 17.9%)'. Average percentage of unemployed in eligible area on
Montenegrin side was 14.4% which is lower than the national average in both countries
(Montenegrin national average is 15.05%). Among the unemployed, the biggest share is
within population with finished vocational school (70.8% in Dubrovnik-Neretva County, in
total 5,888 unemployed and cca. 70% in eligible area on the Montenegrin side (see Annex llI,
Table 2.18.). Share of women in unemployed population is 60.5% (see Annex Ill, Table 2.17.)
in Dubrovnik-Neretva County. Unemployment is distributed unevenly since major towns
employ more than peripheral small municipalities/towns. Very often, due to lack of adequate
jobs for highly educated people in some parts of the area, these areas are losing their human
resource potential.

2.2.7.3 Research and development

In Croatia’s part of the Programme area, R&D is mainly concentrated in major urban areas
outside the eligible area (e.g. Split). In Dubrovnik-Neretva County there are Research and
Development Centre for Mariculture, placed in Zaton Doli (Bistrina Bay) and a branch of
Institute of Oceanography and Fisheries.

There are no specific R&D activities linked to any of particular institutions in Montenegro.
However, on its path towards the EU, Montenegro is gradually taking a part in such projects.
In the newly defined Strategy for SME development significant attention is given to this
subject as well.

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2.2.8 Environment and Nature

In the Programme area there are 3 National Parks (National park Mljet, Skadar Lake;
Lov¢en); 1 Nature Park Lastovsko oto¢je and two localities under UNESCO protection (Boka
Bay; and City of Dubrovnik).

In Dubrovnik-Neretva County protected areas together with the belonging sea cover 25,468.5
ha which is 12.42% of land and 3.01% of the sea of the County (see Annex Ill, Table 2.21).
Also, ecological network as protected nature value covers 112.705,48 ha of land (63%) and
392,265.07 ha of sea (cca 50%). (see Annex IlI, Table 2.20).

In eligible area of Montenegrin side there is 908 km? of protected area in status of National
park but there is no available data on other categories of protection.

Damages to human natural environment along the sea belt are specially caused with the
process of urbanization of larger places and dispersion of housing projects that were not
accompanied by the construction of communal infrastructure. Main contamination of the sea
and beaches is caused by waste waters due to lack of suitable sewage and purification system
for waste waters. Biggest industrial contaminator is Aluminium Company in Podgorica which
causes contamination of land and under soil waters with PCBs and fluorides. One of the
biggest problems in the Programming are lack of monitoring system for air and soil
contamination, lack joint cross-border actions and prevention systems in decreasing
environmental damages from fires and environmental accidents on sea and land caused by
transport of dangerous waste.

2.2.9 Culture in the Eligible and Flexibility/adjacent Areas

Programme area is rich in cultural heritage. There are lot of protected monuments and seaside
localities with valuable historical urban communities (Dubrovnik, Korcula, Ston, Cavtat,
Orebi¢, Slano, Lumbarda, Kotor bay with historical town of Kotor and surroundings, Budva,
Ulcinj, and Bar etc.). Valley of the river Neretva according to the value of the findings (from
the Greek and Roman period) as well as the area of the old Dubrovnik Republic deserves the
right of priority according to the importance of the locality. Special emphasis is put to the
zone of the village Vid, for which it is presumed that it is the broad locality of the Roman
metropolis Narona and the broad zone of the City of Dubrovnik, the jewel of construction and
civilization of the European and Mediterranean cultural ring from the period of XV to XVII
century. In Dubrovnik-Neretva County there are a total of 1,334 registered cultural heritage,
667 of them are immovable cultural goods, 241 of them are moveable cultural goods and 25
are cultural — historical sites. In Montenegrin part of the Programme area there are 24
monuments of the first category of protection and 104 monuments of the second category of
protection. In Croatia, the protection of cultural goods (of a legal and expert character
prescribed in the provisions of Law on the Protection and Preservation of Cultural Goods, and
in accordance with the rules of the conservationist profession) in this County is under
jurisdiction of Conservation Department in Dubrovnik. In Montenegro protection of cultural
heritage was put on a solid legal basis and its care was given to the specialized organization
Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments. Based on the Law on Protection of Cultural
Monuments from 1991, in terms of protection of cultural heritage, municipalities are obliged
to take care, maintain and use, and protect monuments from damaging impact of nature and
men activities, to make them publicly available, bear the costs of regular maintenance of
cultural monuments.

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3 SECTION lll PROGRAMME STRATEGY
3.1 Overall Objective

The cross-border area between Croatia and Montenegro has quite the similar development
preconditions characterized with enormous potential for tourism development and rich natural
and cultural heritage that provide a solid base for cooperation.

Main challenges of the cross-border area are impact of globalization on regional economy,
introduction of new quality and legal standards as a part of EU accession process, extremely
competitive global economy based on knowledge and new technologies without which
regions and business sector are not competitive on bigger markets, environmental challenges
and challenges in relation to reestablishment of social and cultural connections between two
countries which were destroyed because of war in 90is. Accordingly, the main impacts of the
Programme would be related to establishment of links between the partner countries,
development of common understanding of the CBC and its meaning in terms of sustainable
economic development and improving capacities for stimulating and managing the
development trajectories of the Programme area.

To maximise the level of cross-border cooperation and impact, within the Programme special
attention will be given to projects that will:

a) Improve the collaboration and pooling of experience between local and regional
stakeholders in order to increase cross-border co-operation;

b) Intensify and consolidate cross border dialogue and establish institutional relationships
between local administrations and other relevant local or regional stakeholders.

c) Equip local and regional authorities’ actors with information and skills to develop,
implement and manage cross-border projects.

All the mentioned challenges will be addressed through Programme’s strategic orientation to
sustainable development which encompasses: economic development, human resources
development, social justice and environmental protection, so that the following Vision can be
reached:

Cross-border area between Croatia and Montenegro is recognized as a region for high
guality of life and one of the most successful European tourist destinations because of its
unique and preserved natural resources, cultural and historical heritage and high
quality of services, as well as a region in which socio-economic partners are empowered
to achieve and manage the optimal development potential of the area.

Accordingly, the overall objective of the Programme is: To improve quality of life in cross
border area between Croatia and Montenegro, which is inline with understanding of
development and prosperity stated in Croatian Strategic Development Framework for 2006-
2013 ”...A rich Croatia is a country where people wish to live and work, and to which people
come in order to live and work because it has preserved what perhaps more developed nations
have lost on their way to wealth: a good quality of life, and a fine quality of nature and space.

This objective is also recognized by Montenegrin strategic documents such as National
Strategy for Sustainable Development and Development goals of Montenegro as ecological
state where social well being and economic prosperity are put in a balanced manner with
environmental protection and sustainable use of natural resources. The basic directions of
Montenegrin Master plan for tourism development and Economic Reform Agenda, as a
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broader framework for economic development, are also based on improvement of life quality,
including progress achievement in the cross border area between Croatia and Montenegro.

According to the situation and SWOT analysis, the long-term opportunities for the
programme area are competitive regional economies based on high quality service sector in
tourism, efficient protection of the environment, natural and cultural heritage and sustainable
use of nature resources, as well as high quality public and social services necessary for
community development. On the other side, the problems detected are mainly related to the
lack of cooperation and joint actions in the above mentioned areas. This is why Program will
support projects which will establish cooperation of the institutions, authorities at local and
national level and other eligible entities for common acting and interventions in the areas of
tourism, environment, nature and cultural heritage protection and community development,
and which at the same time will be focusing on the improvement of the capacities of
concerned institutions/partners, in terms of performing cross-border development activities.

It is important to note that the scope of the 2007-13 Cross-border Programme is limited by the
availability of funding. This means that some of the issues identified in the situation and
SWOT Analyses as being of significance for the development of the border region cannot be
addressed by this programme (e.g. infrastructure related to transport).

The above objective will be achieved by means of two priorities that will be implemented by
5 separate measures (see 3.5. Summary of priorities and measures):

e Priority 1: Creation of favourable environmental and socio-economic conditions in the
programme area by improvement of the co-operation in the jointly selected sectors and
good neighbourly relations in the eligible areas;

e Priority 2: Technical assistance.

Cross-border capacity building has been envisaged as a horizontal theme that will be
underpinning Priority 1 and 2 with so that local and regional stakeholders become as much as
possible prepared for managing future cross-border programmes under the territorial
cooperation objective of the Structural Funds. As such, cross-border capacity building
represents and additional Programme’s objective and its achievement will be measured by
means of the following programme indicators:

e Number of organisations that establish cross-border cooperation agreements;

e Number of cross-border networks established aimed at: improving public services;
and/or carrying out joint operations, and/or developing common systems;

e Number of projects which are jointly implemented and/or jointly staffed.

Implementation of Programme’s priorities will contribute to general objective by covering
majority of areas which are used as life quality indicators: employment, education, social
participation, environment and nature, leisure (culture and sports) *°

3.2 Correspondence with EU Programmes and National Programmes

The following national and EU documents/regulations have been taken into account,
alongside with situation analysis, in the elaboration of the priorities and measures of this

National Programmes — Croatia

The programme is in line with main goals and areas of intervention of the following National
Programmes;

Strategic Development Framework, which has its main strategic goal defined as: “growth
and employment in a competitive market economy acting within a European welfare state of
the 21st century*. This goal is to be achieved by simultaneous and harmonised action in 10
strategic areas of which 6 are relevant for this programme, these are:

e ‘knowledge and education’; ‘science and IT’; ‘entrepreneurial climate’ these issues are
addressed by programme measure 1.1 (Economic Development);

e ‘environmental protection and balanced regional development’ are addressed by
programme measures 1.1 and 1.2 (Environmental Protection);

e ‘people’; ‘social cohesion and justice’ are addressed by programme measure 1.3
(People-to-People”).
Joint Inclusion Memorandum, specifies policy priorities and measures related to social
inclusion and fight against poverty. The issue of social exclusion in the programme area is
dealt with in the People-to-People measure.

IPA Operational Programme Regional Competitiveness (RCOP) has 2 objectives: (i) to
achieve higher competitiveness and balanced regional development by supporting SME
competitiveness and improving economic conditions in Croatia’s lagging areas; (ii) to develop
the capacity in Croatian institutions to programme and implement activities supported by the
ERDF upon accession. This programme focuses on improvement in the Croatian border
regions through economic diversification and complements the RCOP priority ‘Improving
development potential of lagging areas’. It will also build institutional capacity for the future
management of ERDF territorial cooperation programmes under objective 3 of the Structural
Funds and is thus in line with both RCOP objectives.

IPA Operational Program Human Resource Development (HRDOP) has 3 priorities:
Enhancing access to employment and sustainable inclusion in the labour market; Reinforcing
social inclusion and integration of people at a disadvantage; Expanding and enhancing
investment in human capital. These priorities are in line with this programme which will
support actions which contribute toward increasing the employability of the border region
population and improving access to social services.

IPA Operational Program Environment Protection (EPOP) has 2 priorities: Developing
waste management infrastructure for establishing an integrated waste management system in
Croatia; Protecting Croatia’s water resources through improved water supplies & wastewater
integrated management systems. This programme will support small-scale infrastructure
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which is in line with both these priorities. It will also prepare larger scale projects which could
be funded under the 2 EPOP measures: Establishment of new waste management centres at
county/ regional levels; Construction of wastewater treatment plants for domestic and
industrial wastewaters and build / upgrade the sewerage network.

Regional Operational Program of Dubrovnik-Neretva County 2007- 2013 (ROP)
recognizes the main development goals of the County that are connected with achievement of
balanced development of the coast, islands and hinterland of the County; insurance of
environmental, nature and culture protection and human resource development. With its
orientation towards tourism development and increase in tourism income through
development of new tourist products and improvement of tourism services, culture and nature
heritage protection, environment protection and human resource development, this
Programme is fully in line with the ROP and as such will be contributing to achievement of
the main development goals of Dubrovnik-Neretva County.

Furthermore, Program is in line with main national strategies in Croatia ( e.g. National
Employment Action Plan for the period of 2005 to 2008, Education Sector Development Plan
2005-2010, Adult Learning Strategy and Action Plan; Strategic Goals of Development of
Croatian Tourism by 2010; National Environmental Strategy and National Environmental
Action Plan, Waste Management Strategy of the Republic of Croatia; National Biodiversity
and Landscape Strategy; draft National Strategy for Regional Development, Pre-Accession
Economic Programme 2006-2008 etc) and the Government Programme 2003-2007 which
states that the development of border regions is one of high national priorities, given that 18
out of 21 counties have external borders.

It can be concluded that this Programme is complementary with the mainstream programmes
and do not overlap with them due to its focus on strengthening first and foremost on those
activities that are recognized as important for both partner countries.

National Programmes — Montenegro

Starting from the visions of sustainable development of Montenegro and identification of
problems and challenges in the field of environmental protection and management of natural
resources, economic and social development, the following general goals of National Strategy
of Sustainable Development of Montenegro - NSSD Montenegro have been defined:

e Accelerate economic growth and development, and reduce regional development
disparities;
e Reduce poverty; ensure equitable access to services and resources;
e Ensure efficient pollution control and reduction, and sustainable management of
natural resources;
e Improve governance system and public participation; mobilise all stakeholders, and
build capacities at all levels;
e Preserve cultural diversity and identities.
All of them are further elaborated through definition of the priority goals and measures in 24
areas for priority actions including the integrated coastal zone management, nature protection,
sustainable use of water resources, macro-economic developments, regional development and
employment, tourism and social protection.

The goal of the Economic Reform Agenda is to set forth a series of discrete but
interconnected tasks that will transform the Montenegrin economy. Expected outcomes of
sixteen individual sections each dedicated to a particular aspect of economic reform.

The Master Plan for tourism development, as the main strategic document for tourism as main
development vehicle of national economy, projects a significant increase in the tourism
facilities. A higher level of integration of sustainability requirements at the level of tourism
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development plans, as well as at the level of individual projects, is under process through the
current revision of Master plan.

The efficient control and reduction of the existing water pollution due to the low level of
communal and industrial wastewater treatment and inadequate waste disposal present main
directions of the Master Plans for wastewater and solid waste management. On the other hand
securing sufficient quantity of good quality drinking water and necessary legal and
institutional changes and improvements in the quality control and monitoring of waters
according to EU standards and WFD provisions present the main orientations of the Master
plan for water supplying and institutional and legal reforms in this area according to EU
accession process.

Spatial Plan of Montenegro which is currently in draft version and Coastal Area Spatial Plan
which is in the process of Parliament adoption defines use of space for the purpose of planned
development up to 2020. This is of special importance in coastal area where is evident high
pressure of urbanisation on the natural sources protection and there valorisation for the
purpose of sustainable tourism.

In the scope of the complex legal and institutional reforms in the process of association and
stabilization development of National Contingency Plan for sea pollution incidents is under
preparation. NCP developed following IMO regulations is going to define institutional
organization and implementation mechanism which will enable national authorities to provide
efficient response on all types of pollution particularly those caused by unintended incidents
at sea. In such a way developed NCP will be part of Sub-regional one currently implemented
by Croatia, Slovenia and Italy.

Strategy for fishery development defines sustainable use of sea products in a balance with
sustainable management of marine eco system.

3.3 Compliance with other Community Policies

By its nature and focus, the Programme will encompass the EU main policies: regional
policy, environmental protection, equal opportunities and the information society.

Following the Lisbon Strategy for the period 2000-2010, the Communication from the
Commission EUROPE 2020 - A strategy for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth Europe
2020 (3 March 2010) aims at "smart, sustainable, inclusive growth" with a greater
coordination of national and European policy. Europe 2020 has set 5 targets to be reached by
2020 addressing employment, innovation, education, social inclusion and climate/energy.

The overarching objectives of smart, sustainable and inclusive growth are addressed by 7
flagship initiatives providing a framework through which the EU and national authorities
mutually reinforce their efforts in areas supporting the Europe 2020 priorities:

e Smart growth
e Digital agenda for Europe
e Innovation Union
e Youth on the move
e Sustainable growth
e Resource efficient Europe
¢ An industrial policy for the globalisation era

e Inclusive growth
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e An agenda for new skills and jobs
e European platform against poverty

The Programme is in line with the Europe 2020 objectives by improving economic
competitiveness of the border area and better employability through investment in
cooperation and networking in tourism sector (which is key driver of regional economies),
protection of natural and cultural heritage, as well as environment. Strengthening the
competitiveness and economic and social integration of the cross-border area is in line with
Community Strategic Guidelines for the cohesion policy in 2007-2013 (COM (2005)0299)
on cross-border cooperation. In addition, the Programme will also support the Goeteburg
objectives by promoting sustainable management of the environment through the
establishment of cooperation among institutions and the implementation of joint actions for
nature and environment protection.

The Programme will also support gender mainstreaming and equal opportunities policies
through implementation of projects that will clearly demonstrate their efforts to create equal
opportunities for genders, ethnicities and disabled according to the principles of European
Union. In general, the implementation of horizontal principles will be guaranteed through
definition of target groups, eligible actions under defined measures, evaluation procedures
and indicators on the level of Priorities and Measures.

3.4 Description of Specific Priority Axes and Measures

3.4.1 Priority Axis 1 - Creation of favourable environmental and socio-economic
conditions in the programme area by improvement of the co-operation in
the jointly selected sectors and good neighbourly relations in the eligible
areas

3.4.1.1 Background and Justification

The Situation and SWOT analyses have shown that, among others, weaknesses of the
Programme area are connected with lack of cross border cooperation in ecological protection
and interventions, lack of cooperation in nature and cultural heritage protection, undeveloped
civil sector, lack of cooperation in the development and promotion of the Programme area as
an integral tourist destination, lack of cooperation between local self government in joint
solution of similar problem, as well as destroyed social and cultural connections between
people in the bordering area. Main risks for the area are those in environmental area:
pollution from the Mediterranean Sea and risks deriving from new road and sea corridors.
Furthermore, there is a lack of specific/targeted educational programs for adults as well as
targeted education programs for tourism workers.

On the other hand main strengths of the area are cultural and nature resources suitable for
accelerating economic development. The whole area is a worldwide known tourist
destination containing 2 cities under UNESCO protection (Dubrovnik and Kotor) and 3
National parks. It is also considered as a part of the ecological network covering areas of
national and international ecological importance for biodiversity conservation. The Situation
Analysis shows that income generated from tourism and other related services have highest
share in GDP of the regions. In recent years quality of services is rising and there is a clear
strategic orientation for their further development. In addition, the area has natural potential
for agricultural development, specially organic-agriculture, mariculture and high quality food
production. These natural preconditions would be best used to network producers and tourist
infrastructure (hotels, restaurants) and in the certification and branding of the products.
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Among others, one of the main opportunities for the area is mainly connected with
development of integrated tourism products including both coastal and mountain tourism
offer. In addition, availability of IPA funds for both countries will enable local and regional
level government to raise funds for economic and social development and IPA funds for
cross-border programs will specifically enable regions to invest in actions recognized as joint
priorities (i.e. actions in area of environmental protection, in development of joint tourist and
cultural space and community development).

According to the above described strengths, weaknesses and opportunities on the one hand
and very limited resources on the other hand, during the joint consultative process relevant
stakeholders decided to define just one Priority plus TA priority and up to three measures per
priority. Also, due to limited resources and lack of overall capacities to manage cross-border
development activities, they decided not to address problems such as underdeveloped
infrastructure, discrepancies between urban and rural areas, low employability of work force
etc., but to focus rather on soft activities that can boost local development in general and
enhance level of cooperation.

Therefore and in order to cover as much as possible of jointly recognized problems and needs
in selected areas of cooperation, Priority 1 is defined in the broadest possible sense rather
than being focused on a limited number of specific issues: Priority 1: Creation of favourable
environmental and socio-economic conditions in the programme area by improvement of the
co-operation in the jointly selected sectors and good neighbourly relations in the eligible
areas.

Specific objectives of Priority 1 are:

e To establish cooperation between institutions in charge of environment protection, as
well as natural and cultural heritage protection through implementation of joint
programs, education, know-how transfer and awareness raising activities;

e To create recognizable tourist products based on the natural and cultural assets of the
Programme area and re-establish social connections in cross-border area through
supporting traditional and contemporary culture;

e To increase and enhance cooperation between institutions, citizens and civic
organizations in the areas such are tourism, education, culture and other that are in
line with Programme objective, in order to boost community development and
improve neighbourhood relations.

Following to the specific objectives, this priority will be implemented through three
measures, one of which (c) will be specifically focused on bringing together people, local
communities and civic organizations via people-to people actions , in order to establish a
solid base for economic and social development of the Programme area: The 3 measures are:

d) Joint actions for environment, nature and cultural heritage protection;
e) Joint tourism and cultural space;
f) Small cross-border community development projects.

3.4.1.2 Measures

As regards Croatia, care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial
overlap, including at the level of participants, with any of the measures incorporated in the
Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA Components 11, IV and V (Regional, Human
Resources, and Rural Development).
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34121 Measure 1.1.: Joint actions for environment, nature and cultural heritage
protection

Improvement of systems for environment, nature and cultural heritage protection in the
Programme area has been identified by Program beneficiaries as a priority cooperation
activity since environment and natural heritage are the main economic resource of the area.
This measure is expected to establish sustainable cross-border networks for joint
environmental, nature and cultural protection. It is intended to encourage cross-border
cooperation in projects related to finding solutions to joint environmental problems. The
development of waste management (solid waste and waste water management), land based
and sea based pollution reduction, improvement of the monitoring and reporting on the state
of marine and coastal eco-systems, taking into account importance of cross-border pollution
reduction and control, fire protection systems and joint intervention systems in ecological
threats at land and sea, including technical capacities building for realization of those
measures are of utmost priority. The aim of cooperation under this measure is to stimulate
development of other innovative measures and strategies for joint environmental, nature and
cultural heritage protection and to educate and raise awareness of local population and
local/regional government units on environmental protection and need for cooperation in that
sector through public information and participation. In order to implement EU horizontal
policies related to innovation and technology, this measure will support actions that will bring
new innovative solutions and strategies for environmental and nature protection.

Types of activities eligible under this measure are, inter alia:

e Joint planning and capacity building activities for solid waste management and waste
water management systems;

e Joint planning and capacity building activities for water supply, waste water and solid
waste systems with cross border impacts;

¢ Planning and establishment of networks for joint environmental interventions on land
and sea (joint fire fighting schemes, joint interventions in case of sea pollution,
purchase of equipment of joint interest/use, etc);

e Joint environmental programmes and initiatives (river catchments management, air
pollution, sea pollution etc.);

¢ Identification and clean-up of uncontrolled waste disposal sites and development of
prevention measures;

e Cross-border studies and direct actions on applicability of renewable energy sources;
e Environmental impact assessment studies;

e Environmental strategic impact assessment studies;

e Environmental remediation activities;

e Awareness raising activities — public information and participation;

e Education and know how transfer in environmental protection;

e Elaboration of cross-border regional plans and programs for interventions related to
environment protection;

e Elaboration of joint plans and programs for management of protected areas and
NATURA 2000 sites;

e Small-scale reconstruction of cultural/architectural heritage;
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e efc.
Achievement of the measure will be measured on the basis of the following indicators:

Output indicators: Number of joint programmes, strategies and measures in relation to
environmental management created and implemented, number of joint awareness raising
campaigns, number of studies, project documentations in terms of protection of nature and
cultural heritage elaborated, number of joint networks for environmental interventions on
land and sea, number of joint education programs for general population and experts
(trainings, seminars etc.), number of new local initiatives for environmental and nature
protection

Result indicators: Decrease in financial and environmental damage caused by unexpected
pollutions, decrease in pollution emissions in the sea, permanent access to data on the state of
the environment, increase in percentage of land/habitat protected, increased management of
protected areas, increased capacities to deal with cross-border man-made and natural
environmental risks, increased public awareness of cross-border environmental issues.

3.4.1.2.1.1  Project selection criteria and delivery mechanisms
In general, the eligible projects will be those which:

e encourage and improve joint protection and management of natural resources and
prevent and manage environmental risks;

e support links between relevant institutions/organizations from both side of the border;
e have partners from both side of the border;
e are environmentally sustainable.

More detail project selection criteria will be defined later on within applicable GfA or/and
calls for proposals.

The measure will be implemented through grants schemes and/or procurement contracts —
service, works and supply (depending on the decision made by Joint Monitoring Committee).

Indicative minimum and maximum EU grant size (€) 50,000 - 300,000

Maximum size EU funding to total eligible costs (%) 85%

34.1.2.2 Measure 1.2. Joint tourism and cultural space

Measure 1.2 is the main economic measure of this Program since tourism and tourism related
services are main impetus for economic development of the area. As already mentioned these
services have highest share in regional GDP. Tourism related services also employ the
highest number of people in the force, therefore it is essential to broaden the spectra of
services, prolong tourist season, offer higher quality of services based on authentic local
products, tradition and culture. The measure is intended to enhance and improve cross-border
cooperation between tourism and cultural institutions in the region.

Types of actions eligible under this measure are, inter alia:

e Education schemes for SMEs and work force in tourism, particularly language
training, hospitality training, researches;

e Promotion of the attractiveness of the region through tourist events;
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Support to development of new tourism products (development of thematic routes,
joint promotional events and materials, site exploitation etc);

e Establishment of cross border clusters in tourism;

e Quality improvement schemes;

e Quality Certification of local products and services;
e Support to joint certification of local products;

e Joint marketing initiatives;

e Archaeological research in bordering areas;

e Detection and documentation of common cultural heritage, scientific cave
exploration;

e Promotion of border region cultural heritage;
e Promotion of the Programme area as an integral tourist destination;
e [UCN zoning and mapping of natural locations;
e IT for regional centres;
e Development of UNWTO indicators using UNWTO Book of indicators;
e efc.
Achievement of the measure will be measured on the basis of the following indicators:

Output indicators: Number of new tourist products developed or certified, number of joint
marketing initiatives, number of quality improved schemes, number of new joint initiatives in
culture etc.

Result indicators: Enriched/diversified tourist supply market due to new tourist products and
higher quality of offered services, income increase from tourism services (per assisted
facilities and per sector), and increased number of visitors for assisted facilities.

3.4.1.2.2.1  Project selection criteria and delivery mechanisms
In general, the eligible projects will be those which:

e promoting the integration of the tourism market and encourage cross-border contacts
at regional and local level in order to improve quality of services;

e encourage entrepreneurship in tourism;

e support links between relevant institutions/organizations form both side of the border;

e have partners from both side of the border;

e encourage equal participation by women and marginalized groups;

e are environmentally sustainable.

More detail project selection criteria will be defined later on within applicable GfA or/and
calls for proposals.

The measure will be implemented through grants schemes and/or calls for proposal
(depending on the decision made by Joint Monitoring Committee).

Indicative minimum and maximum EU grant size (€) 50,000 - 300,000
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Maximum size EU funding to total eligible costs (%) 85%

Measure 1.3. Small cross-border community development projects

This measure aims at improving cooperation between people, educational institutions and
civil society organizations from both sides of the border in order to boost community
development and to improve neighbourhood relations. It will support people-to-people actions
organized by different organizations in fields such as culture, tourism, education and others
that are in line with the Programme’s objective, and will be particularly supporting
marginalized groups, local democracy and the development of civil society.

Types of actions eligible under this measure are, inter alia:

Common cross-border educational programs between educational institutions;
Community building programs with emphasis on interethnic cooperation;
Cooperation between national minorities;

Assistance to marginalised groups;

Local campaigns focused on raising awareness regarding the meaning of the CBC
activities as a development instrument;

Implementation of national equality instruments on local and regional level
(gender equality policies, youth policy, national minority policies etc.);

Developing cross-border cooperation among organizations providing social and
welfare services;

Actions supporting local democracy;

Small-scale collaborative projects and pilot actions between local self-
governments;

Development of joint local development plans and strategies in areas of local
governance;

Education schemes in culture;

Creation of cross border culture networks;
Development of cultural exchange programmes;
Joint preservation of tradition;

Creation and implementation of sustainable joint culture programs (except one off
events);

Establishment of cooperation and joint implementation of programs in new media
culture;

Establishment of youth cross border networks and joint culture production
centres;

Capacity building of NGOs and support to inter-sector cooperation.

Achievement of the measure will be measured on the basis of the following indicators:
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Output indicators: Number of contact established through joint educational and cultural
projects, number of joint education programmes, number of new joint programs for social
service delivery, number of community building initiatives, number of cross-border culture
networks etc.

Result indicators: Increased cross-border cooperation through joint initiatives/projects,
accessibility rate of social services for local population, decrease in number of ethnic based
incidents.

3.4.1.2.3.1  Project selection criteria and delivery mechanisms
In general, the eligible projects will be those which:

e promoting the sharing of human resources and facilities;

e support links between relevant institutions/organizations form both side of the
border;

¢ have partners from both side of the border;
e encourage equal participation by women and marginalized groups;
e are environmentally sustainable.

More detail project selection criteria will be defined later on within applicable GfA or/and
calls for proposals.

The measure will be implemented through grants schemes.

Indicative minimum and maximum EU grant size (€) 20,000 - 75,000

Maximum size EU funding to total eligible costs (%) 85%

3.4.1.3 Direct beneficiaries for all three measures

Direct beneficiaries for all measures are non profit legal persons, except for private
educational centres and research institutes, established under public or private law for the
purposes of public interest or specific purpose of meeting needs of general interest, belonging
to, inter alia:

e Public companies or bodies in charge of communal infrastructure and waste
management (utility companies - komunalna preduzeca/poduzeca);

e Fire/lemergency services;

e Local and regional self-government units, local/municipal boards and their
institutions;

e Agencies and other public bodies in charge of environmental and nature protection;

¢ Non-governmental organisations and foundations, including the Red Cross and Red
Crescent national societies;

e Regional/local development agencies;
e Local and regional tourist associations and organisations, including tourist boards;

e Business support institutions, such as the chambers of commerce, crafts and trades,
and social partners;

e Public and private educational centres and research institutes;
e Institutions and associations in culture;

e Public social service providers (Centres for social welfare, Health centres, Labour
market institutions etc.);
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¢ National authorities/institutions or state agencies;
e International inter-governmental organisations;

3.4.2 Priority 2 - Technical Assistance

3.4.2.1 Background and Justification

Technical assistance will be used to support the work of the 2 national Operating Structures
and the Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC) ensuring the efficient and effective
implementation, monitoring, control and evaluation of the programme. Principally this will be
achieved through the establishment and operation of a Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS) and
one national JTS antenna. The JTS will be in charge of the day-to-day management of the
programme and will be responsible to the Operating Structures and the JMC. Technical
assistance will support actions which ensure the preparation and selection of high quality
programme operations and the dissemination of information on programme activities and
achievements. Under the direction of the JMC the technical assistance budget may be used to
carry out external programme evaluations (ad-hoc, mid-term and ex-post).

Specific objectives of the Priority 2 are:

In accordance to the scope of this priority, it will be implemented through two measures.
Considering that the relevant national authorities (Operating Structures in Croatia and
Montenegro) enjoy a de facto monopoly situation (in the sense of Art. 168, paragraph 1, sub-
paragraph c of the Implementing rules to the Financial Regulation) for the implementation of
the cross-border programme, the relevant contracting authorities in both countries may
establish an individual direct grant agreement without call for proposals with the Operating
Structures for up to the total amount provided under the TA Priority 2 in each country.
Subcontracting by the Operating Structures of the activities covered by the direct agreement
(e.g. TA, evaluation, publicity etc.) is allowed.

The IPA grant will be co-financed by a minimum of 15 % from state national budget and final
beneficiaries co-financing.

Croatia has allocated €400,000 of IPA funds on yearly basis and Montenegro €500,000 for
years 2007-2011. This difference in allocations derives from the fact that Croatia has been
granted lower amount of the total IPA funds for trans-national cooperation and CBC with
potential candidate countries. However, in order to minimise as much as possible this
discrepancy and to enable smooth Programme administration and implementation Croatia has
allocated bigger rate of national co-financing for the Priority 2 (43% for the first year and
33.4% for the next two years). Montenegro has also allocated bigger rate for Priority 2 (28.6%
in all three years) due to placement of JTS in Kotor, Montenegro. The higher amount of
allocated IPA funds from the Montenegrin side is related to enhancement of neighbourly
relations, especially due to well known happenings in the programme area from the past
decade. Furthermore, in terms of project activities, current capacities of the Montenegrin
municipalities along the border with Croatia are significantly higher than the capacities of the
municipalities along the borders with other Montenegrin neighbours. In addition, the
municipalities neighbouring Croatia have already established certain cooperation with
Dubrovnik-Neretva County (e.g. Kotor and City of Dubrovnik) and have expressed high
interest for further continuation and strengthening of cooperation. In that respect, the above
mentioned allocation is proposed by Montenegro.

The revision of the allocations for years 2012 and 2013 was done according to the
recommendations received from the European Commission - DG Enlargement for all CBC
WB Programmes. It was done as lesson learned after the 1% Call for Proposals and created
remnant funds as result of the discrepancy between allocations for Croatia and Montenegro.
With this revision, allocations for years 2012 and 2013 will be equal (€ 500,000) for both
countries in order to prevent creation of the remnant funds after the 3" Call for Proposals.

3.8 Eligibility of Expenditure

As laid down in Article 89 of IPA Implementing Regulation the following expenditure shall
be considered as eligible:

(1)  Expenditure incurred after the signature of the financing agreement.

(d) legal consultancy fees, notaries fees, costs of technical or financial experts, and

accountancy or audit costs, if they are directly linked to the co-financed operation and
are necessary for its preparation or implementation;

(e) the cost of guarantees provided by a bank or other financial institutions, to the extent

that the guarantees are required by national or Community legislation;

(F) overheads, provided they are based on real costs attributable to the implementation of

(3)

the operation concerned. Flat-rates based on average costs may not exceed 25% of
those direct costs of an operation that can affect the level of overheads. The
calculation shall be properly documented and periodically reviewed.

In addition to the technical assistance for the cross-border programme referred to
Article 94 of IPA Implementing Regulation, the following expenditure paid by public
authorities in the preparation or implementation of an operation:

(a) the costs of professional services provided by a public authority other than the final

beneficiary in the preparation or implementation of an operation;

(b) the costs of the provision of services relating to the preparation and implementation of

an operation provided by a public authority that is itself the final beneficiary and
which is executing an operation for its own account without recourse to other outside
service providers if they are additional costs and relate either to expenditure actually
and directly paid for the co-financed operation.

The public authority concerned shall either invoice the costs referred to in point (a) of
this paragraph to the final beneficiary or certify those costs on the basis of documents
of equivalent probative value which permit the identification of real costs paid by that
authority for that operation.

The costs referred to in point (b) of this paragraph must be certified by means of
documents which permit the identification of real costs paid by the public authority
concerned for that operation.

4 SECTION IVIMPLEMENTING PROVISIONS

The implementing provisions of this document are based on the provisions of Commission
Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 (hereinafter referred to as the 'IPA Implementing Regulation’),
in particular those for the cross-border co-operation component (Chapter 111, Sections 1 and
3), as well as on the Financial Regulation (EC, EUROATOM) No 1605/2002, as amended by
Council Regulation No 1995/2006, and in particular Articles 53, 53a, 53c, 54 and 57 thereof,
which lay down provisions for centralised and decentralised management of the EU funding.

While Croatia will be managing the programme according to decentralised management,
Montenegro will be managing the programme according to the centralised management
model.

4.1 Programme Structures and Authorities

The OS of each country cooperate closely in the programming and implementation of the
cross-border programme establishing common coordination mechanisms. The OSs are
responsible for the implementation of the programme in their respective countries.

4.1.1.1 Croatia

The National IPA Coordinator (NIPAC) (within the meaning of Art. 22. of the IPA
Implementing Regulation)”* is the Assistant Minister in the Ministry of Regional
Development and EU Funds. The NIPAC is in charge of the overall coordination of IPA
assistance.

The Operating Structure in Croatia consists of the line ministry responsible for the
management of the Component Il of IPA: the MRDEUF together with an Implementing
Agency: the ARD (the Programme Authorizing Officer is the Director of ARD?).The
Operating Structure (previously being Ministry of Regional Development, Forestry and Water
Management) was conferred management powers by the Commission in November 2008%, as
required by IPA Implementing Regulation (Art. 14). ARD has been accredited by NAO on 2
November 2009 in line with IPA Implementing Regulation (Art 13 and 139). Conferral of
management powers to ARD was approved by the Commission Decision C (2010)5665 on 18
August 2010.

The Head of the Operating Structure (HOS)* is the Assistant Minister in the Ministry of
Regional Development and EU Funds and is responsible and accountable for the activities of
the Croatian Operating Structure.

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4.1.1.2 Montenegro

The Operating Structure in Montenegro consists of the institution responsible for the
coordination of both IPA Components | and 1l which are currently available to Montenegro as
a potential candidate country: Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integration.

The National IPA Coordinator in Montenegro is the State Secretary for European Integration.

The CBC Coordinator (Art. 22.2(b) of the IPA IR) is the Head of CBC Body in the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and European Integration.

4.1.1.3 Responsibilities of the Operating Structures

The Operating Structures are responsible, inter alia, for:

preparing the cross-border programme in accordance with the IPA Implementing
Regulation;

nominating the representatives of the Joint Monitoring Committee and guiding the
work of the JIMC;

preparing programme amendments to be discussed in the JIMC;
Nominate the members of the IMC Steering Committee

setting up the Joint Technical Secretariat;

preparing and implementing the strategic decisions of the JMC,;

reporting to the NIPAC/HOS/CBC Coordinator on all aspects concerning the
implementation of the programme;

establish a system, assisted by the JTS, for gathering reliable information on the
programme’s implementation and providing data to the JMC, NIPAC/HOS/CBC
Coordinator and/or the European Commission;

ensuring the quality of the implementation of the cross-border programmes together
with the JMC;

sending to the Commission and the NIPAC the annual report and the final report on
the implementation of the cross-border programme after examination and approval by
the Joint Monitoring Committee;

ensuring irregularity reporting;
guiding the work of the Joint Technical Secretariat;
promoting information and publicity-actions.

For operations taking place in Croatia, the Implementing Agency within the OS in Croatia
(due to decentralised management) is responsible for:

contracting the projects selected by the Joint Monitoring Committee;

payments accounting and financial reporting aspects of the procurement of services,
supplies, works and grants for the Croatian part of the Cross-border programme;

ensuring that the operations are implemented according to the relevant public
procurement provisions;

ensuring that the final beneficiaries and other bodies involved in the implementation
of operations maintain either a separate accounting system or an adequate accounting
code for all transactions relating to the operation without prejudice to national
accounting rules;

ensuring the retention of all documents required to ensure an adequate audit trail,
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e ensuring that the National Fund and National Authorising Officer receive all necessary
information on the approved expenditure and the applied procedures;

e carrying out verifications to ensure that the expenditure declared has actually been
incurred in accordance with applicable rules, the products or services have been
delivered in accordance with the approval decision, and the payment requests by the
final beneficiary are correct.

4.1.2 Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC)

The participating beneficiary countries shall set up a Joint Monitoring Committee for the
programme within 3 months of entry into force of the first financial agreement on the
programme.

The Joint Monitoring Committee consists of representatives of the two Operating Structures
and the national, regional and local authorities and socio-economic partnership representatives
of both participating countries, equally represented. The EU Delegations in Croatia and in
Montenegro shall be represented in the Joint Monitoring Committee in an advisory capacity.
The JMC shall draft its Rules of Procedures and adopt them at its first Meeting.

The Joint Monitoring Committee shall meet at least twice a year, at the initiative of the
participating countries or of the Commission and is chaired by a representative of one of the
countries on a rotating basis

The Joint Monitoring Committee shall satisfy itself as to the effectiveness and quality of the
implementation of the cross-border programme, in accordance with the following provisions
(according to the Article 142 of IPA Implementing Regulation):

e It shall draw up and adopt its rules of procedure in compliance with a joint monitoring
committee mandate set out by the Commission;

e it shall consider and approve the criteria for selecting the operations financed by the
cross-border programme and approve any revision of those criteria in accordance with
programming needs;

e it shall periodically review progress made towards achieving the specific targets of the
cross-border programme on the basis of documents submitted by the operating
structures of participating beneficiary countries;
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e it shall examine the results of implementation, particularly achievement of the targets
set for each priority axis and the evaluations referred to in Article 57(4) and Atrticle
141 IPA IR;

e it shall examine the annual and final reports on implementation referred to in Article
144 1PA IR, prior to their transmission to the NIPACs, the NAO (only in case of
decentralised management) and the Commission by the OS;

¢ it shall be informed, as applicable, of the annual audit activity report(s) referred to in
Article 29 (2)(b) IPA IR, first indent, and of any relevant comments the Commission
may make after examining that report;

e it shall be responsible for selecting operations, based on a ranking list of all projects
evaluated and those proposed by a Steering Committee appointed by the two
Operating Structures of the participating countries and approved by the EU
Delegations or upon its own decision when strategic projects/ operations outside calls
for proposals are concerned,

e it may propose any revision or examination of the cross-border programme likely to
make possible the attainment of the objectives referred to in Article 86(2) IPA IR or to
improve its management, including its financial management;

e it shall consider and approve any proposal to amend the content of the cross-border
programme;

e it shall approve the framework for the Joint Technical Secretariat’s tasks;

e it shall adopt an information and publicity plan drafted under the auspices of the
Operating Structure.

4.1.3 Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS)

The Operating Structures agreed to establish a Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS) to assist the
Joint Monitoring Committee and the Operating Structures in carrying out their respective
duties. The JTS is therefore the administrative body of the programme dealing with its day-to-
day management.

The Joint Technical Secretariat is based in Montenegro, Kotor. Having in mind institutional
capacities of the MRDEUF in terms of CBC management, OS in Zagreb will help the JTS
staff in gaining specific knowledge and skills necessary for successful administration and
implementation of the Programme, if such help will be needed. It will be done occasionally
through on the job trainings and similar activities in MRDEUF premises in Zagreb. The
antenna is based in Dubrovnik.

The JTS is composed of the representatives nominated by both Operating Structures.

The Joint Technical Secretariat and its antenna perform their activities under the Operating
Structure in Montenegro, in co-operation with the Operating Structure in Croatia.

The Joint Technical Secretariat is jointly managed by both Operating Structures.

The costs of the Joint Technical Secretariat and its antenna are co-financed under the
programme’s Technical Assistance budget provided they relate to tasks eligible for co-
financing in the relevant EU regulations governing the IPA.

Part of the JTS staff contracted in Croatia are located in the JTS premises in Kotor
(Montenegro) and part in the antenna in Dubrovnik (Croatia).

All Montenegrin representatives are located in the JTS premises in Kotor.
Tasks to be performed by the Joint Technical Secretariat:
The JTS shall, inter alia:

e support the Operating Structures in the programme implementation;
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perform secretariat function for the Operating Structures and the Joint Monitoring
Committee, including the preparation and mailing of documentation for meetings and
the meeting minutes (in two or more languages if required);

set up, regular maintenance and updating of the monitoring system (data input at
programme and project level, on site visits);

assist the OS and the JMC in drawing up all the monitoring reports on the programme
implementation;

prepare and make available all documents necessary for project implementation
(general information at programme level, general information at project level,
guidelines, criteria, application for collecting project ideas, application pack -
guidelines, criteria for project selection, eligibility, reporting forms, contracts);

act as a first contact point for potential applicants;

run info-campaigns, trainings, help-lines and web-based Q&A in order to support
potential applicants in the preparation of project applications;

organise selection and evaluation of project proposals and check whether all
information for making a decision on project proposals are available;

provide a secretary of the Steering Committee and organise and administrate its work;

make sure that all the relevant documentation necessary for contracting is available to
the contracting authorities on time;

assists the Implementing Agency in the process of ,,Budgetary Clearing™ prior to
contract signature;

support final beneficiaries in project implementation, including the advice on
secondary procurement procedures;

organise bilateral events including “partner-search” forums;
develop and maintain a network of stakeholders;

create and update a database of potential applicants and participants in workshops and
other events;

carry out joint information and publicity activities under the guidance of the Operating
Structures, including setting up and maintaining an official programme website;

plan its activities according to a work plan annually approved by the JMC.

Tasks of the JTS Antenna:

Information and publicity work and general advice to potential applicants;

Info-campaigns, trainings, help-lined and a web-based Q&A in order to support
potential applicants in the preparation of project applications;

Cooperate in the evaluation of project proposals;
Assistance to the project partners in project implementation;

Support to the Operating Structure in Montenegro in programme implementation;
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e Collecting monitoring data (progress reports) from the Functional Lead Beneficiaries
located in Montenegrin eligible area.

4.1.4 Role of the Commission

Under decentralised management in Croatia the Commission has a right to exercise ex-ante
control, as laid down in the Commission decision on conferral of management powers in
accordance with Article 14(3) of the IPA Implementing Regulation. Under centralised
management in Montenegro, in line with Article 140(1) of the IPA Implementing Regulation,
the European Commission retains overall responsibility for approval of calls for proposal,
awarding grants, tendering, contracting and payment functions, on the basis of documents
provided by beneficiaries.

In addition to these standard roles, the Commission participates in an advisory capacity in the
work of the Joint Monitoring Committee.

4.2 Procedures for programming, selection and awarding of funds

4.2.1 Strategic projects/Operations outside calls for proposals

Preference is given to implementation through open calls for proposals. However, JMC has
the possibility in some cases to identify strategic projects involving one or two large service
and /or supply and/or works contracts. The Terms of Reference (services) and/or Technical
Specifications (supplies and works) are drafted by the Operating Structures with the
assistance of JTS. Strategic projects/Operations outside calls for proposals are defined as
those which have a significant impact throughout the Programme Area and which will on
their own, or in combination with other projects, achieve measure-level objectives.
Implementing Agencies/Contracting Authorities tender and contract projects based on the
standard PRAG procedures for the relevant types of contracts.

4.2.2 Calls for Proposals

The Cross-Border programme operates predominantly through grant schemes based on single
calls for proposals and single selection process covering both sides of the border.

Where appropriate, PRAG procedures and templates should be followed — adapted as
appropriate — unless required otherwise by the IPA regulatory framework.

a) Preparation of the Application Package

e The JTS, under the supervision of the JMC, drafts the call for proposals, the
Guidelines for Applicants and the Application Form and other documents related
to the implementation of the grant schemes, explaining the rules regarding
eligibility of applicants and partners, the types of actions and costs, which are
eligible for financing and the evaluation criteria, following as closely as possible
the formats foreseen in PRAG;

e The Application Form should in general cover both parts of the project (on
Croatia/Montenegro sides of the border, i.e. joint application), but with clear
separation of the activities and costs on each side of the border. The elements
contained in the Application Pack (eligibility and evaluation criteria, etc.) must be
fully consistent with the relevant Financing Agreement;

e The JTS submits the drafts of call for proposals, the Guidelines for Applicants and
the Application Form and other documents related to the implementation of the
grant schemes to the OSs;
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e Following the approval of the application package by the JMC, OSs submit the
final version of the documents to the respective EU Delegations for endorsement.

b) Publication of Calls for Proposals

e The OSs, with the assistance of the JTS, take all appropriate measures to ensure
that the nationally and regionally publicised Call for Proposals reaches the target
groups in line with the requirements of the Practical Guide (see below
Information and Publicity);

e The JTS is responsible for information campaign and answering questions of
potential applicants. JTS provides advice to potential project applicants in
understanding and formulating correct application forms;

e The Application Pack is made available on the Programme website and the web-
sites of the operating structures/contracting authorities and in paper copy;

o Q&As should be available on both the Programme and OSs' websites.

4.2.3 Selection of projects following a call for proposals

In order to follow the spirit of cross-border cooperation and to allow good coordination of
project implementation on two sides of the border, projects will be assessed as a whole.
Whenever possible, projects evaluation should follow PRAG rules (Chapter 6.4.) for grant
scheme evaluation in order to ensure maximum transparency and objectivity. In order to do
this, the Joint Steering Committee will first evaluate projects according to PRAG and the Joint
Monitoring Committee based on their recommended joint ranking list will then bring the final
decision on the projects to be recommended for financing to the Implementing
Agencies/Contracting Authorities.

The JTS receives and registers the applications.

The Operating Structures of both countries to nominate the Steering Committee and, if
members of JSC do not have enough knowledge and/or experience, external assessors,
which will be provided through the TA allocation of the programme.

The Steering Committee is established with an equal representation of representatives
of the 2 countries. The voting members shall be proposed by the Operating Structures.
Members of the JSC are designated exclusively on the basis of technical and
professional expertise in the relevant area. The JTS provides a secretariat to the
Steering Committee.

Both OSs nominate the same number of external assessors to be financed from the
respective TA allocations.

EU Delegations ex—ante approves the composition of the Steering Committee and the
external assessors.

Based on PRAG procedures, the Steering Committee evaluates the projects submitted
within a particular call, prepares the Evaluation Reports and the ranking list of all the
projects and submits them to the Joint Monitoring Committee.

The JMC receives the Evaluation Reports and votes on accepting the proposed ranking
list. The members of the Steering Committee are present at the JMC meeting to
present the evaluation process. The JMC has the possibility to:

o accept the Evaluation Report and recommend the contracting authorities to
contract the projects selected;

o request one round of re-examination of the project proposals under the
condition that there is a clearly stated technical reason affecting the quality of
the Evaluation Report i.e. it is not clear how the projects were assessed and
ranked;

o request the Operating Structures to establish a new Steering Committee, if
there is a justified reason to suspect the objectivity or the qualifications of the
Steering Committee.

Under no circumstances is the JMC entitled to change the Steering Committee’s scores
or recommendation and must not alter the evaluation grids completed by the
evaluators.

In Croatia, the EU Delegation ex ante approves the decision of the JMC on the
Projects Proposed for Financing and the Evaluation Report. In Montenegro the EU
Delegation approves the selection and issues grant contracts to the final beneficiaries.

The JTS notifies each applicant in writing of the result of the selection process.

JTS shall send all the documentation necessary for contracting to both Contracting
authorities within 2 weeks of the decision of the JMC.

4.3 Procedures for financing and control

4.3.1 Financing decision and contracting

Financing decisions are taken by the respective Contracting Authority (Agency for Regional
Development (ARD) in Croatia and European Union Delegation to Montenegro) based on the
decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee and, in the case of Croatia, the ex-ante approval
of the EU Delegation. In doing so, they ascertain that the conditions for EU financing are met.

4.3.1.1 Croatia

Contracting is the responsibility of the ARD as the Implementing Agency for the
Croatian part of the projects. The format of the grant contract is drafted according to
the Practical Guide using the standard grant contract format and its annexes, as
adapted if necessary.

The ARD issues the grant contracts to the selected beneficiaries normally within 3
months of the decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee. Grant contracts are
endorsed — globally or individually — by the EU Delegation before being signed.

Contracting Authorities may rely on the assistance of the JTS in communicating with
potential grant beneficiaries during the ,,budgetary clearing® process.

4.3.1.2 Montenegro

Contracting is the responsibility of the EU.
The EU Delegation issues the grant contract to the selected beneficiaries.

4.3.2 National Co-financing

The EU contribution shall not exceed 85% of the eligible expenditure and shall not be less
than 20% of the eligible expenditure. The national co-financing shall amount to a minimum of
15% and a maximum of 80% of the total eligible expenditure of the action.

Contributions in kind are not eligible under the IPA regulation although they may be
mentioned in project proposals as non-eligible funding.
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4.3.3 Financial management, payments and control

Financial management, payments and financial control are to be carried out by the responsible
institutions on the basis of the Financial Regulation (EC, Euratom) 1605/2002 and IPA
Implementing Regulation. The procedures for financial management and control are defined
in the Framework Agreements between the Beneficiary Countries and the European
Commission.

4.4 Project Implementation

4.4.1 Project

Operations selected for cross-border programmes shall include final beneficiaries from at least
two participating countries which shall co-operate in at least one of the following ways for
each operation: joint development, joint implementation, joint staffing and joint financing.

Individual calls for proposals will further detail the types of cooperation eligible for financing.

Three types of grant projects can be applied for in the implementation of the IPA CBC
Programme Croatia-Montenegro:

Simple (individual) projects: are projects implemented on one side of the border, with
distinctive cross-border impact and benefits for both sides of the border. In this case, a grant
project application is submitted on one side of the border only. If the project is awarded, one
contract is signed with the Contracting authority on that side.

Complementary (mirror) projects: are projects that support parallel (complementary) activities
on both sides of the border. One project application is prepared for each side of the border.
One contract is signed on each side of the border.

Integrated (joint) projects: are projects that show the highest level of co-operation between
cross-border partners. One (joint) project application is prepared for both sides of the border,
with specific references for activities on each side. Each of the applicants (on each side of the
border) signs a separate contract with the Contracting authority.

4.4.2 Project Partners and their roles in the joint project implementation

1) If several partners from the same country are participating in the project, they shall
appoint a National Lead Beneficiary (NLB) among themselves prior to the submission of
the project proposal (Art. 96(3) IPA IR)%. The NLB:

is responsible for implementing the part of the project on its side of the border;

e receives the grant from the Implementing Agency/Contracting Authority and is
responsible for transferring funds to the partners on its side of the border;

e is responsible for ensuring expenditures have been spent for the purpose of
implementing the operation;

o closely cooperates with the Functional Lead Beneficiary (see below) and provides it
with all the relevant data on project implementation

2) In case of integrated (joint) projects, one of the two NLBs fulfils the role of Functional
Lead Beneficiary (FLB) which is, inter alia:
¢ responsible for the overall coordination of the project activities on both sides of the
border;

> If there is only one final beneficiary on a given country, it will be by default the NLB
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e responsible for organising joint meetings of project partners, meetings and
correspondence;
e responsible for reporting to the JTS on the overall project progress.
e The FLB role will be incorporated in the grant contract between the FLB and its
Implementing Agency/Contracting Authority.
The contractual and financial responsibility of each of the NLB towards the individual
Implementing Agencies/Contracting Authorities remain and are not to be transferred from the
NLB onto the FLB. The NLBs hold the contractual responsibilities also for the other partners
and associates on their side of the border as contracted.

4.5 Monitoring and Evaluation
4.5.1 Monitoring on Project Level

4.5.1.1 Contractual obligations

National Lead Beneficiaries send narrative and financial Interim and Final Reports to their
respective Implementing Agencies/Contracting Authorities according to the standard terms of
their grant contracts.

4.5.1.2 Cross-border project level reporting

The Functional Lead Beneficiary of the project submits Project Progress Reports to the JTS,
giving an overview of the project activities and achievements on both sides of the border and
their coordination according to the indicators defined in the joint project proposal.

4.5.2 Programme Monitoring

Based on the project progress reports collected, the JTS drafts the Joint Implementation
Report and submit it for the examination of the Joint Monitoring Committee.

The Operating Structures of the beneficiary countries shall send the Commission and the
respective national IPA co-ordinators and the NAO (in case of decentralised management), an
annual report and a final report on the implementation of the cross-border programme after
examination by the joint monitoring committee.

The annual report shall be submitted by 30 June each year and for the first time in the second
year following the adoption of the cross-border programme.

The final report shall be submitted at the latest 6 months after the closure of the cross-border
programme.

The content of reports shall be in line with the requirements of Article 144. of the IPA
Implementing Regulations.

4.5.3 Programme Evaluation

Evaluations shall be organised by the Operating Structure and/or the Commission in
accordance with the provisions of the IPA IR (in particular, Art. 141). An ex-ante evaluation
has not been carried out in line with the provisions of the above mentioned article in the light
of the proportionality principle.

The evaluations shall aim to improve the quality, effectiveness and consistency of the
assistance from the EU funds and the strategy and implementation of cross-border
programmes while taking account the objective of sustainable development and the relevant
Community legislation concerning environmental impact.
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4.6 Information and Publicity

In the case of centralised management (Montenegro) information on programmes and
operations shall be provided by the Commission, with the assistance of the national IPA co-
ordinator and the JTS as appropriate.

In the case of decentralised management Croatian Operating Structure and the national IPA
co-ordinator shall provide information on and publicise programmes and operations with the
assistance of the JTS as appropriate. In Croatia, the Operating Structure shall be responsible
for organising the publication of the list of the final beneficiaries, the names of the operations
and the amount of EU funding allocated to operations. It shall ensure that the final beneficiary
is informed that acceptance of funding is also an acceptance of their inclusion in the list of
beneficiaries published. Any personal data included in this list shall be processed in
accordance with the requirements of Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 of the European Parliament
and of the Council®.

In accordance with Article 90 of Regulation (EC, EURATOM) No 1605/2002, the
Commission shall publish the relevant information on the contracts. The Commission shall
publish the results of the tender procedure in the Official Journal of the European Union, on
the Europe Aid website and in any other appropriate media, in accordance with the applicable
contract procedures for Community external actions.

The information and publicity measures are presented in the form of a communication plan
whereby the implementation shall be the responsibility of the respective OS. Such detailed
information and publicity plan will be presented in a structured form to the JMC by the JTS,
clearly setting out the aims and target groups, the content and strategy of the measures and an
indicative budget funded under the Technical Assistance budget of the CBC programme.

The particular measures of information and publicity will focus mainly on:

e Ensuring a wider diffusion of the cross—border programme (translated in the local
language) among the stakeholders and potential beneficiaries;

e Providing publicity materials, organising seminars and conferences, media briefings
and operating a programme web site to raise awareness, interest and to encourage
participation;

e Providing the best possible publicity for the Calls for proposal,
¢ Publishing the list of the final beneficiaries.

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION|I GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1 Interpretation

1) Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Framework Agreement, the
terms used in this Agreement shall bear the same meaning as attributed to them in the
IPA Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing Regulation.

2 Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Framework Agreement,
references to this Agreement are references to such Agreement as amended,
supplemented or replaced from time to time.

3) Any references to Council or Commission Regulations are made to the version of
those regulations as indicated. If required, modifications of theses regulations shall be
transposed into this Framework Agreement by means of amendments.

4) Headings in this Agreement have no legal significance and do not affect its
interpretation.

Article 2 Partial invalidity and unintentional gaps

If a provision of this Agreement is or becomes invalid or if this Agreement contains
unintentional gaps, this will not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Agreement.
The Contracting Parties will replace any invalid provision by a valid provision which comes
as close as possible to the purpose of and intent of the invalid provision. The Contracting
Parties will fill any unintentional gap by a provision which best suits the purpose and intent
of this Agreement in compliance with the IPA Framework Regulation and the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

Article 3 Purpose

1) In order to promote co-operation between the Contracting Parties and to assist the
Beneficiary in its progressive alignment with the standards and policies of the
European Union, including, where appropriate the acquis communautaire, with a
view to membership, the Contracting Parties agree to implement activities in the
various fields as specified in the two regulations mentioned above and as applicable
to the Beneficiary.
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The assistance activities shall be financed and implemented within the legal,
administrative and technical framework laid down in this Agreement and as further
detailed in Sectoral Agreements and/or Financing Agreements, if any.

The Beneficiary takes all necessary steps in order to ensure the proper execution of all
assistance activities and to facilitate the implementation of the related programmes.

Regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Communities
(hereinafter referred to as "Financial Regulation™) and its Implementing Rules*;

Assistance shall be consistent with the needs identified in the enlargement process
and absorption capacities of the Beneficiary. It shall also take account of lessons
learned,

The ownership of the programming and implementation of assistance by the
Beneficiary shall be strongly encouraged and adequate visibility of EU
intervention shall be ensured;

Operations shall be properly prepared, with clear and verifiable objectives, which
are to be achieved within a given period; the results obtained should be assessed
through clearly measurable and adequate indicators;

Any discrimination based on sex, racial or ethnic origin, religion or belief,
disability, age or sexual orientation shall be prevented during the various stages of
the implementation of assistance;

The objectives of pre-accession assistance shall be pursued in the framework of
sustainable development and the Community promotion of the goal of protecting
and improving the environment.

Assistance for the Beneficiary shall be based on the priorities identified in the existing
documents, i.e. the European Partnership, the Accession partnership, the national
programme for the adoption of the acquis communautaire, the reports and strategy
paper contained in the annual enlargement package of the Commission, the
Stabilisation and Association Agreement and the negotiation framework.

a) centralised management as defined in Article 53a of the Financial Regulation
under the Transition Assistance and Institution Building Component, in particular
for regional and horizontal programmes, and under the Cross-Border Co-
operation Component. It may also be used for technical assistance under any of
the IPA components. Operations shall be implemented in accordance with the
provisions laid down in Articles 53 point (a), 53a and 54 to 57 of the Financial
Regulation.

b) joint management as defined in Article 53d of the Financial Regulation for the
Transition Assistance and Institution Building Component, in particular for
regional and horizontal programmes, and for programmes involving international
organisations. Operations shall be implemented in accordance with the provisions
laid down in Articles 53 point (c) and 53d of the Financial Regulation.

c) shared management as defined in Article 53b of the Financial Regulation under
the Cross-Border Co-operation Component, for cross-border programmes
involving Member States of the European Union. Operations shall be
implemented in accordance with the provisions laid down in Articles 53 point (b),
53b and Title 11 of Part two of the Financial Regulation. The following particular
provision shall be taken into account in the implementation of cross-border
programmes with Member States.

Where one or more Member States of the European Union and the Beneficiary
participating in a cross-border programme are not yet ready for implementation of
the whole programme under shared management, the part of the programme
concerning the Member State(s) shall be implemented in accordance with Title Il
(Cross-Border Co-operation Component), Chapter Ill, Section 2 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation (Articles 101 to 138) and the part of the programme
concerning the Beneficiary shall be implemented in accordance with Title II,
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Chapter 111, Section 3 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. (Articles 139 to 146
IPA Implementing Regulation, with the exception of Article 142. The provisions
concerning the joint monitoring committee of Article 110 shall apply).

If required by the related Financing Decision, the Commission and the Beneficiary
shall conclude a Financing Agreement in accordance with Article 8 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation on multi-annual or annual programmes. Financing
Agreements may be concluded between the Commission and several beneficiary
countries under IPA including the Beneficiary for assistance for multi-country
programmes and horizontal initiatives.

This Framework Agreement shall apply to all Financing Agreements concluded
between the Contracting Parties for the financial assistance under IPA. Where they
exist, Sectoral Agreements related to a given component shall apply to all Financing
Agreements concluded under that component. Where there is no Financing
Agreement, the rules included in this Framework Agreement apply together with
Sectoral Agreements, if any.

SECTION Il  MANAGEMENT STRUCTURES AND AUTHORITIES

Article 6 Establishment and designation of structures and authorities for

The following structures and authorities must be designated by the Beneficiary in the
event of decentralised management:

a) The competent accrediting officer (CAO);
b) The national IPA co-ordinator (NIPAC);

c) The strategic coordinator for the Regional Development Component and the
Human Resources Development Component;

d) The national authorising officer (NAO);
e) The national fund (NF);

f) Operating structures per component or programme to deal with the management
and implementation of assistance under the IPA Regulation;

g) The audit authority.

Specific bodies may be established within the overall framework defined by the
bodies and authorities described above within or outside the operating structures
initially designated. The Beneficiary shall ensure that the final responsibility for the
functions of operating structures shall remain with the operating structure initially
designated.

The Beneficiary shall ensure that appropriate segregation of duties applies to the
bodies and authorities mentioned under paragraph 1 and 2 above in accordance with
Article 56 of the Financial Regulation. Duties are segregated when different tasks
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related to a transaction are allocated to different staff, thereby helping to ensure that
each separate task has been properly undertaken.

In the event of centralised or joint management the national IPA co-ordinator shall act
as the representative of the Beneficiary vis-a-vis the Commission. He shall ensure
that a close link is maintained between the Commission and the Beneficiary with
regard both to the general accession process and to EU pre-accession assistance under
IPA.

The national IPA co-ordinator shall also be responsible for co-ordinating the
Beneficiary's participation in the relevant cross-border programmes, both with
Member States and with other Beneficiary countries, as well as in the trans-national,
interregional or sea basins programmes under other Community instruments.

The bodies and authorities mentioned in Article 6 above shall be allocated the
functions and common responsibilities as set out in ANNEX A to this Framework
Agreement.

Component-related specific allocations of functions and responsibilities may be set
out in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements. They must not be in
contradiction to the basic approach chosen for the allocation of functions and
common responsibilities as shown in ANNEX A.

Where under decentralised management specific persons have been given
responsibility for an activity in relation to the management, implementation and
control of programmes, the Beneficiary shall enable such persons to exercise the
duties associated with that responsibility including in cases where, there is no
hierarchical link between them and the bodies participating in that activity. The
Beneficiary shall, in particular, provide those persons with the authority to establish,
through formal working arrangements between them and the bodies concerned:

a) an appropriate system for the exchange of information, including the power to
require information and a right of access to documents and staff on the spot, if
necessary;

b) the standards to be met;

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SECTION IIl ACCREDITATION AND CONFERRAL OF MANAGEMENT
POWERS UNDER DECENTRALISED MANAGEMENT

Article 9 Common requirements

Management relating to a component, a programme or a measure can only be conferred on
the Republic of Croatia, if and when the following requirements are fulfilled:

a) The Beneficiary meets the conditions set to Article 56 of the Financial Regulation, in
particular as regards the management and control systems. The management and control
systems set up in the Republic of Croatia shall provide for effective and efficient control
in at least the areas set out in the Annex to the IPA Implementing Regulation and as listed
under No 1 c¢) of ANNEX A to this Framework Agreement.

b) The competent accrediting officer has given accreditation to the national authorising

e with regard to national authorising officer's capacity to fulfil the responsibilities for the
effective functioning of management and control systems under IPA.

c) The national authorising officer has given accreditation to the relevant operating
structures.

Article 10 Procedure for accreditation of the national authorising officer and the
national fund by the competent accrediting officer

(1)  Accreditation of the national authorising officer in accordance with Article 11 of the
IPA Implementing Regulation is subject to his fulfilment of the applicable
requirements set out in Article 11 of the said regulation and as further defined in
Annex A, 4. This accreditation shall be supported by an audit opinion drawn up by an
external auditor functionally independent from all actors in the management and
control system. The audit opinion shall be based on examinations conducted
according to internationally accepted auditing standards.

(2)  The competent accrediting officer shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of
the national authorising officer, not later than the notification of the accreditation of
the first operating structure. The competent accrediting officer shall provide all
relevant supporting information required by the Commission.

3) The competent accrediting officer shall immediately inform the Commission of any
changes concerning the national authorising officer or the national fund. Where a
change affects the national authorising officer or the national fund in relation to the
applicable requirements as set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation,
the competent accrediting officer shall send to the Commission an assessment of the
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consequences of such a change on the validity of the accreditation. Where such a
change is significant, the competent accrediting officer shall also notify the
Commission of his decision concerning the accreditation.

Article 11 Procedure for accreditation of operating structures by the national

The ex ante controls
shall apply, depending on the component or programme, until the Commission allows
for decentralised management without ex ante controls as referred to in Article 16
below.

After the conferral of management powers by the Commission, the competent
accrediting officer shall be responsible for monitoring the continuing fulfilment of all
the requirements for this accreditation to be maintained and shall inform the
Commission of any significant change related thereto.

If any of the applicable requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, are not, or are no longer, fulfilled, the competent accrediting officer shall
either suspend or withdraw the accreditation of the national authorising officer, and
shall immediately inform the Commission of his decision and of the reasons for his
decision. The competent accrediting officer shall assure himself that those
requirements are again fulfilled before restoring the accreditation. This assurance
shall be supported by an audit opinion as specified in Article 10(1) above.

Where the accreditation of the national authorising officer is withdrawn or suspended
by the competent accrediting officer, the following provisions shall apply:

e The Commission shall cease to make transfers of funds to the Beneficiary during
the period when the accreditation is not in force;

e During the period when the accreditation is not in force, all the euro accounts or
the euro accounts for the components concerned shall be blocked and no payment
made by the National Fund from those euros accounts which are blocked shall be
considered eligible for Community funding;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements for the conferral of
management powers.

Article 14  Withdrawal or suspension of the accreditation of the operating structures

After the conferral of management powers by the Commission, the national
authorising officer shall be responsible for monitoring the continuing fulfilment of all
the requirements for this accreditation to be maintained and shall inform the
Commission and the competent accrediting officer of any significant change related
thereto.

If any of the requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation
are not, or are no longer, fulfilled, the national authorising officer shall either suspend
or withdraw the accreditation of the operating structure concerned, and shall
immediately inform the Commission and the competent accrediting officer of his
decision and of the reasons for his decision.

The national authorising officer shall assure himself that those requirements are again
fulfilled before restoring the accreditation concerned. This assurance shall be
supported by an audit opinion as referred to in Article 11(1) above.
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Where the accreditation of an operating structure is withdrawn or suspended by the
national authorising officer, the following provisions shall apply.

e The Commission shall make no transfers to the Beneficiary of funds relating to
programmes or operations implemented by the operating structure concerned
while its accreditation is suspended or withdrawn;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements and conditions for the
conferral of management powers;

e No new legal commitments made by the operating structure concerned shall be
considered eligible during the period when the accreditation is not in force;

e The national authorising officer shall be responsible for taking any appropriate
safeguard measures regarding payments made or contracts signed by the operating
structure concerned.

Article 15  Withdrawal or suspension of conferral of management powers

The Commission shall monitor compliance with the requirements set out in Article 11
of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Irrespective of the decision by the competent accrediting officer to maintain, suspend
or withdraw the accreditation of the national authorising officer, or of the decision by
the national authorising officer to maintain, suspend or withdraw the accreditation of
the operating structure, the Commission may withdraw or suspend the conferral of
management powers at any time, in particular in the event that any of the
requirements mentioned in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation are not, or
no longer, fulfilled.

Where the conferral of management powers is withdrawn or suspended by the
Commission, the following provisions shall apply:

e The Commission shall cease to make transfers of funds to the Beneficiary;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements for the conferral of
management powers.

The Commission may lay down other consequences of such a suspension or
withdrawal in a specific Commission Decision

The Commission Decision may lay down provisions concerning the suspension or
withdrawal of the conferral of management powers in relation to specific bodies or
authorities.
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Article 16 Decentralisation without ex-ante control by the Commission

Decentralisation without ex-ante control by the Commission shall be the objective for
the implementation of all IPA components where assistance is implemented on a
decentralised basis in accordance with Article 5 above. The timing for attainment of
this objective may vary depending on the IPA Component concerned.

Before dispensing with the ex-ante controls laid down in the Commission Decision on
conferral of management, the Commission shall satisfy itself of the effective
functioning of the management and control system concerned in accordance with the
relevant Community and national rules. In particular, the Commission shall monitor
the implementation, by the Beneficiary, of the roadmap included in the Financing
Agreement, which may refer to a phased waiver of different types of ex-ante controls.
The Commission shall take due account of the results achieved by the Beneficiary in
this context, in particular in the provision of assistance and in the negotiation process.

Article 17  Statement of assurance by the national authorising officer

The national authorising officer shall make an annual management declaration
covering

e his overall responsibility, in his function as head of the national fund, for the
financial management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and for the legality
and regularity of the underlying transactions;

e his responsibility for the effective functioning of management and control systems
under IPA.

This management declaration shall take the form of a statement of assurance to be
presented to the Commission by 28 February each year with a copy to the competent
accrediting officer.

The Statement of Assurance shall be based on the national authorising officer's actual
supervision of the management and control system throughout the financial year.

The Statement of Assurance shall be drawn up according to the model attached in
ANNEX B to this Framework Agreement.

If the confirmations regarding the effective functioning of the management and
control systems and the legality and regularity of underlying transactions required
through the Statement of Assurance are not available, the national authorising officer
shall inform the Commission, copy to the competent accrediting officer, of the
reasons and potential consequences as well as of the actions being taken to remedy
the situation and to protect the interests of the Community.

Article 18 Establishment of reports and opinions by the audit authority and follow

Subject to the detailed functions and responsibilities of the audit authority as set out
ANNEX A to this Framework Agreement, the audit authority shall in particular
establish the following reports and opinions:
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a) An annual audit activity report according to the model in ANNEX C to this
Framework Agreement;

b) An annual audit opinion on the management and control system according to the
model in ANNEX D to this Framework Agreement;

c) An audit opinion on the final statement of expenditure for the closure of a
programme or parts of a programme according to the model in ANNEX E to this
Framework Agreement.

Following receipt of the annual audit activity report and the annual audit opinion
referred to in paragraph 1, the national authorising officer shall:

a) decide whether any improvements to the management and control systems are
required, record the decisions in that respect and ensure the timely
implementation of those improvements;

b) make any necessary adjustments to the payment applications to the Commission.

The Commission may decide either to take follow-up action itself in response to the
reports and opinions, for example by initiating a financial correction procedure, or to
require the Beneficiary to take action, while informing the national authorising officer
and the competent accrediting officer of its decision.

SECTION IV GENERAL RULES FOR COMMUNITY FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Article 19  Eligibility of expenditure

(1)

In the event of decentralised management, notwithstanding accreditations by the
competent accrediting officer and the national authorising officer, contracts and
addenda signed, expenditure incurred and payments made by the national authorities
shall not be eligible for funding under IPA prior to the conferral of management by
the Commission on the concerned structures and authorities. The end date for the
eligibility of expenditure shall be laid down in Financing Agreements, where
necessary.

By way of derogation from paragraph 1,

a) technical assistance to support the setting up of management and control systems
may be eligible prior to the initial conferral of management, for expenditure
incurred after 1 January 2007;

b) expenditure following the launch of calls for proposals or calls for tenders may
also be eligible if the call is launched prior to the initial conferral of management,
subject to this initial conferral of management being in place within the time
limits defined in a reserve clause to be inserted in the operations or calls
concerned, and subject to prior approval of the documents concerned by the
Commission. The calls for proposal or calls for tender concerned may be
cancelled or modified depending on the decision on conferral of management.

Expenditure financed under IPA shall not be the subject of any other financing under
the Community budget.
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4 In addition to paragraph 1 to 3 above, more detailed rules on eligibility of expenditure
may be set out in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

Article 20  Property of interest

Any interest earned on any of the component-specific euro accounts remains the property of
the Beneficiary. Interest generated by the financing by the Community of a programme shall
be posted exclusively to that programme, being regarded as a resource for the Beneficiary in
the form of a national public contribution, and shall be declared to the Commission, at the
time of the final closure of the programme.

Article 21 Audit trail

The national authorising officer shall ensure that all the relevant information is available to
ensure at all times a sufficiently detailed audit trail. This information shall include
documentary evidence of the authorisation of payment applications, of the accounting and
payment of such applications, and of the treatment of advances, guarantees and debts.

Article 22 Aid intensities and rate of Community contribution

(1) The Community contribution shall be calculated in relation to the eligible
expenditure, as defined in Part Il of the IPA Implementing Regulation for each IPA
component.

2 Financing decisions adopting the annual or multi-annual programmes for each IPA
component shall set the maximum indicative amount of the Community contribution
and the subsequent maximum rate for each priority axis.

SECTIONYV GENERAL RULES FOR IMPLEMENTATION

Article 23 Rules on procurement

(1)  Assistance under all IPA components shall be managed in accordance with the rules
for External Aid contained in the Financial Regulation. This shall not apply to
assistance implemented under the transitional arrangements of Article 99 IPA
Implementing Regulation regarding the Cross-Border Co-operation Component to
that part of the programme that is implemented on Member States' territory, unless
otherwise decided by the participating Member State.

2 Results of tender procedures shall be published according to the rules referred to in
paragraph 1 above and as further specified in Article 24(3) below.

3) The rules of participation and origin as laid down in Article 19 of the IPA Framework
Regulation shall apply to all contract award procedures under IPA.

(4)  All service, supplies and work contracts shall be awarded and implemented in
accordance with the procedures and standard documents laid down and published by
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the Commission for the implementation of external operations, in force at the time of
the launch of the procedure in question, unless otherwise provided for in Sectoral or
Financing Agreements.

Article 24 Publicity and visibility

1)

In the case of centralised and joint management, information on programmes and
operations shall be provided by the Commission with the assistance of the national
IPA co-ordinator as appropriate. In the case of decentralised management and in all
cases for programmes or part of programmes under the cross-border co-operation
component not implemented through shared management, the Beneficiary, in
particular the national IPA co-ordinator, shall provide information on and publicise
programmes and operations. In the case of shared management, the Member States
and the Beneficiary shall provide information on and publicise programmes and
operations. The information shall be addressed to the citizens and beneficiaries, with
the aim of highlighting the role of the Community and ensuring transparency.

In the case of decentralised management, the operating structures shall be responsible
for organising the publication of the list of the final beneficiaries, the names of the
operations and the amount of Community funding allocated to the operations by
means of the award of grants in the following way:

a) The publication shall be made according to a standard presentation, in a dedicated
and easily accessible place of the Beneficiary's internet site. If such internet
publication is impossible, the information shall be published by any other
appropriate means, including the national official journal.

b) Publication shall take place during the fist half of the year following the closure of
the budget year in respect of which the funds were attributed to the Beneficiary.

c) The Beneficiary shall communicate to the Commission the address of the place of
publication. If the information is published otherwise, the Beneficiary shall give
the Commission full details of the means used.

d) The operating structures shall ensure that the final beneficiary is informed that
acceptance of funding is also an acceptance of their inclusion in this list of
beneficiaries published. Any personal data included in this list shall nevertheless
be processed in accordance with the requirements of Regulation (EC) No 45/2001
of the European Parliament and the Council of 18 December 2000 on the
protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the
Community institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data (°), and
with due observance of the requirements of security.

In the case of decentralised management, the relevant bodies shall prepare a contract
award notice, once the contract has been signed, and send it to the Commission for
publication. The contract award notice may also be published by the beneficiary in the
appropriate national publications.

The Commission and the relevant national, regional or local authorities of the
Beneficiary shall agree on a coherent set of activities to make available, and publicise,

in the Republic of Croatia information about assistance under IPA. The procedures for
implementing such activities shall be specified in the Sectoral or Financing
Agreements.

Implementation of the activities referred to in paragraph 4 shall be the responsibility of
the final beneficiaries, and might be funded from the amount allocated to the relevant
programmes or operations.

Granting of facilities for the implementation of programmes and
execution of contracts

In order to ensure the effective implementation of programmes under IPA, the
Beneficiary shall take all necessary measures to ensure:

that, in the case of service, supplies or works tender procedures, natural or legal
persons eligible to participate in tender procedures pursuant to Article 23 above
shall be entitled to temporary installation and residence where the importance of
the contract so warrants. This right shall be acquired only after the invitation to
tender has been launched and shall be enjoyed by the technical staff needed to
carry out studies and other preparatory measures to the drawing up of tenders.
This right shall expire one month after the decision of contract award;

that personnel taking part in Community financed activities and members of their
immediate family are accorded no less favourable benefits, privileges and
exemptions than those usually accorded to other international staff employed in the
Republic of Croatia, under any other bilateral or multilateral agreement or
arrangements for assistance and technical co-operation;

that personnel taking part in Community financed activities and members of their
immediate family are allowed to enter the Republic of Croatia, to establish
themselves in the Republic of Croatia , to work there and to leave the Republic of
Croatia, as the nature of the underlying contract so justifies;

the granting of all permits necessary for the importation of goods, above all
professional equipment, required for the execution of the underlying contract,
subject to existing laws, rules and regulations of the Beneficiary;

that imports carried out under IPA will be exempted from customs duties, import
duties and other fiscal charges;

the granting of all permits necessary for the re-export of the above goods, once the
underlying contract has been fully executed,

the granting of authorisations for the import or acquisition of the foreign currency
necessary for the implementation of the underlying contract and the application of
national exchange control regulations in a non-discriminatory manner to
contractors, regardless of their nationality or place of establishment;

the granting of all permits necessary to repatriate funds received in respect of the
activity financed under IPA, in accordance with the foreign exchange control
regulations in force in the Republic of Croatia.
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2 The Beneficiary shall ensure full co-operation of all relevant authorities. It will also
ensure access to state-owned companies and other governmental institutions, which
are involved or are necessary in the implementation of a programme or in the
execution of the contract.

Article 26 Rules on taxes, customs duties and other fiscal charges

1) Save where otherwise provided for in a Sectoral Agreement or a Financing
Agreement, taxes, customs and import duties or other charges having equivalent
effect are not eligible under IPA.

2 The following detailed provisions shall apply:

a) Customs duties, import duties, taxes or fiscal charges having equivalent effect in
the case of the import of goods under a Community financed contract are not
eligible under IPA. The imports concerned shall be released from the point of
entry into the Republic of Croatia for delivery to the contractor, as required by the
provisions of the underlying contract and for immediate use as required for the
normal implementation of the contract, without regard to any delays or disputes
over the settlement of the above mentioned duties, taxes or charges;

b) Community financed contracts for services, supplies or works carried out by
contractors registered in the Republic of Croatia or by external contractors shall
not be subject in the Republic of Croatia to value added tax, documentary stamp
or registration duties or fiscal charges having equivalent effect, whether such
charges exist or are to be instituted. EC contractors registered in the Republic of
Croatia shall be exempted from VAT for services rendered, goods supplied and/or
works executed by them under EC contracts with the right of the contractors to
offset or deduct input VAT paid in connection with the services rendered, the
goods supplied and/or the works executed against any VAT collected by them for
any of their other transactions. Should EC contractors not be able to make use of
this possibility, they shall be entitled to obtain VAT refund for VAT paid in the
Republic of Croatia directly from the tax authorities upon submission of a written
request accompanied by the necessary documentation required under the
national/local law for refund and by a certified copy of the underlying EC
contract.

For the purposes of this Framework Agreement, the term "EC contractor” shall be
construed as natural and legal persons, rendering services and/or supplying goods
and/or executing works and/or executing a grant under an EC contract. The term
"EC contractor” shall also cover pre-accession advisors, also known as resident
twinning advisors, and experts included in a twinning covenant or contract. The
term "EC contract” means any legally binding document through which an
activity is financed under IPA and which is signed by the EC or the Beneficiary.

At least the same procedural privileges shall apply to such contractors as
applicable to contractors under any other bilateral or multilateral agreement or
arrangements for assistance and technical co-operation.
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¢) Profit and/or income arising from EC contracts shall be taxable in the Republic of
Croatia in accordance with the national/local tax system. However, natural and
legal persons, including expatriate staff, from the Member States of the European
Union or other countries eligible under IPA, executing Community financed
contracts shall be exempted from those taxes in the Republic of Croatia.

d) Personal and household effects imported for personal use by natural persons (and
members of their immediate families), other than those recruited locally, engaged
in carrying out tasks defined in technical co-operation contracts, shall be
exempted from customs duties, import duties, taxes and other fiscal charges
having equivalent effect, the said personal and household effects being re-
exported or disposed of in the state, in accordance with the regulations in force in
the Republic of Croatia after termination of the contract.

Article 27 Supervision, control and audit by the Commission and the European
Court of Auditors

1) All Financing Agreements as well as all resulting programmes and subsequent
contracts shall be subject to supervision and financial control by the Commission
including the European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF) and audits by the European Court
of Auditors. This includes the right of the Delegation of the Commission in the
Republic of Croatia to carry out measures such as ex-ante verification of tendering
and contracting carried out by the related operating structures, as long as ex-ante
control has not been waived in accordance with Article 16 above. The duly authorised
agents or representatives of the Commission and of OLAF shall have the right to
carry out any technical and financial verification that the Commission or OLAF
consider necessary to follow the implementation of a programme including visits of
sites and premises at which Community financed activities are implemented. The
Commission shall give the national authorities concerned advance notice of such
missions.

(2)  The Beneficiary shall supply all requested information and documents including any
computerised data and take all suitable measures to facilitate the work of the persons
instructed to carry out audits or inspections.

3) The Beneficiary shall maintain records and accounts adequate to identify the services,
supplies, works and grants financed under the related Financing Agreement in
accordance with sound accounting procedures. The Beneficiary shall also ensure that
the agents or representatives of the Commission including OLAF have the right to
inspect all relevant documentation and accounts pertaining to items financed under the
related Financing Agreement and assist the European Court of Auditors to carry out
audits relating to the use of Community funds.

4) In order to ensure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the Community,
the Commission including OLAF may also conduct documentary and on-the-spot
checks and inspections in accordance with the procedural provisions of Council
Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996 of 11 November 1996 (°). These checks and
inspections shall be prepared and conducted in close collaboration with the competent
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authorities designated by the Beneficiary, which shall be notified in good time of the
object, purpose and legal basis of the checks and inspections, so that they can provide
all the requisite help. The Beneficiary shall identify a service which will assist at
OLAF’s request in conducting investigations in accordance with Council Regulation
(EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996. If the Beneficiary wishes, the on-the-spot checks and
inspections may be carried out jointly with them. Where the participants in
Community financed activities resist an on-the-spot check or inspection, the
Beneficiary, acting in accordance with national rules, shall give Commission/OLAF
inspectors such assistance as they need to allow them to discharge their duty in
carrying out an on-the-spot check or inspection.

The Commission/OLAF shall report as soon as possible to the Beneficiary any fact or
suspicion relating to an irregularity which has come to its notice in the course of the
on-the-spot check or inspection. In any event, the Commission/OLAF shall be
required to inform the above-mentioned authority of the result of such checks and
inspections.

The controls and audits described above are applicable to all contractors and sub-
contractors who have received Community funds including all related information to
be found in the documents of the national fund of the Beneficiary concerning the
national contribution.

Without prejudice to the responsibilities of the Commission and the European Court
of Auditors, the accounts and operations of the National Fund and, where applicable,
operating structures may be checked at the discretion of the Commission by the
Commission itself or by an external auditor assigned by the Commission.

Article 28  Prevention of irregularity and fraud, measures against corruption

(1)

The Beneficiary shall ensure investigation and effective treatment of suspected cases
of fraud and irregularities and shall ensure the functioning of a control and reporting
mechanism equivalent to that foreseen in the Commission Regulation (EC) No
1828/2006 of 8 December 2006 (*). In the case of suspected fraud or irregularity, the
Commission shall be informed without delay.

Furthermore, the Beneficiary shall take any appropriate measure to prevent and
counter any active or passive corruption practices at any stage of the procurement
procedure or grant award procedure or during the implementation of corresponding
contracts.

The Beneficiary, including the personnel responsible for the implementation tasks of
the Community financed activities, undertakes to take whatever precautions are
necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interests and shall inform the Commission
immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likely to give rise to any
such conflict.

The following definitions shall apply:

a) Irregularity shall mean any infringement of a provision of applicable rules and
contracts resulting from an act or an omission by an economic operator which has,
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or would have, the effect of prejudicing the general budget of the European Union
by charging an unjustified item of expenditure to the general budget.

b) Fraud shall mean any intentional act or omission relating to: the use or
presentation of false, incorrect or incomplete statements or documents, which has
as its effect the misappropriation or wrongful retention of funds from the general
budget of the European Communities or budgets managed by, or on behalf of, the
European Communities; non disclosure of information in violation of a specific
obligation with the same effect; the misapplication of such funds for purposes
other than those for which they are originally granted.

c) Active corruption is defined as the deliberate action of whosoever promises or
gives, directly or through an intermediary, an advantage of any kind whatsoever
to an official for himself or for a third party for him to act or to refrain from acting
in accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his functions in breach of his
official duties in a way which damages or is likely to damage the financial
interests of the European Communities.

d) Passive corruption is defined as the deliberate action of an official, who, directly
or through an intermediary, requests or receives advantages of any kind
whatsoever, for himself or a third party, or accepts a promise of such advantage,
to act or to refrain from acting in accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his
functions in breach of his official duties in a way which damages or is likely to
damage the financial interests of the European Communities.

Article 29 Recovery of funds in case of irregularity or fraud

1)

Any proven case of irregularity or fraud discovered at any time during the
implementation of assistance under IPA or as the result of an audit will lead to the
recovery of the funds by the Commission from the Beneficiary.

The national authorising officer shall recover the Community contribution paid to the
Beneficiary from those who committed the irregularity, fraud or corruption or
benefited from it, in accordance with national recovery procedures. The fact that the
national authorising officer does not succeed in recovering all or part of the funds shall
not prevent the Commission from recovering the funds from the Beneficiary.

Article 30 Financial corrections

1)

In the case of decentralised management, in order to ensure that the funds are used in
accordance with the applicable rules, the Commission shall apply clearance-of-
accounts procedures or financial correction mechanisms in accordance with Article
53b(4) and 53c(2) of the Financial Regulation and as detailed in Sectoral Agreements
or Financing Agreements.

A financial correction may arise following either:
e identification of a specific irregularity, including fraud;

e identification of a weakness or deficiency in the management and control systems
of the Beneficiary;
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3) If the Commission finds that expenditure under the programmes covered by IPA has
been incurred in a way that has infringed applicable rules, it shall decide what amounts
are to be excluded from Community financing.

4) The calculation and establishment of any such corrections, as well as the related
recoveries, shall be made by the Commission, following the criteria and procedures
provided for in Articles 32, 33 and 34 below. Provisions on financial corrections
which have been set down in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements shall
apply in addition to this Framework Agreement.

Article 31 Financial adjustments

In the case of decentralised management the national authorising officer, who bears in the first
instance the responsibility for investigating irregularities, shall make the financial adjustments
where irregularities or negligence are detected in operations or operational programmes, by
cancelling all or part of the Community contribution to the operations or the operational
programmes concerned. The national authorising officer shall take into account the nature and
gravity of the irregularities and the financial loss to the Community contribution.

Article 32 Criteria for financial corrections

1) The Commission may make financial corrections, by cancelling all or part of the
Community contribution to a programme, in the situations referred to in Article 30(2)
above.

(2)  Where individual cases of irregularity are identified, the Commission shall take into
account the systemic nature of the irregularity to determine whether flat-rate
corrections, punctual corrections or corrections based on an extrapolation of the
findings should be applied. For the Rural Development Component, criteria for
financial corrections are set out in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

3) When deciding the amount of a correction, the Commission shall take into account the
nature and gravity of the irregularity and/or the extent and financial implications of the
weaknesses or the deficiencies found in the management and control system in the
programme concerned.

Article 33 Procedure for financial corrections

1) Before taking a decision on a financial correction, the Commission shall inform the
national authorising officer of its provisional conclusions and request his comments
within two months.

Where the Commission proposes a financial correction on the basis of extrapolation or
at a flat rate, the Beneficiary shall be given the opportunity to establish the actual
extent of the irregularity, through an examination of the documentation concerned. In
agreement with the Commission, the Beneficiary may limit the scope of this
examination to an appropriate proportion or sample of the documentation concerned.

Beneficiary under this Framework Agreement, except in so far as in any particular
case the European Community has expressly waived its immunity.

Allocation of functions and common responsibilities to the structures, authorities and
bodies in accordance with Article 8 of the Framework Agreement between the
Commission and the Beneficiary of 27 August 2007

Preliminary remark:

This list shows the main functions and common responsibilities of the structures, authorities
and bodies concerned. It is not to be considered exhaustive. It supplements the core part of
this Framework Agreement.

1) The Competent Accrediting Officer (CAO):

a)

The CAO shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official in

the government or the state administration of the Republic of Croatia.

b) The CAO shall be responsible for issuing, monitoring and suspending or withdrawing

the accreditation of the national authorising officer (NAO) both

e as the head of the national fund bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions;

e with regard to the NAQO's capacity to fulfil the responsibilities for the effective
functioning of management and control systems under IPA.

The accreditation of the NAO shall also cover the national fund (NF).

The CAO shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of the NAO and shall
inform the Commission of any changes regarding the accreditation of the NAO. This
includes the provision of all relevant supporting information required by the
Commission.

Prior to accrediting the NAO, the CAO shall satisfy himself that the applicable
requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Rules are fulfilled. This
includes the verification of the compliance of the management and control system set
up by the Beneficiary for effective controls in at least the areas set out in the Annex to
the IPA Implementing Regulation (accreditation criteria). This annex provides for the
following overall requirements:

e Control environment (establishment and management of the organisation and the
staff) comprising ethics and integrity policies, irregularity management and
reporting, staff planning, recruitment, training and appraisal including sensitive
post management, sensitive functions and conflicts of interest, establishment of
legal bases for bodies and individuals, formal establishment of accountability,
responsibility, delegated responsibility and any necessary related authority for all
tasks and positions throughout the organisation);

e Planning and risk management comprising risk identification, assessment and
management, objective setting and allocation of resources against objectives,
planning of the implementation process;
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Control activities (implementation of interventions) comprising verification
procedures, procedures for supervision by accountable management of tasks
delegated to subordinates, including annual statements of assurance from
subordinate actors, rules for each type of procurement and calls for proposals,
procedures including checklists for each step of procurement and calls for
proposals, rules and procedures on publicity, payment procedures, procedures for
monitoring the delivery of co-financing, budgetary procedures to ensure the
availability of funds, procedures for continuity of operations, accounting
procedures, reconciliation procedures, reporting of exceptions, amongst others
exceptions to normal procedures approved at appropriate level, unapproved
exceptions and control failures whenever identified, security procedures,
archiving procedures, segregation of duties and reporting of internal control
weaknesses;

Monitoring activities (supervision of interventions), comprising internal audit
with handling of audit reports and recommendations, evaluations;

Communication (ensuring all actors receive information necessary to fulfil their
role) comprising the regular coordination meetings between different bodies to
exchange information on all aspects of planning and implementation and the
regular reporting at all appropriate levels on efficiency and effectiveness of
internal control.

2) The National IPA Coordinator (NIPAC):

a) The NIPAC shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official
in the government or the state administration of the Beneficiary.

He shall ensure the overall coordination of assistance under IPA.

The NIPAC shall ensure partnership between the Commission and the Beneficiary and
close link between the general accession process and the use of pre-accession
assistance under IPA. He shall bear the overall responsibility for

the coherence and coordination of the programmes provided under IPA;

the annual programming for the Transition Assistance and Institution Building
Component at national level;

the co-ordination of the participation of the Beneficiary in the relevant cross-
border programmes both with Member States and with other Beneficiary countries,
as well as the transnational, interregional or sea basins programmes under other
Community instruments. The NIPAC may delegate the tasks relating to this co-
ordination to a cross-border co-operation co-ordinator.

As the head of the national fund, bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions. The NAO shall in particular
fulfil the following tasks as regards these responsibilities:

e providing assurance about the regularity and legality of underlying transactions;

e drawing up and submitting to the Commission certified statements of expenditure
and payment applications; he shall bear overall responsibility for the accuracy of
the payment application and for the transfer of funds to the operating structures
and/or final beneficiaries;

o verifying the existence and correctness of the co-financing elements;
e ensuring the identification and immediate communication of any irregularity;

e making the financial adjustments required in connection with irregularities
detected, in accordance with Article 50 of the IPA Implementing Regulation;

e being the contact point for financial information sent between the Commission
and the Beneficiary.

e immediately notifying the Commission, with a copy of the notification to the
CAQO, any significant change concerning the management and control systems.

As corollary to the responsibilities under a) and b) above, the NAO shall establish an
Annual Statement of Assurance as defined in Article 17 of this Framework Agreement
and following ANNEX B to this Agreement, which shall include:

When the ceiling referred to in paragraph 5 above is reached, the national authorising
officer shall only submit a new certified statement of expenditure and information
about the amounts received when he/she requests the payment of the final balance.

Amounts set out in the programmes submitted by the national authorising officer, in
certified statements of expenditure, in payment applications and in expenditure
mentioned in the implementation reports, shall be denominated in euro. The national
authorising officer shall convert the amounts of expenditure incurred in national
currency into euro using the monthly accounting rate of the euro established by the
Commission for the month during which the expenditure was registered in the
accounts of the operating structure concerned.

Payments by the Commission to the national fund shall be made to the euro
account. One euro account shall be opened for each of the IPA programmes
concerned, and shall be used exclusively for transactions relating to that programme.

The national authorising officer shall ensure that the final beneficiaries receive the
total amount of the public contribution in due time and in full. No specific charge or
other charge with equivalent effect shall be levied which would reduce these amounts
for the final beneficiaries.

The expenditure may be covered by European Union financing only if it has been
incurred and paid by the final beneficiary. Expenditure paid by final beneficiaries shall
be substantiated by receipted invoices or accounting documents of equivalent
probative value or other relevant documents, where, according to the programme,
assistance is not a function of expenditure. Expenditure must have been certified by
the national authorising officer.

ACCEPTABILITY OF PAYMENT APPLICATIONS

Without prejudice of establishing additional requirement if the circumstances so
require, the Commission shall not approve a payment application until the following
minimum requirements have been fulfilled:

@ In the case of pre-financing by the Commission:

- the national authorising officer has notified to the Commission the
opening of the euro account concerned;

- the accreditation delivered by the competent accrediting officer and the
national authorising officer are in force and the conferral of management
by the Commission remains valid;

- the relevant financing agreement has entered into force.
(b) In the case of each interim payment made by the Commission:
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- the national authorising officer has sent to the Commission a payment
application and a statement of expenditure relating to the payment in
question;

- the ceilings for European Union assistance under each priority axis, as
laid down in the Commission financing decision, have been respected,;

- the operating structure have sent the Commission the sectoral annual
implementation reports, as referred to in Article 61(1) of Regulation
(EC) 718/2007, including the most recent one;

- the audit authority has sent the Commission, in accordance with the first
and second indent of Article 29(2)(b) of Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007 the
most recent annual audit activity report and opinion on the conformity of
the management and control systems in place with the requirements of
Regulation (EC) 718/ 2007 and those of any agreement between the
Commission and the beneficiary country;

- the accreditations delivered by the competent accrediting officer and the
national authorising officer are in force, and the conferral of
management by the Commission remains valid.

If one or more of the conditions mentioned in this paragraph are not met, the
beneficiary country and the national authorising officer shall, when so requested by
the Commission and within the time limit fixed by the Commission, take the necessary
steps to remedy the situation.

In the case of payment by the Commission of the final balance, in accordance with the
deadline set down in Article 166 of Regulation (EC, Euratom) 1605/2002 as last
modified by Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1525/2007 of 17 December 2007:

- the national authorising officer has sent the Commission a final payment
application and a final statement of expenditure;

- the operating structure have sent to the Commission the sectoral final
reports for the programme concerned, as required by Article 61(1) of
Regulation (EC) No 718/ 2007,

- the audit authority has sent the Commission, in accordance with the third
indent of Article 29(2)(b) of Regulation EC No 718/2007, an opinion on
any final statement of expenditure, supported by a final activity report;

- the accreditation delivered by the competent accrediting officer and the
national authorising officer are in force and the conferral of management
by the Commission remains valid.

Failure to meet any of the conditions mentioned in this paragraph shall immediately
result in the de-commitment of the final balance.

All or part of the payments may be suspended by the Commission where:
@ there is a serious deficiency in the management and control system of the

programme which affects the reliability of the procedure for certification of
payments and for which corrective measures have not been taken; or
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(b)  expenditure in a certified statement of expenditure is linked to a serious
irregularity which has not been corrected;

(©) clarifications are needed regarding the information contained in the declaration
of expenditure.

The beneficiary country shall be given the opportunity to present its observations
within a period of two months before the Commission decides on a suspension in
accordance with paragraph 2.

The Commission shall end suspension of all or part of the payments where the
beneficiary country has taken the necessary measures to remedy the deficiency. If
those measures have not been taken by the beneficiary country, the Commission may
decide to cancel all or part of the European Union contribution to the programme.

PRE-FINANCING

Pre-financing shall in principle represent 50% of the European Union contribution to
the programme concerned and it may be paid in yearly instalments. That rate may be
raised if the national authorising officer demonstrates that the resulting amount will
not cover the pre-financing of the contracts and grants signed at national level.
Payments for the participation in European Union programmes and agencies may
amount to 100% of the European Union contribution relating to this participation.

The amount to be pre-financed shall be calculated as the sum of the estimate of the
amount to be contracted by year, and the actual amount for which contractual
obligations have been entered into in the previous years. With the exception of that
concerning participation in European Union programmes and agencies, pre-financing
shall only be paid once the first tender or call for proposals is launched.

The total amount paid as pre-financing shall be reimbursed to the Commission if no
payment application for the programme concerned is sent within 15 months of the date
on which the Commission pays the first pre-financing amount. The European Union
contribution to the programme concerned shall not be affected by such reimbursement.

The total pre-financing amount shall be cleared at the latest when the programme is
closed. Throughout the lifetime of the programme, the national authorising officer
shall use the pre-financing payment only to pay the European Union contribution to
expenditure in compliance with Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007.

INTERIM PAYMENTS

If it appears that the rules applicable have not been complied with or that European
Union funds have been improperly used, the Commission may reduce interim
payments to the beneficiary country, or temporarily suspend them, in accordance with
the provisions of Article 46 of Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007. It shall inform the
beneficiary country accordingly.

The suspension or reduction of interim payments shall comply with the principle of
proportionality and shall be without prejudice to the decisions of conformity and
clearance-of-account decisions and financial corrections.

REALLOCATION OF FUNDS

The national authorizing officer may request a reallocation of funds within the same
programme following a recommendation from the IPA monitoring Committee.

The reallocation requested shall be submitted to the Commission for approval.

STAFF, LOCATION AND OPERATIONAL COSTS OF THE NATIONAL
FUND AND THE OTHER BODIES AND AUTHORITIES

The beneficiary country shall ensure that at its own cost the availability of the
necessary human resources for the timely and correct execution of the tasks entrusted
to the bodies and authorities designated under Article 21 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation.

The beneficiary country shall provide at its own costs the necessary premises, office
furniture and other facilities for the aforementioned bodies and authorities.

The operational costs of those bodies and authorities shall be borne by the beneficiary
country, with the exception of the cost referred to in Article 94(1)(f) of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

BANK ACCOUNTS

The National Fund shall for each programme open up a separate euro bank account in
the Central Bank or in a Government guaranteed bank account. The account shall, in
principle, be interest-generating.

Any interest earned on any of the component-specific euro accounts remains the
property of the beneficiary country. Interest generated by the financing by the
European Union of a programme shall be posted exclusively to that programme, being
regarded as a resource for the beneficiary country in the form of a national public
contribution, and shall be declared to the Commission whenever a payment application
is submitted to the Commission.

The bank account shall be operated on the basis of a double signature system,
requiring the signatures of the national authorizing officer and a senior accounting
officer.

The national fund shall communicate to the Commission all relevant information on
the accounts at the national fund as well as on all other accounts in the implementing
agencies and others to which IPA funds have been transferred. Relevant information
encompasses the name and address of the bank, the account number, the names of the
account holders, the interest rates and any other information that the Commission
deems appropriate.

ACCOUNTING AND AUDITS

The national fund shall operate an accounting system covering all contractual and
other financial operations pertaining to all IPA financed programmes.
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The accounts and operations of all relevant operating structures/implementing
agencies and authorities may be checked at regular intervals by an outside auditor
contracted by the Commission without prejudice to the responsibilities of the
Commission and the European Court of Auditors as referred to in the Framework
Agreement.

All documents related to a given programme shall be retained by the beneficiary
country for at least three years after the closure of the programme. This period shall be
interrupted either in case of legal proceedings or at the duly motivated request of the
Commission.

By way of derogation from paragraph 3 above, written records of the entire
procurement, grant award and contracting procedure shall be retained by the operating
structure for a period of at least seven years from the payment of the balance of the
contract.

REPORTING

The Operating structures of the benficiray countries participating in a cross border
programme shall send the Commission and the respective national IPA co-ordinators
an annual report and a final report on the implementation of the cross-border
programme after examination by the joint monitoring committee.

The reports shall also be sent to the respective national authorising officers.

The annual report shall be submitted by 30 June each year and for the first time in the
second year following the adoption of the cross-border programme.

The final report shall be submitted at the latest 6 months after the closure of the cross-
border programme.

The reports referred to in paragraph 1 shall include the following information:

(@ the progress made in implementing the cross-border programme and priorities
in relation to their specific, verifiable targets, with a quantification, wherever
and whenever they lend themselves to quantification, using the indicators
referred to in Article 94(1)(d) of the IPA Implementing Regulation at the level
of the priority axis;

(b)  detailed information about the financial implementation of the cross-border
programme;

(©) the steps taken by the operating structures and/or the joint monitoring
committee to ensure the quality and effectiveness of implementation, in
particular:

- monitoring and evaluation measures, including data collection
arrangements,

- a summary of any significant problems encountered in implementing the
cross-border programme and any measures taken;

- the use made of technical assistance;

(d)  the measures taken to provide information on and publicise the cross-border
programme.
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Where appropriate, the information referred to in points (a) to (d) of this paragraph
may be provided in summary form.

Information referred to in point (c) need not be included if there has been no
significant modification since the previous report

ROADMAP FOR DECENTRALISATION WITH EX POST CONTROLS

The Beneficiary country shall establish a roadmap with indicative benchmarks and time
limits to achieve decentralisation without ex ante controls by the Commission.

The Commission shall monitor the implementation of the roadmap mentioned in
paragraph 1, and shall take due account of the results achieved by the beneficiary
country in this context, in particular in the provision of assistance and in the negotiation
process. The roadmap to achieve decentralization without ex ante controls may refer to
a phased waiver of different types of ex ante control.

The Beneficiary country shall keep the Commission regularly updated with the progress
made in the implementation of this roadmap.

TREATMENT OF RECEIPTS

Receipts for the purposes of IPA include revenue earned by an operation, during the
period of its co-financing, from sales, rentals, service enrolment/fees or other
equivalent receipts with the exception of:

@) receipts generated through the economic lifetime of the co-financed
investments in the case of investments in firms;

(b) receipts generated within the framework of a financial engineering measure,
including venture capital and loan funds, guarantee funds, leasing;

(©) where applicable, contributions from the private sector to the co-financing of
operations, which shall be shown alongside public contribution in the financing
tables of the programme.

Receipts as defined in paragraph 1 above represent income which shall be deducted
from the amount of eligible expenditure for the operation concerned. No later than the
closure of the programme, such receipts shall be deducted from the relevant
operation’s eligibility expenditure in their entirety or pro-rata, depending on whether
they were generated entirely or only in part by the co-financed operation.

ELIGIBILITY OF EXPENDITURE

Expenditure under the programme in Annex A shall be eligible for European Union
contribution if it has actually been incurred after the signature of this Financing
Agreement.

The following expenditure shall not be eligible for European Union contribution under
the programme in Annex A:

(@  taxes, including value added taxes;

(b)  customs and import duties, or any other charges;
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(o) purchase, rent or leasing of land and existing buildings;

(d) fines, financial penalties and expenses of litigation;

(e) operating costs;

()] second hand equipment;

(o)  bank charges, costs of guarantees and similar charges;

(h) conversion costs, charges and exchange losses associated with any of the
component specific euro accounts, as well as other purely financial expenses;

Q) contributions in Kind;

() interest on debt;

By way of derogation from paragraph 2 above, the following expenditure shall be

eligible:

@) value added taxes, if the following conditions are fulfilled:

charges for transnational financial transactions;

where the implementation of an operation requires a separate account or
accounts to be opened, the bank charges for opening and administering the
accounts;

legal consultancy fees, notarial fees, costs of technical or financial experts, and
accountancy or audit costs, if they are directly linked to the co-financed
operation and are necessary for its preparation or implementation;

the cost of guarantees provided by a bank or other financial institutions, to the
extent that the guarantees are required by national or European Union
legislation;

overheads, provided they are based on real costs attributable to the
implementation of the operation concerned. Flat-rates based on average costs
may not exceed 25% of those direct costs of an operation that can affect the
level of overheads. The calculation shall be properly documented and
periodically reviewed.

The purchase of land for an amount up to 10% of the eligible expenditure of
the operation concernd:

In addition to the technical assistance for the cross-border programme referred to
Article 94 of the IPA Implementing Regulation, the following expenditure paid by
public authorities in the preparation or implementation of an operation shall be
eligible:
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@ the costs of professional services provided by a public authority other than the
final beneficiary in the preparation or implementation of an operation;

(b)  the costs of the provision of services relating to the preparation and
implementation of an operation provided by a public authority that is itself the
final beneficiary and which is executing an operation for its own account
without recourse to other outside service providers if they are additional costs
and relate either to expenditure actually and directly paid for the co-financed
operation.

The public authority concerned shall either invoice the costs referred to in point (a) of
this paragraph to the final beneficiary or certify those costs on the basis of documents
of equivalent probative value which permit the identification of real costs paid by that
authority for that operation.

The costs referred to in point (b) of this paragraph must be certified by means of
documents which permit the identification of real costs paid by the public authority
concerned for that operation.

Without prejudice to the provisions of paragraphs 1 to 4, further rules on eligibility of
expenditure may be laid down in the cross-border programme in Annex A to this
Agreement.

RETENTION OF DOCUMENTS

All documents related to a given programme shall be retained by the Beneficiary for at
least three years after the closure of the programme. This period shall be interrupted
either in the case of legal proceedings or at the duly motivated request of the
Commission.

By way of derogation from paragraph 1, written records of the entire procurement,
grant award and contracting procedure shall be retained by the operating structure for
a period of at least seven years from the payment of the balance of the contract.

DESIGNATION AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PROGRAMME
AUTHORISING OFFICERS

The national authorizing officer shall, after consulting the national IPA co-ordinator,
designate programme authorizing officers to head the implementing agencies. They
shall be officials within the state administration of the Beneficiary and shall be
responsible for the activities mentioned in Section 6(b) of Annex A to the Framework
Agreement, in accordance with Article 8(3) of the Framework Agreement and with
Article 11(3) of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Programme authorizing officers shall designate officials within the national
administration as senior programme officers. Under the overall responsibility of the
programme authorizing officer concerned, senior programme officers shall carry out
the following tasks:

(@) be responsible for the technical aspect of the operations within the line
ministries;

(b) assist the programme authorising officer in the good and timely preparation and
implementation of operations at technical level,
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(c) be in charge of the co-ordination within each priority axis set down in the
Beneficiary's project proposal.

DETAILED RULES ON THE ACCREDITATION OF THE OPERATING
STRUCTURES

Where European Union funds have been managed by existing national bodies in the
Beneficiary under Regulation (EEC) No 3906/89 or Regulation (EC) No 2500/2001
prior to the date of entry into force of the IPA Implementing Regulation, those bodies
(hereinafter referred to as the "existing national bodies™) shall manage funds under the
cross—border co—operation component, until the Commission adopts a Decision on
conferral of management powers.

In no case the existing national bodies can manage funds under the cross—border co—
operation component without a conferral of management powers by the Commission
in accordance with the IPA Implementing Regulation for more than one year from the
entry into force of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

The Commission shall decide whether to confer management powers on the existing
national bodies in particular having regard to the list of deviations submitted in
accordance with paragraph 4 and the decision taken by the national authorizing officer
in accordance with paragraph 5.

The national authorizing officer shall carry out an assessment of the operating
structure, which include the existing national bodies, with regard to the requirements
referred to in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. In particular, he/she
shall establish a list of any requirements under the IPA Implementing Regulation, as
set out in Article 11 therein, which the operating structure does not comply with,
based on an opinion of an external auditor functionally independent from all actors in
the management and control system. The list of deviations shall be sent to the
Commission at the latest four months after the entry into force of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

Where the non-compliance referred to in paragraph 4 is deemed to be compatible with
the efficient and effective functioning of the operating structures, the national
authorizing officer may decide to accredit the bodies concerned.

At the latest five months after the entry into force of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, he/she shall send to the Commission a decision relating to the
accreditation of the bodies concerned. This decision shall include a roadmap, with
time bound objectives, laying down the steps to be taken to remedy the non-
compliance as set out in the list referred to in paragraph 4. The roadmap shall be
agreed by the Commission.

Where the non-compliance referred to in paragraph 6 is not deemed to be compatible
with the efficient and effective functioning of an operating structure, the national
authorizing officer shall proceed to establish an accreditation for the operating
structure concerned, in accordance with the provisions of Article 13 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.
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DETAILED RULES ON THE CONFERRAL OF MANAGEMENT POWERS BY
THE COMMISSION

In the event that the Commission decides to confer management powers on the
"existing national bodies" mentioned in Section 17 (1) above, the Commission may lay
down further conditions on the national authorities. In the event of further conditions,
the Commission shall set a time limit for compliance by the national authorities for the
conferral of management powers to remain effective. The Commission Decision shall
also lay down the list of ex-ante controls mentioned in Article 12(4) of Annex B.

Irrespective of the national authorizing officer's decision, the Commission may decide
to maintain, suspend or withdraw the conferral of management powers on any of the
bodies concerned at any time.

At all stages, the national authorizing officer shall ensure that all the information
required by the Commission is provided by the Beneficiary.

FURTHER PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
CROSS-BORDER PROGRAMMES

The operating structures in each participating beneficiary country shall include one
implementing agency which shall be established within the national administration or
under its direct control.

The national authorising officer in each participating beneficiary country shall, after
consulting the national IPA co-ordinator, designate a programme authorising officer to
head the implementing agency.

The programme authorizing officers shall be officials of the State administration of the
beneficiary countries. He/she shall be responsible for the activities carried out by the
implementing agency.

The implementing agencies shall be responsible for the tendering and contracting,
payments accounting and financial reporting aspects of the procurement of services,
supplies, works and grants for the part the cross-border programme concerning the
respective country.
